Abolifion Of Stale Ad Valorem Tax Is
Pronosed By Rens. Rugent And Wayne

State Representative Jim Nugent
of Kerrville and Represenattive
Ralph Wayne of Plainview have in-
troduced a House Joint Resolution
which calls for a Constitutional
Amendment to provide the gradual
abolition of the state ad valorem
taxes in Texas, In presenting the
proposed Constitutional Amend-
ment, Representative Nugent said,
“Representative Wayne and I high-
ly recommend phasing out the
state ad valorem tax over the next
11 years which would allow suffi-
cietn time for an orderly transi-
tion. Actually the state has been

i abandoning this source of revenue

for over a period of many years.
It has been abandoned in many
instances because the methods of
equalization result in inequities
among people through the state.”
Wayne compared with more than
75% in 1915 and 33% in 1930.”

Plant your cotton—if you have
high quality seed—when morning
soil temperatures at planting depth
are above 60 degrees F. for three
consecutive days.

Looking for tricks of magic to
perform at the next birthday party
for omne of the children? Or, in
reality, it doesn’t have to be a
party; you can display your “flo-
wre’, on any occasion,

Children like mysteries and this
activity will demonstrate to them
that burned matches can actually
“taste” soap and sugar!

Fill a pie pan with water and
place 8 or 10 burnt matches on
the surface in a spoke like arrange-
ment—with the unburnt ends toge-
ther as a center hub. Next hold a
piece of soap in the water at this
hub, (use a small bar or piece of
soap). Soon the matches will float
away from the soap toward the
edges of the pan. Then, hold a su-
gar cube in the water at the same
‘place you held the bar of soap.
The matches will float back to
their original position!

Ham is a traditional Easter meat
in much the same way that turkey
is considered the Thanksgiving
bird.

The old saying which may be
applied to many situations applies
to the buying of a ham—“If you
| don’t know your hams, know your
grocer.” Hams are cooked, uncook-
ed, canned, cured and fresh and
every class of ham calls for a dif-
ferent method of cooking.

No meat beats ham for serving
a crowd and no meat is more
adaptable in the many ways it can
be served. Hot or cold (never chil-
led) and ham tastes good.

Fresh hams have not been cured
or cooked. The rule for all pork—
hams included cook until well
done. For a ham weighing from
5 to 10 pounds cook at 325 F. from
4 to 5 hours. Roast is an open
shallow pan,

Cooked or ready to eat hams
have bheen fully cooked and are
sold with the bone in or boneless.
The cover is planly marked ‘“cook-
ed” but these hams taste best when
reheated in a 325 F. oven for 20
minutes per pound. A five-pound
cut of ham should be reheated for
an hour and 40 minutes; it never
hurts at this low temperature to
let it stay in the oven for at least
a couple of hours,

son, It all depends on what you
buy; a quarter of a pound per per-
son is adequate for a boned ham,
Y or 3/4 of a pound ner person if
the bone has been left in.

A six-pound ham will serve 4
people for 3 meals and three meals |
and there are many good things to:
be done with left-over ham.

How should it be done exactly,
Try this—

Cranberry Glazed Ham

% ready to eat—about 6 pounds

12 cup canned jellied Cranberry
Sauce

Y2 cup brown sugar, packed

15 teaspoon ground cinnamon

1 teaspoon grated orange rind

And with ham—sweet potatoes
of course. they come naturally,
Marmalade Glazed Swest Potatoes

6 sweet potatoes, boiled and
peeled

1 jar orange marmalade (about
one pound)

2 or 3 tablespoons butter or mar-
garine

Y+ cup water

14 teaspoon salt

If potatoes are large, cut in
three lengthwise slices; otherwise
cut in halves. Put marmalade in a
large skillet. Add buftter and water.

How much do you need per per-

season with salt and cook over
medium heat, turning carefully
until thoroughly glazed. Makes 6
servings,

Green beans, prepared by your
favorite recipe, will go very well
with ham and sweet potatoes.

And now for a salad. A fruit salad
would be the ticket and I believe
the best one would be:

Spiced Grape Salad

1 package lime flavored gelatine

3/4 cup chopped celery

3/4 cup chopped pecans

1 can spiced grapes.

Drain grapes. Add enough water to
juice to make 2 cups liquid. Heat.

17th Annual Pageant

Sef At Junclion

Junction’s 17th annual Easter
Pageant will be presented mnext
Saturday, March 25, 1967, at 10:00
p.m. on the eve before Easter Sun-
day, in a natural amphi-theatre on
the hillside below the Everburning
Cross, one mile south-east of Junc-
tion.

Presentation is by five-score
Kimble County people, all laymen,
women and children in colorful
costumes, typical of the dress of
Biblical times. Here they will re-
enact Jesus Christ’s last Days on
Earth, so timed that the Scene of
the final Ascension will take place
shortly after midnight on Easter
morn,

This Holy Spectacle will be pre-
sented in pantomime, supported
from a broadcasting booth by
readers and background music. A
dozen stages have been arranged
among the rugged rocks of the
hill-side, and changes of scenes are
effected by the shifting of spot
and flood lights.

The production is entirely ama-
teur and non-commercial. Members
of the cast are all local people,
with no professional or paid actors.
The cast contains men and women
from many walks of life: clerks,
lawyers, barbers, ranch men, bank-
ers, teachers, mail men, house-
wiyes, mechanics—who take time
from their business for several
weeks to participate in this conse-
crated service.

Mrs. Jack Reeves, accomplished
ranch woman, directs the Pageant
for the 16th consecutive year, In
1951, a group of about 20 inspired
people enacted the first Pageant
from a single stage. From year to
year the Spectacle has grown, with
changes and improvements in
scripts, scenes, staging and props.
Attendance has yearly increased,
and last ycar over 8,500 people
came from far and near. The excel-

lence of the production is perhvapsl
attested by the ever increasing at-
iendance, Many think there is no-
thing finer this side of Oberam-
mergan.

Sandwiches and soft drinks will be
dispensed on the grounds by local
civie organizations. !
