Ranchers in Schleicher county
who have put in submersible pumps
in wells to replace the old fash-
ioned windmill may want to build
a small stock tank. And to the
irrigationist a holding tank is es-
sential especially when small
wells are being pumped. Yes, you
can prevent seepage by sealing
ponds with bentonite,

Then too, many many hours of
recreation can be made available
for the family and friends by rais-
ing fish for the family and market,
or what about swimming?

Bentonite is a natural clay which
swells 10 to 12 times its dry size
when wet. When it is mixed with
the soil on the bottom or applied
in a layer over the porous soil,
bentonite forms an impermeable
layer that stops seepage.

There are three methods of ap-
plying bentonite, the blanket me-
thod, mixed blanket method, and
the sprinkle method.

The blanket method usually re-
sults in the most efficient seepage
control, but more care must be

other methods. In the blanket me-
thod, the top 4 to 6 inches of soil
from the lakebed are removed and
the surface smoothed with a rol-
ler. The area is then covered with
a layer of bentonite and the 4
to 6 inches of removed soil is
carefully replaced.

After replacing the soil roll or
tamp it. If possible, control the
flow of water into the lake to
avoid damage to the treated area.

A Marvelous Money Machine

If you have not received at least
a 4% wage increase in the past
five months, then your income has
been cut. Yo uare worse, off now
than you were when that span be-
gan,

That’s the real meaning of those
figures and statistics on the con-
tinuing climb of the ‘cost of living
released last week by the Labor
Department. The name of the game
is inflation, And in February, for
the fifth straight month, the cost
of living went up by an annual
rate of 4%, According to the Bur-
eau of Labor Statistics, “It does
appear it will continue to go up.”

The meaning of inflation—and it
concerns every one of us—is that
the dollar in your paycheck, in
your bank acount, in your pension
check is losing value at a current
rate of 4% per year. It is being
cheapened at a pace that is quicker
now than it has been in more than
a decade,

The money in that savings ac-
count may have 4% in interest
added, but inflation is taking 4%
of its purchasing power out at the
same time,

Though the average weekly pay-
check was the highest in history,
at $104.33, in terms of the 1957-59
dollar, it was worth only $78.03 in
what it will buy. Even with wage
boosts, the average worker is work-
ing longer hours to make ends
meet,

Our national addiction to deficit
spending in good times as well as
bad is now producing some terrific
hang-overs, Red-ink government
and its put-it-on-the-cuff philosophy
have triggered economic pains that
stretch from the international gold
market to the wallet of the aver-
age citizen,

Remember the old money ma-
chine that the traveling con men
once used to swindle gullible far-
mers? As explained and demon-
strated to the vietim, the machine
took in a $1 bill at one end and,
with a simple turn of the crank,
rolled out a $5 bill at the other.
After the mark had bought the
marvelous contraption and discov-
ered he’d been bamboozled by fast
talk, sleight of hand and impressive
gadgetry, the con man had long
gone,

Nowadays, of course, we’re too
sophisticated to be swindled by
such a transparent dodge when it
is attempted by a slick stranger in
a checked suit and a bowler hat.
Now it requires a progressive poli-
tician with a spiel based on easy-
time economics and ideological
grand designs to pull the wool over
our eyes. The gadget that is sold
to us modern sophisticates is much
more complicated looking and
takes much longer to reveal its
nonmiraculous nature,

But the streak in us that causes
us to fall for it is just like the one
that caused great-grandpappy to
buy the money machine from the
slick stranger, It is the notion
that maybe the tsranger is right
and we really can get something
for nothing, It is the notion that
we can take more out of the econ-
omy than we put into it, that we
can take out earnings faster than

we increase productivity,

For years, we Americans have
eagerly bought government that
promised more for everybody with-
out paying for it as we go. We've
trooped to the polis to vote for
those who ageured us that printing-
press money and budget deficits
could give us soniething for no-
hing,

When great grandpappy got his
asvelous morey machine back to
the house and looked into it more
closely, he discovered that he’d
spent the crop money on a painted-
up cracker pox with a broom-
handle crank, Th2 American voter
has no reascn to laugh at the old
boy, however, for if he looks into
his own purchasing power, he’ll
discover that he has hought a mar-
velous money machine that works
no better and costs him consider-
ably more, —-Dallas Jforning News,

1aflstion Is Cetting
Too Little Atftenticn

It is strange how little attention
is being paid—by the administra-
tion, by Congress and by the nation
itself—to the warnings given by
the loss of foreign confidence in
the dollar and the ‘quickening up-
creep of inflation at home.

Consumer prices in the United
States climbed in February for the
13th consecutive month, and at a
rate which is shaving the buying
power of the dollar by 4 cents a
year, Food, clothing and furniture
went up. So did the cost of such
i things as medical care, home main-
tenance, mortgage interest, house-
keeping and automobile repairs.
Wholesale prices went up, spelling
further future rises in consumer
prices. Of the 225 industrial pro-
duct classes on which the bureau
keeps a price index, 113 showed
an advance,

The people of the United States,
and their officials, continue their
carefree way as “the richest nation
on earth,” apparently unmindful
that anything could happen to al-
ter this status, But something is.
