rado, was completed for a ecalcu-
lated absolute open flow of
5,200,000 cubic feet of gas per day
with gas-liquid ratio of 87,000-1.
Gravity of the liquid was 52.8.

Production was through perfora-
tions at 6,834-39 feet, which had
been acidized with 500 gallons and
fractured with 20,000 gallons and
120,000 pounds. Plugged back depth
depth is 7,199 feet, where 4%-inch
casing was set.

For Voter

Austin, Tex.—As the January 31
deadline for voters to register
draws near, Secretary of State Mar-
tin Dies, Jr., the state’s election
officer, issued a “last call” to those
who are 21 or over.

Registration is at the county tax
assessor-collector’s office, but in
many counties, deputies have been
set up at convenient locations. Per-
sons over 60 who live in towns
of less than 10,000 or in rural areas
must now re-register every year.

Under the old law, persons past
60 in small towns and rural areas
did not have to register, but it is
now required every year. If they
fail to register by January 31, they
will not be able to vote in this
year’s important elections.

Dies also pointed out that young
people who will become 21 during
1970 can register before their 21st
birthday. Tax office will mark on
their registration certificate the
date on which they will become
21 and therefore eligible to vote.

Both political parties and a num-
her of civic groups are putting on
registration drives, seeking a goal
of more than 4 million registered
voters this year.

Qil Import Worries

Concern over possible federal
elimination of oil import quotas
caused state political and industry
leaders to hoist new storm warn-
ings.

New taxes and serious economic
losses are in store for Texas if
the Nixon administration scraps
the import quota for the tariff
system, say informed officials.

It. Gov. Ben Barnes called on
the Legislative Budget Board staff
1to determine how much the remo-
val of import barriers would reduce
state revenues should oil prices
tumble from $3 to $2.25 a barrel.
Import problem, together with long
range appropriation commitments,
could create a ‘“very, very grave”
legislature
next year, Barnes said.

Gov. Preston Smith expressed a
similar view in a press conference,
terming the potential tax loss from
tampering with 1mwport quotas “se-
vere.”

Democratic Senate candidate
Tloyd M. Bentsen Jr. predicted that
state tax revenues, 40% of which
are derived from the petroleum
industry, would ‘“drastically dec-
line” if the tariff system is imposed.
H noted that many school districts
also draw the bulk of their local
revenues for public school sup-
port from the oil and gas industry.

Alvin Hope, San Antonio inde-
pendent oil man, told the Texas
Railroad Commission that propo-
sals to reduce crude oil through a
sliding scale tariff collected by the
U. S. Treasury would be the “death
knell of the domestic industry as
we know it.”

Issues Last

Registration

Campus Made
Coordinating Board, Texas Col-
lege and Upniversity System, had

{some jarring news for students,

Board voted tough new regula-
tions to curb the “alarmingly-high”
delinquency rate on repayments to
the $285 million Hinson-Hazlewood
student loan program. Put into
effect was a requirement that ap-
plications (except in extreme hard-
ship cases) have co-signers. Colleg-
es may also lose their eligibility to
continue their students participa-
tion in the program if they don’t
help police deliquencies.

A careful system of interviews,
follewuns, parental signatures and
required letters of recommendation
also will be invoked.

Chairman Manuel DeBusk of Dal-
las, the new board chairman, said
he thinks tuitions should be tied
to a fixed percentage cost of the
overall education program—which
would mean a sharp increase.

DeBusk also recommended a
separate board of regents for each
undergraduate college and univer-
sity. UT Board Chairman Frank
C. Erwin Jr. replied that all boards
have grave enough responsibilities
to keep them busy “without any
unnecessary and wasteful rivalry.”

Courts Speak

Third Court of Civil .Appeals,
reversing an Austin trial court,
granted a temporary injunction to
block the Alcoholic Beverage Com-
mission from enforcing its tough
new private-bottle-club regulations,
pending trial on merits. Court said
the rule is invalid because the
Commission adopted no supporting
findings of fact, although proper
regulations could be adopted.

Third Court of Civil Appeals
also held that the cost of trading
stamps cannot be deducted from
sales tax payments made by mer-
chants to the state.

State Supreme Court agreed that
the driver of a city bus in Dallas
was not obliged to remove from
his bus an unrulv passenger who
later shot and killed another pas-
senger.

A title insurance company is not
liable for property damage under
a contract that is not in the title
chain, says the Supreme Court.

Gubernatorial Race

Texans once again will have a
choice between Preston Smith and
Paul Eggers for Governor of Texas.,

Governor Smith was first to an-
pounce.

A charge account warning comes
from a specialist in money man-
agement of Texas A&M University,

If saving money is of interest to
you it is possible that you may be
able to use the following informa-
tion on saving a little interest.

Although a new law requires
creditors to state finance charges,
their actual interest rate can
range from 18 to more than 36%.

Mrs. Doris Myers, Extension spe-
cialist in home management at
Texas A&M University, says the
differences lies in which method
they use to compute the charge:
previous balance or adjusted bal-
ance.

The usual monthly service charge
of 1% % on revolving charge ac-
counts must be labeled as 18%
under the new Truth in Lending
law, the specialist warns.

Unfortunately the law permits
department stores and other credi-
tors such as oil companies and bank
card plans to compute the finance
charges by two methods. One can
be quite a bit more expensive than
the other, Mrs. Myers savs.

Look for the words Previous
Balance on the sales slip. In this
method consumers are not credited
with payments or returns. The
1% % charge is applied to the
previous month’s balance.

Mrs. Myers explains how this
system works: on a $300 purchase
that a $50 item was returned and
$100 was paid during the billing
cycle $4.50 was added to the ac-
count. The total bill the next month
would be $154.50 if no other pur-
chase was made.

The actual annual percentage
rate is 36%. It may be even high-
er in other cases, she says.

Adjusted Balance means the con-
sumer gets credit for returns and
payments befor the 1% % is added
to his bill.

The same transaction of $300
with the return of a $50 item and

paymetn of $150 would have a
charge of $2.25 added to mnext
month’s bill. The total would then
be $152.25. That is a difference
of $2.25 for the same services in
different stores.

The specialist explains that the
customer’s copy of the charge slip
tells him to pay the total amount
when billed without any  extra
cost, or not pay the total amount
in a certain number of days and
have a finance charge added to
next month’s hill.

A person who uses a revolving
charge account in stores using the
costlier method of computing the
percentage rate will pay much
more for the use of credit, says

: Mrs. Myers,

A little shopping for the stores
that hay the cheapest plan can
make a big difference in  the
amount of money spent over a
period of time.

At least the Truth in Lending
does require a creditor to explain
his method of finance charges on
every month’s bill, Mrs. Myers ex-
plains.

For Valentine greetings in the
form of a sweet dessert try this
heart-shaped meringue filled with
lemon from Gwendolyne Clyatt,
Extension ,consumer marketing
specialist. The recipe makes four
to six small meringues or a large
one.

Before preparing the meringue
shell, line a cookie sheet with un-
glazed brown paper on which is
traced a large heart or small
hearts if you wish individual serv-
ings.

Beat four egg whites until frothy
then add a half teaspoon cream of
tarter and gradually add one cup
sifted granulated sugar. Beat until
the mixture is stiff.

Add a half teaspoon vanilla and
a few drops of red food coloring.

Now, using a pastry tube or tab-
lesnoon ,outline the heart design
with the meringue.

Farmers in the Eldorado-Divide
Soil and Water Conservation Dis-
trict will be getting in their fields
as soon as it is dry to start pre-
paring land for this year’s crops.
Seedbed preparation is a yearly
operation for good farmers every-
where. How good the seedbed is
prepared effects the last farming
operation for the crop, that being
crop yield. Following seedbed prep-
aration another very important
farming operation will be done,
that being planting crops. Where
crops are planted will govern whe-
ther or not the important conser-
vation practice of conservation
cropping system is being applied
and maintained. “The application
and maintenance of a conservation
cropping system, as needed on all
cropland, is equally as important
as good seedbed preparation,” says
Tlovd B. Johnson of the Soil Con-
servation Service.

Now is the time fer farmers,
interested in keeping all cropland
in a high productive condition, to
determine if an adequate conserva-
tion cropping system is being main-
tained. In doing this one of the
questions to be answered is, has
everything been taken out of the
soil and nothing put back? If the
correct answer is, as much or even
more has been put back than has
been taken out, the needs of the
soil from this standpoint has been
met. The answer to this question

can be answered by knowing what .

crops have been planted in past
years and how the crop residue and
soil improving crops have  been
managed.

The rotation of crops whereby
the same crop is not on the same
land for too many successive years
does not constitute a conservation
cropping system. To carry out a
conservation cropping system crops
must be grown in combination
with needed cultural and manage-
ment measures. Cropping systems
include the use of rotations that
contain high residue and soil im-
proving crops, as well as sequences
in which the desired benefits are
achieved with the use of such
Crops.

The purpose of a good conser-
vation cropping system must be
fourfold, (1) meet the needs of
the soil for improvement or main-
tenance of good physical condition;

(2) protect the soil during critical
periods when erosion usually oc-
curs; (3) in the control of weeds,
insects and diseases, and (4) ful-
fill the needs and desires of the
farmer for economic return.

Farmers in the district have the
choice of maintaining or improving
soil fertility and condition of their
land. Farmers making the right
choice and carrying it out does
more than keep the soil in the
right condition. Crop yields are in-
creased when soil fertility is im-
proved and soils are kept in good
physical condition.  When farmers
make this important choice, they
are in a sense choosing between
farming good land or poor land.
Few, if any, farmers would choose
to farm poor deteriorated soil ra-
ther than good soil high in ferti-
lity.

Water, one of the most imvor-
tant elements needed for plant
growth, is held on the land.and
conserved for crop use by a good
conservation cropping system. How-
ever, just as important if not more
important, is the water that goes
into the underground water supply
as a result of being held on the
land by conservation practices ap-
plied and maintained. This all im-
portant water storage can help
govern the prosperity and exis-
tence of a community. The lack of

an adequate supply of water for |,

all uses, can cause a community
to cease to exist.

Soil fertility and condition eit-
her improves or becomes depleted
as the land is used. Unfortunately,
the latter is always the case if
the needed management practices
are not planned and applied. By
applying and maintaining all the
needed soil, water and plant con-
servation practices, the land can
be kept in its maximum potential
productive condition.

Farmers and ranchers can re-
ceive assistance from the Soil Con-
servation Service in planning and
applying the needed conservation
practices on their land. Cost share
in applying enduring type conser-
vation practices is available in this
District from the Great Plains Con-
servation Program, adminfstered
by the S.C.S. Also, costshare as-
sistance is available from the Sch-
leicher County A. S. C. S. office.

Under no circumstances should
fungicide treated seed be fed to
meat or dairy animals. Not only
is there the possibility of killing
the animals, but also the fungi-
cide material can be deposited in
the tissue of the animal, and if
the meat is consumed, poisoning
will result.

No grains should be treated with
fungicides unless it is going to
be used for planting only, because
consumption of meat or milk from
animals fed treated grains can
cause poisoning to humans.

The removal of dead, drying, or
unwanted treees from your prop-
erty is much easier to do during
the winter months.

If you don’t have the equipment
and necessary tools for doing the
job, tree service companies  can
give attention to orders for such
work much sooner now than later.

Iey sidewalks and steps of late
have become rather common and
an accident hazard. Several things
can be done to remove the ice or
else make moving on it safer.

Common salt is often used on
cit streets but it must be used
with extreme care around the
heme. Runoff from salted areas
con injure nearby trees, shrubs,
flowers and grass. The effect of
the salt injury may not show up
until early summer. The effect on
trees may be a marginal burn of
the leaves or complete browning
and death of the leaves and in
extreme cases large trees die.

Ammonium Nitrate can be used
to melt ice in areas where drain-
age is toward shrubs or grass. This
material will fertilize the plants if
not used in excessive amounts.
High concentration of nitrogen can
cause plant dagage. If ammonium
nitrate is not available, commer-
cial fertilizer relatively high in
nitrogen and potassium may be
used.

Sand can be used on icy walks
and drives to provide good trac-
tion, Many people object to its use
because it is tracked into the house;
however, its effect is no more
damaging to floors and rugs than
is common salt.

Finally, it salt is used, be sure
that drainage is away from plants
or grass and the root zone of trees
or shrubs.
