But few probably realizz they
never see insects on tfood—or, the
ravages insects could cause to their
food supply, were it not for the
cfficient farm producer and his
wise use of pesticides to control
insects.

Therefore, it’s up to the farm
producers—who know the score—
to tell their story to those  who
should he brought up to date on
what’s important—and what’s not!

Easier said than done, says our
reader. Not so. There are oppor-
tunities galore to tell this vital
story. Tell it to your neighbors. to
your lunheon clubh, your Chamber
of Commerce, talk to your local
editor, or farm broadcaster—talk to
anyone who has the ear of the
public! It’s a fascinating story—
and one he’ll be anxious to share
with his neighbors, fellow club
members, and his audience.

The small grain harvest is under

fairly heavy, just a reminder about
crop residues.

Large amounts of crop residues
are valuable by-products of a good
farming operation and should not
be burned.

Good residue management is one
of the better soil and water man-
agement practices leading to in-
creased crop production. The term
“residue” refers to the recogniz-
able remains of plants, such as

| stems, stalks and leaves. The term

is often confused with ‘“organic
matter”, which is unrecognizable
plant remains, and ¢‘humus” which
is the relatively stable end pro-
duct of decomposed plant
animal residues.

Residues disked or plowed into
the soil help keep the soil open,
thus allowing good aeration and
water infiltration.

ed to close-growing or high residue
crops half to two-thirds of the time.

Incorporation of residue into
the soil provides an added bonus
because this is an effective way to
prevent the carryover of disease
organisms. Cotton root rot, for
example, can bhe substantially re-
duced by a combination of deep
tillage and the incorporation
large amounts of raw residues deep
in the soil.

For those interested in more
facts on residue management, an
Extension publication, MP-807,
“Crop Residue to Improve Texas
Soils,” is available at my office.

The boating season is in full
swing and accidents from water
related sports are beginning to
climb. Boating and other water
sports can be fun and relaxing
when conducted according to the
recognized rules of safety.

Though we have a boat safety
law, boaters do not always take
the time to become familiar with
its provisions. One mistake in a
boat can mean trouble or even
result in a disaster.

These suggestions are made for
making water sports safer. Never
overload a bhoat with passengers.
FEach boat has a rated capacity
which should always be observed.
Always have an extra oar in the
boat in case one is broken or lost.
Before leaving shore, especially if
the water is unfamiliar, ask an
informed person about hazards in
the lake or stream.

Wear clothing and shoes which
can be easily removed in case the
boat sinks or capsizes. Most im-
portant have an approved life pre-
server available for every boat
passenger and see that it is worn.
If 2 motor is used, make certain
it is the proper size and horsepower
for the boat. Be as cautious when
steering the boat as when driving
a ‘car. Learn and observe the rules
of water such as speed limits, yield-
ing the right-of-way and forbidden
zones.

Never stand in a small boat.
Wear clothing which will protect
against sunburn. Water reflects
sunshine. Never go boating when
winds are high or severe weather
warnings are out. And, it is never
a good idea to swim alone.

State law requires that at least
one operator per shift be certified

for competency by heelth depart-
ment - engineers, but many opera-
tors seek certification on their own
time and at their own expense to
increase their efficiency as key

puplic servants to their commun-

ity and state.

The engineers said the attain-
ment is evidence of Garcia’s ef-
forts to better prepare himself for
the duties of his profession.

Gill Claims Fisher
Caught In Untruth

‘ On Smut Bill

.Republican Congressional candi-

ldate Dick Gill today dismissed as

the “desperate tactics of a politi-
cian caught in an untruth” a
recent statement hy his opponent,
Rep. Ovie Clark Fisher.

“As usual, Mr. Fisher is trying
to cloud the issue, to muddy the
waters with gqualifying statements
statements and involved explana-
tions and by carefully omitting the
facis’ Gill said. He listed as ex-
amples:

First of all Mr. Fisher omits the
plainest fact of. all: his name is
not on the bill passed by the House,
he is not listed as co-sponsor of
the House-passed bhill in the Con-
gressional Record and he is not
acknowledged by any other Con-
gressman to he a cosponsor of
AR 15633.

Ir. Fisher did, in fact, co-sponsor
an anti-smut bill along with 16
other House members; but he
omits .the fact that n5 hearings
were ever beld on his bill. Like
the 183 other hills he hes ‘i tro-
duced in the past five years, it
got i o beiv

Mr. Fisber claims his anfi-smut
bill formed “the principal bhasis”
fer the bil {finally approved; but
he omits the fact that 168 other

House members also introduced
anti-smut . legisiation, anc  their
bills alse influenced the  final

form of the House-passed bill.
And he omits the fact that his bill
and the bill passed by the House
are * different.

Mr. Fisher does,
a letter from House Post
Cemmittee. Chairman Dulski ad-
dressing him as “a sponsor of
anti-obscenity legislation”; but he
omits the fact that 175 other Con-
gressmen got the same letter, and
he omits the fact that Rep. Dulski
also urged him to be present for
the important House vote on the
bill sponsored by 24 members of
Rep. Dulski’s committee—not Mr.
Fisher’s bill.  He also omits the
fact that he ignored Rep. Dulski’s
request and missed the vote on
the bill. 2

“So the facts remain the same,”
Gill concluded. “Mr, Fisher was
deliberately misleading his consti-
tuents when hes claimed to be a
co-sponsor of the House-passed anti-
smut bill, and his attempts to
prove that he was a co-sponsor are
the desperate tactics of a politician
caught in an untruth.

“T have never questioned Mr.
Fisher’s support for anti-smut leg-
islation. As a matter of fact, it is
refreshing to find him ‘For’ some-
thing for a change. But he simply
was not a sponsor of the House-
passed bill, as he stated in his May
7 newsletter, and again in a recent
letter to various newspaper edi-
tors.”

Amplifying on Gill’s statement,
Gill-For-Congress Committee Cam-
paign Director, Harry Pittman
charged: “Mr. Fisher seems to be
making a habit of having to cover
his tracks in his frantic attempt
to beef up his pitiful record of
ineffectiveness and to bolster his
constituents’ sagging confidence' in
him.

“Mr, Fisher had best learn that
the people of the 21st Congres-
sional District are no longer going
to settle for part of the truth part
of the time,” Pittman concluded,
“and we are going to do our best
to see that they get the whole
truth.”

Austin, Tex.—Pollution of Texas
beaches brought strong rceommen-
dations to Senate committees for
curbs on offshore oil exploration,
vigorous enforcement of anti-spill
regulations and creation of a nat-
ional oil company:

Senate beach and pipeline study
committees listened to a full day
of testimony. Hightlights included:
-—Complaint of pipeline committee
consultant Terence O’Rourke that
state agencies seldom file cases to
collect fines for oil spill polluticns.
O’Rourke said Texas would have
a fund of “millions of dollars” from
fines to combat pollution if strong
enforcement were teh rule. Rail-
road Cemmission Chief Enforece-
ment Officer Roy Payne acknow-
ledged under questioning that the
Commission has never filed law-
suit to punish accidental pollution
through spills.

—Statement by Sen. A. R. Schwartz
of Galveston that the oil industry
should not be permitted to drill in
coastal waters until it can give
assurances it has technology  to
prevent spills.

-—Recommendation of Sen. D. Roy
Harrington of Port Arthur that
double safety devices be installed
on huge coastal rigs so emergency

’

manyal ' shut-offs couid  be
when automated equipment fails
or is destroyed by fires.
—Suggestion by Austin journalist
Ronnie Dugger that a national oil
company be established to produce
oil on public lands. Dugger said
former Gov. Ross Sterling, himself
an oil company executive, as far
back as 1931 had proposed the
state drill its own oil and that
President Nixon’s task force wants
the federal government to finance
exploration and devlopment of an
emergency standby reserve.
—Recommendation by governor’s
aide John Shanahan Jr. for tighter
rules over oil industry operating
in state waters and legislative des-
ignation of responsibilitv for oil
spill contingency planning.

In distriet court cases at Hous-
ton and E! Paso, Atty. Gen. Craw-
ford C. Martin won first judicial
orders checking air pollution by
trash. burning and industrial
smoke.

In many respects, our chal-
lenge and our task are mere de-
manding and much more complex.
The preliminary reports on  the
census of so many of our smaller
cities spell cut in box-car letters
that as much tenacity—just plain
guts—is required to tackle that
job as the old-timers needed.”
