After 62 Years, Still A Profitable Business

An auction sale to close out the 
stock of the El Dorado Hardware 
Co., will start Saturday morning at 
10:00 on the store premises. Mrs. 
E. C. Hill, owner, has scheduled 
the sale to close out 62 years of 
operation. Mrs. Hill announced 
plans to keep office hours' in the 
store following the auction in order 
to collect and pay bills, and to 
keep such hours as long as neces­
sary.

The firm has been associated 
witn the Hill family for over 60 
y^ars. It is one of the three oldest 
business firms in Eldorado, having 
ben founded by Wilson and Mc­
Clain back in 1907 . . (The other 
two: The First National Bank was 
also founded in 1907 and the Eldo­
rado Success newspaper was found­
ed in 1901.)

Around 1910, the late D. C. Hill

bought the store and he sold it to 
his son, Ernest, in 1928. In the 
early days, the store handled all 
the many necessities of a newly- 
established town, including horse 
collars and plows, and even a line 
of caskets. The store building was 
originally located on South Main 
street and in the early 1920’s that 
building burned. “That was when 
'we went out of the casket bus­
iness,” Mrs. Hill now recalls.

The present substantial store 
building, made of rock, was erected 
in 1923 and has been the location 
since that time for the store’s 
operations. It is pictured above.

Mrs. N. G. Hodges, clerk of the 
store for the past 20 years or so, 
will retire.

Mrs. Hill will retain ownership, 
for the present, of the store build­
ing.

An emergency meeting of Texas 
Livestock Producers was held in 
San Antonio at 1:00 p.m. Wednes­
day, April 30th, to reactivate the 
Counfv Screwworm Eradication 
Committees and outline plans for 
reducing screwworm outbreaks dur­
ing the critical spraying and sum­
mer months.

All segments of the livestock 
industry, as well as sportsmen’s 
group and other interested persons 
are expected to participate, accord­
ing in Dolph Briscoe, Jr., Uvalde 
banker civic leader and rancher, 
who has called the meeting. Bris­
coe is president of the Southwest 
Animal Health Research Founda­
tion, industry group which has 
taken leadership in the battle aga­
inst screwworm s.

Briscoe says that Texas has re­
corded 52 screwworm cases in ‘69 
— moie than three times greater 
than last year at this time— and 
that “ no Texas ranch is immune to 
the screwworm threat this year.” 
He said that Screwworm Eradica­
tion “ vigilant” committees must be 
organized to battle the expected 
buildup of cases if Txas is to avoid 
a major screwworm outbreak again 
this year.

The local Livestock Committee 
of Jo Ed Hill, Leslie Baker, Wilson 
Page, Carrel White, L. Steen, John 
Rae Powell, Howard Derrick, Bob 
Sykes, James L. Powell, and Ford 
Oglesby. Jr., will be represented at 
this meeting by one or more mem­
bers.

The screwworm program has sav­
ed livestock producers some $180,- 
000 annually in death losses and 
labor since i9S3. The 1/3 to V2 of 
the total time spent on the ranch 
looking for screwworm cases has or 
can be put to other profitable or 
recreation entrprises or endeavors 
as the rancher chooses.

This is one program that the 
ranchers of this county or Texas 
can’t afford the luxury of losing.

PUBLIC NOTICE
Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER NINE ON THE BALLOT (HJR8)
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 5, 

Article III, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, as amended, 
be amended to read as fol­
lows:

“ Section 5. The Legislature 
shall meet in regular session 
each year at such time as 
may be provided by law and 
at other times as convened by 
the' Governor. When convened 
in> odd-numbered years in reg­
ular session, the Legislature 
shall devote the first thirty 
days to the introduction of 
bills and resolutions, acting 
upon emergency appropria­
tions, passing upon the confir­
mation of the recess appointees 
of the Governor and such 
emergency matters as may be 
submitted by the Governor in 
special messages to the Legis­
lature; provided that during 
the succeeding thirty days of 
such session the various com­
mittees of each House shall 
hold, hearings to consider all 
bills and resolutions and other 
matters then . pending; and 
such emergency matters as 
may be submitted by the Gov­
ernor; provided further that 
during the following sixty days 
the Legislature shall act upon 
such bills and resolutions as

may be then pending and upon 
such emergency matters as 
may be submitted by the Gov­
ernor in special messages to 
the Legislature; provided,how­
ever, either House may other­
wise determine its order of 
business during this session by 
an affirmative vote of four- 
fifths of its membership.

“Regular sessions in even- 
numbered years, commencing 
in 1972, shall not exceed sixty 
days and shall be limited to 
legislation on the subjects of 
providing funds for the sup­
port of functions and activities 
of the state government and 
emergency matters submitted 
by the Governor in messages 
to the Legislature. At each 
regular session, commencing 
in 1971, appropriations shall 
be made for the support of 
functions and activities of the 
state government for the next 
fiscal year.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing consti­
tutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
August 5, 1969, at which elec­
tion the ballots shall be 
printed to provide for voting 
for or against the proposition: 
“ The constitutional amendment 
to provide for annual legisla­
tive sessions.”

State Fair Musical

On April 23, the members of the 
House of Representatives met in 
special session to honor our Spea­
ker, the Honorable G. F. “ Gus” 
Mutscher from Brenham, Texas. 
Each session a certain day is set 
aside to honor the present Speaker 
of the House and all of the former 
Speakers. It was my privilege and 
honor to serve on the escort com­
mittee and accompany a former 
Speaker from District 65, Mr. Claud 
Gilmer of Rocksprings, Texas, who 
served as Speaker in 1945-46.

Later in the day, a barbecue was 
held at a city park in Austin and 
over 5,000 attended to enjoy gbod 
food, good companionship and to 
listen to the music of Hank Thomp­
son. The day was capped off by a 
Ball honoring Speaker Mutscher 
that night in the Municipal Audit­
orium. All in all, it was a very 
enjoyable and welcome break in 
the steady grind of legislative bus­
iness.

Turning to the more unpleasant 
side of governmental activities, 
namely that of taxes, it is evident 
that there is another movement 
under way for a one-year appropri­
ation bill instead of the constitu­
tionally and historically correct 
two-year appropriation bill. One of 
the great arguments for this bill 
is that it would postpone the im­
position of a tax this year.

I am strongly opposed to this 
approach as I was two years be­
fore because I feel this is truly an 
abdication of legislative responsi­
bility and is not conducive to fiscal 
economy or responsibility in gov­
ernment. Many of the advocates of 
the teacher pay raise are favoring 
the one-year appropriations ap­
proach. My only answer to them is 
that if they are claiming the credit 
for being on record for teacher pay 
raise, then they ought to have the 
“ guts” to consider and pass a tax 
bill that will take care of this 
item as well as the other operations 
of our State Government.

Oh yes, one other argument ad­
vanced is that there is a possibility 
o f a cut in the Federal surtax and 
a more favorable “ view” of Fed­
eral-State revenue sharing by the 
Federal Government. In my opin­
ion, there is about as much chance 
for this to happen as there is for 
the lion to lie down with the lamb. 
—Hilary B. Doran, Jr.

Should we or should we not 
deploy anti-ballistic mi’ssiles, de­
signed to intercept and destroy 
nuclear-laden hostile missiles?

President Nixon has called for 
such deployment, known as Safe­
guard, initially limited to protec­
tion of our great Minutemen long 
range missile sites, at a cost of 
some five or six billion dollars. I 
support the President’s recommen­
dation.

Actually, the ABM proposal is 
nothing new. During some 15 
years we have spent $3-billion on 
research and development in an 
effort to perfect a weapon which 
with sophisticated radar and ad­
vanced electronic devices would be 
capable of such interceptions.

Obviously, only the experts are 
qualified to decide the justification 
for such deployment. Our most res­
pected experts assure us such in­
terception is in fact feasible, and 
while by no means 100% success­
ful, many enemy missiles could be 
destroyed. Repeated tsts have dem-i 
onstrated this fact.

The Russians are now deploying 
their third generation ABM, and 
are sparing no expense in further 
research and development. Can we 
afford to do less? In addition, it is 
now known the Soviets are push­
ing a 25-megaton long range mis­
sile, which experts insist would 
lend itself primarily to the sole 
mission of hopefully knocking out 
our missile sites and our capacity 
to retaliate following a first strike 
—if one should come.

It would seem, therefore, that 
we can ill afford to relax, sit back 
and in this respect becoming a 
second rate power, while the Sovi­
ets— and later the Chinese— might 
succeed in developing an effective 
defnse against our missile striking 
capability.

Wouldn’t it be better to have it 
and not need it than to need it 
and not have it?

Late Blooming Beauties

Some flowers that are planted in the spring often won’t 
show their first bloom until summer. But they are usually 
blooms worth the wait. For instance, tubers, such as the1
Belgian Begonia, blossom all < 
summer long, instead of bloom­
ing and dying in a .matter of 
days. And begonias not only 
make beautiful additions to 
home gardens, they also com­
prise one of the largest groups 
o f indoor plants. One of the 
most popular in the wide va­
riety  o f begonias are the 
Cam ellia-flowered, a group 
that has been developed over 
the years by dedicated hybri­
dizers in Belgium. This un­
usually beautiful tuber has 
breath-taking camellia-shaped 
flowers that often grow to ten 
inches in diameter.

When growing these tubers 
indoors, they should be started 
in small 2% inch clay pots, with 
a rich soil mixture. Plants should 
he transplanted only when their 
roots have filled the pot, and 
then always into the next larger 
pot. When a begonia is over­
potted it can easily become 
water-logged.

Most of the flowering bego­
nias need a minimum of three 
or four hours sunlight hut no 
sunrays; for increased bloom 
and stronger plants, the camel­
lia-flowered variety should re­
ceive added artificial light. And 
to keep begonias flourishing,' 
fertilizing is important. This is 
especially so during active

growing periods when the 
plants have reached large size.

The home grower can also 
transplant his begonias out­
doors when the sprouts are two 
or three inches high—but only 
after the last frost. And when 
planting outdoors it’s important 
to consider the position of the 
beds and the soil. Begonias like 
lots of sunlight—but never di­
rect sunrays and loose soil with 
coarse sand for maximum drain­
age. If the soil is too heavy, 
loosen it with sand and peat 
moss.

Outdoors or indoors this 
hearty flower needs a minimum 
of care. And what care you do 
give them is certainly small 
compensation for their months 
of glorious bloom. _  ,

It's almost uncanny the way 
two cooks can begin with the 
same basic ingredients, and 
end up with such different re­
sults. Part of the explanation, 
of course, can be a difference 
in skill or experience. But far 
more often it's a matter of atti­
tude. The successful cook is 
more adventurous about sea­
sonings, and realizes that small 
changes can have a startling 
effect on flavor.

A  perfect example is the 
poaching of fish. Fish has an 
unusual capacity to pick up 
flavors from its "surroundings"; 
whether it does or not depends 
on the character of the cooking 
liquid, and that's where imag­
ination comes in. In the hands 
of a clever cook, poaching can 
work very nearly a miracle.

One cue any cook can profit­
ably pick up is the use of beer 
as a poaching liquid for fish. 
It's a trick that com es w ell 
recommended—chef s have been 
relying on it for years. Take 
salmon steaks, for example. 
Poaching salmon in beer gives 
a subtly different taste which 
truly flatters this lovely, pink- 
fleshed delicacy. With this 
truly spring-like meal, no bev­
erage is quite as compatible as 
cold, sparkling beer.

BEER POACHED SALMON
4 fresh or frozen salmon steaks 
1 tablespoon whole pickling spice 
1 (12 oz.) can or bottle beer 
1 lemon, sliced 
1 large onion, sliced

Salt
Defrost salmon if frozen. Arrange salmon 

steaks in single layer in a large skillet. Add 
pickling spice and enough beer to half cover 
the salmon. Place lemon and onion slices on top 
of salmon. Sprinkle with salt. Cover tightly. 
Bring .to a boil, lower heat and simmer gently 
until fish flakes, about 15-20 minutes. Remove 
steaks with a slotted spatula and place on a 
warm serving platter. Spoon hot Soubise Sauce 
over steaks.

SOUBISE SAUCE
3 tablespoons butter or margarine 
1 pound onions, finely chopped 
3 tablespoons flour 

% cup milk 
3A  cup light cream

Salt and white pepper
Melt butter; add onions and saute over low 

heat, stirring occasionally, until onions are very 
tender and mushy. Press butter and onions 
through a sieve or whirl in a blender. Return 
puree to pan and stir in flour. Gradually stir in 
milk and cream. Cook over low heat, stirring 
constantly, until smooth and thick. Season to 
taste with salt and white pepper. Yield: About 
2 cups. _____

Austin, Tex.— After a slow Mon­
day to Wednesday, legislators 
wound up last week in a blaze of 
speed, turning out more than 100 
bills on a climactic Thursday.

Senate passage of a much-amend­
ed $1.25 an hour minimum wage 
bill, with a push from Lt. Gov. Ben 
Barnes, highlighted the action. Bill 
survived Senate filibusters. Now it 
goes to the House where Speaker 
Gus Mutscher reports its fate will 
be decided in a floor battle.

Also triumphant over filibusters 
was the bill to set up Texas State 
Technical Institute under a sep­
arate governing board with auth­
ority to operate facilities in Waco, 
Harlingen and Amarillo areas. It 
now is known as James Connally 
Technical Institute and is under 
the Texas A&M University Sys­
tem. Only those courses which area 
junior collges can’t or won’t offer 
could be taught in this job prepar­
ation field. Bill goes to Gov. Pres­
ton Smith for signature.

House earlier voted to split the 
Parks and Wildlife Department in­
to separate agencies regulating 
parks and game and fish. Snate 
apparently is cool to the “divorce” 
plan.

House also voted to create Uni­
versity of Texas of Permian Basin 
near the present Odessa College 
campus and agreed the name of 
the Liquor Control Board should 
be changed to Texas Alcoholic Bev­
erage Commission.

Both houses agreed on hills to 
provide for misdemeanor action 
against corporations charged with 
air and water pollution.

A Senate-passed bill would per­
mit admission of oral confessions 
as evidence in criminal trials.

Water Plan Adopted
Nine billion dollar Texas Water 

Plan has been formally adopted 
by Texas Water Development Board 
and implementing legislation is 
moving fast.

Water Development Board ac­
cepted the plan, which includes a 
proposal to import some 12 to 13 
million acre feet of surplus water 
annually from the lower Missis­
sippi River to meet state require­
ments to the year 2020.

Water Rights Commission set 
the stage by entering an official 
finding that the plan “gives ade­
quate consideration to protection of 
existing water rights and takes in­
to account modes and procedures 
for equitable adjustmnt of water 
rights to be affected.”

BoUle Club Rul^s
Tex^s Liquor Control Board has 

set May 9 for a public hearing on a 
new propos'd for private-club rules 
and regulations, drawn up after a 
previous hearing.

New draft includes major chang­
es to allow the use of computers 
in record-keeping; more detailed 
regulations on record-keeping for 
tax collection purposes; definitions 
of “ guest” , “ member” and “ mem­
ber’s family” ; a definition of food 
service required at clubs and 
more detailed rules on the locker 
system.

LCB also agreed to ask the Leg­
islature for an additional $834,523 
in appropriations— over what the 
Senate-passed money bill would 
give the LCB.

That extra money is needed, the 
Board says, because of passage of 
a bill revising the Liquor Control 
Act, recent increases in licenses 
and permits and “ the further fact 
that there are now three ports of 
entry on the Mexico border which 
are presently not manned with . . . 
tax collectors.”

Attorney General's Opinions

Although the Legislature in­
tended ballots may be prepared so 
as to be compatible for use in 
automatic tabulating equipment, 
those used with electronic devices 
must be similar to ordinary paper 
ballot, Atty.

Baptist hospital parking lots can

There is no authority to use 
county funds for purchasing vol­
umes of a county history.

Screwworm Cases Few

Texas had only eight cases of 
screwworms confirmed in March, 
which—with the nine cases found 
in February— marks the end of the 
serious screwworm outbreaks last 
summer and fall.

Spring is about here, however, 
and the Texas Animal Health 
Commission foresees “ more prob­
lems.” Rain and warm weather 
hurt the control program.

A joint resolution of the Com­
mission and the Animal Health 
Division of the US Department of 
Agriculture says that 200,272,000 
sterile flies were dropped in Texas 
during March to fight the expected 
increase.

Report also shows that 184 Texas 
counties now are modified certified 
brucellosis counties, 30 other coun­
ties are being tested and 32 others 
are under modified certified test­
ing.

VISTA Program Signed
Governor Smith announced sign­

ing of a VISTA (Volunteers in Ser­
vice to America) project to benefit 
aged in a 16-county Central Texas 
area.

Counties which have highest per­
centage over-65 population in the 
state include Coleman, Callahan, 
Concho. McCullough, Runnels, San 
Saba, Brown. Blanco, Mason, Mills, 
Llano, Hamilton, Eastland, Erath, 
Bosque and Comanche. Community 
Council c f Blanco and Comal coun­
ties and Central Texas Opportuni­
ties Inc., will serve as delegate 
sponsors, and Hill County Action 
Association as prime sponsor or 
grantee. Twenty VISTA volunteers 
will assist in the area.

Teacher-Shortage Grants
US Office of Education has aw­

arded the Texas Education Agency 
six grants totalling more than $600,- 
000 to attract and qualify teachers 
to meet the critical teacher short­
age.

A TEA spokesman said the nro- 
jects represent a cooprative effort 
among six regional education ser­
vice centers-— at Amarillo, Austin, 
Corpus Christi, El Paso, Houston 
and Richardson— with local educa­
tion agencies and collges and uni­
versities.

Regardless of the calendar, cook­
ing and eating must go on in every 
home. I am firmly convinced that 
30 minutes of thinking and plan­
ning is worth hours of frantic acti­
vity. The saying of “work smarter, 
not harder” applies here, at least 
to see what you can do to improve 
your situation.

Plan ways to make your freezer 
work for you. I use the 1-2-3 sys­
tem; I prepare three casseroles, 
freeze two and eat one. It isn’t 
much more trouble, just takes a 
bigger mixing bowl is about all. 
The same oven heat will do three? 
meat loaves, three casseroles, or 
three pans of baked beans. Two 
roasts cost no more than one roast 
twice. Fire up the grill and barbe­
cue 4 chickens at once. Chicken is 
still the cheapest and best meat. 
Don’t just make cookies, make a 
lot of cookies. And don’t make 
dropped or rolled cookies, make 
the kind which can be baked in 
a sheet and cut while warm.

Make sauerkraut salad instead of 
potato salad. Kraut doesn’t have 
to be cooked and peeled. Besides 
that kraut salad can be kept for a 
week without any fear of spoilage.
If you like kraut salad it is very 
good— of course if nobody in the 
house will eat it, then don’t bo­
ther, but make macaroni salad 
instead. Recipes for both follow in 
case you don’t have them handy.

German Sauerkraut Salad
1 cup sugar
% cup vinegar
1 no. 2Vz can kraut, drained
Vz cup chopped green pepper
Vz cup chopped onion
Vz cup thinly sliced celery
2 tablespoons pimentos
1 teaspoon dill seed
14 cup salad oil.

Bring sugar and vinegar to hard 
boil. Combine remaining ingredi­
ents. Pour sugar mixture over 
sauerkraut and other vegetables. 
Place in covered container and let 
stand overnight in refrigerator.

Macaroni Salad
3 cups chilled, cocked macaroni. 

(I like the large elbow variety best.) 
Vz cup drained canned peas 
Vz lb. cheese, diced
1 cun celery, sliced
2 tablespoons chopped onion
14 cup chopped green or red

pepper
3 hard cooked eggs, chopped. 

Combine all ingredients, reserving 
small amount of eggs for garnish. 
Toss lightly with favorite salad 
dressing. Top with reserved eggs..
Serves 6.

NUMBER TWO ON THE BALLOT (HJR9)
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Article III 

of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended by 
adding thereto a new Section 
49-d-l to read as follows: 

“ Section 49-d-l. (a) In ad­
dition to Texas Water Devel­
opment Bonds heretofore au­
thorized to be issued by Sec­
tions 49-c and 49-d of Article 
III of the Constitution, ..the 
Texas Water Development 
Board is hereby authorized to 
issue $3,500,000,000 in aggre­
gate principal amount of 
bonds. No part of such addi­
tional bonds shall be issued 
prior to approval thereof by 
the vote of two-thirds of the 
elected m e m b e r s  of both 
houses of the Legislature.

“ (b) The proceeds from the 
sale of such bonds shall be 
deposited in the Texas Water 
Development Fund.

“ (c) The bonds herein au­
thorized and all bonds author­
ized by such Sections 49-c and 
49-d of Article III shall bear 
such interest and mature as 
the Texas Water Development 
Board shall prescribe subject 
to the limitations as may be 
imposed by the Legislature.

“ (d) The Texas Water De­
velopment Fund shall be used 
for the purposes heretofore 
permitted .by and subject to 
the limitations in said Sec­
tions 49-c and 49-d and in 
addition thereto for the pur- 

, poses of developing water re­
sources and facilities for the 
State of Texas, both within 
the State and without the

State of Texas. Provided, how­
ever, that financial assistance 
may lie made pursuant to the 
provisions of such Sections 
49-c and 49-d subject only to 
the availability of funds and 
without regard to the provi­
sions in Section 49-c that such 
financial assistance shall ter­
minate after December 31,

medical care for, and for re­
habilitation and other services 
to or on behalf of:

“ (1) Needy aged persons 
who are citizens of the United 
States or non-citizens who 
shall have resided within the 
boundaries of the United 
States for at least twenty-five 

A25) years;
“ (2) Needy Individuals who 

are totally and permanently 
disabled by reason of a mental 
or physical handicap or a com­
bination of physical and men­
tal handicaps;

“ (3) Needy blind persons;
“ (4) Needy dependent chil­

dren and the caretakers of 
such children.

“ The Legislature may pre­
scribe such other eligibility re­
quirements for participation in 
these programs as it deems 
appropriate.

“ The Legislature shall have 
authority to enact appropriate 
legislation which will enable 
the State of Texas to cooperate 
with the Government of the 
United States in providing 
assistance to and/or medical 
care on behalf of needy per­
sons, in providing rehabilita­
tion and any other services 
included in the federal laws

making matching funds avail­
able to help such families and 
individuals attain or retain 
capability for independence or 
self-care, to accept and expend 
funds from the Government of 
the United States for such 
purposes in accordance with 
the laws of the United States 
as they now are or as they 
may hereafter be amended, and 
to make appropriations out of 
state funds for such purposes;

“ Supplementing legislative 
appropriations for assistance 
payments authorized by this 
Section, the following sums are 
allocated out of the Omnibus 
Tax Clearance Fund and are 
appropriated to the State De­
partment of Public Welfare for 
the period beginning Septem­
ber 1, 1969 and ending August 
31, 1971: Three Million, Six 
Hundred Thousand Dollars 
($3,600,000) for Old Age 
Assistance, Two Million, Five 
Hundred Thousand Dollars 
($2,500,000) for Aid to the 
Permanently and Totally Dis­
abled, and Twrenty-Three Mil­
lion, Nine Hundred Thousand 
Dollars ($23,900,000) for Aid 
to Families with Dependent 
Children. Such allocations and 
appropriations shall be made 
available on the basis of equal 
m o n t h l y  installments and 
otherwise shall be subject to 
the provisions of currently 
existing laws making alloca­
tions and appropriations for 
these purposes.

the state for these purposes, 
then and in that event the 
Legislature is specifically au- j 
thorized and empowered to i 
prescribe such limitations and j 
restrictions and enacts such ; 
laws as may be necessary in j 
order that such federal match- i 
ing money will be available ' 
for assistance and/or medical ■ 
care for or on behalf of needy j 
persons.

“Nothing in this Section 
shall be construed to amend, 
modify or repeal Section 31 of 
Article XVI of this Constitu­
tion; provided further, how­
ever, that such medical care, 
services or assistance shall 
also include the employment 
of objective or subjective 
means, without the use of 
drugs, for the purpose of 
ascertaining and measuring 
the powers of vision of the 
human eye, and fitting lenses 
or prisms to correct or remedy 
any defect or abnormal condi- j 
tion of vision. Nothing herein j 
shall be construed to permit I 
optometrists to treat the eyes 
for any defect whatsoever in 
any manner nor to administer 
nor to prescribe any drug or 
physical treatment whatsoever, 
unless such optometrist is a 
regularly licensed physician or 
surgeon under the laws of this 
state.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday in August, 
1969. At the election the bal­
lots shall be printed to pro­
vide for voting “ FOR” or 
“AGAINST” the proposition:

“ The Constitutional Amend­
ment providing for assistance 
to and/or medical care on be­
half of the needy aged, the 
needy blind, the needy dis­
abled, and the needy dependent 
children and their caretakers; 
establishing Eighty Million 
Dollars ($80,000,000) as the 
maximum amount that may be 
paid per year from state funds 
for assistance only; allocating 
and appropriating additional 
sums ' supplementing current 
legislative appropriations for 
assistance grants; and author­
izing the Legislature to enact 
such laws as may be necessary 
in order that federal matching 
money will be available for 

I assistance and/or medical 
I care.”
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
