Mr. Gordon Oliver, area supervi-
sor for the Texas Animal Health
Commission states by letter that
a county such as Schleicher always
makes ocur job more enjoyable.

Albert Baze and Bobbie Gillis,
testers, stated that having the
ranchers to cooperate and -cattle
ready to test makes the testing
enjoyable. The spot tsting was
completed ahead of time and the
county modified certified ahead of
schedule.

Small grain disease problems can
be largely solved by planting seed
of resistant varieties or seed which
have been chemically treated.

The treatment process is simple
and cheap and goed insurance aga-
inst crop losses from seed-borne
diseases.

Organisms carried on the surface
of seed arz a major source of small |
grain diseases and are easily con- "
trolled. Loose smut of wheat and |
barley is an exception. The organ-
ism causing this disease is' carried
inside the seed and cannot be con-
trolled with chemicals.

Chemicals may be applied to
planting seed in many ways, the
important thing being to complete-
ly cover the seed with the chemi-
cal being used.

Improper seed coverage or the
use of rates lower than those rec-
ommended can greatly reduce the
value of seed treatment.

Because seed treatment materials
are poison, they should be handled
with care. Ne more sed should be
treated than will be planted. Treat-
ed seed should never be fed to
poultry or livestock nor mixed with
‘untreated seed which may be fed
or sold. Strict compliance with
label instructions is a must in
handling chemicals.

Destroy cotton stalks immediate-
ly after harvest to reduce trouble
next year from pink bollworms,
boll weevils and tobacco budworms,

Destroying the stalks eliminates
the food supply for these insects
and holds down their reproduction
this fall.

A flail-type shredder does the
best insect killing job. The shred-
der fields should be plowed out
immediately and all residue cover-
ed to a depth of at least six inches,
it is pointed out. New leaves,
squares and bolls late in the year
are considered delicacies by the
pests. These are the foods needed
by the insects to reach the dia-
pause condition necessary for their
winter survival.

Life bores only when it has no
purpose.

Take a break and prevent an
accident. With the busy harvest
and fall planting season ahead, this
advice could be a limb or even a
life saver.

Everyone on the farm gets in a
hurry about this time of the year,
and midmorning and midafternoon
breaks are suggested to improve
efficiency and keep machine oper-
ators alert. Experience has shown
that a break of a few minutes can
help prevent machinery related ac-
cidents and actually improve work
efficiency.

Operators become tired and
drowsy and their alertness dims,
thus setting the stage for an acci-
dent. A short rest period for a
cup of coffee, glass of milk or a
drink of water will replenish en-
ergy and restore alertness. During
the rest stop, give the machine a
fast check. Could save trouble later.

Even if you can’t stop, take an
occasional stretch or do something
different for a few minutes to
break the monotony. Always be
sure you are wide awake when
operating any type of farm mach-
inery.

Anti-Trust Laws Should

Apply To Labor Unions

By Congressman O. C. Fisher

One sure way for a member of
Congress to- gain notice is to be
actively identified with some issue
which is not popular with special
interest and pressure groups. If it
strikes a nerve center, the Con-
gressman is lucky if he escapes the
wrath of the opposition.

I had an experience of that kind
recently. A few years ago the
House approved a proposal (of
which I was co-sponsor) to make
labor unions subject to the same
anti-trust laws that apply to bus-
iness, other groups, and to indivi-
duals. Even at the risk of being
villifierd by those opposed, I re-
introduced the measure early this
year.

Now that laber unions have
grown up, no longer need to be
pampered and wet-nursed by legis-
lators, and when nearly 50-million
man-days cf labor are being lostl
from strikes each year, more mter- i
est is being shown in my proposal.

The National Federation of Inde-
pendent Business, through its 267,-
f43 members throughout the coun-

try, recently made a survey of !

sentiment on mv bill. The result:
92% favored it, 6% opposed it, and
2 per cent had no firm opinion.

This announcement was followed
by more than 25 feature editorials
in daily papers over the country,
all highly laudatory of my propo-
sal.

That was simply too much for
the opposition to stomach and,
sure enough, out came the blasts.
One of them, a tid-bit column sent
out from Washington by a young
reporter named Seth Kantor, blew
the whistle! He became terribly up-
set about it, judging from the
tenor of his treatment. He proceed-
ed to inform his readers that this
man Fisher was ‘“unrecognized,”

Pastures and Hayland For
Soil Improvement and Profit

Grass crops are not getting the
attention they deserve in our farm-
ing and ranching operations, says
Bill Rountree, district conservation-
ist, assisting the Eldorado-Divide
Soil and Water Conservation Dis-
trict. More grass crops should be
used in our operations. By a grass
Crop we mean any grass or mixture
of grasses whether seeded or grow-
ing naturally for forage, erosion
control, or soil improvement, he
said.

Most of the grass crops are soil
builders. This is especiaily true of
the perennials that are allowed to
grow for several years, Bill ex-
plained. He pointed out that a good
crop of perennial grasses on a
piece of land would protect the
soil against erosion and usually
| improve its fertility and structure.
As a matter of fact, grass crops,
properly treated, are one of the
most effective tools available for
conserving and improving the soil.
A large percentage of our present
grassland is not producing nearly
so much as it could. The grass co-
ver on many pastures and ranges
is net even adequate to control
erosion, he said.

Rountree said that a good grass
crop protects and improves the
soil in the following ways: (1) Pre-
vents soil erosion, (2) improves soil
structure, (3) increases soil pro-
ductivity, and (4) improves the
biological life of the soil. Both
the roots and tops of grass plants
help to do these things.

Proper grazing or mowing  is
essential if producers are to get
the highest yields from most grass
crops. Each pasture should be graz-
ed or mowed so that enough leaf
growth is left to manufacture the
food ncessary for rapid growth of
both the root system and the

leaves.
According to research studies,

Bill said, if you remove too much
of the grass top growth by grazing
or mowing, root growth stops until
the tops recover. A single clipping
of 90% of the foliage causes root
growth to stop for about 214 weeks.
Where 70% of the foliage was re-
moved and then clipped back to
the same level every 2 or 3 days,
root growth will stop, but by clip-
ping approximately half of the
foliage it did not stop root growth.

From these studies one can
easily see that by grazing or mow-
ing the top growth too short, it
not only lowers production but
also weakens the plant. Therefore,
one will usually get the highest
vields and have the heslthiest
plants where grazing or mowing is
moderate, he said.

According to Rountree a pasture
or dryland program should fit into
a producer’s program whether he
is irrigating or operating on a dry-
land basis. There are adopted gras-
ses for this district that are suit-
able to either type of operation.
For example some of the dryland
grasses that could be planted are
blue panicum, K R bluestem, john-
songrass, and green sprangletop.
While such grasses as bermuda-
grass, blue panicum, K R bluestem,
johnsongrass, and kleingrass are
some of the grasses suitable to this
area under irrigation.

It goes without saying that natu-
rally one would expect higher for-
age production under irrigation
than dryland, but proper manage-
ment practices are important for
both operations.

Austin, Tex.—Legislators closed
out 44 days of special session con-
ferences over taxes and finance.

Texas’ $348.6 million tax bill,
which takes effect October 1, in-
cludes:

—An increase from 3 to 3.25 per
cent in the general sales tax rate
and inclusion of beer and liquor
in the tax base for the first time.
—A boost in the cigarette taxes
from 11 cents to 15.5 cents a pack.
—Increase in corporation fran-
chise tax from $2.75 to $3.25 per
$1,000.

—Change in corporation franchise
tax allocation formula to include
out-of-state cencerns which sell
products in Texas (food and drugs
exempt).

—_Raise in natural gas tax from
7 to 7.5% of value,

—Levy of five cents a drink on
alcoholic beverages sold in private
clubs.

A record $5.8 billion biennial
appropriations bill—$313.8 million
abeve the present general revenue
spending level—would provide a
$205.6 million increase for educa-
tion, $58 million more for health,
hospitals and youth corrections,
$62.2 million increase for medical
aid to the needy and a 10.4% in-
crease in state employees’ pay.

When the major business of the
session was over, legislature turn-
ed to other matters submitted by
Gov. Preston Smith which includ-
ed:

—_Creation of 28 new district courts
over the state.

— Establishment of an antiquities
code, setting state policies for his-
toric and scientific explorations om
state-owned lands.

—Removal of the statutory interest
rate limits on state and local gov-
ernment bonds.

—A variety of “clean beach” legis-
lation.

—Authority for creation of a non-
profit corporation to provide depo-

sit insurance for state banks and

$15,000 to $100,000 range.

Lawmakers Raise $ Allowance

Refore departing for the hinter-
lands, legislators voted themselves
increases in their contingency
funds.

House raised its allowance for
sach representative from $450 to
$875 monthly during the interim
between legislative sessions. Sena-
tors raised their expense maximum
from $1,000 a month to $1,700.

Legislators in both houses are
paid a salary of only $4,800 a year.

Insurance Probe Ends

Governor’s committee studying a
preposed 11.4% auto insurance
rate increase recommended that
the State Board of Insurance re-
duce insurance companies’ expense
allowance for acquisition of physi-
cal damage insurance from 25%
to 22.5% of the premium dollar.
This would scale down the pro-
posed $43 million overall increase
by about $6.6 million.

Committee found an increase in
premiums “inevitable primarily be-
cause of the large increase in
automobile accidents and costs of
repairs in 1968.”

Otherwise, said former Gov.
Price Daniel, chairman of the nine-
member committee, the increase is
“conservative compared with rates
in other states, lower than most
states.”

Committee also recommended
that investment income derived
from auto insurance premiums and
loss reserves be considered directly
by the Board in determining allow-
ance for profits and contingencies.

Governor Smith said he would
make no statement on the report
until he has studied it with his
staff.

New Courts Created

Total of 28 new courts will begin
functioning over the state as soon
as Governor Smith appoints judges
to fill the benches. Twenty-seven
were created in a package bill and
another in a single-shot measure.

Big cities will get the bulk of
the courts. Harris county alone
will have six, Dallas five, Bexar
and Tarrant two each. One new
court each will serve the counties
of Nueces-Cameron-Willacy, Ander-
son-Henderson-Houston, Kerr-Ban-
dera-Kendall-Menard-Concho  and
Kimble-McCulloch, Potter and Ran-
dall, Bell, Jefferson, Brazoria, Den-
ton, Angelina, El Paso, Gregg and

Hunt.
