The Standard Time will be in 
effect for the coming six months, 
through next April.

Whitaker I© Head 
Fund Drive For

Considerable discussion has been 
made of late over the proposed 
constitution amendment number 3 
which will appear on the general 
election ballot on Nov. 3.

This amendment to the constitu­
tion authorizes the Texas Legisla­
ture to draw up laws governing 
the taxation of land based not on 
“ fair market value,” which is a 
speculative and inflationary value, 
but upon what the land is capable 
of producing.

Note should be given to the fact 
that the amendment itself changes 
nothing but authorizes the legisla­
ture to draw up suitable changes.

The fact the legislature is urban 
dominated should insure safe­
guards enough to city interests and 
meanwhile offer sorely needed tax 
relief to agricultural enterprises 
which provide food, fiber, and wood 
products. Many cf these essential 
undertakings are facing liquidation 
where taxes match returns from 
livestock and crops.

Voters of Schleicher county are 
asked to vote YES for amendment 
3 on Nov. 3, A fairer and more 
equitable land tax is very impor­
tant to an agricultural based com­
munity such as ours.

Four and one half sections of 
school land came on the market 
in December 1901 in Schleicher 
county. From the sale of school 
land came the term land rushes 
mentioned in our county history.

The first public well was drilled 
in the county on a corner of the 
courthouse square in November 
1902 for the purpose, of watering 
50 shade trees set out by W. B. 
Silliman. A few of these trees are 
still standing today, mulberry trees.

J. H. Lohman owned a feed store 
in Eldorado in 1901 and was ready 
to supply your grain needs for 
lowest cash prices.

William F, Clark came here in 
1900. He was a sheep and cattle 
raiser. His ranch was located in 
the northwest part of the county.

The first post office in what is 
today Schleicher county was known 
as Gwvnn. Established September 
22, 1888 and was discontinued on 
January 23, 1892. James B. Taylor 
was the first postmaster.

Tom and Will Saveli were the 
proprietors of the Mail, Express 
and Passenger Line between Son- 
ura and San Angelo. Eldorado to 
San Angelo $3, round trip $5, El­
dorado to Sonora $1.50, round trip 
$3, by stage.

Visitors at the newspaper office 
the week of December 6, 1901,
were the Misses Lee and Mittie 
Fields, Lottie Hill and La Vita 
Christian.

Eldorado plays host tomorrow 
night to Robert Lee in the second 
game of the District 9A race. The 
Steers have a better win-loss rec­
ord in non-conference play than 
the Eagles. They defeated the 
Bangs Dragons 6-0 last Friday 
night while the Eagles were up­
setting the Mason Cowpunchers. 
Although Eldorado has four losses 
and Robert Lee one, both are un­
defeated in conference play and 
so have much to lose in tomorrow 
night’s contest which promises to 
be most hotly contested.

In fact the Eagles should realize 
that the Steers are going to be as 
determined tomorrow night as the 
Eagles were last Friday night. It 
behooves Eldorado to be ready in 
every way, mentally, morally, and 
physically, for this engagement. It 
is crucial, particularly for the Ea­
gles. /

Not only are the Steers smarting 
from last year’s 21-14 spanking | 
at the hands of the Eagles, but 
they realize that the Eagles may 
have difficulty coming back to 
earth so soon after their stunning 
triumph over Mason. The Robert 
Lee coach is Larry Blair, a 1963 
Eldorado High School graduate, 
who has every incentive to defeat 
the Eagles. It is no secret that he 
is a clever, skillful, and resource­
ful coach; and that he and their 
outstanding quarterback, Senior 
Mike Mumford. are as dangerous 
as can be, particularly to Eldorado.

For once this season to date, El­
dorado will meet a team whose 
members are not disproportionate­
ly heavier. There are some points 
of similarity between the two 
teams. For instance, the Steer 
starting lineup boasts eight seniors, 
two juniors, and one sophomore, 
and has an average weight of 158 
pounds while the Eagles have an 
average of 160 with their starting 
line-up. It is worthy of mention 
that the Steer preponderance of 
seniors means that Robert Lee will 
field a determined ball club that 
will not quit with a little adver­
sity. They did not quit last year 
in Robert Lee and indeed at one

point in that game threatened to 
go ahead of the Eagles.

The Eagles’ offensive roster in­
cludes nine seniors and two juniors 
but shades off rapidly into sopho­
mores, even freshmen. The Ea­
gles have Oscar Martinez, a soph­
omore at 220, but only one other 
man on the roster weighing as 
much as 200. Eagle guards weigh 
in at 170 and 145 while the Steer 
guards weigh 162 and 148. The 
weight advantage will be slightly in 
favor of the Eagles at ends, half­
backs, and fullback; but will lie 
with the Steers at the tackles and 
quarterback. Also, and worth men­
tioning is the fact that Mumford 
is a senior while Archie Nixon is 
a junior; Mumford weighs 156 and 
Nixon 155; the year favors Mum­
ford.

This engagement may develop 
into a real “nip and tuck” affair. 
Decisive factor will be an impon­
derable—the state of mind of the 
team members which often deter­
mines the outcome in critical 
games such as this.

At any rate this one is loaded 
and it is likely to be a wild and 
nervous night up in the stands on 
both sides of the field. The Steers 
are a well balanced team whose 
starting offensive lineup is as this:

EAGLES VICTORY AT MASON 
WAS UPSET OF THE WEEK

The Eldorado mothers, dads, and 
fans who made the 90-mile trip 
to Mason last Friday night got the 
finest dividend possible from their 
“underdog” lads. They got to see 
the Eldorado Eagles turn suddenly 
into a tough, completely unified, 
determined, and courageous foot­
ball team that “ shot” Mason, the 
unanimous pick of area sportswri- 
ters out of the saddle by a con­
vincing 10-0 score in the opening 
game of District 9A play.

Statistics show only in part how 
completely the Eagles dominated 
the game. They go as follows:

The score by quarters was like 
this:

But the statistics don’t show that 
the Eagles surprisingly held the 
Punchers to a single first down for 
the first three quarters, that the 
Eagles did not permit the Punch­
ers to cross the 50-yard line for 
the first three quarters, and that 
the Eagle offense was able to gain 
over a Puncher line, some members 
of which outweighed Eagle backs 
by as much as 93 pounds. For 
example: Marvin Hahn at 238, de­
fensive Mason tackle, compared to 
Ricky Griffin, Victor Belman, and 
Keith Williams, all at 145.

Parents are seldom fortunate 
enough to see their sons reach up 
and call on their always present 
but seldom utilized resources of 
courage and determination in the 
face of almost overwhelming adver­
sity. Last time it happened to such 
surprising extent was on a bright

moonlit night, September 14, 1962, 
on Old Eagle Field. Sonora was 
huge and unanimously favored to 
steamroller Eldorado; but a spindly 
bunch of Eagles forgot to read the 
morning paper and gave themselves 
and th ir  folks a delightful thrill 
by rising up and demolishing the 
Big Broncos 19-0. That was more 
than eight years ago. Such nights 
don’t come often.

But last Friday night, Eldorado 
lost the toss and kicked off to 
Mason. The Punchers “ticked” off 
a first down immediately and their 
BIG BURLY team members came 
back from the huddle for the sec­
ond series of downs in a pleasantly 
relaxed frame of mind. This was 
going to be fun. At this point, the 
“roof fell in,” the “ roof” being 
in the form of 11 furiously com­
peting Eagles. It was 40 long min­
utes before Mason made another 
first down.

Eagle scoring was hard to come 
by but dramatic. They nearly made 
it in th^ first quarter, penetrating 
within the three-yard line. But Ma­
son held and blocked the fourth 
down field goal attempt also.

It wasn’t long in the second quar­
ter until the Eagles were threaten­
ing to score again. Again Mason 
held but this time the Keith Wil- 
liams-Archie Nixon combination 
sent the ball through the goal posts 
for three points.

The half ended with Eldorado 
out front 3-0.

As usual, the Eagle bard staged 
its nearly flawless performance 
followed by the Puncher musicians 
and it was time to resume play.

This time the Eagles received and 
it wasn’t long until Billy Doc Hub­
ble broke away over his own left 
tackle to travel from the Eagle 35 
to the Mason 5-yard marker. This 
time, up-front Eagles issued Archie 
Nixon a visa for seven yards travel 
into Mason territory with a quar­
terback sneak. The Nixon-Williams

Their offensive stance is Straight 
T; Dead T; or you name it, along 
with occasional shifts to “Wing 
T” . It will be remembered from J last year that Mumford is very 
efective with the option play.

Scouting reports say that to date 
the Steers favor their strong off- 

i tackle plays first, with reverses 
second and Mumford as a “bootleg­
ger” as third choice. They utilize 
the option enough to demonstrate 
that this deceptive maneuver is 

, still in their play book. Mumford 
is the real mainspring with faking 
and running himself; but the Steer 
backs are speedy and skillful them­
selves at carrying or faking. They 

ihave break-away potential to some 
| degree.

Defensively, the Steers employ 
j the five-man line with four line 
{backers, one of whom, Waldoa Mil- 
jlican, No. 14, acts as a roving de­
fen der or “Monster.” To date, 
■ Millican has been quite effective in 
this role.

Meanwhile Eldorado Eagles are 
in considerably improved condi­
tion physically. Keith Williams’s 
shoulder stood the Mason contest 
without recurring injury. Robert 
Hibbitts is back; Steve Sykes has 
nursed his broken collarbone back 
to active duty. Only nagging hurts 
are Archie Nixon’s knee and Jimbo 
Overstreet’s “damaged digit” both 
of which are still with the Eagles.

Offensively, the Eagles will util­
ize Charles Adams and Jerry Baty 
at ends; Roy Jones and Dobbie 
Lively will man the tackles; Gary 
Danford and Bob Whitten will act 
as guards; Robert Hibbitts will pro­
bably start at center; while Belman, 
Williams, Clingan. or Griffin by 
twos will operate as halfbacks; and 
Hubble will start at fullback. Nixon 
will start at quarterback.

Defensively, Ricky Griffin, Keith 
Williams. Victor B°lman. Gene Nix­
on, and Terry Clingan will alternate 
as backs. Walter Speck will return 
to his post as defensive tackle with 
Oscar Martinez to provide relief 
in line duty from time to time.

The trouble about this game is 
that both t°ams “sorta” think that 
they have to have it. It is a “ do 

die” type cf contest and is com­
ing early in the conference race. 
Should Robert Lee lose, the Steers 
reallv face an uphill battle the rest 
of thQ conference race. Should El­
der'do lose, their dreams of fame 
and fortune would be dimmed most 
d-finiM y. It is the same old situa­
tion: “two herds and one water 
hole—the shoot out is inevitable.”

The latest official records now 
show the North Vietnamese and 
Viet Cong forces acknowledge hold­
ing 457 American prisoners of war 
in Southeast Asia, some for as 
long as 6Y2 years,

The 457 are known prisoners. In 
addition, 1,090 Americans are list­
ed as missing, including some 
thought to be alive and in enemy 
hands. Hanoi, of course, makes 
no mention of these men and re­
fuses to answer any Red Cross 
queries about their fate. Of the 
457 known prisoners, 378 are held 
in North Vietnam, 78 in South 
Vietnam and 3 in Laos, according 
to the Pentagon.

As I noted in my Oct. 7 telegram 
to President Nixon, following his 
latest peace proposal: “ Once again, 
you have struck to the heart of 
the agonizing situation in Vietnam 
and in all of Indochina. I am par­
ticularly concerned with the final] 
key point of your peace plan—the 
immediate release of all prisoners. 
For too long American POW’s and 
MIA’s have been relegated to the 
position of forgotten men.

“This one single accomplishment 
— the release of all U. S. POW’s 
and a complete accounting of our 
MIA’s would be a major step for­
ward. You have again my admira­
tion and respect and my heartfelt 
best wishes for the success of your 
courageous efforts to end the bit­
ter Vietnam war.”

The cold fronts are “zipping” 
through pretty regularly these days 
and it’s time to get things around 
the home in shape for the upcom­
ing winter season.

With the onset of cooler weather 
the number of home fires usually 
increase and most could be pre­
vented. A home safe from fire de­
pends on good housekeeping, get­
ting rid of the accumulations of 
trash and rubbish, a properly ad­
justed and operating heating sys­
tem and always keeping in mind 
that fires must have a place to 
start.

Are all electrical cords and ap­
pliances in good condition? Have 
the electrical switches and plugs 
been checked recently to ftiake sure 
all connections are good and no 
shorts have developed? Wiring 
needs checking since power loads 
are being constantly changed with 
the addition of new appliances and 
equipment.

If flues and chimneys are used, 
they should be checked for cracks 
or lose mortar and needed repairs 
should be made. Gutters should be 
cleaned since leaves and other 
trash may have accumulated in 
amounts sufficient to be a hazard 
not only for fire but a cause of 
water leaks.

Winterizing the home is as 
necessary as an annual health 
check-up, if you want to hold 
heating bills to the minimum and

enjoy the winter season without 
worrying about a destructive fire.

Just stop and think: How did 
they measure hail before the golf 
ball was invented?

County farmers and ranchers 
should spray their cattle for lice in 
the fall instead of waiting until 
the cattle are noticeable infested.

Treating cattle for lice now is 
effective because of mild weather, 
shorter hair on cattle, and the lice 
population is small. The low pop­
ulation found now is the source 
of this winter’s population.

Louse control should not be put 
off until cattle are infested. By 
winter the cattle have suffered 
greatly, and a heavy population 
of lice is more difficult to control 
than a light one. These pointers 
for efective lice control are of­
fered:

Make thorough applications. If 
one animal or even a part of an 
animal is not treated, the lice could 
be a source of reinfestation for the 
herd.

Dipping is the most thorough 
way to treat cattle, but sprays are 
effective if applied with special 
attention to the brisket and flanks. 
The entire body should be wet to 
the skin..High water pressure and 
a coarse stream is best for pene- i 
trating the hair. Spray at close 
range and only a few cattle at a 
time. A list of recommended louse 
control insecticides is in my office 
and I will be happy to supply this 
information to area farmers and 
ranchers.

Before buying insecticide for 
spraying cattle, read the label on 
the container completely. Pay 
particular attention to warnings 
and restrictions listed on the label, 
and check on waiting periods, es­
pecially if some treated cattle may 
go to slaughter.

around the farm since last spring | 
when the fall clean-up begins.

These containers in some ins-! 
tances can be even more dangerous 
than those which may still be 
nearly full because of careless 
handling and the fact that they are 
empty. Most containers, regardless 
of the type, will still contain en­
ough residue to cause poisoning of j 
pets, or livestock or even people.

All p-stcide containers should be 
destroyed by burying them at least 
18 inches deep in soil where water 
cannot be polluted or else wrap­
ped in newspaper for the trash 
collector. Metal and glass contain­
ers should be crushed or broken 
before disposal so that they can 
never be used again.

All containers which are to be 
held over should be checked close­
ly for leaks. A small hole in a 
paper container can become the 
source of contamination for feed 
and water.

It’s best not to burn paper bags 
that have contained pesticides. The 
smoke may be toxic and will pol­
lute the air.

Never throw an emptv aerosol 
container into a fire. They will 
explode, They should be depres­
surized before placing them in the 
trash for pick up.

If at all possible, store pesticides 
in their original containers. Con­
tainer should be sealed from air 
and moisture with the label intact. 
And finally, keep pesticides under 
lock and key and out of the reach 
of children, older folks and pets.

Conservation Districts-
Conservation Districts, active for 

more than three decades in im­
proving the environment through 
basic conservation work on the na­
tion’s private lands, recognize the 
need for additional programs and 
new methods to meet emerging 
problems.

The idea for forming local Con­
servation districts was born in the 
early 1930’s. Mounting soil ero­
sion, floods, and sky-blackening 
dust storms that swept across the 
nation aroused public opinion.

Congress passed Public Lav/ 46 
in 1935, without a dissenting vote. 
This law declared soil and water 
conservation and wise land use a 
national policy. It was then that 
the federal government began to 
formulate programs of technical 
and financial assistance.

Even though the law had been 
passed and government programs 
formulated, conservation work was 
not moving forward. Something was 
missing, the informed participation 
and cooperation of local citizens 
which was 1"eking. After some con­
sideration the President of the 
United States wrote to the gover­
nors of all the states recommend­
ing legislation allowing landowners 
to form soil and water conserva­
tion districts.

Soil and w^ter conservation dis­
tricts, active for more than three 
decades in improving the environ­
ment through b~sic conservation 
work on the nation’s private lands, 
recognize the need for additional 
programs and new methods to meet 
emerging problems. Districts are 
being called on to help accelerate 
land use planning, control wind 
and water erosion, oollution abate­
ment, flood prevention, water sup­
ply, and scenic' enhancement.

Today we have the choice of 
using some of our wealth to pro­
tect our future. Should we fail to 
do this adequately and at the op­
portune time we might find our­
selves confronted, even in this 
g^ner^tion. with environmental cat­
astrophe that could render our

wealth meaningless and which no 
amount of money could ever cure.

Conservation districts are legal 
subdivisions of state government, 
responsible under state law for 
conservation work within their 
boundaries. Districts focus atten­
tion on land, water and related 
resource problems. These districts 
are managed by citizens who know 
local problems. In Texas, members 
of districts are called directors.

The responsibility of district 
officials is to plan and direct the 
program, obtain assistance, coor­
dinate the help of government 
agencies, assign priority to resource 
development tasks, and serve as a 
community clearing house for in­
formation and services.

Austin, Tex.— Tax-free financial 
incentives are recommended by 
Texas’ top officials to lure new 
industry to the Lone Star state.

Gov. Preston Smith came out for 
the added attraction at no cost to 
taxpayers. Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes 
said he agreed that revenue bonds 
to help industry finance locations 
would be the preferred route for 
legislation.

Both spoke here at the gover­
nor’s annual conference on indus­
trial expansion.

Smith also advocated a pre- 
employment industrial training pro­
gram to fill the need for trained 
labor. He pledged his efforts to 
maintain a favorable tax climate 
for industrial development.

James W. McGrew, Texas Re­
search League director, underscar 
ed the importance of the recom­
mendations when he told the con­
ference that Texas will need to1 
provide 600,000 new jobs because 
of the predicted population in 
crease during the next decade.

Sponsored by the Texas Indus­
trial Commission and hosted by 
Governor Smith, the conference 
honored six industries for expan­
sion and economic impact on their 
communities during 1969.

Award-winning industries were 
Johnson Manufacturing Company of 
Lubbock, Kilgore Ceramics Corpor­
ation, Celanese Chemical Company 
of Clear Lake, Missouri Beef Pack­
ers of Friona, Lareno Packing Com­
pany and Friedrich Refrigerators 
Inc. of San Antonio.

At a meeting before the confer- 
rnce, the Industrial Commission re­
viewed plans for a 24-page section 
on Texas Industry in Business Week 
Magazine on March 13. Also 
discussed was a computerized, 
finger-tip data bank on industrial 
development opportunities in 438 
Texas communities over 1,000 pop­
ulation.

Courts Speak
State Supreme Court agreed to 

hear the appeal of a Flouston truck­
ing firm on November 25 relative 
to a $300,000 judgment favoring an 
Odessa widow and her children in 
connection with a 1966 accident in 
which the woman’s husband hit a 
parked truck.

In other recent actions, the 
High Court:
—Rejected the City of Floydada’s 
appeal in a lawsuit over land con­
demned for the city’s airport.
—Turned down the claim of a 
Houston widow to a share of her 
deceased husband’s inheritance be­
cause she waited too long to file 
suit.

Court of Criminal Appeals dis­
missed the petition of a Houston 
doctor sentenced to life in prison 
in the sniper slaying of a partner.

Three Houston theater operators 
seek a federal court injunction to 
prohibit police raids on nude-film 
showings.

Tax Raise, Cut
Employers got both good news 

and bad on the tax front last week:
Rate experts recommended a 

1.1% average increase in work­
men’s compensation insurance 
rates.

At the same time, Govenor Smith 
said employers covered under the 
Texas Unemployment Compensa­
tion Act will be eligible for a 1% 
reduction in their payroll taxes 
about January 20.

Workmen’s comp rates will vary 
among industries. Under recom­
mendations, average manufacturing 
rates statewide would increase 4.4 
% while those for contractors would 
drop 2.3%. Oil industry rates 
would dip 1.1% and “ all others” 
would increase 2%.

Unemployment tax cut is pos­
sible because the trust fund-reserve 
for paying jobless benefits reached 
$347 million on October 1. When 
the fund is more than $300 million 
on the computation date, a tax 
cut is mandatory.

450 Next Draft Cal!
November draft call for Texas 

is 450, says acting State Selective 
Service Director Lt. Col. Charles 
Duncan.

First to be called by the local 
draft boards will be men with ran­
dom sequence numbers 1 through 
145. - Those with higher numbers 
will be subject to call if needed, 
Duncan said.

Texas’ quota is Dart of the nat­
ional call for 8,000 men, all for 
the Army.

A total of 1,310 will have to take 
pre-induction physical and mental 
examinations for the November 
quota.

Local board quotas for induction 
and pre-induction examinations in 
November were mailed to 159 
boards on October 9.

Mew Park Land Offered
A Corpus Christi woman has of­

fered the state land on Mustang 
Island for sUte park development.

Mrs. Sam E. Wilson Jr. submit­
ted two options to the Parks and 
Wildlife Department:

1. A tract of 5,624 acres with 8.3 
miels of beach frontage on the 
Gulf of Mexico, for $6.1 million; or

2. A tract of 7,495 acres with 11 
miles of Gulf beach, for $3.1 mil­
lion.

Mrs. Hale also agreed to an ease­
ment across her land for a pro­
posed $3 million Corpus Christi 
water exchange pass and offered 
to give the state 130 acres north 
of the pass. Latter adjoins 580 
acres on the island already owned 
by the state.

Attorney General Rules
Military personnel can qualify 

to serve as prospective jurors on 
satisfying election code require­
ments and if they intend to estab­
lish a residence in Texas, says 
Atty. Gen. Crawford C. Martin in 
a new opinion.

In other recent rulings, Martin 
concluded that:
—No state agency now has auth­
ority to execute a FHA form cer­
tifying the need for a nursing 
home.
— College of Osteopathic Medicine 
in Fort Worth is entitled to repre­
sentation on the Anatomical Board 
of Texas.

Private Colleges Ask Aid
Private colleges and universi­

ties will be seeking $28 million in 
state aid to stay in business during 
the next two years.

Independent Colleges and Uni­
versities of Texas, Inc., has re­
viewed its needs in a meeting with 
Central Texas legislators. Spokes­
men for the schools previously 
have outlined their plight to the 
Coordinating Board of the Texas 
College and University System.

Legislation backed by the group 
will seek tuition equalization

grants fer private college students 
and authorization for contracts by 
the Coordinating Board with pri­
vate schools for services and de­
gree production.

Although the sVte is investing 
heavily in new tax-supported insti­
tutions, th°re are some 16,000 
openings in private classrooms.

Waste Orders Required
Texas Water Quality Board Chair­

man Gordon Fulcher warns that 
waste control orders must be ob- 
t-ined from that agency before any 
type of sewmge facility is built.

This applies to individuals as 
well as municipalities and other 
government entities.

“This is for their own protec­
tion,” Fulcher said. “While the 
type cf facility might meet with 
full approval of the Board, there 
also is the possibility that it would 
not, and that money spent on the 
facility might thus be wasted . . . 
Standards vary in different parts 
of the state.”
