Conservation Districts

The Eldorado-Diivde Soil and
Water Conservation District is one
of some 3,000 districts in America.
This means that some 97% of our

conservation districts.

Conservation districts have been
operating on the principal that free
men are ready, willing, and able
to decide for themselves, in their
own communities, on actions they
want to take together in their joint
interest and common welfare. It
is the principal of local self gov-
ernment

Of concern to Districts is the
conservation and orderly develop-
ment of soil, water, plant and wild-
life resources — the resources of-
ten described as “priceless” and
“4rreplaceable.”

Many people do not distinguish
clearly between a Soil Conservation
District (S.C.D.) and the Soil Con-
servation Service (S.C.S.).

Each year the districts
statistics grow—with more dis-
tricts covering more land——and
more coop‘erators. Of more import-
ance, however, is the fact that

actual physical conservation work

on the land in America is increas-
ing and spreading each year.

The objective of every District
is to encourage and assist in the
adoption of a completz soil and
water conservation program on
every farm and ranch within its
boundaries.

Through his district, a farmer
or rancher can get expert techni-
cal help in drafting a basic conser-
vation plan for his land.

BE IT: ENACTED BY THE LEG-

Fall Armyworms

The fall armyworm is one of
the most destructive insects to
lawn grasses—particularly bermu-
ldagrass

Young larvae feed on the lower
surfaces of leaves, leaving the
epidermis intact. At first they eat
only tender parts of leaves. Later,
as they grow, they devour all foli-
age except plant stems. Damage at
first may appear as whitish patch-
es in the lawn where the grass has
been skeletonized.

Fall armyworm larvae feed
mostly at night, concealing them-
selves under plant foliage during
the day. If forced by hunger to
seek other food, they may migrate
in the daytime. The larvae may
attack and devour one another
when crowded or migrating.

Fall armyworm has distinct, in-
verted white “Y” on front of head.
