The soil moisture situation in
Schleicher county for the past sev-
eral weeks has not been conducive
to home gardening; however, it is
still possible to grow a good vege-
table garden is some water is
available for needed irrigation.

It may be necessary for the home
gardener to reduce the size of the
garden if the present dry condi-
tions prevail during the coming
weeks. Too, the number of differ-
ent vegatables planted may have to
he reduced in keeping with avail-
able water and facilities.

Vegetables should be  planted
which supply the vitamins needed
for proper nutrition and those
which are best adapted to the
county. There is considerable dif-
ference hotween the yielding and
quality of varieties available.

Soak the soil to a depth of several
inches at each watering; thus main-
taining a good turf. In the long
run, the amount of water used will
be no more and may be less than
when light sprinkling of the lawn
is practiced.

Lawns should receive an appli-
‘cation of a complete fertilizer in
!thﬁ. spring about the time growth
begins and ancther in the fall a
month 2head of the first frost.
During the summer, an application
of nitrogen every 30 to 40 days
will keep the lawn green and
growing the ground covered.

Ground cover is important dur-
ing periods of high temperature.

Nitrogen is the key element in
turf production. It produces vege-
tative growth and gives the plant
a deep green color. Phosphorus sti-
mulatss development of a good root
svstem and potassium affects the
phvsiological processes of the
plant.

A deficiency of nitrogen causes
stunted plant growth and the con-;
dition often referred to as “firing.”
Slow growth results from the lack
of phosphorus and a shortage of
potassium causes the entire plant
to “drv up” and take on a brown-
ish color.

The lack of water can cause
many of the same symptoms and
when coupled with deficient plant
nutrients, the stand of lawn grass
may be lost. Don’t mow too short.
A longer turf is insulation against
heat and gives protection against
possible damage from the sun.

A good set of paaches or plums
from the trees which are now in
full bloom is not a certainty. For
insects can damage the fruit or
even “wipe-out” the crop if not
contrelled. .

Insect control on fruit trees is
largely a preventive program. Once
the insects begin to cause damage,
little can be done to rid the fruit
of the pests and prevent further
damaga. Most of the common fruit
d~maging insects begin their aecti-
vity and reproduction during the
first 30-45 days after the trees
begin to bloom. Therefore, insecti-
cides applied during this early per-
iod will contrel the insects which
damage the fruit later in the sea-
son.

Homeowners with a few trees are
advised to follow a preventive spray
program. Malathion or methoxy-
chlor, either in the wettable pow-
der or emulsifiable concentrate

hazardeus when used as directed
and will not leave a residue.

Four spray applications are rec-
ommended, timed to coincide with
bloom and fruit formation. The
first or petal fall spray should be
applied when about three-fourths
of the blossom petals have fallen.
The second or shuck split spray
should be made in about 10 days.
The third or cover spray should
follow the second spray in 10 to
14 days and the fourth or second
cover spray should follow the third
application in 14 to 21 days.

Should later infestations become
damaging, a spray containing car-
paryl (Sevin) will give good con-
trol, It can be safely used on peach-

Austin, Tex.-—Gov. Preston Smith
has ca]led on President Nixon to
declare 60 Texas counties eligibie
for drought disaster relief and re-
quested initial allocation of $5
million in federal aid.

All the counties, said Smith, re-
ceived less than 1.5 inches of ac-
cumulated rainfall in the past six
months, creating a critical drought
condition which adversely affects
ranches, farms, dairies, businesses
and employment throughout the
entire state.

Smith said he would not call for
emergency disaster legislation from
the state legislature because of
the “extremely critical” state
financial problem. State and local
agriculture
and welfare agencies, the Governor
stated, are performing emergency
disaster duties as required.

Welfare Cut Averted?

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes announced
a way has been found to prevent
the sharp cut on May 1 in aid to
needy families with dependent
children.

Legislation has been introduced
to permit the Welfare Department
to transfer and spend for AFDC
necessary sums not to exceed $6.8
million for the rest of this fiscal
year ending August 31.

Barnes said about $5 million is
available in a contingency fund of
the Welfare Department, and an
additional $1 million or more will
come from federal matching money.

A comptroller’s office represen-
tative said there is no question but
what funds can be used to avert
the scheduled AFDC reduction.
Welfare Board on March 22 order-
ed the May cut which would bring
the average AFDC family grant
ldown from $118 a month to $80
and eliminate some 4,500 families
from the rolls entirely.

Attorney General’s Opinions

A compact of water districts and
river authorities may act for the
state in getting $40 million in fed-
eral funds which the state might
otherwise lose for 1970-71, Atty.

In other opinions, Martin con-
cluded that:
-—An independent school district
may solicit bids from class ring
manufacturers and grant exclusive
privilege to one such manufacturer
to service voluntary student pur-
chases of rings. Whether grant can
extend for five years is a question
hefore federal courts.
—Section of a bill pertaining to
abandonment of mineral estate
without notice or hearing is un-
constitutional, but balance of leg-
islation is not.

Traffic Tell

Governor Smith expressed “deep
concern and disappointment” over
the 1970 Texas traffic toll.

Smith noted an increase of nine
in fatalities—a rise to 3560 in 1970
over 1969 and an economic loss
toll over $1 billion.

Governor said his oinly encour-
agement is that, with nearly 500,
000 more drivers and a billion
more miles traveled over the pre-
ceding year, the official death rate
per-mile-traveled remained the
same as 1969.

Smith pledged aid through news
campaigns and called for public

support of legislation, police con- |

centration on traffic offenses and
forceful treatment of violators by
judges.
