Time is running out for making
plans for 1971 forage crop needs.
Experience gained over the past
several months should be utilized
in planning for the year and even
years ahead.

It’s true the weather over the
past several months has been on
the unusual side, but it is this kind
of situation that must be given
consideration in planning.

Take a livestock inventory and
plan the forage program as thor-
oughly and with as much detail as
any other part of the ranching
program. .

Once cattle numbers are deter-
mined, that can help determine the
amount of forage—grazing, hay and
silage, needed per animal per day
to keep them in good condition and
producing the desired rate of gain.
Then figure the number of acres
of each kind of forage—grass or
temporary pastures or crops, re-
quired to get the job done, both
for grazing and storage for future
use

You may find that with better
management stocking rates may be
iincreased without increasing the
acreage now available..

Soil testing and the use of fer-
tilizer are practices which research
and actual farm demonstrations

“Burn-outs,” can be prevented
with overload protection  devices

Four such devices are available
and include built-in overload pro-
tection, time delay fuses, manual:
starting switch and magnetic start-
ing switch. Built into the motor by
the manufacturer; the first men-
tioned, is designed to sense heat
and stop the motor before damage
occurs. Because there are two types
of built-in protectors, those with
automatic reset and those with ma-
nual reset, consideration should be
given to its task when the motor
is selected.

The automatic reset type auto-
matically restarts its cooled down
motor. There is an element of
danger, depending upon how the
motor is being used. Automatic and
unexpected starting of a bench saw |
for example could cause serious
personal injury. Use of the manual
reset offers a distinet advantage
under such situations.

The automatic reset type is
preferred where motors run unat-
tended to drive water pumps, re-
frigerator compressors and similar
devices or equipment.

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Planting season is just around

the corner and despite the unfav- @

orable soil moisture situation, the
best seed available should be ob-
tained for the crops to be planted.

Crop yields are greatly influenc-
ed by the kind and quelity of the
planting seed used. Varieties are
important and many have been
developed for specific areas and
for resistance to diseases.

Study variety reports and dem-
onstration results in the area and
then select the one best suited to
your needs. Since it is not always
easy to find the quality and purity
needed in planting seed, sources
should be checked and orders plac-
ed now for the seed needed.

Along with good seed, adequate

lime, fertilizer, weed and insect
contrel are “musts” for successful
farming.

Few farmers in Schleicher coun-
ty have overused fertilizer, but
many are using to little for maxi-
mum crop and pasture production.

Of course, we’ve got to get rain
to germinate the seed and to give
the fertilizer a chance to do its
iob.

IRS Warns Against
Scare Adverfising

Dallas, Tex.—North Texas tax-
payers were warned today against
misleading newspaper, radio, and
TV ads conveying the impression
that- the tax law greatly compli-
cates their 1970 returns.

Ellis Campbell, Jr., District Dir-
ector of Internal Revenue for
North Texas, said the ads placed
by some commercial preparers of
tax returns also picture the Form
1040 as extremely complex so as
to discourage taxpayers from at-
tempting to fill out their own re-
turns.

Mr. Compbell said the IRS has
tried to make improvements in the
form and in filing procedures in
response to numerous suggestions
from taxpayers, lawyers, account-
ants, and others. In addition, the
IRS has this year offered to figure
the income tax and retirement in-
come credit for up to 30 million
taxpayers filing 1970 returns.

Having IRS figure the tax could
reduce the largest single type of
error made by taxpayers, selection
of the wrong tax table or rate
schedule, as well as help elderly
persons with retirement income
credit calculations, Mr. Campbell
said.

Other changes made in the 1970
forms and schedules have resulted
in a smaller tax package for most
taxpayers, Mr. Campbell explained.
The basic package sent to 50 mil-
lion people contains 24 pages, com-
pared to 32 pages last year. In
addition, the instructions will not
appear on the backs of the various
schedules but will be printed in a
numbered and indexed booklet lo-
cated in the center of the tax form
package.

Taxpayers should be careful of
“guarantees” offered by some com-
mercial preparers of returns that
make it appear that they will rep-
resent the taxpayer in any subse-
quent audit, Mr. Campbell said.
Generally, only attorneys, CPA’s
and those who, by demonstrating
their qualifications, are enrolled
for practice, can represent a tax-
payer before IRS. Taxpayers should
be sure of just what is meant by
a ‘“guarantee” offered by a pre-
parer.

Mr. Campbell said that if a
taxpayer employs a commercial
preparer to fill out his return, he
should select a reputable one. Re-
gardless of who fills in the form,
the taxpayer is responsible for the
accuracy of the return.

Specialist Outlines
Reasen For Pruning
Ornamental Plants

College Station, Tex.—Now is the
time to inspect woody ornamentals
for needed pruning, but -don’t
prune just because it is that time
of the year or because you need
the exercise.

“If you cannot justify the remo-
val of a limb or branch, you better
put up your equipment and go
spade the garden for exercise,” says
Everett Janne, Extension landscape
horticulturist at Texas A&M Uni-
versity.

Some of the reasons for pruning
include removing dead or winter-
killed growth or balancing the top
with the root system when setting
out new plants. Diseased or insect-
injured wood, as well as storm or
accident-damaged limbs, should be

Laundering Mistakes

College Station, Tex.——Little mis-
takes can cause big problems, es-|
pecially when it comes to the,
familylaundry, reminds Bonnie Ly-
erly, Extension specialist in home
management at Texas A&M Univer-
sity.

One re-occurring mistake in laun-
dering, reported by the National
Automatic Laundry and Cleaning
Council, is incorrect usz of bleach.
Pouring bleach on garments with-
out proper dilution causes almost
one-haif of laundry problems. I

Miss Lyerly reports that another
common error in laundering s
leaving crayons in children’s clo-
thing. The crayons melt in hot
water or in dryers and may spread
to other fabrics.

Other laundry problems may be
traced to overloading of washers,
shrinkage of wool when laundered
in too-hot water, and weakening of
fabrics due to sunlight and oxida-
tion from heating fumes.

Some laundry problems result
from low-quality merchandise, Miss
Lyerly adds. When garments are
poorly manufactured or are made
from inferior materisls, disaster in
the laundry is inevitable. Bonded
garments fall apart, threads puc-
ker, and dyes run and spread to
other garments.
