Horses & Sleeping Sickness
The sleeping sickness problem is 

much more serious than first consi­
dered. This quarantine could pos­
sibly last for a long period if the 
disease doesn’t stop spreading.

Please follow the quarantine.
We are trying to make a list of 

horses over Schleicher county that 
individuals would like to vaccinate. 
If you have not contacted a veter­
inarian to vaccinate your horse, 
call the County Agent’s office —  
853-2610, and we will forward 
your name, number of horses and 
part of the county where your 
horse is located to the veterinarian 
when he is in the county vaccinat­
ing horses. A veterinarian must do 
the vaccinating. It is very import­
ant to get our horses vaccinated.

Hcrsa Quarantine Is In Effect

Because of Venezuelan Equine 
Encephalomyelitis (sleeping sick­
ness) horses have been quarantined 
throughout Texas. This means that 
horses cannot be transported across 
county lines. Horses are not to be 
moved from the premise (not from 
one ranch to another, even within 
the county). Don’t move horses.

Vaccine is being distributed to 
veterinarians throughout the state. 
Joe David Ross, veterinarian at So­
nora, was expected to receive his 
vaccine this week. Horses will then 
have to be vaccinated and a period 
of two weeks must pass before 
they can cross county lines after 
vaccination.

At the present a veterinarian 
must do the vaccinating and he 
will have to go to the horse to be 
vaccinated. Please help the halting 
of this disease by making this qua­
rantine effective.

Hog Cholera Quarantine Modified

Regulations for counties not 
under Federal Quarantine:

1. No restrictions on movement 
within the state, except when hogs

l are moved, they must be held at 
the premise of the purchaser for 
30 days and no movement from 
such premises, except for slaugh­
ter, shall be allowed for the per­
iod of the quaarntine. If the swine 
are healthy at the end of the 30 
days, the quarantine automatically 
expires.

2. No certificate is necessary for 
the movement of swine. Texas has 
had only one outbreak in the past 
60 days and none in over 30 days-

J grass types and Pearl millet should 
: be 18-24 inches in height before 
j grazing is intitiated: Sudan hybrids 
! should be allowed to reach 24-30 
• inches of growth. These plants 
i grow and mature very rapidly. In 
; the young, immature stage, they

j too low to give the desired animal 
| performance.

Precautions: Sudan hybrids, vari­
eties and sudan-johnsongrass types

j ease “ cystitis Syndrome ” It has 
j occurred only* when horses have 
, eaten the green forage; however, 
j when cured as hay no problem has 
existed.

Insect Control in the Home Garden
Insect damage is present in most 

gardens over the county. Dusts 
or sprays will usually control most 
insects in your garden. Dusts usu­
ally are preferable for the home 
garden. Some dust containers can 
be used as applicators. However, 
containers with perforated tops 
often yield unsatisfactory results. 
The best duster is one with a tube 
and nozzle. It permits dusts to be 
applied to the leaves’ undersides.

Sevin is one of the more popular 
insecticides used in the home gar­
den. It is safe and easy to use. 
Apply an even, light coating at the 
rate of IV2 ounces per 50 feet of 
row. Force dust through the foli­
age so it reaches both sides of 
the leaves.

Sprays are equally effective as 
dust. Always follow directions on 
the container.

Screwworms . .
Don’t take the screwworm con­

trol program as a matter of fact. 
A case showed up last week in 
Bowie county, 300 miles from the 
nearest previously reported one. 
They were found in a calf’s navel. 
This is an indication of how 
quickly we could have a wide­
spread outbreak. Everyone should 
continue to follow the reporting 
procedure.

Fryers remain a bargain in most 
meat departments, and frozen tur­
keys are currently available at 
prices hard to pass up. Grade A 
large eggs continue to offer the 
best combination of economy and 
quality.

Fresh vegetable supplies are in­
creasing seasonally. Among the 
more important items are tomatoes, 
cucumbers, sweet corn, cabbage, 
celery, blackeye and purple hull 
peas, okra, collards, mustard greens 
and eggplant. Yellow onions and 
potatoes also have attractive price 
tags.

An increasing supply of seasonal 
j fresh fruits means greater menu 
■variety at moderate prices. White 
seedless graps and nectarines are 
nearing peak supply, Mrs. Clyatt 
says. Peach supplies, while on the 
light side now, should be increas­
ing soon. Banana imports are hea­
vier, making for lower prices.

Pennies do count when 
buying food, says Gwendolyne Cly- 
tt, Extension consumer marketing 

specialist-
Three to four cents off on a 25- 

cert can of food is a 10 to 15% 
savings, not bad for pennies, she 
explains.

She suggests these tips to help 
save pennies on your grocery bill.

Shop carefully— advertisements, 
prices, and the markets. Check 
particularly for specials on meat, 
poultry, and fish then plan meals 
accordingly. Meat, poultry and fish 
can amount to a third of your 
family’s food bill.

Compare brands when you shop, 
trying the lower priced grades and 
brands. You may like them as 
well as the more expensive items, 
the specialist says. Some stores 
carry as many as six different 
brands of canned green beans with 
prices sometimes varying consid­
erably. Quality and cut may differ, 
but nutritional values vary little. 
By looking for the lowest priced 
brands in one store, you can save 
as much as 5 to 7 cents on a 6- 
ounce can of frozen orange juice, 
5 cents on a can of peas, or 20 
cents on a pound of bacon.

Check the cost of convenience, 
Mrs. Clyatt continues. Chances are 
partially prepared items will cost 
more than fresh, but not always. 
Some convenience foods, like fro­
zen concentrated orange juice, fro­
zen green peas, canned orange 
juice and some cake mixes are 
often cheaper than fresh choices. J 
Other convenience foods, such as { 
frozen corn-on-the-cob, stuffed bak I 
ed potatoes, cheese in a spray can I 
and frozen dinners, usually co s t: 
you more. But if time is short, you 
may be willing to pay the cost of 
convenience.

Massive Inoculations 
Recommended By Sene
Washington, D. C.— Senator Lloyd 

Bentsen has asked the Department 
of Agriculture to eliminate restric­
tive measures in order to allow the 
rapid massive inoculation of the 
half million horses in Texas against 
Venezuelan Equine Encephalomye­
litis (VEE).

The Senator also called on the 
Department to issue a license for 
private manufacture and commer­
cial use of the vaccine which was 
developed by the U. S. Army and 
which is currently being used in 
Texas.

“ The Agriculture Department of­
ficials have made commendable 
policy decisions in releasing the 
experimental vaccine, but there are 
some bureaucratic tangles which 
need to be unwound to permit the 
rapid vaccination of all horses in 
the state,” the Senator stated.

“There is no valid reason that 
the red tape cannot be cut so that 
the vaccine may be more rapidly 
distributed in order to stop the 
spread of the disease.”

Lightly mix together first eight ingredients. Add mayonnaise, 
toss lightly. Pour about a third of the salad into a nine - or ten- 
inch spring form pan. Arrange cut pieces of Fun Franks against 
the sides of the pan in a decorative design — the salad will help 
hold them in place. Four remaining salad into pan, shaking it 
down to pack it evenly and firmly. This will be the molded base 
of the carousel. Refrigerate overnight to chill thoroughly.

Make horses for the carousel from Fun Franks. Cut one frank 
into three pieces — a long piece for the body and two shorter 
pieces for the neck and head. Cut another Fun Frank in half 
crosswise and halves lengthwise to get four pieces of franks 
for the legs. Assemble the horses with toothpicks, using cloves 
for eyes and making a bridle from string. A six-inch wooden 
skewer or slim sucker stick stands each horse upright on the 
carousel.

For the roof over the carousel, cut a seven-inch circle out of pa­
per, slash it once to the middle, overlap the two cut edges about 
an inch to give it shape and tape together. A stick or straw 
can be used for the center post.

To assemble the carousel, place the pan ox salad upside down 
on lettuce lined plats and remove pan. Finish decorating sides, 
if desired. Set Fun Frank animals and roof on top of your 
salad base. R E M EM B E R : keep the salad cold so that it will 
retain its shape, removing it from the refrigerator just before 
serving.
