College Station, Tex.—“Turkey,
the chosen meat for Easter, is pre-
sently one of the most economical
meat choices you’ll find in most
meat markets,” said Mrs. Gwendo-
lyne Clyatt of the Texas Agricultu-
ral Extension Service.

“The large size bird usually costs
less per pound and has greater pro-
portion of meat to bone, thus mak-
ing it a real value.”

The Houston consumer market-
ing specialist advised taking note
of the inspection mark on the tur-
key you buy. This indicates that
the bird was inspected for whole-
someness throuhout the packing
operation and was wholesome when
it left the packing plant. = When
buying, select your turkey from
well refrigerated display cases, and
be sure the package isn’t torn or
damaged.

Also, this week, many stores will
feature eggs just in time for the
Easter egg hunt. Fryer chickens
continue to be an excellent protein

i choice though prices are higher in |

some markets.

Generally, pork prices are up.
But smoked hams continue in the
limelight, and more canned hams
are being featured, along with the
popular semi-boneless style.

Bacon and smoked picnics offer
economical buys. In fresh cuts,
one-fourth loin cut chops, rib end
roasts and Boston butt roasts sport
economical prices.

“Remember, if you think the beef
prices are too high, then shop for

specials in other areas to keep
your food budget in line,” Mrs.
Clyatt suggested.

As spring approaches, produce

departments become more inter-
esting. ‘Salad items, especially head
lettuce, are more plentiful, of bet-
ter quality and less costly. Moder-
ate tomato prices and low celery
prices provide good quality buys
for the budget-conscious homemak-
er. Potatoes, cabbage, carrots, mus-
tard, collards, spinach, radishes,
green onions and dry yellow onions
offer economical choices.
