Work-At-Home Schemes

Earn big money right in your 
own home—home workers wanted! 
Make extra $ $ $ working at home.

The work-at-home scheme, usu­
ally heralded in junk mail or 
newspaper want ads similar to 
those above, have particular appeal 
to pensioned older folks with time 
on their hands and to mothers with 
young children. Here’s a chance 
to pick up a little extra cash to 
buy that new furniture or appli­
ance, to take the dreamed-of vaca­
tion or just to help meet the 
everyday cost of living. At least 
that’s the appearance given by the
company making the offer------but
don’t bet on it.

My Consumer Protection Divi­
sion gets numerous / complaints 
each year concerning these work- 
at-home gimmicks. Experience 
shows that far too often consumers 
who bite on the work-at-home pitch 
wind up spending money instead 
of making money.

The swindles range from addres­
sing envelopes to making some 
article in the home for the com­
pany to sell. The work involved 
varies greatly but there is one 
common theme which runs all 
through these plans. The person, 
in order to secure the home em­
ployment, must first part with 
some money. The amount of mo­
ney typically is small. We have 
had instances reported to us of

companies asking for as little as 
25c but generally the cost runs 
from $2 to $10. This purchase by 
the consumer is what the company 
is interested in and not in provid­
ing employment.

Often the consumer who gets no­
thing for his money is luckier than 
the consumer who gets a kit to 
make a product which is to be 
sold to the company. The finished 
product is rarely bought back by 
the company because it is not “up 
to standards” or the handwriting 
on the envelopes is “not legible 
and neat.” Probably worse than 
the loss of the small amount of 
money involved, the victim has 
wasted his time and is left with 
the feeling of humiliation and 
failure at his inability to produce 
“quality merchandise.” Unknown 
to him however, is the fact that 
no one produces merchandise 
which meets the “standards” set 
by the company.

Be an informed consumer. Don’t 
be victimized by the home employ­
ment racket. Think before you 
part with your money for a home 
employment opportunity.

Austin, Tex.—An ancient legal 
dispute involving Texas’ sovereign­
ty over its tidelands is in court 
again.

The U. S. Justice Department 
has filed a suit against Texas, chal­
lenging the state’s regulation of 
fishing within the farthermost two 
leagues (six marine miles) of the 
historic three-league (nine-marine- 
mile) boundary.

Atty. Gen. Crawford Martin has 
requested President Nixon to in­
tervene in the latest federal at­
tack.

The Attorney General further 
requested an opportunity for the 
state to present its position to the 
State Department and Justice De­

partment. The state, he noted in 
a letter to Nixon, was not notified 
prior to filing of the action.

Martin claimed the new action 
is contrary to the position taken by 
the Eisenhower-Nixon administra­
tion in 1953 and in 1957.

He submitted to the President 
excerpts from the state’s brief 
filed in the original boundary suit 
which was decided in Texas’ favor 
by the U. S. Supreme Court in 
1958. He also included a 1957 let­
ter from the late President Dwight 
D. Eisenhower to then-Gov. Price 
Daniel. Eisenhower expressed the 
opinion that Texas should “ have 
the right to explore and exploit 
the submerged lands extending sea­
ward of its coastline for a dis­
tance of three marine leagues into 
the Gulf of Mexico.

Martin urged Nixon to inform 
him if his position as president is 
the same as that expressed by 
President Eisenhower.

Health Study Launched

State, local and federal health 
officials this week began an inten­
sive study to determine if health 
hazards exist for workers in the 
American Smelting and Refining 
Company plant in El Paso.

Air samples will be taken with­
in the plant to discover possible 
toxic materials, and blood and 
urine samples will be taken from 
about 800 employees.

The survey will complement a 
comprehensive health study to 
evaluate lead hazards in the plant 
vicinity which was initiated by 
local health officials several weeks 
ago in cooperation with the State 
Health Department. A.S.R.C. is 
cooperating in the survey.

Parties Slow

Secretary of State Bob Bullock 
complained about early response 
to his request that county political 
party offficers submit early esti 
mates of May primary election ex­
penses.

Bullock said a week after he 
asked for the estimates only 99 (of 
254) counties were represented in 
replies. He warned again no state 
funds will be allocated to local 
parties until estimated expendi­
tures are submitted on prescribed 
forms.

Some county chairmen explained 
they were taking their time since 
the new state primary financing 
act makes them responsible for 
inaccuracies in their figures.

Short Snorts . . .
Court Revision Urged

A Supreme Court justice and 
president of the Texas Civil Judi­
cial Council says it’s time the leg­
islature submits to voters a cons­
titutional amendment on judiciary 
reform.

Associate Justice Tom Reavley 
said Texans are demanding “major 
surgery” on the court system. Sug­
gested Reavley:
—The State Supreme Court and 
Court of Criminal Appeals should 
be merged into a single court of 
last resort.
—.Fourteen Courts of Civil Appeals 
should be given jurisdiction over 
criminal as well as civil cases.
—There should be fewer levels of 
lower courts with less overlapping 
jurisdiction.
—Appeal procedure should be 
“simpler and speedier.”
—Judges and cases should be 
transferred to match resources 
with needs in keeping with better 
management of the court system.

The 63rd Legsilature, Reavley 
said, should be asked next year to 
submit the constitutional amend­
ment proposing court reorganiza­
tion and modernization.

Texas cities and counties would 
get about $202 million this year 
under a federal revenue-sharing 
bill before a U. S. House commit­
tee.

College teachers in a meeting 
here endorsed the idea of collec­
tive bargaining rights for public 
employees.

Likely date for the next special 
session of the legislature on ap­
propriations and taxation appears 
to be the week of June 12.

We now have fresh berries avail­
able, to some extent, the year 
around. Still the excitement over
the first berries------ luciously ripe
from vines in nearby gardens—can­
not be excelled.

A hidden bonus in strawberry 
eating lies in their nutritive value. 
Fresh or frozen, they rate high in 
vitamin C. A half-cup of straw­
berries—a dish of strawberres and 
cream or a large piece of straw­
berry pie—provides the minimum 
daily dietary needs of this im­
portant vitamin. And strawberries 
that ripen on the plant contain 
more vitamin C than those picked 
half-red and held until fully ripe. 
So now’s the time to enjoy the full 
glow of eye-catching, tasty and 
nutritious fresh spring strawber­
ries from nearby production cen­
ters. You can expect supplies to 
increase gradually, with peak ship­
ments in May and June, as the 
season advances.

When buying strawberries, look 
for berries with full red color and 
a bright luster. The flesh should be 
firm and the cap stem still attach­
ed. The berries should be dry and 
clean. Usually medium to small 
sizes have better eating quality 
than the large ones. It’s wise to

into a shallow tray, and sort out 
the damaged or decayed ones. Co­
ver loosely with wax paper and 
store in the refrigerator. Just be­
fore serving, wash the berries in 
cold water and drain dry. Remove 
caps after the berries are clean and 
dry. Serve them as soon after pur­
chase as possible, within one or 
two days.

Poor Storage Causes Falls
A lack of storage and poor at­

tempts to make up for it cause 
many home accidents. In homes 
lacking storage, objects must be 
placed on the floors and on stairs. 
Articles and boxes stored atop high 
furniture cause family members to 
reach too far, climb atop other fur­
niture to reach them or use make­
shift ladders. These often topple 
over and cause serious injury.

Shelving made for storage can 
help lessen some of the problems. 
Shelves should be made no higher 
than 72 inches, the maximum 
height a woman can reach. They 
should be constructed to support 
the weight of objects without 
causing them to topple over or 
collapse. Glass shelves should be 
shatterproof.

Storage areas should be well 
lighted. If a closet is more than 
three feet deep, it should have 
an electric light. Bulbs should 
always be placed so they won’t 
touch articles that might catch fire. 
Checking storage materials for 
safety is a good suggestion. Poisons 
and pesticides should be stored in 
original containers away from chil­
dren’s reach. A locked cabinet is 
best for storage of all chemicals 
and medicines. Flammable solu­
tions should be kept in tightly 
covered containers and stored out­
side the house. Throw away rags, 
papers and trash to prevent the 
possibility of fires.

RC & D Program
Resource Conservation and Deve­

lopment (RC&D) Projects help peo­
ple take better care of their mat­
erial resources and, at the same 
time, improve their community’s 
economy, says John Royal, chair­
man of the steering committee.

This statement was made re­
cently by Royal in his comments 
to the Schleicher County Commis­
sioners Court. Schleicher County 
has been invited to join four other 
counties, McCulloch, Menard, San 
Saba, and Concho, in making appli­
cation for a Resource Conservation 
and Development Project accord­
ing to Bill Rountree, Soil Conser­
vation Service Conservationist.

The five counties are to furnish 
a list of at least ten persons from 
each county to serve on a steer­
ing committee.

Several insecticides are recom­
mended for controlling aphids on 
roses. These include diazinon, di-j 
metholate, lindane, malathion and 
meta-systox-R. Di-syston 2% sys­
temic insecticide for garden use 
as a soil treatment will also pro­
vide aphid control on roses. Home- 
owners should read the label on 
the insecticide container before 
use, and follow directions care­
fully. “Safety” is a key when us­
ing any insecticide.

Several meetings have already 
been held to discuss the feas­
ibility of organizing such a pro­
ject. The group made a tour in 
Fredericksburg of the Eastern Hill 
Country RC&D project.

This project had been organized 
since 1962. At the present time 
there are three organized projects 
in the state. The Fredericksburg 
organization has been in opera­
tion for the past three years. Since 
that time they have completed 14 
projects, including a municipal 
park, an addition of an industry 
and a watershed project.

The real definition of Resource 
Conservation and Development is 
assisting people by an organized 
approach to define their resource,
