David, the 22-year-old son of
Glenn and Loyce Parker of Eldo-
rado, had completed 2% years at
San Angelo college and took a sum-
mer job with a construction com-
pany laying underground lines in
the vicinity of Fort Worth.

Sometime on Tuesday of last
week he was involved in a malfunc-
tion of an air compressor which
exploded with a flying object
striking David in the forehead. He
was rushed to a Fort Worth hospi-
tal where he received emergency
care in the intensive care ward,
including bone surgery.

His parents received word about
midnight and by 1:00 am. last
Wednesday they were on their way
to Fort Worth along with their
younger son, Robert, arriving there
about daybreak.

For the next five days they were
in attendance near his hospital
room. By Sunday David’s condition
had improved to such extent that
Glenn and Robert returned to El-
dorado. Loyce will remain with
David as long as necessary.

By the week end, David  was
moved to a regular hospital room
to continue convalescence and was
reported making satisfactory im-
provement. He is expected to con-
tinue convalescence for some time
but may be able to return to col-
lege in the fall. He is scheduled to
have a steel plate installed in his
forehead at some future time and
will probably undergo subsequent
plastic surgery.

Bagworms are most effectively
controlled as these insects begin
to feed in May or early June and
before excessive damage is caused.

The small bagworm hegins to
construct a bag as it emerges from
the old bag which hung on cedar
or arborvitae during the winter. By
the time the bag is % inch long
the bagworms are easily detected.

Recommended insecticides for
control of bagworms are malathion,
toxaphene, Sevin or lead arsonate.
Directions on the label should be
followed carefully when using any
insecticide.

A second insecticidal application
may be required for control. This
is generally the case when bag-
worms are not controlled until the
bags are 12 inch long or longer.

Since the bagworms pass the
winter in the old bags, removal and
destruction of the bags before the
larvae emerge will also control this
pest.

Roses For Indoor And
Outdoor Beauty

Cutting flowers from hybrid tea
roses provides indoor beauty for
the home and also encourages new
growth and more flowers.

Remove flower stems only as long
as you actually need for the vase
youwll place them in. If you take
too many food producing leaves
with a cut rose, you may weaken
the plant.

On roses that were set out as
recently as last fall or this spring,
it is suggested to cut the bloom
stems above the first leaf that has
five leaflets. On vigorous growing
plants that are well established,
flower stems may be cut longer
without harming the plant. How-
ever, at least two good five-leaflet
leaves should be left below the
cut. The less vigorous the plant,
the more foliage should be left.

To remove faded blooms, groom
bushes once or twice a week dur-
ing the bloom season. This improv-
es their appearance and prevents
fruit development which takes food
material ' away from new growth.
Always use sharp cutting tools for
cutting rose stems. Tearing or
twisting off flowers injures the re-
maining wood.

Lawn Grasses Require Feeding

Lawn grasses do not thrive on
restricted diets. If you want a b%u-
tiful, healthy lawn, regular feeding
is a-must.. Although lawn grasses
require all plant nutrients, ths
most important are nitrogen, phos-
phorus and potassium (potash).
These are needed in the largest
amounts and usually the first to
become limiting.

Grasses feed heavily on nitrogen
and the amount in the soil is sel-
dom adequate for good grass
growth. Supnly nitrogen in ade-
quate amounts along with phos-
phorus and other nutrients as need-
ed. Avoid applying nitrogen alone
continuously as phosphorus and
potash will become limiting.

Common forms of nitrogen are
quickly available to the grass so
apply the material in frequent,
small amounts to maintain healthy,
uniform growth.. Single applica-
tions should never exceed two
pounds per 1,000 feet. One-pound
applications ade preferable on a
more freguent hasis. Also available
are so-called “slow release” nitro-
gen fertilizers which permit heavier
applications on a less frequent
schedule.

Many turf soils are deficient in
phosphorus so one or two applica-
tions should he made during the
year. Potash is adequate in some
soils, but if in doubt, apply it once
or twice a year. Lawns often he-
come yellow—especially in alkaline
seil areas—even though a good fer-

tilizer program has been followed.
This is usually due to iren defici-
ency and is referred to as “iron
chlerosis.” Applying iron sulfate
(copperas) or iron chelates will cor-
rect the situation.

In acid soil areas, apply agricul-
tural limestone to supply the need-
ed calcium and magnesium. A
soil test to determine fertilizer
needs is recommended, especially
to show the need for lime and in
indicating soil salinity problems.

Unless a soil test indicates other-
wise, the following fertilization pro-
gram for most lawn grasses  is
suggested:

1. Apply a balanced (complet=)
fertilizer in early spring and again
in early fall which contains nitro-
gen, phosphorus and potash. Exam-
ples of complete fertilizers are 10-
5-5, 10-10-10 and 12-12-12.

2. Apply enough to supply two

pounds of nitrogen per 1,000 square
feet of lawn area. The actual plant
nutrients in a fertilizer formulation
are expressed in per cent of totsl
by weight. To apply two pounds of
actual nitrogen, use 20 pounds of
10-5-5 (20% of 10-2) or 17 pounds
of 12-12:12 (17% of 12-2.4).

3. In addition to the above, apply
nitrogen at one pound per 1,000
square feet during the growing
season about every 30 days to ber-
muda and -every 45 days to St.
Augustine grass. Apply fertilizer
when grass leaves are dry and
spread it evenly. Follow with suffi-
cient watering to dissolve the fer-
tilizer nutrients and carry them
into the grass root zone.

Skeletonized Chinese EIm Leaves

The elm leaf beetle larvae feed
on the leaves of the Chinese 'elm
leaving the veins, giving the leaves
a skeletonized appearance.

The yellow and black larvae
(1/8 to Y4 inch long) can be easily
found on the leaves as can be the
clustered yellow eggs which are
pinhead size.

Insecticides that might be used
for control of the elm leaf heetle
are malathion, Sevin and toxa-
phene.

Infested trees should be sprayed
thoroughly including the trunk.
Application of insecticides to the
trunk will control the mature lar-
vae that move down the tree to
complete the pupa stage and be-
come adults.

Control measures should be =n-
plied as infestations appear duri
late-April . and May and again i
mid-summer when increased num-
bers of th> elm leaf beetle larva
are again found on the tree.

Why Prices Fluctuate

| Price fluctuations in the food
market aren’t really that puzzling.
They fluctuate from conditions —
isupply, demand, advertising and
! promotion and variable pricing—
;that rule in the market.
\

Prices are likely to be most at-

tractive for consumers when sup-
plies are good and less attractive
| when supplies are low. Weather is
| a key factor affecting supply. Un-
favorable weather conditions in
|food growing areas will probably
result in limited supplies, thus
1 boosting the price of a product.
i Decreases or increases in de-
{mand can also cause price fluctu-
ation. For example. cooking meat
outdoors is very popular - during
summer months, so markets are
likely to jack up the prices of
Isteaks and other cuts suitable for
outdoor cookery. But pot roasts,
in less demand during summer,
generally boast attractive prices. In
winter the severse is likely to be
true. Another factor influencing
price is store advertising and pro-
metion. Stores offer price specials
to attract your attention and get
iyou into the store. Retailers often
mark milk, bread, ground meat
and chicken as specials. If specials
Istimulate an increase in the store’s
[sales volume, the store will prob-
ably repeat the specials.

Another important réason  for
price fluctuation is the common use
of varizble pricing. This means that
the supermarket, with 6,000 to
18,000 different items, must price
i what it sells so that the store earns
ja given margin, usually around
118%. The store will also compet-
itivelv price a number of items it
classifies as “movers” or fast-
selling items. Because of variable
i pricing, it’s difficult to make valid
| price comparisons on the total mix
of products and prices. But it is
:possible to make price comparisons
ion items purchased regularly. This
| can help you decide where to shop.

Children cooperate more
with fewer, well-defined limits that
are strict.

“Above all, taking the shield of
faith, wherewith ye shall be able
to quench all the fiery darts of
the wicked.”

Here, may we ask.three ques-
tions: What is faith? What can
faith do? How can one increase
faith?

Faith is an eager, ardent, expec-
tant, adventurous attitude toward
life. Faith, the lyric of love which
Paul wrote to a divided church at
Corinth and the epic of faith in
the Epistle to the Hebrews, have
sent men on long pilgrimages of
hope, that admits no discourage-
ment or defeat, that steels men’s
souls against odds, and that enables
them to achieve the impossible.
The conditions when the mentioned
books towering with inspiration
were written seemed to have been
marked for our time. Faith is not
a creed, but an acknowledgement
of the existence and power of a
supreme heing and the reality of
a divine order. When we study the
life of our Jesus Christ, we find
that faith is compounded by words
like belief, trust, love and hope.
Paul used the uoun, “faith” and
the verb “believe” almost 200
times. This suggests that it is hard
to exhaust the meaning of faith

|when it is kept in its proper rela-
tionship to Christian religion.
When we think upon the things
Faith Can Do, we find endless re-
sults. Faith provides the strategy
and morale of victory, the tech-
nique of abundant living. Faith
is the title deed to the things your
heart desires, and it is the energy
which brings your personal powers
come alive, It guides you through
the darkest night, opens the doors
of your worthy hopes, and is the
power tool of achievement and
victory which God daily places in
your hands that you may be ade-
quate for any task life sets for you.
Let us consider “How Faith may
be increased.” By believing utter-
ly in God, in one’s self, and in the
future. Trust God. He wants you
to succeed. He has the wisdom and
the willingness to show you the
sure way to a more abundant life.
He is available for counsel every
hour of the day or night. He never
makes a mistake. When you pray,
God and the universe become your
allies. When you trust, God places
all His resources at your disposal.
When your soul meets God’s spirit
in intimate communion, you dis-
cover a divine power that enables
you to exclaim, “I can do. all things
through Christ, when strengthen-
eth me!”

Austin, Tex.—The long-awaited
special finance session of the Texas
Legislature has been called for
10:00 a.m. June 14.

Gov. Preston Smith issued
official proclamation last

the
week,

stating repeatedly he plans to pre-!

sent a 1973 budget which will re-
quire no new taxes. -

The governor, who has implied
he would veto a tax bill, said he
does not think lawmakers can pass
one without his placing the subject
of revenue on the special session
agenda. 3

Under the proclamation, Smith
will allow legislators to consider
“such other subjects as the gover-
nor may submit from time to time.”

However, he made clear he does
not pan to open the call to any
other business until the 1973 bud-
get— financing state operations
from Sept. 1, 1972 to August 31,
1973—is finally passed.

Smith vetoed all 1973 fiscal year
appropriations adopted by the
legislature during the 1971 regular
session. In anticipation of more
federal aid (that never was receiv-
ed), the Legislature did not enact
a 1973 welfare budget—which made
a special session inevitable even
without the governor’s veto.

A proposed state officials’ code
of ethics and a recommendation
for repeal of a controversial new
trailer brake law are among items
to be offered the special session
for action after passage of the
appropriations act.

There is some speculation Smith
may try to avoid the need for new
taxes by proposing a welfare pro-
gram finance act covering less than
a full fiscal year. This would leave
the balance of 1973 welfare approp-
riations as emergency business for
the regular session next year,

National Life
Insurance Company protested that
legal fees ran five times as much
as the insured collected.
