“Rip Off” Boomerangs [

This is the first article in a four-
part series on consumer and mer-
chant behavior—both helpful and
harmful—and its cost in dollars to
the public. As the holiday season
approaches, prospects for crimes in
stores throughout the United States!
increase and promise to hit hard
at consumer pocketbooks. Still
other victims of these crimes will
be the criminals themselves—oiten
ill-informed youth ‘“following their
crowd.” This first article in the
series views shoplifting costs to the
shoplifter.

Shoplifting—or “rip off,” as it’s
termed by some recently——costs
each American family about $30;
every year and totals some $8 mil-!
lion each day, but the real victim
is the shoplifter himself. This
crime won’t put the merchant out,
of business, but it may cheat the|
shoplifter cut of a fulure. A per-|
son with a shoplifting ‘“record” |
frequently will have trouble get-:
ting a job that requires a license:
or the public trust—even that of a|
bonded stock boy. A person withl‘
a “record” has trouble getting loans |
to buy things like a car, house or|
other major purchases. These peo-
ple often become victims of un-
scrupulous lenders. College scho-|
larships may be denied. One hoy |
was refused military academy ad-
mission because he stole three cas-
es of soda pop.

If someone [is convicted of shop-
lifting goods worth $50 or more,
the law says he has commited a fel-
ony. Thefts of $50 or less are mis-
demeanors—subject to lesser pen- |

alties. {urnning back and forth. There is

Jobs which a convicted felon will |
have difficulty getting are many. |
Some are bheauty operator, school
teacher, real estate salesman or
barber. Also insurance agent, ar-
chitect, certified public accountant,
optometrist and undertaker. A
broad range of occupations are
closed to people with criminal rec-
ords. They include police officer, |
stock broker, lawye1l, security
guard, fireman, private investiga-
tor and civil servant, such as postal
employee.

Convicted felons will be severely
limited for a long time in attempts
to secure employment from state,
local or federal governmental agen-
cies. It's impossible for a convict-
ed felon to get into the National
Guard and some branches of mili-
tary service. ;

Those tempted with the crime
are urged to compare the value of
an item with his or her future.

Of the dozen or more holidays
which are quite universally observ-
ed, Thanksgiving Day is one that
is altogether American in concept
and observance. It ranks with the
Fourth of July in this respect and
in national importance.

We have strayed somewhat from
the significance given to the day
by those God-fearing ancestors of
ours, and are inclined to emphasize
the delighis of a well-laden table,
family reunions and the festivity
of modern sports.

It is altogether fitting that Thanks-
giving should be one of the happi-
est days of the year, but its
true significance should be ever
present in our thoughts.

In November of each year, as
we give thanks for blessings re-
ceived, let us remember that am-
ong them is a system of personal
initiative which these Pilgrim Fa-
thers instituted and which becams
the basis of American free enter-
prise.

They tried the communal method
of putting all their stores into a

single warehouse and rationing out
supplies and services——and they
didn’t like it. It was then that they
set up a system in which each man
was free to reap the rewards of
his own enterprise. Each family
was given its own plot of land and
made dependent on its own work

Governor Bradford noted in his
diary that under the new system
each family succeeded in supplying

its own wants, and some had a

surplus to sell. There were no
more famines in the colony.

Having found that the free enter-
prise system worked best, the Pil-
grims stuck to it. They handed
it down to their children, who left
it to cach succeeding generation
as an American heritage.

Beset as we are by the cenfu-
sion of today’s alien ideologies, let
us, on this Thanksgiving Day, re-
member well our Pilgrim legacy.
“Lord God of Hosts, be with us yet,

Lest we forget—lest we forget.”

A three-judge federal court last|

constitutional the present school
finance formulas which are based‘
heavily on local property taxes.
The decision, now on appeal to the
U. S. Supreme Court, concluded
{ the system provides educational ad-
| vantages for pupils in rich districts
over’those in poor districts.

Under the five-member finance
panel’s recommendations, the state
would assume the “comprehensive
foundation school program”  ‘cost
completely from state taxes by
1978-79. Local share of the cur-
rent foundation school program is
about 20%.

Local taxes after 1978-1979 would
be relied on only for building and
equipping schools and for “enrich-
ment” (expansion beyond the state
standard) of individual school pro-
grams. :

Increases already approved in

the foundation school program will
cost $464 million during the next
six years. The committee-proposed
improvements are estimated to cost
1$400 million by 1978-79.
! “Enactment and implementation
1of the comprehensive foundation
Ischool program will require some
| of the most far-reaching public pol-
licy decisions ever made in Texas,”
said State Board of Education
Chairman Ben Howell of El Paso.

Committee members made clear
ithey stand back of the recommen-
dations regardless of the Supreme
Court’s ruling in the finance case.

Oil Allowable Again 100%

The statewide oil allowable for

next month will remain at 100%.
i Railroad Commission action re-
\taining the all-out production for-
mula marked a year at the nearly
wide-open level due to increased
energy demands.

Average monthly factor for 1972
is 94.1% or 3444 producing days
during the year, top figure since
1948 whe nthe 100% allowable ap-
plied throughout the year.

An exception to the 100% order
is East Texas field which will be
held to 86% as a waste prevention
measurc.

Constitutional Revision Planned

First steps toward implementa-
tion of a new plan for revising the
96-year-old state Constitution were
taken by a state Senator-elect last
week.

Voters on November 7 approved
a constitutional amendment auth-
orizing the Legislature to sit as a
constitutional convention in Janu-
ary of 1974. The amendment also
- authorized appointment of a citi-
zens’ commission to study needed
constitutional changes and report
its recommendations next Novem-|
ber.

Sen. Nelson Wolff pre-filed res-
olutions calling for appointment of
a 36-member commission by a five-
lmember group headed by the Gov-
ernor and for formation of a 10-
Imember House-Senate committee to
‘plan convention mechanics. W_olff
also offered a bill to approprla_te
$900.,000 to the commission for its
work. Any constitutional revision !
agreed on would have to be approv-
ed by a two-thirds vote of the
| 1egislature and submitted to voters
lfor a final review.

Watering Critical For
House Piants
Improper watering causes more |
container plants te fail than any
other facter. Too often homemak-
ers get impatient and apply too

thy. However, often the opposite
results—the plant drowns. To |
overcome the tendency to water
and fertilize excessively, it is sug-
gested to select plants for interior
landscaping that are of a size that
will be immediately effective. Do’
not start with a small plant and!
expect it to grow to proper size
under indoor .conditions. j

Plant characteristics and environ- !
mental conditions also govern thel
amount of water a plant needs.!
Flowering plants and those  with,
much foliage require more water
than thosc without blooms or with
little foliage. And plants in a cool
room need less water than those in
a warm, dry atmosphere. Over-
watering during the plant’s slow
growth period is the worst thing
a person can do. These periods oc-
cur when light intensity is . low
and the plant is producing little
food, as during the winter months.

In addition to moisture, plant
roots must also have air. But if

The' homeowner can do
more than just wring his.

And in the pro-
cess he can also help reduce
his own utility bill.

Here are some suggestions
from John Cook, manager of
utility relations for the Gen-
eral Electric and Hotpoint
major appliance group, on
how to conserve energy:

« Since air conditioning
accounts for some 50% of a
utility company’s peak sum-
mer load, it is a prime target
for savings. Cook recom-
mends using shades, blinds,
draperies and awnings to
keep direct sunlight from
rooms which are being cooled.
Heating ducts and ?ireplace
flues also should be closed;
they are among the most
often overlooked ways to |
“lose your cool.”

¥ Keep your food freezer,
or the freezer section of your
refrigerator, well stocked; less
electricity is used maintain-
ing temperature in a full
freezer than in one partially
filled. Keep the refrigerator
and freezer out of direct sun-
light or tight niches where
there is little air circulation;
too hot a spot can add as
much as 15% to the cost of
operation.

4 Many people keep a
coffee pot warming all day or
all evening as a matter of
habit; if you’re not a coffee
addict, break the habit, rec-.
ommends Cook.

¢ Self-cleaning ovens are
s0 simple to operate that
many homemakers put them
into the clean cycle regularly,
even when soil is hardly ap-
parent. Consider less frequent
self-cleaning, Cook suggests,
and then do it late in the eve-
ning when electricity demand
is less. In the summer, this
also will keep the kitchen
cooler during the day.

Since the early afternoon
—during the hottest part of
the day—and dinner time are
the two peak periods of elec-
tricity use during ‘summer
months, Cook advises against
starting washers, dryers and
dishwashers at these times.

Remember, the watts you
save could just help prevent
a power blackout.

the soil is saturated with water,
little or no oxygen can reach the
roots. This leads to the loss of
small feeder roots and eventually
the plant dies. Water house plants
only when they need it. With a
little experience, soil moisture con-
tent can be determined By the co-
lor and feel of the soil. Another
check is to insert a tooth pick or
a freshly sharpened pencil into the
soil. If soil sticks to the tooth pick
or pencil, do not water.

When watering, apply enough
water so that it runs through the
potting soil and into the saucer be-
low, then discard the water in the
saucer. This prevents the accumu
lation of soluble salts in the soil.
Remember, check your house plant
and the soil in which it is growing
before watering. It probably will
not require watering as often as
you think.

Update Your Estate

The value of
personal effects, real estate, stocks,
bonds, bank accounts, life insu?ance
policies and other business inter-
ests make up ‘a part of the gross
estate which may be taxable.

In considering the value of these
holdings, families should* pecome
familiar with the term, “fair mar-
ket value.” This is the value dete_r-
mined at time of death or six
months thereafter. It is the price
at which property changes hands
in a reasonable time between a
willing buyer and a willing seller,
both having reasonable knowledge
of the facts. This means that the
present selling of land anq real
estate in an area helps establish the
fair market value. Once this value
is established in an estate, costs as-
sociated with taxes and‘the amount
of ready cesh needed to settle an
estate can be determined.

The value of farm and ranch
land has increased 10%. during the
past year and all indications are
that this climb in value will con-
tinue. When it comes to distribut-
ing property, a will is an inval_uable
documenty Seek the legal advice of
an attorney in this matter. A ser-
ies of fact sheets on estate plann'}ng
is available at the county Extension
office which provides guidelines
for sound estate planning.
