Eldorado, Schleicher county’s 
capital, entertained the excursion­
ists for a half day, Friday after 
noon, and her hospitality was 
throughly enjoyed by eyetypne^ 
Eldorado's population- is' seven 
hundred. The most costly and 
the most attractive improvement 
that is being made is the new 
school house which is being built 
at a cost ot 817,000, The waifs 
are about nine feet high and the 
contractors hope to have it com­
pleted by x(Jhri8tmas. Eldorado 
has three churches, threa grocer­
ies, one hardware establishment 
two banks, one general merchan­
dise store, one grain and feed 
store, (wo drug stores, three 
doctors, one hotel and court house 
and jail.

Suirounded by Farms.

Eldorado lies ip the center of a 
rich agricultural section, thirty 
miles square, and ehe gets practi­
cally ah of the trade in that scope 
of country. The town has been 
in existence since 190L when Sch­
leicher county was organized.

Big ranches are rapibly becom 
iDg things of tile past in Schleich 
er conuty, and in their stead large 
frame are being opened up, Lots 
of feed stuff was made this year

and cotton was by no means a 
failure.
