During the past decade the value
of our property assessed as town
and city lots, which includes the
lands and buildings within our city
limits, has advanced in value from
$189,760,828 im 1900 to $506,255,238
in 1910, making an - increase of
$317.495,410 or 167 per cent, but

(Compare these figures with those
of the per capitr increase in farm
wealth and we find the farmer has
made an increase of 117 per cent
against an increase of 59 per -cent
within our cities. These figures
prove that we have greater oppor-
tunities on the farm for money mak-
ing than in the city and if our cit-
1zepship could fully appreciate the
force of this comparison it would
turn the tide of our population back
to the soil.
