To Whom it May Concern:

Whereas, it has been deter­
mined by inspection by an au 
thorized inspectror of the Live 
Stock Sanitary Commission that 
the contagious disease, known 
as AN I'HRAX exists among 
livestock in counties [of Kimble 
and Menard in the State of Tex­
as; and whereas, by reason of 
said infection the counties of 
Kimble and Menard were quar­
antined by order of the Live 
Stock Sanitary Commission.

And whereas, Schleicher 
County‘is apparently Lee of the 
contagious disease among live 
stock Known as anthrax;

And whereas, itis  deemed ad 
visable to protect Schleicher 
county from infection from the 
hereinbefore mentioned quaran­
tined counties the following or­
der.is hereby issued to take ef­
fect ou and after date hereof:
