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WOOL SHRINKAGE
INQUIRY IS ASKED,

An investigation of the action 
of the wool division of the Gov 
eminent, operated during the 
war, with reference to the valu­
ation of wools taken over by the 
Government in the San Angelo 
district, is proposed in a reso­
lution introduced by Represen­
tative Hudspeth of the Ei Paso 
District. The House Agricultu 
ral Committee would be directed 
to make an inquiry with refer 
enoe to the valuation, shrinkage 
and purchase of wool taken over 
by the Government during 1918 
at San Angelo and in other con­
centration points in Texasj 
with a view of developing why 
San Angelo wools received a 
prejudicial reduction in price 
It is asserted by Mr. Hudspeth 

that the producer of wool in the 
San Angelo [district failed to 
receive what was coming to him 
in the allowances for shrinkage 
One shipment of 20,COO pounds 
he states, made from San An 
gelo, was accepted on a basis of 
80 per cent shrinkage, whereas 
after treatment [at the Boston 
market it shrunk ohly 70 per 
cent. Asa result of this and 
similar situations, he claims the 
producers of that district failed 
to receive about .$500,000 which 
is due them. The matter was 
placed beiore the contract ad­
justment board of the War De­
partment last summer in an ap­
plication for a refund, The 
board [held against the Texas 
producers and the matter was 
then taken before Secretary 
Baker of the War Depratment. 
The Secretary sustained the 
board’s findings.

“ The purpose of this resolu­
tion,” said Mr. Hudspeth, “ is to 
ascertain who profited as a re­
sult of the « shrinkage in one 
spipment of 20,000 pounds. I 
claim that the Texas producers 
were virtually beir g defrauded 
out of the 10 per cent.

It also is shown that for San 
Angelo wools they paid from 5c 
to 10c a pound less than at other 
Texas concentration points.
