Relating to the amending of Ar... 
tide 17. Section 58. of the Con., 
stitution of the State of Texas; 
abolishing^ the Board of Prison 
Commissioners; providing for 
the supervision and manage, 
ment of the Prison System, 
under such laws as may be 
provided for by the Legislature.

cle 3 of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas shall be amended 
so as to hereafter read as fol­
lows:

Section 51; The Legislature 
shall have no power to make any 
grant or authorize the making of 
any grant of public money to any 
individual, association of indi­
vidual s, municipal or other cor­
porations whatsoever, provided, 
however, the Legislature may 
grant aid to indigent or disabled 
Con federate soldiers and sailors, 
who came to Texas prior to Jan­
uary 1,1910, and to their widows, 
in indigent circumstances and 
who have been bona fled resi­
dents of this State since Janua,. 
ry 1, 1910, and who were mar­
ried to such soldiers or sailors 
prior to January 1,1910, and to 
indigent and disabled soldiers 
who under special laws of the 
State of Texas during the war

which such person offers to vote, 
shall be deemed a qualified elec­
tor; provided, that electors liv­
ing in any unorganized county 
may vote at any election precinct 
in the county to which such 
county is attached for judicial 
purposes; and provided futher. 
that any voter who is subject to 
pay a poll tax under the laws of 
the State of Texas shall have 
paid said tax before offering to 
vote at any elaction in this State 
and hold a receipt showing that 
said poll tax was paid before the 
first day of February.next pre­
ceding such election.

T h e  S t o r y  of 
O u r  S t a t e s

III.— NEW JERSEY

N e w  J e r ­
s e y  be­

c a m e  t h e  
third s t a t e  
just six days 

, after Pennsyl­
vania had for­
mally adopted 

the Constitution. This territory, 
which covers 8,224 square miles, 
originally was a part of the 
province of New Netherlands. 
In 1634, after the English con­
quest of New Netherlands, the 
duke of York sold the southern 
portion to Lord Berkeley and Sir 
George Carteret. The latter had 
won some distinction as gover­
nor of the little Island of Jersey 
In the English channel, and It 
was in his honor that the new 
province came to be called New 
Jersey. The eastern portion, 
that about Newark, was settled 
by Carteret and the territory to 
the southwest, where Burlington 
and Trenton now stand, fell to 
Berkeley. After a few years 
Berkeley sold his share to a 
party of Quakers and two dis­
tinct provinces were formed, 
called East and West Jersey.

The Story of
O u r  S t a t e s

ON JANU­
A R Y  2, 

1788, Georgia 
accepted the 
C o nstitution 
a n d  became 
the f o u r t h

___ state In the
Union. The settlement of Geor­
gia was conceived as a buffer 
against the depredations of the 
Spaniards and Indians, whose 
invasions of South Carolina had 
reached a climax In 1715 with a 
raid In which four or five hun­
dred settlers had been massa­
cred. To protect South Caro­
lina from future Inroads James 
Oglethorpe planned a colony to 
Die south, and in 1732 he ob­
tained from George n  a grant of 
land. The new territory was 
consequently named Georgia, 
after the king. The deed stated 
that the land was granted “ in 
trust for the poor.” this referred 
to Oglethorpe's plan to have as 
the settlers the Insolvent debt­
ors who, according to the laws 
of that time in England, were 
cast into prison. Many of these 
were released from prisons and, 
re-enforced by some Germans 
and Scotch Highlanders, found­
ed the town of Savannah In 1733 
and rapidly spread up and down 
the coast, where successful 
plantations of rice and indigo 
soon became established. Geor­
gia continued to prosper until 
the p o p u l a t i o n  of its 59,265 
square miles entitles it to a rep­
resentation of 14 presidential 
electors.

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SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION HO. 4.
A Joint Resolution of the Leg­
islature of the State of Texas a_ 
mending Sections of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas 
as follows; Sections 5 and 21 
and 22 and 23 of Article 4, re,, 
lating to the compensation of 
executive officers; and Section 
24, Article 3, relatiDgto mileage 

and per diem of Members of the 
Legislature; of said State.
Be it resolved by the Legisla 

ture of the State of Texas: 
Section 1. Sections 5 and 21 

and 22 and 23 of A rticle!, and 
Section 24 of Article 3 of the 
Constitution of the State of Tex­
as shall be so amended as to 
hereafter read as follows: 

Section 5. He shall, at stated 
times, receive as compensation 
for his services an annual salary 
not’ to exceed Eight Thousand 
($8,000.00) Dollars and no more, 
and shall have the use and oceu... 
pation of the Governor’s Man., 
sion, fixtures and furniture. 
Section 21.There shall be a Sec­
retary of State, who shall be ap­
pointed by the Governor, by and 
with the advise and consent of 
the Senate, and who shall con­
tinue in office duringthe term of 
sevice of the Governor He shall 
authenticate the publication of 
the laws and keep a fair register 
of all official acts and proceed­
ings of the Governor, and shall, 
when required, lay same, and ali 
papers, minutes aud vouchers 
relative thereto, befoie the Leg­
islature, or either House thereof, 
and shall perform such other 
duties as may be required oi 
him by law. He shall receive for 
his services arr annual salary of 
Five Thousand ($5,000.00) Dol­
lars, and no more.

Section 22 The/Attorney Gen 
era! shall hold his office for two 
years and until his successor is 
duly qualified. He shall repre­
sent the State in all suits and 
pleas in the Supereme Court of 
the State in which the State may 
be a party, and shall especially 
inquire into the charter rights of 
all private corpeaations, and, 
from time to time, in the name 
of the State, take such action in 
the courts as may be proper and 
necessary to preventany private 
corporation from exercising any 
power, or demanding or collect­
ing any species of taxes, toll, 
freight, or wharfage, not auth­
orized by law. He shall, when­
ever sufficent cause exists, seek 
a judicial forfiture of all such 
charters, unless otherwise ex­
pressly directed by law. He 
shall, whenever sufficient cause 
exists, seek a judicial forfeiture 
of all such charters; unless oth­
erwise expressly directed by 
law, and give legal advice in 
writing bo the Governor or other 
executive officers, when request­
ed by them, and perform such 
other duties as may be required 
by law7. He shaU receive for his 
services an annual salary not to 
exceed Seven Thousand Five 
Hundred ($7,500 00) Dollars, and 
no more.

Section 23. The Comptroller 
of Public Accounts, the Treas­
urer, and the Commissioner of 
the General Land Office, shall 
each hold office for the term of 
two years, and until his succes­
sor is qualified; receive an an­
nual salary not to exceed Five 
Thousand ($5,000.00) Dollars, and 
no more; reside at the Capital of 
the State during his continuance 
in office; and perform such other 
duties as are or may be required 
of him by law. They and the 
Secretary of Slate shall not re­
ceive to their own use, any fees, 
costs or prerequisites of office. 
All fees that may be payable by 
law for any service performed 
by any officer specified in this 
Section, or in office, shall be 
paid, when received, into the 
State Treasury.

Section 24. Mtleage and per 
diem; the Members of the Leg­
islature shall receive from the 
public treasury such compensa­
tion lor their services as may. 
from time to time, be provided

by the law, not exceeding Ten 
($10.00) Dollars per day for each 
regular session of one hundred 
and twenty days; and not ex­
ceeding Five ($5 00) Dollars per 
day for the remainder of such 
session; and provided, futher, 
that Members of the Legislature 
shall receive not to exceed Ten 
($10.00) Dollars per day for each 
special session of the Legisla . 
ture that may be called from 
time to time by the Governor.
In addition to the compensation 
above provided for, the Mem­
bers of each House shall be en­
titled to mileage in going to and 
returning from the seat of Gov­
ernment which mileage shall be 
ben cents per mile, the distance 
to be computed by the nearest 
and most direct travel by land 
regardless of railways and water 
routes; and the Comptroller of 
the State shall prepare and pre„ 
serve a table of distances to each 
county seat, now or hereafter to 
be established, and by such ta­
ble the mileage of each Member 
shall be paid; but no member 
shall be entitled to mileage for 
any extra session that may be 
called within one day after the 
adjournment of a regular* or 
called session.

Sec. 2 The Governor is here­
by directed to cause to be issued 
his necessary proclamation for 
an election to be held on the 
fourth Saturday it) July. 1921. 
at which elecoiou these amend­
ments shall be submitted to the 
qualified electors df this State 
for adoption or rejection and 
shall make the publication re­
quired by the Constitution and 
laws of the State. Said election 
shall be held underand in accor 
dance with the general election 
laws of the State, and the ballots 
for said election shall have print­
ed or written theron in plain 
letters the following words:

“ Of f ic ia l  B a l l o t :”  “ For the 
amendment to Sections 5 and 21 
and 22 and 23 of Article 4 of the 
Constitution of the State of Tex­
as providing for compensation 
of executive officers.’’ “ Against 
the amendment to Section) 5 and 
21 and 22 and 23 of Article 4 of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, providing for compensa 
cion of executive officers.”

day of January,1923, and so re­
main until otherwise pi’ovided 
by law, and the compensation so 
allowed shall be paid out of any 
money in the State Treasury not 
otherwise appropriated.

Sec 4 The sum of Five Thous ­
and ($5,000 00) Dollars or so much 
thereof as may be necessary is 
hereby appropriated oat of any 
funds in theTreasury not other 
wise appropriated for the pur­
pose of paying the necessary 
expenses of the proclamtion and 
publication of thesejamendments 
and the election to be held heae_ 
under.
