Below I am giving to you a re 

port of the physical conditions 
of pupils whom I examined first 
in Noyernbefi_ andJiav e re-exam­
ined this week.

I-find-ti.j$t eight!cases of def­
lective wsidn have been fitted 
with gfajssgs; that eight cases of 
diseased tonsils have been re- 
rioved; that all-OaseS of scabies 

except three have been cured, 
these three-beiDg..three that I 
recomended for treatment in 
November and have not yet pe - 
fected acure:(these should re- 
eeive im mediate treatment anew 
at onee or- be isolated from 
school). That all cases of sus­
pected trachoma have been cared 
for; forty pupils have had the 
.idvice of physician or dentist.as, 
to conditions I found abnormal.

The entire school shows a very 
marked improvement regarding 
cleanliness of -teeth. Most all 
nave tooth brushes and seem to 
oe using them.

Of 76 undernuursbed children 
found in November. 66 hate 
rained from 1 to 10 pounds. 
Four over children lost weight, 
out two baye gained in weight. 
Four underweight children have 
made futher losses.

Parents have 
come to me in numbers of in­
stances for aid and information 
soucer.ning questions of child- 
wellfare. With supervision each 
year by the state department of 
Health, it is a matter of a very 
few years when the citizenship^ 
of Eldorado will unconsciously 
give a careful "degree of atten­
tion to health laws.

These things that I have dis­
cussed.thus briefly are unusual 
to a great degree for children 
and parents situated so far from 
specialists, ana with no former 
attention given to physical in­
spection of children.

This is a new : wor k in Texas 
and people are showing a great 
deal of interest in it, but other 
places are, as far as 1 can tell, 
behind this in personal attention 
to physical inspection.
