OUR LEGISLATURE
P ro b ab ly  t h e re  is nothing 

more  amus ing than to watch our 
s ta t e  legis la ture  in sess ion and 
l is ten to the  speaches  of various 
representa t ives .  F i r s t  of all 
it  is Dote wor thy  how many men 
are  willingto sacrifice thei r  t ime 
for the mere  consideration'  of 
rive dol lars  a day. Five dollars 
a day would not be a bad salary 
if the sessiou were longer  and 
more frequent ,  bu t  to serve sixty 
days  in two years  for five dollars 
a day is very l i t t le remunerat ion 
for such impor t an t  service. Due 
no th is  Jack o f p a y  we are  
u n a b l e  to have t h e  most  
capable men as our  r e p r e s e n ­
tat ives,  and the  incapable men 
are the  sources  of the  a m u s e ­
ment  of which I spoke.

Th e faults tha t  I find with our 
represen ta t ives  are  not the i r  
will ingness or unwill ingness  to 
function proper ly ,  but  it is the ir  
inability.  T h e y  are  not far  
s ighted and progressive,  and are  
r a th e r  skep t i c  of those persons  
who advocate p ro g r es s  An il 
lu s t r a t ion  of t he i r  unprog- 
essiveness is the ir  fai .ure to 
ouild and maintain a s ta t e  IJni 
versity with adequate  facilities.  
An example  of the i r  skept ic ism 
is t h e i r  c r  cism of P re s iden t  
Vinson who advocates  the  build 
iug of a first  class Universi ty .

I do not mean to c r i t i c i z e  
harshly the  work done by our  
legislature.  I t  is no ta l togethe r  
its fault. Thes e  meD who com­
pose our  se na te  and house 
are  elected by the  people of the 
d i s t r ic t  which they rep resent . '  
They are e lec ted  u s u a l l y  on 
condition th a t  they r e d u c e  
taxes  and r e im b u rse  the  t r e a s ­
ure.  I f  they vote corny-ary to 
the wishes  of the  people they 
would not  only lose the i r  pos i ­
tron a t  the  nex t  election, but 
would be be t ra y ing  the  t r u s t  
placed in them.

But  how shall  we remedy th is  
evil? Speaches  made toignorant  
people fall on deaf ea rs  when 
h ig h e r t axesa re advoca te d .  The 
people of the  backwoods  live 
comfor tably  u n d e r  any regime 
so why should they be burdened 
with h igher  taxes.  T h e i r  money 
is the f ru i t  of hard labor  and 
they are  unwill ing to p a r t  with 
it excep t  for benfits to them 
selves.  T hes e  honest  sons  of 
the soil care not  for educat ion or 
refinement .  Thei r  wagons,  it 
is t rue,  m as e  more  noise on 
rough roads  than  on pavements,  
but  every coun t ry  gent lemen is 
accustomed to the  noise made by 
such common vehicles The ir  
chi ldren have few educational 
advantages , b u t  very l i t t l e  
educat ion is re q u i r ed  to be a 
farmer ,  s tock  ra iser ,  or day 
laborer.

I t  is the people who do not  
desire ref inement  and the  people 
who reap g re a t  profit s by the 
work of o the rs  who keep the 
s ta t e  and nation in a backward 
s t a te  of civilization. The wise 
man can be convinced tha t  he is 
wrong but  the fool can see only 
one side of the ques tion.  So it 
is with a great ,  many of our 
rep re sen ta t  v s. They cannot  
bee  >nvinc> d rhat they ar e  wrong 
1 have known onr  legislators to 
talk for hours  on t r ial  subjects,
-vhile subjects  tha t  were vital to 
the s ta t e  were not  d i s c u s s e d

I have k n o w n  o t h e r s  who 
did nothing more  than crit icize 
the  work being done by the  more

energet ic  s ta tesmen .  Such men 
as these  ar e  not  even good 
sp o r t s .— Contr ibuted.
