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Rainfall During 1970
Averages Only 18.41

Rainfall records supplied by
Lloyd Johnson of the Soil Conser-
vation office appear on another
page and shows a total of 18.41
inches of rain for the year just
passed.

This total is just about 10 inches

showed 28.52. It is also less than
the three years before that. But
we did get more rain in 1970 than
San Angelo, where just 12 inches
of moisture were recorded.

Since. Schleicher county experi-
ences more dry years than wet
ones, we could conceivably have
called this a “normal” year.

The table shows that rain' was
fairly generous earlier in the year
when the four months of March,
April, May, and June recorded a
total of 10.60 inches, or an aver-
age of 2.65 inches for each of
those four months.

The table also shows an average

of 3.41 inches for the month of
September, 1970. Mr. Johnson’s
averages are figured from = just
three places in the county and
farmers in some parts of the
county swear they didn’t get any
at that time. We do remember
there was some inclement weather
that month that delayed cotton
stripping. The real dry part of the
year occurred in the last three
months. October shows only .99 and
November and December are list-
ed with goose eggs.

The three month drouth has pre-
vented the growing of winter feed
crops, and farmers’ pick-ups can
be seen daily loaded with sacks of
feed and a few bales of hay.

If it would be any comfort you
may check back on the table to
the years of 1952, ‘63 ‘64 and ‘65.
Every one of those years had less
rain than we did in 1970.

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Planned Grazing Systems

Ranchers and range managers
who call themselves conservation-
ists, are interested in improving
forage and livestock production by
intensifying management. The prin-
cipal of improving range conditions
by periodically resting range vege-
tation during its growing season
has been known for years; how-
ever, results of applying the prin-
ciple under range conditions have
seldom been carried out in the
district to provide results and
benefits for stockmen.

Any system of grazing used by
one range manager might (and pro-
bably would) have to be modified
to fit another ranch. The ideas,
principles, and results of a sys-
tem one rancher might use could
be used to an advantage by other
ranchers.

Recently there has been consid-
erable discussion regarding the
relative merits of planned grazing
systems. Very few, if any, studies
made on this subject, fail to indi-
cate that vegetation improved un-
der a planned grazing system.

Success in any Planned Grazing
System depends on how well the
plan provides for the nceds of
the forage plants and livestock.

Because the grass plant, or for-
age plant, is required for grazing,
its needs and reactions should be
understood by all who are in
charge of managing rangeland.
Range plants must provide live-
stock forage and yet supply their

own needs for growth and repro-
duction.

To survive the winter and begin
spring growth, the plant has stored
reserves of carbohydrates in its
roots and root crown. Very little
of these reserves are used during
the winter. As growth begins in
the spring, a great deal of the
remaining food reserves is used.
This stored foocd continues to be
the sole source of food for the
plant until the plant has grown
enough leaves to produce food
needed for the plant’s growth. Af-
ter the spring growth the plant
depends largely on currently pro-
duced food for growth and seed
production.,  Storage of carbohy-
drates reaches a peak between seed
ripening and fall dormancy. Mois-
ture and temperature fluctuations
affects the storage patterns and
growth of the plant——this varies
hetween species.

Grazing intensity, frequency and
timing—can affect the growth and
reproduction of the plant intensely.
During dormant periods, dry leaves
and seed staples usually can be
grazed without damaging the
plant. However, the root crown,
which contains stored plant food,
must not be grazed and enough
stubble should be left to protect
the root crown from bad weather,
trampling and other effects. The
critical period is when the plant
reducing
stored food supply when produc-
ing the first leaves. Once suffici-
ent growth is available to manufac-

ture plant food, grazing is not
unduly detrimental provided it is
not too intense and it is termin-
ated in plenty of time for = the
plant to regrow and complete its
normal growth cycle.

Grazing during the period of
flowering and seed production will
interfere with seed production and
reduce essential carbohydrate sto-
rage. Removal of green leaves and
stems during the food storage per-
iod that follows seed production
can deprive the plant of needed
reserves, reducing its vigor and
retarding its growth in the spring
of the next year. ’

Grazing grass plants stimulates
growth, but benefits are lost if
plants do not receive subsequent
rest to allow new shoots to deve-
lop.

Stock needs are understood bet-
ter than plant needs. Stock are
grazed for economic reasons. Stock
must produce a high percentage of
offspring, stock going to market
need to gain in weight, and con-
ditions while grazing.

Stocks do best when not handled
excessively, but some say “the eye
of the master fattens the cattle.”
Most ranch operations requirs
handling stock twice a year for
breeding, shipping and shearing.
These operations can be coordinat-
ed with the Planned Grazing Sys-
tem. Feed at a certain time ap-
peals to grazing animals, and a
move to a fresh pasture might re-
sult in an improved livestock con-
dition and even a gain in weight
during the growing season.

The need of some ranchers to
separate their livestock by sex and
age classes—this too can be work-
ed in with the Planned Grazing
System and so can the time of
spraying and drenching.

The range manager needs to
realize the need to increase the

best plants, the ones making good
forage and money.

To date no one has come up with
a single “best” system that is uni-
versally applicable. Every ranch
must be considered in the light of
the combination that affects it. A
management plan tailored to each
ranch is the “best” answer.

Ranchers who have tried having
Planned Grazing Systems are say-
ing that moving stock doesn’t cause
loss of weight. “We move ‘em slow
and easy, and what little they drop
in weight comes back quickly, with
added gain, when they get that
good grass in ‘em.”

Asked one rancher if it “bother-
ed” him to see good grass still
standing when the stock are moved
off pasture in mid October. He
replied simply, “It never bothers
me to see grass. If it is there in
the fall, T know it’ll be there come
spring when we nced it again. We
always leave grass on our pas-
tures.”

Ranchers go on to say that no
grazing system will be found
perfect, but any drawbacks are
more than covered by the advan-
tages.

There are any number of grazing
svstems. Some may be better than
others, but the rancher should pick
out the system best suited for his
ranch. The following are examples
of rotation decferred grazing sys-
tems: Four pasture system; Thrce
pasture system; Two pasture South
African system; Three pasture with
six month rest periods; and the
Two pasture (4 months rest-4 mo.
graze) system.

Retail sales also showed a sub-
stantial gain of 58% and bank
deposits were up 86%, according to
F. V., Wallace of Amarillo, presi-

' ldent of the regional organization.

The report compares population
growth or loss with the economic
trends for each of the 132 counties
in the West Texas area. Chamber
officials explained that a large per-
centage of the increase in retail
sales and bank deposits can be
attributed to inflation. After the
inflation factor is removed there
are still substantial increases of
13% in retail sales and 44% in-
crease in bank deposits.

To Be Available

Schleicher County Independent
School District Announces New
Free and Reduced Price Policy.

Schleicher County Independent
‘School District has long recognized
the need for helping meet the nu-
tritional needs of its students. The
school will serve a well-balanced
nutritious lunch each school day.
The charge to students who can
pay is 35c¢ the elementary school
and 45c¢ in the high school. How-
ever, since some families find it
difficult to pay this full price, the
school will provide these lunches
free of charge or at a reduced
price to those children determined
by the school principals and school
nurse to be unable to pay the full
price for their lunches.

Families who feel that their child-
ren may be eligible for free or
reduced price lunches are urged to
apply. Copies of the application
form were sent home in a letter
to parents earlier this week. Addi-
tional copies may be obtained at
the school. The completed applica-
tion, signed by an adult member of
the family should be sent to: Mr.
C. T. Humphries, Superintendent,
Box W, Eldorado, Texss. Such
applicaticns will be reviewed
promptly and within ten (10) days
the family will be notified in writ-
ing as to the decision made. All
information providnd on the appli-
cation will be held in the strictest
confidence, Decisions for approval
will be based on an income scale.

Any unusual circumstances or
hardships which affect the family’s
ability to pay for school lunches,
such as prolonged illness in the
family, unexpected expenses due
to fire, flood, or any other disaster
of this nature; seasonal unemploy-
ment and similar emergency situa-
tions, will also be considered.

If a family is not satisfied with
the decision made on their applica- i
tion, it may request a hearing to
appeal the decision. This request
may be made orally or in writing to
Mr. C. T. Humphries, Superinten-
dent at Eldorado High School, who
will review ths application with
them and see if different arrange-
ments can be made.

The need for good ' productive
soil to enable farmers to farm
soundly and prosperously, will be
as important in 1971 as in past
years. Poor crops come from poor
land and good crops from good
land. One way farmers can main-
tain good productive soil is to fol-
low the conservation cropping sys-
tem needed for their land.

Soils can be kept in a high pro-!
ductive condition if they are con-
tinuously managed properly. Soils
that had good management while
in grassland are usually in their
best condition when first put in
cultivation. By applying and main- !
taining the needed econservation |
cropping system on each acre of
cropland, soils can be kept in their
best productive condition.

The rotation of crops whereby
low residue producing crops are
not planted on the same land for
too many successive years, does
not constitute a conservation crop-
ping system. Crops must be grown
in combination with needed cul-
tural and management measures to
carry out a conservation cropping
system. ‘Cropping systems must
include the use of rotations that
contain high residue and soil im-
preving crops, as well as sequ-
