Gi!, Gas Production
Includes This County

Dallas, Tex.—Despite 12 months
of production at 100% of the maxi-
mum effective recovery rate in
most Texas fields, a drop of nearly
6.3-millicn barrels of crude oil from
the state’s all-time record high pro-
duction year of 1972 occurred last
year.

Texas production in 1973 amount-
ed to almost 1.3-billion barrels,
tops among the nation’s oil produec-
ing states and representing 38.6%
of total U. S. production, according
to statistics compiled by Texas
Mid-Continent Oil & Gas Associa-

, tion.

In 84 years of recorded produc-
tion, Texas oil fields have produc-
ed some 38-billion barrels of oil—
approximately 36% of the U. S.
total.

“The decline in production indi-
cates the basic task of the state’s
oil men—the more extensive deve-
lopment of Texas oil fields,” said
the Association’s: president, Sher;
man Hunt, a Dallas independent
producer. “But if Congress will
adopt economic policies to encour-
age the search for new fields, we
feel this trend can be changed.”

Despite the drop in production,
the oil that was produced last year
in 203 of the state’s 254 counties
was valued at some $5-billion, an
increase of approximately $500-
million over the value of oil pro-
duced in 1972. This increase parti-
ally reflects the increased prices
paid for some Texas crude oil
during the latter part of 1973.

In addition to larger payments
to royalty owners, the higher pric-
es also have been reflected in the
state comptroller’s reports of in-
creased severance taxes paid by the

-l 0il men of Texas.

Schleicher county, which has had
recorded production since 1937, last
year produced 1,296,411 barrels of
oil at the rate of 3,552 barrels a
day. Production in 1973 boosted
Schleicher county’s production to-
tal through the end of the year to
60,239,102.

Fertilizer Improves Drouth
Tolerance Of Pastures

With hot weather here. unfertil-
ized pastures rapidly are becoming
scorched. Fertilizer aids grasses in
utilizing moisture more efficiently.
Althougn forage growth may be
reduced considerably, fertilized
grasses remain green and fresh
during warm weather. Rainfall is
used three to four times more effi-
ciently when pastures have been
adequately fertilized.

In addition to drouth tolerance,
fertilizer improves the total amount
of forage produced. With improved
forage quality, livestock have more
forage available to select when
grazing. And they prefer grass that

- | has been fertilized.

Another important -aspect of
pasture fertilization is the possi-
bility for harvesting hay from ex-
cess forage. During late spring and
early fall, fertilized pastures grow
much faster than livestock can
consume the forage. If part of the
pasture is fenced separately, a
cutting of good quality hay can
be made from excess forage growth.

Pasture and hay demonstrations
are being conducted in Schleicher
county to provide specific informa-
tion on fertilizer use to farmers
and ranchers. Information on the
demonstration work is- available at

Because of their relatively high
starting currents, most electric sup-
pliers limit the size of single-phase
motors that can be used. If three-
phase power is not available, one
possible solution to the need of
larger horsepower is a phase con-
verter.

A phase converter changes single-
phase line voltage to three-phase
voltage so that three-phase motors
can be used. Three-phase motors

are simple in construction, compar- | 3

atively small, cost less than single-
phase motors and are available in
large sizes.

The converter method of operat-
ing a three-phase motor draws less
starting current than the same
size single-phase motor, but there
is a reduction in starting torque.
This limits its use to light starting
loads such as crop dryers, grain
handling systems, irrigation pumps
and livestock feeding systems.

Two types of phase converters
are available static and rotary.
A static converter is generally used
to operate a single motor while
rotary converter will provide ser-
vice for operating several motors.

Many factors are involved in sel-
ecting a phase converter for speci-
fiec needs. Be sure to consult your
electric suppliér before making a

' decision on this type of equipment.
