This is the season of the year 

when Extension Service personnel 
| receive many inquiries regarding 
] plant problems. Trees yellowing 
and dying, holes in the vegetables, 
tomato and squash blooms that fall 
off, just to name a few. In order 
to assist you in determining the 
nature of your plant problems it 
will be helpful if you will provide 
us with as much information as 
possible so a more accurate diag­
nosis can be made. The following 
guidelines will aid you in provid­
ing the information needed.

First of all, try to identify the 
plant. A plant’s name is more 
important than its sex. So get to 
know your plants at least by their 
common name. Knowing a plant’s 
name will narrow the plant prob­
lem possibilties considerably.

Next, identify the symptoms. 
Each plant problem will have its 
own charcteristic symptoms. Learn 
to recognize them.

Insects: Visible damage to stems, 
flowers and especially* leaves. In­
sects may still be present. Check 
closely. Type of damage varies 
with insect. Leaves- may be chew­
ed, mottled or cupped.

Diseases: Plant tissue, especially 
leaves, deteriorated, or with dead | 
spots or covered with powdery J 
growth.

Fertility and pH: Plant growth j 
not vigorous. Two most common j 
causes: (1) leaves pale green, lower j
leaves first------ nitrogen deficiency
and (2) leaves, yellow, usually with 
dark green veins, newest leaves 
first— iron deficiency.

Nematodes: Plant growth not 
vigorous. Leaves are normal shape 
and color, but do not develop rap­
idly. Root growth is very poor — 
galls or swelling often present on 
the root system.

Root Damage: Plant growth is 
not vigorous. Leaves may wilt even 
though soil is moist. Brown “scor­
ched” margins may devlop around 
leaves. Causes include; excess fer­
tilizer, overcrowding, grub worms, 
mechanical injury and an addition 
of excessive fill soil.

Weed Killer Damage. Erratic, 
distorted growth (new tissues only) 
or burning of existing tissue. Gen­
erally occurs within 1 to 2 weeks 
after herbicide application, but can 
be up to 6-8 weeks.

Transplanting Shock: Plant fails 
to leaf out and grow normally. New 
growth lacks vigor and leaves are 
much smaller than normal. Espe- 

! cially a problem with large plants.
! Will persist 1-4 growing seasons 
I after transplanting.
| Miscellaneous Growth Problems: 
Plant grows well for short period 
of time, then has problems. Growth 
may become scorched, lanky or 
otherwise affected. Common caus­
es are excessive shade or sunlight, 
overcrowding, underwatering, use 
of varieties poorly adapted to our 
area.

Lawn Tip For Sommer Care
Summer is definitely weed sea­

son for lawnowners. It’s partly be­
cause grasses are struggling for 
their own sheer survival. High 

| temperatures, lack of moisture, in­
sects and diseases weaken turf 
enough that the weeds move in. 
Let’s take a look at a few of the 
more common weeds and list a few 
control techniques.

Dallisgrass. This bunchv weed 
grass can be a real problem in 
lawns receiving moderate or slight 
care. Its clumps are prettv much 
impenetrable for bermuda-grass 
turf. St. Augustine, with proper 
care, will generally crowd it out. 
In bermuda grass, you can get fair­
ly dependable eradication by using 
a chemical called DSMA. Two or

three sprayings may be needed. 
Definitely do not use DSMA on St. 
Augustine.

Nutsedge or Nutgrass. This is 
the most frustrating weed problem 
for a lot of you fexlow gardeners. 
Again, healthy turf is a good deter­
rent. In bermuda grass, DSMA will 
do an acceptable job if you keep 
after the problem. Remember, 
DSMA is deadly to St. Augustine. 
Fortunately nutsedge looks pretty 
much like St. Augustine, so it’s 
not horribly obvious.

For nutsedge in flower beds and 
gardens, Eptam is good. It must 
be incorporated into the soil, so 
it’s no good for lawn areas. Follow 
directions on the latrl closely and 
you should see some good results.

Crabgrass. If it weren’t for crab- 
grass, th°re would be lawnscapes 
left bare to the sun. If that fits 
your yard, try DSMA now on your 
bermuda grass. For St. Augustine, 
f°rtiliz° and w T r  heavily to help 
it crowd out the invader. Crab- 
grass. of the thr°e discussed, is 
the only annual weed. Since it does 
sprout ^ach spring, pre-emprgent 
we°d killers can he used effect­
ively. Decthal is one of the best, 
giving good results wlwn applied 
during mid-February before the 
seeds sprout.

SWEET-SOUR SAUCERY FOR TROUT
There’s an old saying: 

“ Trout are good in the 
creek, better in the basket, 
best in the frying pan.”  
That’s because pan-frying is 
the best way to cook trout.

Like other fresh water 
fish, trout do not require 
much seasoning as their nat­
ural flavor is sweet and rich. 
Sauces that are often served 
with pan-fried trout include 
mayonnaise, lemon, tartare 
•and barbecue sauce.

An unusual sweet-sour 
sauce adds distinction to 
this trout recipe. The sauce 
is a delicately flavored, col­
orful combination o f green 
pepper, onion, crushed pine­
apple and pimiento. It is 
served over crumb-coated 
pan-fried trout, with a gar­
nish of coconut.

For rich buttery flavor 
when pan-frying fish, use 
Blue Bonnet Margarine.

Take a billiard ball.
Or false teeth.
Or take the dishes from 

which you eat, the asphalt 
on which you drive, the 
paper on which you write. 
Look at the color o f your 
drapes, the photos in your 
album. Listen to your radio, 
the records on your stereo. 
Smell the perfume in her 
hair or the after-shave lo­
tion on his face. Feel the 
smooth wax sheen ,on your 
table or the rough nap of 
your rug! Taste the suc­
culence of your steak or 
the sweet-sour olive in your 
martini.

Consider the bath tubs 
and boats, rain coats and 
soaps; gargles and colognes 
or transistors and telephones.

Feast your eyes on the 
colors o f clothes--or im­
plants o f silicone.

Polish your glasses. Mix a 
salad. Stamp out athlete’s 
foot.

What are you doing? 
Using chemistry, because 
chemistry is not just mix­
tures with strange, exotic, 
frightening, tongue-twisting 
names that bubble up from 
contorted vials in a labora­
tory.

| Nor is chemistry the 
white-frocked, bespectacled 
professor chalking endless 
equations onto a blackboard.

Chemistry, the chemical 
industry and chemical en­
gineering so pervade our 
lives that only energy and 
energy production are more 
important to us sand to our 
life style.
The Need for Energy and Oil

If it isn’t a chemical end 
product, then somewhere 
along the line of manufac­
ture, chemistry touched it 
or helped make it possible. 
However, without adequate 
energy for chemical process­
ing or without adequate feed­
stocks based on oil and nat­
ural gas, none o f this would 
be possible.

“ Permanent anti-freeze,”  
for example, is a chemical 
end product--it’s primarily 
ethylene glycol.

The transistor, the port­
able television set, hear­
ing aids that fit in the ear 
canal, heart pacemakers 
and a whole range o f small 
and large appliances are the 
end products o f electron­

ics, which uses the tech­
niques o f chemical purifi­
cation and crystallization, 
among others.

Manufacturers o f electri­
cal equipment • also depend 
on chemistry. A self-clean­
ing oven seems far removed 
from test tubes, but it de­
pends on the chemical proc­
esses o f pyrolysis and catal­
ysis. The lightweight elec­
tric hand tools o f today 
would be impossible with­
out synthetic insulating ma­
terials developed by chemis­
try, just as would man’s

trips to the moon. There is 
no room in a space vehicle 

.for the insulating materials 
o f old.

Nuclear energy relies 
heavily on chemistry and 
chemical engineering. Chem­
ists and chemical engineers 
developed most of the proc­
esses used in petroleum re­
fining; at its heart, the man­
ufacture o f iron and steel is 
a chemical process.

The food processing 
industry needs chemical 
knowledge of the basic 
structure of foods, and bet­
ter, healthier foods demand 
knowledge o f proteins, car­
bohydrates, fats, vitamins • 
and minerals and how our 
bodies use- them to stay 
healthy.

The food processing in­
dustry itself relies, of course, 
on the ready availability of 
food-the near-miracle pro­
ductivity o f the American 
farmers. And chemical ferti­
lizers probably increase by a 
third the annual U.S. harvest.

Chemistry’s contribution 
to a bigger, fuller market 
basket does not stop with 
fertilizers, however, because 
pesticides, insecticides and 
fungicides prevent much o f 
the harvest from falling prey 
to a multitude o f insects, 
weeds and diseases.

And the contents of our 
market baskets are not only 
healthier, but more attrac­
tive, fresher and are avail­
able the year round because 
of chemistry.

Chemistry Fights Disease
Even the healthiest per­

son is subject to illness, but 
chemistry, through pharma­
ceuticals, has made such 
dread diseases as diphtheria, 
typhoid, paratyphoid and 
whopping i cough medical 
rarities, as well as given us 
our everyday aspirin.

The fiber and textile in­
dustry has never been the 
same since chemists intro- 
ducted nylon less than 40 
years ago. Today one can. 
dress completely in cloth­
ing made from chemicals, 
with a different wardrobe 
for both summer and win- 
ter-and all the seasons fash­
ion designers have concocted 
in between. Drapes, uphol­
stery and carpets surround 
our lives with cplor, and we 
•worry less about the ravages 
o f moths and mildew.

Industries seemingly far 
removed from chemistry are 
dependent on chemistry. 
Trucks and cars on sj/nthetic 
rubber tires speed along as­
phalt derived from petrols-, 
um processing and upgraded 
by chemical additives. Air­
planes land those tires on 
asphalt runways after con­
trol towers give the okay 
from plastic-housed- radios, 
whose electricity flows along 
a maze o f wires wrapped in 
plastic insulation. Ships are 
protected against rust by 
protective coatings made 
from chemicals.

The housing and construc­
tion industries use asphalt 
for roofs, plastic for piping 
and gypsum and chemically 
treated paper for wallboard. 
Our windows are clearer be­
cause glass has been treated 
with chemicals.

And none o f this could 
we use without water, made 
clean and pure with the help 
of chemicals.

The chemicals and chem­
ical processing industries are 
big business, too, giving em­
ployment to millions. Ten 
percent o f the national in­
come, in fact, is attributed 
to the chemical, and chem­
ical processing industries.

More importantly, chem­
istry is pervasive and irre­
placeable. It touches every 
facet of our lives, from the 
time we crawl out o f our 
durable-press sheets in the 
morning to the time we 
flick the plastic switch that 
turns out the lights at night.

A voidThese Common 
Decorating Blunders

Because home decorating is 
something you live with a long 
time, affects you psychologic­
ally, and is costly, you don’t 
want to make irreversible 
errors in judgment.

Here are six decorating pit- 
falls to avoid:

1. DON’T over-accessorize. 
Lamps, ashtrays, vases, mir­
rors . . .  it takes only one too 
many to go from charm to 
chaos. When in doubt, don’t.

2. DON’T try to force co­
existence on a variety of non­
coordinating patterns. It’s very

unsettling to live in a battle of 
clashing designs.

3. DON’T hire just anybody 
who says he or she is an 
interior decorator. Even reput­
able stores label sales personnel 
“ decorators.” To be sure you’re 
-working with a true profes­
sional, look for AID or NSID 
after the designer’s name. It’s 
a designation used only by 
those who have passed rigid 
qualification examinations.

4. DON’T use monochro­
matic color schemes in rooms 
with a northern exposure. Cor­
rect dull lighting with vibrant 
colors — yellows, oranges, reds 
cheer best.

5. DON’T buy chairs for 
charm alone. “ Sit-test”  for 
comfort and see that they liter­
ally measure up for weight and 
girth.

6. DON’T buy something 
expensive because it’s drop- 
dead-different or the very latest 
fad. You may grow to loathe it 
and feel you can’t afford to 
unload it.
