Coffois Crop Expected 
To Reach 3,000 Bales

This was the opinion of several 
men in the gin office Monday while 
the plant was standing idle on ac­
count of New Year’s Day holiday. 
The season’s total at that time stood 
at 2,405 bales and all expected the 
total to reach the 3,000 figure be­
fore the season ends.

The last gin total printed in this 
paper was for the date of December 
18, and at that time the total was 
1,687 bales. Weather conditions 
from that time on were ideal for 
stripping and continued that way 
for the rest of the month. Gin 
ran steadily for seven days a week 
including Sunday, but was closed 
for the two holidays, Christmas and 
New Year.

All last week the plant was run­
ning full blast processing about 
60 bales a day and it seemed they 
were unable to catch up. As fast 
as trailers were ginned off addi­
tional ones were arriving on the 
gin yard.

At that time George Mikeska re­
ported that cotton trailers and 
stoppers were being brought here 
from Wall to help local farmers 
bring in their crop. This continued 
through the week including Sunday 
(Dec. 31) while football games oc­
cupied the attention of fans on TV.

This was the situation then on 
Monday, January 1st, when this 
writer found Kenith Horner holding 
down the office at the gin and ev­
erybody else on vacation.

The gin total was 2405 bales with 
quite a lot more to come.

Reynolds community is nearly all 
ginned out but not quite.

Victor Sauer was in town Monday 
and went by the gin expecting to 
take an empty trailer home, but it 
was still loaded. He said he was 
to help Nick Jurecek with his crop.

Somebody Monday mentioned 
Whip Faull, a major planter at Bai­
ley Ranch who is just getting start­
ed stripping. They said he might 
have as much as 500 bales yet to 
come. Plus other miscellaneous 
growers.

So there goes the 3,000 bale pre­
diction. The next question is, “How 
much over 3,000 will it be?”

Weather will have something to 
do with it.

Monday, January 1st came in cold 
and windy and with light sleet—  
no moisture but cold and uncom­
fortable.

Late last Friday a dust and sand 
storm blew in on a hard driven nor­
ther. but it contained no moisture 
and did not delay the harvest.

Dealing With Drug Abuse
A leading drug abuse expert recently stated that parental fear and 

frustration is a major barrier preventing more effective community1 
action in response to the drug abuse problem. He went on to say 
that all parents can and should adopt a positive attitude toward drug 
abuse action, both within the family and together with others in the 
community. +.

The Council on Family Health, 
a nonprofit organization spon­
sored by the manufacturers of 
medicines as a public service, 
suggests that the first step is to 
establish a healthy framework 
for the family at home. All par­
ents should be sure they use le­
gitimate medicines properly, for 
specific ailments or as recom­
mended by their physician, and 
in the proper dosage. In addition 
to setting a good example, they 
should think of other ways to 
convey the importance of medi­
cines in relation to good health 
to the younger members of the 
family.

At the same time, the Council 
urges parents to examine the 
drug abuse problem facing the 
community. To find out what is 
really happening, parents can 
talk with school, police and hospi­
tal officials, doctors, social work­
ers and clergymen. In this man­
ner, parents can gain insight into 
the types of drugs being abused, 
why they are being abused, their 
medical effects and the legal con­
sequences of their abuse.

You can then ask, “What is my 
community doing?” and deter­
mine what prevention, treatment 
or rehabilitation programs al­

ready exist. Knowing what neigh­
boring communities have done 
may aid in considering new or ex­
panded services in your own 
area.

The Council suggests that you 
try to promote similar interest 
among your friends and associ­
ates. And, finally, involve thej 
young people of the community, j 
They may have as few real an­
swers as parents or profession­
als. But their ideas are fresh and > 
their support and assistance in- [ 
valuable.

Proper use and care of app.anc- 

es insures their greatest value. De­

tailing general rules of thumb for 
-mall electrical appliances, the 
i oil owing are suggested:
—Always use the appliance’s own 
electrical cord.
— Connect cord to appliance before 
plugging into wall.
— Don’t use extension cords.
—Unplug immediately after use.
— Clean after each use.
—Don’t use scouring pads or clea­
ners on non-stick coating.
—Don’t put cold water on hot 
griddles, saucepans or fry pans. It 
may cause warping.
—Store appliances under cover or 
keep free of dust.

Other small appliances require 
special-care tactics. These include 
blenders, can openers, coffee mak­
ers, toasters and waffle irons.

For blenders, don’t overfill the 
jar. Clean by filling with warm 
detergent water and running on 
low speed or by removing the 
blades.

Can openers: Wipe with damp 
cloth, remove cutter wheel assem­
bly and clean occasionally.

Coffee makers. Wash interior 
thoroughly. Use brush for spout.

Toasters. Empty crumb tray fre­
quently. Never use fork to dislodge 
partici s.

Waffle iron. Brush grids with 
pastry brush. They don’t require 
washing (the brown film helps pre­
vent sticking). If sticking is a 
problem, recondition by covering 
grids with unsalted vegetable oil 
and letting them heat for about 
10 minutes.

Car Talk
How To Cut Costs And Pollution

Despite growing public con­
cern about air pollution, 
many drivers continue to ig­
nore the simple steps they 
can take to minimize pollu­
tion created by their person­
al cars.

Motorists receive a double 
bonus when common sense 
maintenance procedures are 
observed, say engineers for 
Wix Corporation, one of the 
nation’s leading suppliers of 
auto filters. Proper mainte­
nance results in lower oper­
ating costs and reduced auto 
pollution.

Emission control systems 
are now mandatory on all 
U.S.-built cars, but they are 
a mixed blessing for drivers 
who don’t maintain them 
properly. When the crank­
case emission control system 
bums residual vapors, it cre­
ates a byproduct that can 
dilute engine oil, form sludge 
and eventually shorten the 
life of key components or 
even the engine itself.

Buildup Boosts Costs
The crankcase buildup also 

reduces engine efficiency and 
raises operating costs by in­
creasing the consumption of 
gas and oil. And, of course, 
the emission control system 
loses a good deal of its pollu­
tion-abatement capability.

Faulty systems are rela­
tively easy to spot and gen­
erally simple to correct. Per­
haps the most common symp­
toms are rough engine idling 
and the escape of blue smoke 
from the exhaust system. If 
you detect, or suspect, either 
condition, ask your mechanic 
to check your emission con­
trol system.

For do-it-yourselfers, the 
system check is relatively 
simple, say the engineers.

4  Check the oil filler cap 
or breather. If it is emitting 
smoke, the problem probably 
is a clogged PCV valve that 
should be cleaned or changed.

4  An oily air filter can 
indicate that a PCV valve is 
stuck open or that a crank­
case breather is not working. 
When this symptom occurs, 
the valve and breather should 
be checked and the filter 
should be changed.

4  If the filter element isn’t 
oily but appears dirty, tap it 
lightly with a wrench. If this 
causes a spill-out of dust and 
other particles, it’s another 
sign that the filter needs 
changing. Most filters, as 
well as PCV valves, are good 
for 12,000 miles or one year 
of service.

4  In the event of extensive 
stop-and-go, short-trip driv­
ing, the filter and valve 
should be checked more fre­
quently.

For the pollution-conscious, 
or cost-conscious, driver, fre­
quent checks of emission con­
trol systems should become 
a way of life. The time in­
volved is slight, the cost is 
minimal even if some com­
ponents need replacement, 
and the contribution to clean­
er air and smoother car op­
eration can be significant.

This is the final column in a 
series entitled “The Informed Con­
sumer.” At this time I want to ex­
press my appreciation for the warm 
reception these articles have re­
ceived from so many readers.

I also want to give a verbal pat- 
on-the-back to all of the many 
Texas newspapers who have run 
the columns. By doing so you have 
performed a public service for your 
readers and your efforts are genu­
inely appreciated by my staff and 
me. m

Remember, most of our Texas 
business men are honest, but there 
are sharp dealers everywhere. You 
should learn to spot them because 
once you sign the contract or com­
plete the sale, you may be stuck. 
In this last column I will list some 
do’s and don’ts to help you protect 
yourself.

Good rules to follow are:
Never sign anything you have 

not read or cannot understand. Take 
time to read any document. Once 
you sign it, you may be bound with 
a legal obligation even though it 
was not a fair or honest deal. If 
you cannot understand the langu­
age of the document, contact your 
private attorney for legal counsel.

Turn off the high pressure sales­
man and take time to think for 
yourself. Ask him to stop talking so 
you can read the contract and make 
up your own mind. Be cautious 
when confronted by a salesman 
who won’t stop talking or won’t 
let you read the contract outside 
his presence.

Fight the temptations of refer­
ral selling. This scheme offers the 
consumer the chance to make a 
quick killing by simply supplying 
names of friends and relatives as 
prospective customers.

Do not rely on verbal represents- 
tions Be sure that such promises 
can be found in the terms and 
conditions of the written contract.

Watch for the “sympathy” ap­
proach. It’s often a “line to get 
vour signature. Organized crews 
are trained to tell sob stories. Once 
you sign, they move on to another 
locale.

Be skeptical of contests, surveys, 
and “ free merchandise” offers. All 
businesses are operated for a pro­
fit, and no one stays in business 
long when selling “below cost” or 
giving merchandise away. Recog­
nize these gimmicks as advertising 
campaigns and see through them 
to the merits of the merchandise 
being sold.

Refuse to sign a blank contract 
or a contract in which the blanks 
are not filled in.

Remember that guarantees are 
valuable only when written. If a 
promise is good, it can be put m 
writing. Find out what is guaran­
teed and who stands behind it.

Shop with established firms that 
enjoy good reputations and show 
appreciation of your patronage by 
their courtesy and good service. 
Give your patronage to the good 
ones and keep your hard earned 
pay check away from the easy mo­
ney artists.

Don’t hesitate to shop around. 
You may find a better price for 
the same product or services else­
where.

Don’t be fooled by phony prices 
which have been inflated so that 
they can be reduced for you. An 
item marked “regular $80, now 
$20” may have been regularly $30, 
and the price tag inflated to im­
press you.

Figure finance charges for ins­
tallment purchases on a yearly 
basis and add these charges to the 
selling price to determine what you j 
are actually paying. Be careful 
when buying from salesmen who 
stress the “ low monthly payments 
and deemphasize the total selling 
price. You’ll save a substantial 
amount by paying cash or making 
a big down payment

quire you to buy something in or­
der to earn.

Don’t pay for a neighbor’s pack­
age. It may turn out to be unord­
ered junk your neighbor hasn’t 
ordered and doesn’t want!

You may risk your life or your 
money on quick “ cures.” If you 
are worried about your health— 
see your doctor. Don’t take a 
chance on quack medicines or mail­
order cures.

Vanity can cost you money or 
health. No known product or ser­
vice can reduce your weight by 
massages, belts, girdles, sweat 
baths, creams; grow your hair; 
make you taller; develop your bust; 
remove or prevent wrinkles.

The above rules, if followed, will 
help you avoid being victimized by 
deceptive trade practies.

Winter Care For Horses
Don’t neglect your horse just 

because it’s winter and you aren’t 
riding it. Adequate nutrition and 
a parasite control program are 
important during winter months.

Young horses, especially those 
weaned this fall, need special at­
tention because they are still grow­
ing and need an adequate ration to 
help them mature.

If good quality hay is fed, grain 
may not be needed. Dust-free leafy 
legume hay (alfalfa or clover) is a 
good feed for wintering horses. 
However, it’s a good idea to feed 
a grain supplement with grass hay 
or other low energy hay.

Internal parasites, especially 
strongyles (blood worms) and bots 
are damaging during winter mbnths. 
Such parasites can cause horses on 
a borderline ration to lose excessive [ 
body weight.

Strongyles attach to the intesti­
nal wall and suck blood, reducing 
the vitality and condition of the 
horse. This could be fatal to young 
horses. It is advised worming and 
treating horses for bots during the 
winter. Newer drugs may be ad­
ministered with a grain mixture; 
however, individual animals should 
have a separate feed box to be sure 
that each animal should have a 
separate feed box to be sure that 
each animal receives the correct 
dosage.
