Crossroads’ Unveiled
Austin, Tex.—Rural Texas at the 

Crossroads, the interim report of 
the Texas Rural Development Com­
mission, was unveiled recently in 
Austin by Commission Chairman 
Roy Davis of Lubbock.

The report is the first publica­
tion by the Commission since it 
was established by executive order 
of the Governor. The Commission 
will submit its final report to Gov­
ernor Briscoe and members of the 
Legislature in October, 1973. Gov­
ernor Briscoe stated, “The Rural 
Development Commission’s final re­
port will help point the way to­
ward the development of a state­
wide policy on rural development.”

Davis pointed to several key rec­
ommendations in the interim report 
as guidelines for the development 
of a growth policy in Texas. They 
are establishment of a Rural De­
velopment Committee in each house 
of the Texas Legislature, establish­
ment of a permanent Rural Devel­
opment Agency in the Governor’s 
Office, development of incentive 
programs to encourage physicians 
to locate in rural areas, adoption 
of financial incentives to stimulate 
industrial and economic develop­
ment in rural areas, development 
of vocational training programs for 
rural residents and added empha­
sis on development of rural area 
recreational facilities.

Davis emphasized that the Com­
mission’s activities encompass all 
phases of life in rural Texas and 
stated,.. “I am convinced that we 
can stop rural economic and popu­
lation decline and make our small 
towns and countryside good places 
to reside and earn a living.”

Caution Heeded in 
Snake Country

“Caution” is ths word to remem­
ber when you or a member of your 
family encounter poisonous snakes. 
A person’s fear of snakes could 
well be his worst enemy in an ac­
tual encounter with any one of the 
four poisonous snakes found in 
Texas, which include the rattle­
snake, copperhead, cottonmouth, 
and coral snakes. The most pre­
valent in Texas is the rattlesnake.

Should you encounter a rattler, 
the safest thing to do is to remain 
perfectly still and edge slowly 
away. The worst thing you could 
do is run, or shout, or make a 
quick motion. You only excite the 
snake, making it more apt to strike 
in self defense: The snake is not 
really the vicious and cunning crea­
ture with a deep seated hatred of 
man that many people think. It is 
really a rather timid and retiring 
creature that only wants to be left 
alone. But the snake will react to 
man as it would to any big and 
threatening creature.

Actually, more people die of 
insect bites in Texas than snake 
bites. Bees and wasps are most of­
ten the causes of insect bite deaths, 
although some deaths can be at­
tributed to hornets, black widow 
spiders and even such harmless 
looking creatures as caterpillars 
and moths. Some 49 persons died 
of insect bites over the past 10 
years, compared to only 28 deaths 
from snake bites. But snake bite 
deaths are most frequent among 
the young and old.

The wise outdoorsman will avoid 
places where a snake may make a 
home. Walking in weedy areas with 
brush piles or thick undergrowth 
is asking a snake to lash out. Boots 
help; caution helps even more. 
Look before you step. Don’t assume 
that a snake will shake its rattles 
as a signal of attack, or that it 
only strikes when coiled. A ratt­
ling tail indicates nervousness ra­
ther than a sign of aggression. And, 
a rattler may strike in any direc­
tion from any position.

Storing Linens
Now that spring just might be, 

here, many “daring” Texas home­
makers are putting away winter 
blankets and other bedding mater­
ials.

Here are ideas on efficient stor­
age of linens:

First, set aside a particular area 
for storing linens. Tt should be 
convenient, so bed linens are easy 
to reach.

Lower shelves may be used for 
children’s linens. Put the child’s 
name on a shelf to indicate his 
sheets and towels.

Color can be used to indicate 
size—such as twin size one color 
and double bed size another color.

To add longevity and end discol­
oration along folds, rotate the 
sheets. Reversing position on the 
bed, from top to bottom, makes 
sheets last longer since wear often 
results from “shoulder rub.”

Don’t be shy about getting a 
variey of trade-in estimates on 
your old car, so you will have a 
realistic idea of how much the 
newer model actually will cost. 
Your old car is one of your most 
tangible assets.

Examine carefully the tires, the 
grease and oil stickers, the brake 
pedal and the interior of the model 
you choose. A low odometer read­
ing won’t mean much if other in­
dicators point to heavier use.

Drive it. A dealer who bases 
his business on returns and refer­
rals would prefer that you put it 
to the test. And if you’re not mech­
anically inclined, he’ll welcome the 
opportunity for you to have your 
own mechanic check it out.

Ask to see the certificate of 
title, and check it against the vehi­
cle’s registration number. Find out 
who will do the financing. Perhaps 
you’ll want to arrange in advance 
for financing with a lender you 
have learned to trust.

Demand a detailed receipt, and, 
remember, if a warranty is offered, 
he certain that you have a written, 
signed statement describing its 
benefits and limitations.
