Are Now In Eifec!

Austin, Tex.—In ceremonies held
at the State Capitol in May, Gover-
nor Dolph Briscoe signed legisla-
tion which raised fees charged for
both hunting and fishing licenses.

Major changes which will affect
most Texas sportsmen are increases
in the resident hunting charges
from the previous $3.25 to $5.25

and the fishing fees from $2.15 to

$4.25.

Something new for this year, a
combination resident hunting and
fishing license for $8.75, was also
approved by the Texas Legislature.

Resident hunting licenses are re-
quired of every Texan who hunts
outside the county of his residence

or who hunts deer or turkey. Ex-
ceptions are persons under 17 or
over 65 years of age and individuals
hunting any species of game except
deer or turkey on land where they
reside. An exempt license is neces-
sary to hunt deer or turkey because
of required tags.

New Pesticide Law
To Affect Farmers

Persons engaged in farm opera-
tions will need to comply with cer-
tain emergency regulations in the
use of eorganophosphorous pesti-
cides beginning June 18. The regu-
lations come under the Occupa-
tional Safety and Health Act (OS

{HA) of 1970.

This federal act establishes regu-

lations wherein employers are ob-
ligated to follow certain standards

iin assuring a safe and healthful

waorkplace for their employees.

time of application. Among these
are diazinon, malathion, methyl
parathion, parathion and disulfo-
ton (Di-Syston).

Under the new guidelines, em-
ployers zre required to do the
following:

1. During pesticide application,
remove all employees from  the
field who are not engaged in the
application.

2. Prohibit employees from re-
entering a pesticide treated field
until a predetermined safety period
has passed.

3. Post written warning signs as
indicated by the regulations and
give oral notice if necessary.

4. Maintain records of all warn-
ings, both written and oral.

5. Supply protective clothing and
equipment to all applicators, and
provide safe methods of cleaning
such clothing and equipment after
use.

6. Maintain certain sanitary equ-
ipment and clothing change areas
and storage areas away from food
and water.

7. Maintain first aid supplies and

'a supply of potable water for emer-

gencies in reasonable vicinity to
any field being treated with pes-
ticides.

The emergency regulations are
published in the May 1 issue of
the Federal Register. Information
is also available from the U. S.
Department of Labor or from in-
dividual congressmen.

Gravel Has Use In Yards

Many homeowners probably have
not considered gravel as a replace-
ment for their lawn grass, but it
can be a real labor saver for small
dreas of a yard that aren’t used
very much.

While it’s seldem practical  to
cover an entire yard with gravel,
it can he an excellent substitute
for turfgrass in some parts of the

yard. Besides, with gravel there’s

ino need to mow it or worry about

insects or disease.
A gravel surface prevents ero-
sion, can be attractive te view, and

!is a great time saver when used
1

i under ‘shrubs.
i When selecting gravel, homeow-

ners should look for natural color-

A gaudy or bright colored gravel
can disrupt a good landscape de-
!sign. Generally gravel ranging
{ from three-fourths to two inches in
diameter is the best buy. A good
'd‘epth for the smaller size is 1%
to 2 inches while 2 to 3 inches is
appropriate for the larger sizes.
If soil drainage is adequate, es-

gauge builders plastic placed on
the ground before the gravel is
laid will prevent weeds and grass
from poking through the gravel.

In areas with heavy soils and
poor drainage, homeowners should
exercise caution in using gravel
around ornamental plants. The
gravel serves as a mulch. In fact
it works so well that soils become
“sour” and plants may die.

Where gravel is used as a cover
away from ornamental plants, a
soil sterilant can be used to sup-
press weeds. The county Extension
office can provide information on
selecting chemicals that won’t da-
mage nearby vegetation.

When using gravel in yards, an
edging of redwood or other mater-
ial will keep it in place.

But, be very cautious about ag-
reeing to any  construction work
until you are ecertain you are
dealing with a bona fide contrac-
tor who makes a specific work
proposal, comvlete with plans, spe-
cifications and cost estimates.

They know that the folks who
find money hard to come by have
great pride in home ownership.
And they play on that pride.

The typical gambit is to show
th> man or lady of the house a
photograph of a pretty cottage fin-
ished with fancv siding. If he pro-
tests that he doesn’t have the
funds to remodel, the salesman
counters with an “easy-payment”
installment proposal. If the custo-
mer still resists, saying that he
already is overloaded with  pay-
ments, he may be tempted with a
plan to “consolidate” his bills and
the improvement cost under one
installment note.

One easy way to tell the unscru-
pulous hom~ improvements sales-
man from the contractor you can
count on is his insistence on get-
ting you to sign on the dotted line
right sway. 3

A regular contractor will expect
th~ homeowner to get bids and|
estimates from three or four firms, |
and will present exact plans and |
specifications for your considera-
tion. Also. he will tell you which

loans for his company’s home im-
provements, and ask if you would
like to go through one of them.
A fast signing with one of the
hit-and-run fellows usually leads
to heartbreak and heavy expenses.
In one case, 2 homeowner realized
several months after accepting a
“siding” job that the material used
was so thin, it bent en touch.

Lending law, anyone planning to
take a second mortgage as security
has to disclose to the buyer in(
writing that he has the right to |
change his mind within 72 hours"
after signing. If the purchaser is
not given that notice, he may res—i
cind the contract at any time.

(4) Under the Texas Consumer
Credit Code. the contractor must

Things You

How many times have you
glanced at your watch to-
day? If you’re typical of most
people you probably look at
your watch at least a dozen
times a day. We live by the
clock.

But, what is time? It may
surprise you to learn our
chief clock is the Earth itself
—as it moves some 66,600
miles per hour in orbit a-
round the Sun. So that when
we measure time, we are, in
fact, measuring the periodic
motion of the Earth.

Since 1964, however, scien-
tists have not considered the
Earth’' completely accurate.
The “year” — equivalent to
one complete Earth orbit a-
round the Sun—is “off,” they
reported, up to 3 seconds.
They pointed out that the
Earth’s year is the equiva-
lent to 31,556.925.9747 sec-
onds, plus or minus 3 seconds!

Scientists spotted the error
by using new clocks that per-
mitted them to develop a new
definition for the second:
9,192,631,770 “periods of radi-
ation” of the atom of cesium
133. The pulsating atom of
cesium 133 is now the basis
of the world’s most accurate
atomic clocks. It would take
a cesium 133 atomic clock
100,000 years to lose more
than 5 seconds.

In contrast, experts report
that conventional watches are
“accurate” to within 30 sec-
onds a day. But in 1961 Bu-
lova introduced the first elec-
tronic watch—the Accutron—
which is accurate to within 60
seconds a month,

The watch utilizes a tun-
ing fork in place of the usual
“balance wheel”. As with the
cesium 133 atom, the tuning
fork vibrates at a precise rate
(360 times a second) which
accounts for the timepiece’s
extraordinary accuracy.

The latest development is a

Here are some of them: (1) Pocket sundial watch
with built-in compass (year 1500); (2) 220-year-old minia-
ture watch still working, using hog’s bristle for the balance
wheel; (3) 1820 gold-and enamel butterfly watch and snuff
box with music box in base; (4) Late 1500’s German book
watch with hour hand, alarm and a sundial; (5) French sil-
ver skull watch (year—1600’s); (6) Watch for the blind with
crystal that opens and raised dots for hours; (7) English
watch of 1700°s with leather case and chimes that strike the
hours; (8) Gold electronic mini Accutron woman’s watch
(1973). Scientists now use pulsations of the cesium 133 atom
to measure time.

watch aptly called mini Ac-
cutron, designed for women.
It’s interesting to note that
while the tuning fork on the
large model vibrates 360
times a second, the one in the
smaller version vibrates 480
times. Researchers say the
higher frequency compen-
sates for the small size of
the fork and permits the
same degree of accuracy.

Earlier devices to measure
time included the pocket sun-
dial (which was useful only
in good weather), the famil-
iar hourglass (if you remem-
bered to reverse it fre-

quently), and the water clock,
which measured the length
of time it took for water to
flow from one container to
another (as long as it didn’t
freeze).

Old Anglo-Saxons used a
marked candle — the distance
it took for the flame to burn
down from one marking to
another — to measure time.

So, if you want the time
of day, you might try using a
pocket sundial, an hourglass,
a water clock, a candle — or
better still, 'a miniature tun-
ing-fork watch,

Should an error occur, the spe-
cialist offered the following steps
to correct it:

1. Notify the store immediately,
informing them of the error.

3. If contact is made in writing,
don’t send it with the bill—and
don’t write on the bill itself. Keepi

My reluctance to support the
Emergznev Fuel Allecstion bill is
compouniad bv the fact that it
doss nothing to end the energy
crisis or to avert a worsening of
it. It does nothing to deregulate
the pries of natural gas sold in
interstate commerce. It does not
provida en ‘investm=nt' tax credit
i for more explerztion ard develop-
ment of energyv rescurces. It does
not  focilit=t= the construction of
offshore torminals to help unload
the foreign petroleum upcn which
this natisn is becoming tco depen-
dent.. There is nothing to help
develop the offshore continental
shelf resourcas of the Atlantic
Coast. Neither does it speed pet-
rcleum from the North Slope of
a8laska to the markets of this coun-
try, nor does it eas2 or encourage
plans for construction of nuclear
generating plants.

In short, this legislation does
virtually nothing to help solve or
ease the energy problems facing
this cor~try. It is a “business as
usual” bill, and the simple fact is
that America can no longer afford
to conduct business as usual.

Every remedy to the energy cri-
sis that is now with us is one re-
quiring long-term answers. It will
| take vears to come up with the
!s‘upplies th~t are needed. Of neces-
sity, we have to insure certain sec-
tors of the nation with adequate
fuel supnlies during the current
crisis. PRut I'm afraid too many
pecple. including legislators, will
view this bill as a solution rather
than an interim measure.

Spreading the pain around to
everyone is not the way to solve
i the energy crisis. Its solution re-
guires immediate and concrete ac-
tion on a wide variety of issues.
But other than steps outlined in
the President’s energy message, we
| have seen no action toward increas-
| ing the supply of, or decreasing the
demand on our energy resources.
