Austin, Tex.—Some 230,000 aged,
blind and disabled receiving state
aid are being notified they will get
final welfare checks from the State
Welfare Department in December.

The federal governmnt assumes
responsibility for their assistance
January 1, under the new Supple-

gram administered by the Social
Security . Administration.

Medical and social services and
food stamps for eligible persons

will remain the responsibility of

the state welfare agency.

The elderly who get Social Sec-
urity checks will continue to re-
ceive them along with a second
check from SSI if they qualify un-
der the federal program.

Most recipients will get higher
assistance payments under SSI.
Some, however, will receive less.
Residents of nursing homes or ins-
titutions will remain eligible for
medical assistance.

The State Welfare Department

will continue to furnish the needy |

with glasses, dentures, hearing
aids, prescribed drugs, medical ser-
vices and food stamps if they qua-
lify.

Eighty-four per cent will receive
more money; 2% will lose assis-
tance altogether; reductions can be
expected by 9% .and 5% will get
about the. same amount.

In most cases of loss or reduc-
tion, benefits will be compensated
through state-administered social
services programs like foster care
for the aged and homemaker and
chore services enabling pecple to
remain in their own homes rather
than enter nursing homes.

SSI recipients can get food stamps
if their amount of benefits is not
greater than the amount of welfare
grants added to the amount of the
food stamp bonus coupons they are
eligible for in December.

Marijuana Cases To Get Review

Gov. Dolph Briscoe said he will
seek a case-by-case review of some
800 persons serving prison time for
possession of marijuana.

Briscoe promised a policy state-
ment when the Court of Criminal
Appeals finalizes its ruling that
resentencing provisions of a new
drug law which sought to permit
sentences of present inmates to be
shortened. The new law lowers first
offense marijuana possession pen-
alties to a misdemeanor,.

The Governor indicated he will
ask the Board of Pardons and Pa-
roles to make recommendations to
him in each case for possible par-
don or executive clemency. Prefer-
ence will go to first offenders sen-
tenced for possession of small am-
ounts of marijuana.

Meanwhile, Bricoe differed with
some of his top supporters on pri-
ority for distribution of funds from
his big October 30 fund-raising din-
ner. Dinner co-chairman Joe Kil-
gore said the “first commitment’-
on the expected $750,000 or more
will be to Briscoe’s 1974 re-election
campaign. Briscoe said he is not
yet a candidate, and his idea of
first priority financially to retiring
the deficit from his two prior cam-
paigns (which once ran as high as
$800,000).

With every American con-
sumer being rudely awakened
by just what inflation means
to the family budget, it is
welcome news to hear that
there has been an abrupt turn
around in our balance of
payments with Japan. As her
principal customer and majo¥
supplier, this situation should

t
prove healthy for our export
industries at the same time
that quality Japanese mer-
chandise continues to be mar-
keted here at reasonable prices.

In the first half of 1973,
our exports to Japan rose
a whopping 48.6 percent,
meaning more jobs and mon-
ey for American workers. Dur-
ing the same period, Japan
sent us 7.8 percent more
goods, increasing the flow
of merchandise to the Amer-
ican consumer.

Other good news for Amer-
ican consumers (and there isn’t
much of that around these.
days) is that the House Ways
and Means Committee has de-
feated a move to include
mandatory import quotas in
the administration trade bill.
Consumers who are faced with
skyrocketing prices would
surely have felt the impact of
this amendment which would
have triggered automatic quo-
tas whenever imports amount-
ed to 15 percent of the U.S.
market,

What the American market
(which means the American
consumer) needs right now is
a sufficient amount of goods
available to stem the rising
cost of merchandise which
systematically follows a tight
supply, While we reel from
the soaring costs of most
things, many hope thatradios,
television sets, automobiles
and other Japanese consumer
goods which are now a part
of our daily lives will not be
restricted through shortsight-
ed actions by a few non-
thinking politicians,

Agriculture Is “Big” In Texas

Sure, everyone knows that agri-
cuiture is big business in Texasi
But just how big is 1t?

With November designated as
Food and Fiber Appreciat on Month
in the state, now is a good time to
take a brief look at the bigness ci
‘Texas agriculture.

First of all, agriculture in all its
phases---agribusiness—adds  more
than $10 billion to the Texac econ-
omy each year. Agribusiness pro-
vides employment for about 30%
of the state’s labor foice.

Of the state’s 168 miilion acres
of land area, 142 million are de-
voted to agriculturs.

Realized gross farm income in
1972 totaled #4.7 billion, up 13%
from 1971. However, farm produc-
tion expenses totaled $3.8 billion,
almost 23% higher than in 1971,
This left realized net income 19%
below that of 1971, but a boost in
farm inventories brought total net
iarm income up 28% over that in
1971.

Texas is the third leading state
in total agriculture cash receipts

behind Caiifornia and Iowa. How-!

Does the alarm clock get you up? No, it merely tells you it's time to

get up. Whether you get out of bed is a matter of discipline.

Church bells don't bring anyone to church, They simply remind Chris-
tians where we ought to be on a Sunday morning. The rest is a matter

of discipline.

Such discipline, whether it calls you to work or to worship, is funda-
mentally a trait of your own character. It begins with earnestness, it fs

strengthened by habit, it is directed toward any responsibility or oppor-

tunity which you value.

The value a person puts upon God and his own soul usually deter-
mines whether he worships each Sunday, or now and then. Put another
way: the man who knows what worship and inspiration can mean in his

life never is hesistant to get up and go.
