. How You Can Save Energy Doing the Laundry

Can the energy-conscious

jty bills in the laundry room?

Yes, indeed, says a report
jssued by the Consumers Insti-
tute for General Electric and
Hotpoint.

The answer is to shift from
washing everything in hot
water and giving it a warm
water rinse, to washing in
warm water (at least 80° F)
and rinsing in cold water, says
Jane Butel, manager of the
Consumers Institute.

For a typical homemaker
who does 410 wash loads a
year (that’s right —some 34 a
month is average), the switch
from hot wash/warm rinse to.
warm wash/cold rinse will save -
about 7,100 gallons of hot
water annually.

Translating that into dol-
Jars and cents, if you heat
water electrically you could
save up to $55 a year on elec-
tricity. That’s figuring the cost
at the projected national aver-,
age of 3.4¢ kwhr — which is
considerably below the going
rate in many areas, such as
the mid-Atlantic states and
Florida.

Even if you heat water with
natural gas, you’ll save about
$11 a year (at 15¢:/100 cu.
ft.). But, just as important,
says Ms. Butel, you’ll be devel-
oping a habit which will pay
off as gas prices keep rising,
or should you later move to
an area where new natural gas
hookups are banned.

“Many consumers can use
Jower wash temperatures and
still obtain very adequate
cleaning,” says Ms. Butel.
Laboratory tests, she says,

only slightly as water temper-
atures go above 80 degrees.
However, she cautions, at
temperatures much below 80
degrees cleaning ability drops
off sharply.

For exceptionally heavy
soil, water temperature can
be adjusted for the best com-
promise between energy sav-
ing and cleaning.

An often voiced concern is
whether warm water washing
and cold water rinsing is sani-
tary. “Families with small
children or illnesses are gen-
erally worried about sanita-
tion,” says Ms. Butel, “but
they can use the warm water
wash/cold rinse formula, too.

_ “While lower wash temper-

atures do result in an increase
in the number of bacteria re-
maining on the fabric at the
end of the wash cycle,” she
pointed out, ‘“bacteria remov-
al is about 99% when both an
automatic dryer and chemical
additives, such as chlorine
bleach, are used.”

For families that must dry
clothes on indoor lines, Ms.
Butel recommends using a 20-
minute wash cycle in 140
degree water plus chlorine
bleach for items prone to bac-
terial concentration, such as
diapers, and for all washable
apparel (where consistent with
garment-care labeling) during
times of illness.

In addition to the money
and energy to be saved, con-
sumers will find that doing
the home laundry in water
that is less than hot has two
other benefits: it will help
keep colors brighter and will
lessen wrinkling of permanent
