Travel Statistics 
Reported For County

Aistin, Tex.— Spl.)—- Schleicher 
County received $1,129,000 of the 
state’s $5,306,118,000 travel receipts 
in 1975, a national study commis­
sioned by the Texas Tourist Devel­
opment Agency has disclosed.

In addition to gross receipts, the 
study found that Schleicher County 
had 46 of the state’s 207,676 travel- 
related jobs, with an annual pay­
roll of $220,000.

It also estimated $44,000 in state 
and $10,000 in local taxes we re­
paid by visitors

The study was done by the U. S„. 
Travel Data Center in Washing­
ton, D. C., an independent travel! 
research organization funded joint­
ly by public and private sectors.

It was based on the Center’s Tra­
vel Economic Impact Model, which 
for the first time, breaks out a 
state’s share of the national travel 
market on a county-by-county ba­
sis.

The model measures the econo­
mic impact o f all travel involving: 
overnight trips away from home,, 
and day trips at least 100 miles 
or more from home. Thus it in­
cludes travel by Texans as well 
as out-of-state visitors, for all 
purposes.

It inclides estimates of the 
traveler’s spnding at home in prep­
aration for the trip, his spending 
en route, and that at his destina­
tion.

Basic data for the model comes 
from the National Travel Survey,, 
conducted every five years by the 
U. S. Census Buraue, and from the 
Center’s own National Travel Ex­
penditure Model.

It was the latter which, last year,, 
estimated that Texas had dislodged 
New York for third place in the 
nation’s $75 billion travel industry 
Only California and Florida now 
outrank Texas, the Center said.

“ We’re pleased that travel re­
search techniques have finally dev­
eloped to the point that states can 
determine where, within their 
boundaries, travel dolllars are 
spent and travel related jobs ex­
ist,” said Frank Hildebrand, exe­
cutive director of the Texas Tour­
ist Development Agency.

“ Now we can trace travel’s con­
siderable economic economic im­
pact on a county-by-county basis, 
observe changing patterns annual­
ly, and help direct rapid growth 
of this burgeoning industry/

Mrs. Gwendolyne Ciyatt, a con­

following grocery-buying summary:

Vegetables—
Eggplant supplies are increasing 

with prices moderate, and potato 
prices are steady or slightly lower. 
Rutabagas, hard-shell squash, sweet 
potato supplies smaller, so compare 
prices with quality carefully. Other 
economical choices are cabbage, 
carrots, broccoli, collards, mustard 
greens and turnip and greens.

Fruits—
Avocados in good supply, more 

pineapples in markets from Mex­
ico and Hawaii (Hawaiian pineap­
ples usually fine in quality, large 
in si|ae, though prices may be 
higher than pineapples from other 
areas), and strawberries have mod­
erate prices with very good qua­
lity. Valencia and navei oranges m 
good supply, but grapefruit dec­
lining seasonally, except for good 
supply of 23 and 36 sizes at fea­
tured prices. Anjou pears in good 
supply with reasonable prices. Hon- 
eydews, cantaloupes and waterme­
lons available mostly at high-price 
levels.

Poultry—
Steady prices on fryer chickens— 

with some markets offering spe­
cials on whole and cut-up fryers 
and on turkey parts. Eggs have 
attractive prices.

Pork—
Pork prices continue attractive 

— especially good values on Boston 
butt roasts, center and end chops 
and alerter-loins cut into chops.

Motorcycle Safety 
Awareness Week 
is Announced

Austin, Tex.—Road compatabil- 
ity between motorcycles and larger 
vehicles is an absolute must, re­
ports Governor Doiph Briscoe. “In 
times of the need for more econ­
omical travel and an expanding 
transportation picture, we are find­
ing an increased number of motor­
cycles on our streets and high­
ways. With this increase comes an 
increase of the possibility of traf­
fic  accidents. We must, as drivers 
o f cars or trucks, be totally aware 
o f the motorcyclist as a part of the 
overall traffic flow.

“ In 1975, 205 motorcyclists were 
killed. During 1976, 192 were
killed. While this is a slight re­
duction, the number of motorcycle 
registrations has begun to increase. 
Preliminary sales reports from dea­
lers and statistics in Texas reveal 
a significant increase in the two- 
wheelers registered.

I and street intersections. We must 
j recognize that motcrc\ cling is an 
j economical mode of transportation 
j and a pleasurable ride for many.
II ask simply that we increase our 
j awareness of the traffic flow and 
i the mixture of large vehicles and
motorcycles in order to reduce the 

; accident toll. Texans are known for 
cooperation and it is time to co­
operate with all motorists that 
share our roadways,” concluded 
Briscoe.

Governor Briscoe declared, by 
official proclamation, the week o f 
May 1-7 as “Motorcycle Safety 
Awareness Week” in Texas. A 
mass media effort is supporting the 
proclamation.
