Garden Check List For January

1. Be prepared to protect tender 
plants against a sudden severe cold 
snap. Provide adequate moisture if 
severe freeze is expected. Cover 
tenner plants with cardboard boxes, 
newspaper or plastic sheets. If 
plastic sneet is used remove be- 
fort bright sun hits it.

2. Continue to select and plant 
ornamental trees and shrubs to fill 
landscape needs as determined in 
your June survey of the home land­
scape. Plan beiore you plant.

3. Apply light application of fer­
tilizer to established pansy beds us­
ing one pound of 10-10-10 per 
loo square feet of bed area and 
repeat every four to six weexs.

4. Keep lawn free of fallen 
leave to prtvent smothering the 
grass.

5. Select and order gladiolus 
cormsv for February and March 
and March planting.

6. I  real Hydrangeas with am­
monium sulfate to ootain blue fio- 
w-as. Apply lime or superphos­
phate to keep them pink.

7. Clean up all fallen Camellia 
blossoms to reduce danger of Ca­
in Hi a Petal Blight.

8. Prepare soil and beds for 
planting spring and summer an­
nuals and perennials.

9. Select and piant roses. For 
best results, use only Number 1 
grade bushes. Beware of bargains.

10. Prune established roses. Cut 
hybrid teas back to 12 or 14 inch­
es abovt the ground and remove 
all weak and spindly growth.

11. Plan your vegetable and flo­
wer garden now before the rush 
of spring planting.

12. Plant a tree for Arbor Day.
13. Sow seeds indoors for spring 

gardtns. Petunias, begonias and all 
the other slow growers should be 
sown in early January. Faster 
growing types such as tomatoes, 
marigolds and zinnias should be 
planted later in the month.

14. Transplant native or estab­
lished trees or shrubs now while 
they are totally dormant.

15. Be sure to prune back bare- 
root plants at least 1/3 to Vz of 
their top growth to insure a suc­
cessful planting.

16. Prune deciduous trees now 
whilt you can see damaged or rub­
bing limbs, misshaped parts, etc. 
Don’t top!

17. Prune summer flowering 
shrubs now, also evergreens. Wait 
to prune spring flowering shrubs 
until after they blossom.

18. Prune fruit trees. Apples 
should be thinned of all weak, non­
productive growth. Peaches and 
plums should be pruned to an open 
center to allow sun to reach rip­
ening fruit.

19. If there are any bagworm 
pouches or bags hanging on the 
junipers and- other shrubs, try to 
remove them and destroy by burn­
ing. The insect tggs overwinter in 
the bag and starts the cycle again 
by emerging in spring and laying 
eglgs on the plant foliage.

20. Don’t neglect to water ever­
green plants in the landscape. 
Those plants located beneath the 
roof overhang are often overlooked 
during periods of inadequate rain­
fall.

21. Consider the use of a dor­
mant oil spray on landscape plants 
for controlling scale. Be sure to 
follow instructions on container for 
recommended strength and also 
temperature restrictions.

Pruning Ice Damaged Trees
Pruning not only trims back un­

wanted growth but can generate 
new growth to a tree damaged by 
ice.

A valuable shade tree can be 
saved and begin new growth with 
little or no damage visible if it 
is carefully pruned. A tree that has 
been damaged by ice should be 
pruned at the base of the limb that 
was damaged. No stubs should re­
main exposed.

Sometimes the damage may be 
severe enough to require that a 
tree be trimmed back to the main 
trunk or main branch. In this case 
the wound should be painted with 
a dressing that can be obtained at 
any goou nursery or garden center.

Orange shellac serves as a good 
temporary tree dressing if one is 
not readily available. A proper 
wound dressing should be applied' 
to the damaged tree within six 
weeks.

Sucker growth can become a 
problem to the severely damaged 
tree if it is not continually pruned 
and cared for. This process may 
take a few years but it will pro­
long the tree’s life.

Often the bark of a tree may 
be torn from the side of the main 
trunk or branch when a limb 
breaks. This bare section should be 
smoothed out with a knife or chi­
sel and then coated with the tree 
wound dressing.

The instruction man- i 
ual that a manufacturer pro- j 
vides with each product offers j  
valuable tips for using the ap- j  
pliance, guidelines for opera- i 
tion and m aintenance, and ; 
precautions that should be ex­
ercised in order to avoid acci- j  
dents. “There are many con­
sumers who simply throw out 
the instruction booklet with j 
the appliance packaging, be­
cause they assume they a l- j  
ready know how to use the 
product properly,”  M s. Farr ; 
points out. By following the 
manual closely, the owner can 
learn, the capabilities of the 
product, and can often avoid 
costly and painful mistakes.

An electric lawn mower, for  
example, is seemingly easy to  
operate. One has simply to 
plug it in, turn it on, and cut 
the grass. However, one of the 
most common misuses of the 
lawn mower is trying to dis­
lodge caked on grass and clip­
pings with the mower plugged 
in. With the appliance plugged 
in, there is always the danger 
of it being accidentally started 
while the blade area is being 
cleared.

Tortillas, tacos and other 

’ breads utilizing commeal are 
popular in states along the 
Mexican border. Most of us 
think of them as typical Mex­
ican breads not realizing that 
a wide variety of yeast breads 
are popular in Mexico, too. 
This recipe for Mexican Date 
Rolls is made with a sweet 
yeast dough. The filling con­
sists of a blend of spices, 
dates, apples and nuts. The 
rolls are sweet enough to serve 
in place of cookies or cake 
with tea, coffee or punch. Or, 
like most sweet breads, 
they’re at home on the brunch 
and breakfast table. This is a 
batter dough which means it 
doesn’t have to be kneaded. 
After mixing it is refrigerated 
for two hours making it much 
easier to handle.

MEXICAN PATE 
ROLLS

Makes 40  rolls 
3 /4  cup milk 
1 /2  cup sugar 

2 teaspoons salt 
1 /2  cup (1 stick)

Fleischmann’s

1 /2  cup warm water-
(1 0 5 °F  - 1 1 5 °F )

Magazine Journalism And The American Lifestyle

American magazines have 
reported, interpreted, fore­
cast, cursed, cheered, specu­
lated  and assured th e ir  
readers concerning every 
aspect o f our society, and 
spoken for and to almost 
every identifiable group in 
the nation.

This broad mirroring o f 
our lifestyles began just be­
fore the Civil War. Previous 
magazines were expensive 
and elitist, but with Frank

Nothing reflects reality 
and possibility with more 
im m ediacy  than pictures. 
Magazines included artwork 
to catch the public’s eye, in­
terest and imagination, and 
to add extra dimension to 
the written word. The mag­
azine art o f illustrators like 
Charles Dana Gibson had a 
vast impact on American 
style.

Magazine pictures have 
lon g  been a sym bol o f  
American taste.

World. Matthew 7:21-29.
Jesus said, “Not everyone who 

says to me, ‘Lord, Lord’ will enter 
the kingdom of heaven; but he 
who does the will of my Father 
who is in heaven. Many will say 
to me that day, ‘Lord, Lord did we 
not prophesy in your name, and 
in your name cast out demons, and 
in your name perform many mir­
acles?’
