SCHOOL BOARD
RECEIVES

CURRICULUM REPORT

The Schleicher County Board of Education met Monday
in regular session with a routine agenda.

High School Principal Robert Jay brought the board
members up to date on the current status of the high
school curriculum. Areas that he covered in his report
were the structure of the curriculum, a report on possible
needs -and- -alternatives.-gathered--from - faeulty - and
students, and an evaluation of the present curriculum
through preformance records of a segment of the high
school students.

Superintendent Guy Whitaker briefed the board on the
recent audit report that was submitted by Eckert, Story,
Ransom and Ingrum of San Angelo. Whitaker also brought
the board up to date of Governor Briscoe’s school finance
plan that was recently released to school districts across
the state. In general, Whitaker indicated that the new
plan, if adopted by the Texas legislature, would not mean
an increase in local taxes for the time being. It was the
expectation of the board prior to the release of the
Governor’s plan that a tax increase might be necessary to
maintain the current economic status of the school system.
However, after a thorough study of Briscoe’s plan for
Schleicher County, a tax increase may not be necessary.

Bids were received from two San Angelo car dealers for
a school car but action on purchasing the car was tabled for
further consideration.

Mr Whitaker received authorization from the board to
act on several other items including asking for bids on new
band uniforms, having some of the high school desks sent
to Huntsville for repair and selecting a new textbook
committee.

Mr Whitaker informed the board that state guidelines
concerning foods served in the cafeteria have been issued.
The state health officials have indicated that all lunches
served in the cafeteria must have at least five types of
foods on each lunch. If an inspection shows that the
cafeteria is not following these guidelines, the school will
be subject to losing state financial assistance for the
cafeteria.

In other action the board approved granting sick leave
pay for the tax assessor-collector’s office.

The board also granted permission for the local roping
club to use the show area of the Ag barn for their
Christmas Dance.

The monthly bills were approved in final action. The
board will hold their next regular session on December
13th at which time Elementary Principal Walter Wallis will
report on the Elementary Curriculum.

SWINE FLU IMMUNIZATION CLINIC

Immunizations for Swine Flu will be given
at the Memorial Building today from 3 - 6
p.m. for persons over 18 years old. There
is no charge for this immunization.
Persons who are allergic to eggs are
requested NOT to take the vaccine.

BREAK OUT-BREAK IN

A couple of local establishments experienced unfortu-
nate events last Sunday evening for as a prisoner was
breaking out of jail, vandals were breaking into the high
school building. Sheriff Orval Edmiston discovered the
break out early Monday morning. Reports were that the
prisoner had escaped through the ceiling in the jail by
knocking a hole in the ceiling board of the cell, he then
came down through a man hole in a closet in an adjoining
room and was able to get outside from there undetected.
At last reports Sheriff Edmiston was continuing the search
for the escapee.

Superintendent Guy Whitaker reported that vandals
entered the school through a window. They attempted to
break into the coke machine in the teacher’s lounge, but
were unable to open the machine. They did get into the
administrative offices where they stole 15 cents from a
pencil machine and several keys.

FIRE DEPT.
SUBMITS
REQUEST

A representative from the Eldorado Fire Department
met -with the Schleicher County Commissioner’s Court
Monday and requested the county purchase a new fire
truck. Jerry Richardson, spokesman for the department
pointed out that the latest model fire truck the department
now has is a 1965 model used primarily for fighting grass
fires, Other trucks in operation at this time are a 1952
Chevrolet and a 1950 Dodge. Richardson said that from
bids received a new truck with grass fighting and pumping
capabilities would cost in the neighborhood of $30,000.
The court withheld action on purchasing a truck until
further study as to need could be made. It was indicated
that action on the matter would probably be taken up at the
November 22nd meeting.

School Superintendent Guy Whitaker requested that the
Court provide a grader to repair a portion of the parking
area around the football stadium.

The Court set a time regulation for the shooting range in
the east past of Eldorado. By order of the Court, the

~ shooting range will be open from sunup to sundown daily.

Several complaints had been made lately by citizens in that
vicinity about practice shooting that was being done at
night.

Billy Williams and Kenith Homer representing the 4-H
Club requested that the county purchase a fan to cool
calves at the livestock show. Cost of the fan was $290.00
and the court authorized the purchase.

By order of the Court an alley was closed in Block 8,
Orient Heights addition with a 20 ft utility easement being
retained. The alley was closed at the request of the TV
Cable company which will construct a new relay tower in
the future.

The Court tabled a request for a Right of Way Easement
on the Deport Road east of Eldorado made by General
Telephone for a new underground line. Specifications
regarding depth at which the line would be buried need to
be worked out with the company.

Monthly bills were paid by the Court completing the
business session. Attending the meeting were Commis-
sioners David Meador, Richard Jones, Gene McCalla, Joe
Christian and Judge Bob McWhorter.

According to the local game official, Mike Porter,
area hunters should be in for a good season with deer
numbers up over last year’s count in most parts of the -
County.

Porter did say that the deer population in the Hilldale

- area were extremely low due to large die-off experienced
- this summer. Dry range conditions in early summer

probably account for the unusual low count.
Several factors always play an important part as to what

type of season we can expect in Schleicher County. Cool -
- weather always seems to enhance deer hunting and if the -
: fweather we’ve had lately indicates what’s to come we’ll
"_ probably have a good cool deer season. Also reports up - °
e #7L around San Angelo indicate that the breeding season has

already begun up there which means that large groups of
bucks will not be running together which is more typical -
early in the season. Most local hunters won't know the
local conditions until they get out in the field and see the
current habits of the game.

According to the current issue of the Texas Hunting and
Sport Fishing Regulations guide, the *76 deer and turkey
season will run from November 13 through January 2,
1977. Bag limits on deer will be 3 deer with a limit of 2
bucks and antlerless deer by permit. For turkey, the bag
limit is 2 gobblers or bearded hens.

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SPORTS EDITORIAL /

Now that the 1976 football season is over for the
Eldorado Eagles, we all have an opportunity to reflect on
the past season and evaluate the job done by our group of
young men and their coaches. As is the case during the
regular season, it’s important to realize that anytime you
look back you are guilty of ‘*‘Monday morning quarterback-
ing’' which as we all know is most of the time an
undesirable thing to do. As they say, it hurts morale. But
most folks around town, especially those who have kids
involved in the program, desire to know just what was
gained from involvement in an organized athletic event.

First, a couple of general comments are in order. I
believe that football was intended for fun. It is my observa-
tion that many times the fun of the sport is replaced by
‘‘need to win’’, and this emphasis is usually a burden
placed on coaches and players alike by those of us not
directly involved and don’t know better. Sure, all of us like
to win, but all of us can’t all of the time, and there’s not
many coaches around that will emphasize winning as much
as they emphasize the effort given by their players.

Secondly, any sport, including football in high school
athletics is a learning experience. It is a proving ground for
voung minds and therein gives the young people a chance
to use their judgement and ability in facing ever changing
circumstances. The value of any sport is to learn how to
think and act under pressure so that when they become a
contributing part of society they will be able to reckon with
it.

Now, how does all of this relate to the season just past.
Most observers might be inclined to say that the Eagles
made a poor showing. It is my opinion however, that the
Eagles had a successful season. True they didn’t win many
games but on every Friday night they were all giving 100
percent of their effort. In many of the games where the
Eagles were up against a bigger and stronger opponent,
they could have quit the cause, besides ‘‘they were going
to get beat anyway’’, but this writer never once saw any
Eagle give any indication of ‘‘throwing in the towel’’. I
believe that this can be a great compliment by a team to
their coaches and to their own individual pride.

As was pointed out earlier, all of us like to win, besides,
that is the objective of the game. In pre-season picks
Eldorado was forecast to finish above Menard and Robert
Lec by the "‘Texas Football Magazine’’, which they did,
and considering all the teams they played, they did a
commendable job in giving all their opponents a certain
amount of misery. So just winning on the scoreboard two
games of the ten played doesn’t imply that the Eagles
were losers.

The seniors on this years squad will be greatly missed
when football season comes around next year. Of the 19
varsity plavers 10 will be lost to graduation. This year’s
seniors are quarterback Mark Thornton, halfback John
Ben Cawley, fullback Billy Bob Harlin, tackles Jay Holley
and Barney McAlpine. center Joe Franklin, guards
Pomposo Rodriquez and Alan Storie, ends Bobby Jarrett
and Lynn Whitaker. Each of these Eagles should be
commended for the fine "*follow me'’ leadership that they
displayed throughout the course of the season. They not
only left a performance they can be proud of but an

example for the younger Eagles to follow. In all cases, this
group ot young men displayed the loyalty to their coaches
and school that all could be proud of.

To cvaluate a season’s record then cannot give justice to
what was gained. The experience of being a part of a team,
to give all the effort one can muster, to win graciously and
to accept defeat, to learn to perform and in all of that have
fun - that’s what was gained, and because of that the
Eagles of 1976 were the winners.

When your car talks to you, do you know what it’s saying?
For today’s woman, knowing how to operate an automobile
is not enough! A woman must know more about the way an
automobile works and how to maintain her car for safety
and economy.

Purpose of Conservation District and the SCS

WHAT IS A SOIL AND WATER CONSERVATION
DISTRICT? Our District is a legal subdivision of the State
of Texas. It is governed by a five-man board of directors.
Directors are elected by local land owners. The term of
‘office for a director is five years. Regular elections are held
each October. Resident land owners are eligible to cast a
ballot in the election. The District is a non-profit
organization. We get some money from the State for
operations. Schleicher County Commissioners Court help
us from a financial stand point. Also, local businesses
sponsor news letters that have helped in this way. We
have no power of taxation.

WHAT IS THE SCS? The SCS is a federal agency
assisting the Eldorado-Divide SWCD a memorandum of
understanding with the District and the United States
Department of Agriculture. The purpose of the memoran-
dum is that the SCS technicians assist the District
Cooperators with such technical assistance as needed to
carry out a conservation plan on their farm or ranch.
Conservation practices are engineered and designed by
these technicians. The SCS has evolved from the Old Wind
Erosion Service and Wind Erosion Districts of the 1930’s.
SCS technicians have the latest information and know how
to help farmers and ranchers with their conservation
problems. Assistance by the SCS is gained by a request
through the District. The SCS also administers the Great
Plans Conservation Program. This is a cost share program
designed to help cooperators to install conservation

practices with federal cost-share.

REDUCE FEED COSTS

Your feed bill can be drastically reduced this winter by
cool season plants available on your ranch.

Summer and fall rains have produced ample forage for
winter on most ranches. Since tlese warm season plants
are mature and dormant, protein levels will be lower than
required by producing cows and ewes. Additional protein
will be needed.

Cool season plants such as Texas Wintergrass, Filaree,
Englemanndaisy, Texas Cupgrass, Tallow-weed, and
Sedges, can be utilized to reduce supplemental require-
ments. These plants may range from 1S - 18 percent
protein during the critical winter months.

Due to the recent rains, these cool season plants will be
abundant. However, additional winter forage can be
produced with several management alternatives.

" First, when winters are dry, ranchers like to spread
sheep and cattle to take advantage of the small amount of
green feed. However, in years like this, forage can be
utilized better by bunching livestock and deferring some
pastures. Thirty days of deferment now can help produce
additional forage in January and February.

Second, plants will be utilized more uniformly if

UNEXPLAINED CATTLE
DEATHS

Most sudden and unexplained
deaths of cattle in autumn can
be prevented if the cattle
producer will look at his for-
ages and management prac-
tices with a critical eye.

The most common cause of
sudden death in cattle this time
of year is blackleg. Soils in
most parts of the state are
generously seeded with spores
of the organism causing this
fatal disease, and dry weather
and shortage of forage cause
cattle to graze closer to the
soil. Most cases of sudden
death occur where vaccination
of young cattle has been ne-
glected.

Since several other members
of the blackleg family also
cause sudden death in cattle,
producers should consult with
the local veterinarian about
appropriate vaccines to provide
protection.

Another cause of sudden
death in cattle is the poisonous
plants which grow in various

parts of the state. If forage is
abundant, cattle can coexist
with poisonous plants. How-
ever, fall pastures are usually
short and cattle often eat
plants they ordinarily would
not eat. A common cause of
cattle death in the fall is acorn
poisoning. Calves are especi-
ally prone to feed on acorns.

Fall is also the season when
anaplasmosis causes a number
of deaths in cattle. Mature
cattle are most likely to be
affected. Producers will likely
blame a poisoning for cattle
deaths since animals will exhi-
bit signs of struggling and
extreme spasms in the last
stages of anaplasmosis. Again
death is quick with few signs of
clinical illness.

Stomach worm parasitism
may also be a cause of sudden
illness and death in young
cattle if they are fed a low
quality forage in the fall.

Producers confronted with the
sudden deaths in cattle may or
may not be able to determine

"the cause of death. The local
verterinarian will be able to
diagnose acorn poisoning, ana-
plasmosis and the blackleg
family of fatal disease for
cattle.

Pastures may need renovation
to help reduce the danger from
poisonous plants.

If the cause of cattle deaths is
not determined, producers will
want to review their total
management program. A
sound management program
includes preventive vaccina-
tion against various diseases,
routine treatment for stomach
worms, a quality forage pro-
gram and the proper ratio of
cattle to pasture. Such a pro-
gram will do much to reduce
the possibility of sudden, un-
explained deaths in cattle in
the fall.

Prices paid for cotton ranged from 70 to 7S cents per
pound, reports B.B. Manly, Jr. of the USDA Cotton
Classing Office, Abilene. The higher prices reflect the
high quality (grades 21 and 31) of the Martin County crop.
Grade 31 and higher, staple 32 and longer was bringing
around 75 cents. In the other markets, grades 41, 42, and
32, staple 31 and longer-brought 69 to 71.50 cents per
pound.

Around 15,000 samples were processed during the week
ending November 5. Most of the samples were from bales
ginned before the heavy rains, but heavy backlogs of
unginned cotton kept several gins running until producers
were back in the fields, especially in Martin and Howard
counties.

Cotton qualities cover a wide range. Grade 41 was
predominant with 24 percent; grade 31, 18 percent; grade
42, 17 percent; and grade 32, 10 percent.
