Greenspan likes economy

U.S. Federal Reserve Boarc 
Chairman Alan Greenspan is of­
fering an upbeat assessment of 
the nation’s economy. The cen 
tral bank head told Congress yes­
terday, “even I must admit that 
our economic prospects in gen­
eral are quite favorable ” How­
ever, he did express concerns 
about soaring stock prices and die 
possibility pf higher inflation. He 
also warned that the stock anc 
bond markets may be over-opti­
mistic about the economic out­
look and urged caution.

wards for wealthy campaign con­
tributors, including overnight 
stays in the White House’s Lin­
coln Bedroom and golf games 
and jogging with the president. 
The White House says nothing il­
legal or-improper was done, 
Clinton says inviting the donors 
for overnight visits was simply 
an effort to get back in touch with 
political supporters who felt "es­
tranged" from him, and denies 
ever using White House access 
as a lure for political contribu­
tions. The revelations prompted 
Senate Majority Leader Leader 
Trent Lott to endorse the idea of 
having an independent counsel 
investigate Democratic Party 
fund raising.

SCMC board revisits home health care issue
With at least one hospital board 

member openly favoring the idea 
of entering the home health care 
field, the SCMC board of directors 
again took up the question at their 
meeting Monday night. Jan Blair 
told the group that the hospital 
would be missing an opportunity 
if they didn't pursue the idea.

"Shannon and Columbia are 
going to do it if we don't," Blair 
told the board.

To begin the discussion, hospi­
tal administrator Jim Roddie told 
the board that if they opted to en­
ter the home health care field they 
had four options. Those options 
were:

1) to start an entirely new 
agency and run it independently;

2) to acquire an existing agency;
3) to enter a joint venture with 

someone like Columbia or Shan­
non hospitals;

4) to allow an existing agency 
to open a branch office at the Medi­
cal Center.

During an hour-long discus­
sion, Linell Nixon and Laura 
Nowlin, owners of HouseCalls 
Health Care Services told the board 
that there were already several 
agencies competing in Schleicher 
County.

"We're here and so is Choice," 
Nixon said referring to Choice 
Homecare. "And, Shannon and Co­
lumbia are already here."

As the discussion wound down, 
board president Ricky Fuessel 
asked each of the board members 
to express their thoughts on the 
subject.

Delia Pina said she preferred to 
pursue a nursing home expansion. 
While Judy Christian commented 
that the home health needs were be­
ing adequately served at this time.

Jan Blair stated that she was still 
in favor and thought the hospital 
district should pursue the idea.

Bertha Castillo expressed con­
cern that the there were already too 
many competitors in the market.

C.R. Sproul answered that he 
really didn't care. Saying only, "If 
we're going to do it...let's do it. If 
not then lets quit talking about it."

There being no motions offered 
on the subject, board president 
Fuessel commented that he thought 
the consensus of the board was not 
to get into the home health care 
business.

In other business, the board met 
with Ken McDaniel, a financial 
planner from San Angelo. 
McDaniel visited with the board 
concerning the hospital district's 
funds. Saying that he didn't expect 
interest rates to rise much in the 
next year. He proposed a conser­
vative investment plan and recom­
mended staggering the district's 
investments so that they would 
mature at different times. "That 
way we can take advantage of any 
increase in interest while protect­
ing against any downturns."

The board then went into execu-

Airport sustains heavy damage
Nature's fury was felt in Schle­

icher County again last week when 
a line of severe thunderstorms 
brought destruction to the county 
airport and several homes and busi­
nesses . The main brunt of the storm 
passed through the area around 
3:00 a.m. on Thursday, February 
20th. Power outages were reported 
due to downed utility lines.

Torrential rains accompanied 
the storm. In some cases, rainfall 
of 4x/2 inches were reported. FM 
915 and FM 2129 were closed due 
to high water. Finnegan draw, four 
miles north of Eldorado on FM 
915, reportedly crested at just over 
5 feet before the water began re­
ceding.

Damage at the county airport 
was extensive with most of the 
facility's hangars receiving dam­
age. Those hangars facing the run­
way were completely destroyed, 
however. At least one plane, that 
of Joe Charles Christian sustained 
heavy damage.

A wall was toppled and an over­
head door blown in at BJ Services, 
3 miles southvof Eldorado. Ford 
Oglesby's Wool and Mohair ware­
house was damaged, too. Just north 
of there, at the home belonging to 
Barbara West Clark, bams were

destroyed and several goats were 
reportedly missing. And, grain si­
los were toppled at a farm belong­
ing to Charles Ray Pfluger, 10 
miles north of Eldorado.

The National Weather Service 
(NWS) in San Angelo had placed 
Schleicher County under a Tornado 
Watch earlier in the evening. And, 
a Sever Thunderstorm Warning 
was issued shortly before the storm 
hit.

A spokesperson for the NWS 
told the Success that while doppler 
radar in San Angelo had not de­
tected a tornado in the storm, he 
could not mle one out. In fast mov­
ing, rapidly developing storms, it's 
not always possible to accurately 
predict tomadic winds, it was ex­
plained.

The damage at the airport 
comes as Schleicher County com­
missioners are struggling the finan­
cial burden of moving the airport's 
runway. Several local pilots af­
fected by the storm's devastation 
were on hand for Monday's 
commissioner's court meeting. The 
group pointed out that they would 
be needing to build new hangars as 
soon as possible but didn't want to 
do so if the mnway was going to 
be moved.

County commissioners meet
Schleicher County commis­

sioners met Monday, February 
24th and among other topics dis­
cussed recent storm damage to han­
gars at the county's airport. Meet­
ing with the commissioners were 
a group of local pilots including Joe 
Christian, Jeff Leggett and Jimmy 
Doyle.

The pilots, whose hangars were 
either damaged or destroyed in last 
week's storm were seeking direc­
tion from the commissioners who 
are currently considering moving 
the airport runway.

Joe Christian, whose hangar 
was completely destroyed, told the 
commissioners that he would need

to build a new hangar soon. He said 
he would prefer to build his han­
gar facing away from the prevail­
ing wind and wanted to locate it so 
that it would be accessible to the 
new runway.

County Judge Johnny Griffin 
told the pilots that the county was 
trying to secure state funds to build 
a new runway but that those funds 
were being delayed by red tape.

Part of the hold up on the state 
money stems from the fact that the 
county fenced and pushed brush on 
a 40 acre parcel of land it purchased 
recently without getting an envi­
ronmental impact study.

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My mother was the first o f her 
parent's seven children. So, it was only 
natural that I, her first child, would be 
nearer in age to some of my aunts and 
uncles than I was to many of my own 
cousins. One of those uncles was Jimmie 
Frank Grissom.

Jimmie, my mom's youngest brother, 
was barely 10 years older than me. I have 
vivid memories of him as a teenager. He 
was brimming with confidence and 
ready to charge out into the world.

In fact, I can recall a time when he 
and I were watching television — I think 
he had drawn the dubious duty of being 
my baby-sitter. Anyway, as we sat trans­
fixed by the images on the screen he told 
me that the world was a great big place 
and he couldn't wait to see it. Jimmie 
was like that. Brash. Confident.

A few short years later, Jimmie was 
driving a truck for a living and getting 
to see that great big world. He would 
tell me sometimes of all the places he 
had been. I think he was truly happy.

Once, when I was a teenager, he took

me with him to Houston. It was- an ad­
venture. He treated me to all the RC co­
las I could drink and regaled me with 
stories of the open road. I loved it.

Another time, I rode with him to Mis­
sissippi. We crossed the big river at 
Vicksburg on a bridge that was far too 
narrow for the two-lane highw ay and the 
railroad track that were on it. Jimmie had 
warned me a few miles before we 
reached it that the bridge would be scary. 
He was right.

When we finally made it to the other 
side of the river, I was frozen in my seat. 
Jimmie shot a big grin my way and said, 
"Wasn't that great!?"

The trip back across was equally as 
frightening. With a train passing mere 
inches from one lane of traffic, and 
trucks meeting one another on a road so 
narrow that they frequently broke their 
mirrors, it was an experience I will never 
forget.

Sunday morning I received a phone 
call telling me that Jimmie had suffered 
a heart attack. He was hospitalized in

Abilene in critical condition. The outlook 
was grim, I was told, and the family was 
encouraged to hurry home. The news 
caught me by surprise.

When I reached the hospital, I was ush­
ered in to see him. He was unconscious 
and being kept alive by life support. I'm 
certain he didn't know I was there but I 
took his hand anyway and talked to him.

Monday, the phone call came telling 
me that Jimmie had passed away. A grief 
stricken family mourns his passing. A 
wife, six children and several grandchil­
dren will miss him. So will his three sis­
ters, three brothers and a host of nieces and 
nephews, including me.

A couple of years ago, I passed through 
Vicksburg on vacation. There's a new 
bridge across the Mississippi now...a wide 
one that easily handles four lanes of traf­
fic at 70 mph. In fact, it's almost easy to 
overlook the rusting hulk of the old bridge 
that lies just to the north. It's still open to 
local traffic and one of these days I intend 
to cross it again. When I do, I'll be think­
ing of Jimmie.

high places!
Kevin is a free lance video edi­

tor in Dallas. He gets to do all sorts 
of fun stuff. He edited NBC’s Of­
ficial Olympic Highlights Tape. 
He was working on it while the 
Olympics were in progress in At­
lanta.

NBC ran commercials for the 
highlights tape during Olympic 
broadcasts.

Just as soon as we saw the ad­
dress on the commercial, we or­
dered one. Best twenty dollars I 
ever spent.

Months later, when the tape 
finally came, we put it in the VCR 
and fast forwarded it to the last 
five minutes.

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Texas Auto Insurers request 11 percent rate hike
State :h CapitalAUSTIN— Auto insurers sub­

mitted proposals for 1997 rates be­
fore the deadline passed last week.

The Texas Insurance Organi­
zation, which represents medium 
and small auto insurance compa­
nies, asked for an 11 percent in­
crease in standard, or “bench­
mark” insurance rates. Farmers In­
surance Group, a large company, 
asked for a 7.4 percent hike.

Mark Toohey, a spokesman for 
Farmers, said the company’s pro­
posed rate increase is tied to higher 
costs for repairing and replacing 
cars and because 20 to 25 percent 
of Texas motorists are driving 
without insurance.

But Rob Bordelon, a state con­
sumer advocate for insurance, 
countered the rate increase pro­
posals, calling for a 3.9 percent cut 
in benchmark rates.

“We feel strongly that indus­
try losses for auto liability have 
gone down in recent years,” 
Bordelon told The Dallas Morn­
ing News. “And,” he said, “con­
sumers should see their premiums 
reduced as well.”

State law allows insurers to 
charge 30 percent above or below 
the benchmark rate.

Insurance Commissioner Elton 
Bomer will make a final decision 
on the rates later this year.

Victim-Rights Bill Passes
The Senate last week approved 

a victim-rights bill that would pro­
hibit state appeals courts from 
throwing out criminal convictions 
because of minor or technical er­
rors in the trying of cases.

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Sen. J.E. “Buster” Brown, R- 
Lake Jackson, said the measure is 
intended to spare crime victims 
from repeated trials that result 
when convictions are overturned 
because of “harmless errors.”

“Crime victims all across the 
state are asking the Legislature to 
make it very clear that while crimi­
nals are entitled to a fair trial, they 
are not entitled to a perfect trial,” 
Brown said.

The bill has moved to the 
House for consideration.

Bill Broadens Right-to-Carry
Sen. Jerry Patterson, R-Pasa- 

dena, is trying to push his con­
cealed handgun bill, which be­
came law in 1995, a few steps fur­
ther with new legislation that 
would prohibit handgun bans in 
many public places.

Patterson’s bill would lift the 
state ban on carrying concealed 
handguns in churches, nursing 
homes, amusement parks and hos-

pitals, but would preserve the ban 
for hospital emergency rooms and 
trauma centers.

His bill also would allow 
people convicted of nonviolent 
felonies who have had their rights 
restored to apply for concealed 
handgun permits.

And, under the bill, Texas 
would recognize right-to-carry 
permits issued by other states.

A number of state and local 
municipal and nursing groups op­
pose the bill.

Counterfeit Trademark Bill
Selling counterfeit goods bear­

ing trademarks meant to make 
them appear genuine would be a 
crime under legislation passed by 
the Senate last week.

“Organized crime syndicates 
as well as certain terrorist groups 
are utilizing counterfeit goods to 
raise money for their various 
causes,” said Sen Ken. 
Armbrister, D-Victoria.

The goods range from purses 
and watches to electronic equip­
ment, he said, adding that the sales 
are a probl em primarily in the Dal­
las and Houston areas. An esti­
mated $10 million to $25 million 
in counterfeit goods are ware­
housed in the H ouston area, 
Armbrister said.

The bill, which now goes to the 
House for consideration, would 
create a range of criminal penal­
ties and provide for seizure of 
counterfeit goods.

Cashless Welfare Bill Filed
Rep. Harvey Hilderbran, R-

Kerrville, filed a bill that would j 
create a cashless welfare system.

Hilderbran, chairman of the 
House Human Services Commit­
tee, said the measure is intended 
to ensure that benefits given to 
welfare recipients are used on be- ¥  
half of children in families on the 
welfare rolls.

The bill would expand the list 
of items welfare recipients can buy 
with their monthly welfare checks.
But it also would make it impos­
sible for recipients to get cash with 
the Lone Star Card.

“If recipients could not get 
cash with the card,” Hilderbran 4 
said, “they could not use their 
money to buy cigarettes or alco­
hol.”

• State Sen. Drew Nixon, R- 

Carthage, was charged last week 
with soliciting prostitution on 
Austin’s South Congress Avenue 
after police said he offered an un­
dercover officer $35 to have sex. 
Nixon was one of 82 people ar­
rested in one day, as part of a sting 
operation. Nixon spent one night 
in jail and was released on $750 
bail.

• Agents from the Internal Rev­
enue Service seized the Austin 
home of prom inent atheist . 
M adalyn M urray O ’Hair and 
loaded two moving vans with her 
furniture and other possessions.

I think there should be a statute 
** of limitations on sequels. John 

Carpenter's "Escape From L.A." 
comes 16 years after his cult hit 
"Escape From New York", yet its 
nowhere near as entertaining and 
lacks the fangs of its original film.

The problem is money. Rather 
than develop a plot fueled by good 
writing, Carpenter and the studio 
opt to throw cash at the screen: fi­
ery explosions, fierce chase scenes, 

l flashy computer graphics.
The plot is similar to the origi­

nal. This time it's the president 
daughter who crashes into a major 
U S. city turned penal colony. An 
earthquake has left Los Angeles an 
island fortress where the U.S. sends 
the scum of society, including 
those who don't fit the current 
president's (played by C liff 
Robertson) moral agenda.

Trouble is, the First Daughter 
has stolen a black box containing 
satellite codes. There's also the 
shameful matter of her falling un­
der the spell of the rebel leader who 
rules L.A. He plans to use the codes 
to hold the country hostage. Is there 
no one who can end his thuggery 
and restore America's dignity?

Enter Snake Plissken (played 
by Kurt Russell), outlaw released 

j  and pressed into service by his gov­
ernment. He's got 24 hours to re­
trieve the box or a deadly toxin in 
his system will be activated. It's an

offer he can't refuse.
By this point you should be on 

the edge of your seat - or at least 
mildly engaged in the story. But 
"Escape From L.A." is all sound 
and fury, when what you really 
crave is a touch of substance. We 
know Snake will make it to L.A., 
that he'll find the box and that nasty 
rebel. He'll endure close scrapes 
and lose a fleeting female friend, 
en route to a finale in which the 
president tries to double - cross 
him.

What we don't expect is a ge­
neric outing that does neither star 
nor director proud. There's none of 
the dark wit and tension that made 
the original so appealing, and save 
for an extra 20 pounds, Russell's 
Snake is a shadow of his former 
self. He gives a so- so performance 
in a movie that strains to be aver­
age.

Sequels have always been a roll 
of the dice. This one comes up 
snake eyes. "Escape From L.A.", 
rated R due to violence, is locally 
available at Eagle Video.

to go onto private property. It was 
also noted that Carrie Hill is the new 
chairman of the Keep Texas Beau- 
tiful-Eldorado committee.

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CRP sign-up begins Monday
COLLEGE STATION — Sign­

up dates for the 1997 Conservation 
Reserve Program (CRP) are March 
3rd through March 28th as released 
by Agriculture Secretary Dan 
Glickman.

“CRP is a voluntary program 
designed to encourage producers to 
plant long-term, resource-conserv­
ing vegetation on eligible cropland 
to improve soil, water, and wild­
life resources,” said Harold Bob 
Bennett, State Executive Director 
of USDA-Farm Service Agency 
(FSA). “If eligible, producers may 
receive annual rental payments and 
cost-share assistance to establish 
the approved cover,” Bennett 
added. He stated that the length of 
the contract is 10 to 15 years and 
that certain activities which have 
long-term environmental benefits 
may qualify for incentive pay­
ments.

“Those who wish to apply must 
have owned or operated the land 
being offered for at least 12 months 
prior to March 28, 1997 and meet 
several other FSA requirements,” 
concluded Bennett.

“In addition to FSA’s require­
ments, the cropland also must meet 
additional requirements adminis­
tered by the USDA Natural Re-

“Factors such as the erodibility 
of the land, evidence of scour ero­
sion, and the land’s proximity to 
noncropped wetlands are a few of 
the eligibility factors examined by 
NRCS,” Burt continued.

Practices like buffer 
strips on riparian areas, grass filter 
strips, grass waterways, shelter 
belts, and the protection of areas 
around well-heads all have long­
term benefits to the environment 
long after a CRP contract expires,” 
concluded Burt.

To sign-up for the 15th CRP, 
contact your local FSA office for 
an appointment. Absentee land- 
owners interested should contact 
the FSA office in the county where 
their land is located.

According to Bennett and Burt, 
both FSA and NRCS are working 
closely to insure a successful sign­
up. For more information, contact 
your local FSA or NRCS office.
