Panel to urge human cloning
* A federal ethics panel report 
edly will urge Congress to pass 
legislation allowing creation of 
cloned human embryos for re 
search, but banning their use to 
make babies. The Washington 
Post reported yesterday that under 
the commission's plan, privately 
funded scientists or doctors could 
make cloned human embryos for 
research purposes but could not 
limplant them into women's 
Wombs. Members of the National 
Bioethics Advisory Commission 
say the recommendations are sen 
sible, given the ethical complexi 
ties and the need for immediate 
action. The Post says the ethics 
group is due to complete its work 
this weekend.

Jury to decide McVeigh penalty
Jurors began yesterday hearing 

testimony that will help them de­
cide whether Oklahoma City 
bomber Timothy McVeigh will be 
executed or will spend his life in 
prison. The prosecution said it 
plans to call as many as 45 wit­
nesses, probably over three days. 
Most will tell of lost loved ones, 
taking 10 to 15 minutes apiece. 
They are expected to deliver some 
of the most heart-wrenching testi­
mony so far. The defense is likely 
Wo call McVeigh's father or sister 
to recount McVeigh's upbringing 
and introduce his record as an 
Army sergeant during the Gulf 
War. Judge Richard Matsch has 
said he will limit overly emotional 
evidence in attempt to prevent the 
sentencing phase from becoming 
a "lynching."

Medicare before House panel
A Medicare reduction plan is 

Expected to gain bipartisan ap­
proval when it is considered by a 
House subcommittee this week 
Under pressure from President 
Clinton, House Republicans have 
backed off plans to offer tax-free 
medical savings accounts to all 
Medicare recipients, suggesting 
instead a 500,000-person pilot 
project. The medical savings ac­
counts proposal is part of overall 
legislation unveiled yesterday to 
slow the growth in Medicare 
spending by a net $115 billion over 
five years. The measure is needed 
under a balanced-budget deal be­
tween the White House and Con­
gress.

Tobacco trial continues in 
Miami

A judge in Miami says at least 
a dozen more prospective jurors 
fte to be questioned in a second­
hand smoke trial. Jury selection 
has been moving slowly in the 
case, which began Monday. Only 
11 people have made it past the 
initial round of lawyer queries. 
Dade County' Circuit Court Judge 
Robert Kaye grew impatient Tues­
day and accused tobacco industry 
lawyers of muddling the minds of 
respective jurors with trick ques­

tions. The judge said the questions 
put to jurors by the tobacco law­
yers were too firmly aimed at un­
covering anti- ides.
The $5 billion lawsuit is the first 
class-action and first second-hand 
&ooke case against the tobacco 
industry to go to trial.

School board hires Brownlow as elementary 
principal, narrows search for superintendent

For several weeks, the future of 
Schleicher County schools has 
seemed a little hazy, as trustees 
searched for both a superintendent 
and an elementary’ school princi­
pal. But the fog lifted slightly on 
Monday evening, June 2nd. First, 
the board met with Don Killough, 
a recruiter for the Texas Associa­
tion of School Boards (TASB) in a 
lengthy executive session. During 
that closed door meeting, the trust­
ees selected seven semi-finalists 
for the superintendent's post. Then, 
they emerged into open session and 
voted unanimously to hire Brian 
Brownlow, currently a middle 
school teacher, to fill the principal's 
position in the elementary’ school.

The list of superintendent can­
didates was not made public im­
mediately until Killough contacted 
each of the semi-finalists. But on 
Wednesday, the list was posted for 
public inspection.

Names on the list include: Guy 
Nelson, Supt., Corwell I.S.D.; Bar­
bara Skipper, Asst. Supt., Uvalde 
C.I.S.D.; Kurtis Leifeste, Supt., 
Schulenburg I.S.D.; Hal Porter, 
Supt., Crosbyton C.I.S.D.; Jim 
Kirkland, Supt-., Tcxline i.S.D.; 
Carl H offm eyer, Supt., 
Bloominton I.S.D.; and Michael 
Wallace, Director of Federal Pro- 
gram s/Technology, La Grange 
I.S.D.

According to several agendas

posted in the school's administra­
tion building, the school board in­
tends to interview each o f the 
semi-finalists this week. Following 
those interviews, the field will be 
narrowed to three finalists. A final 
decision on the next superintendent 
isn 't expected for a few more 
weeks. Meanwhile, interim-super­
intendent Robbie Sanford will con-

Sanford was appointed interim-su­
perintendent, he announced that he, 
too, was leaving Eldorado. Sanford 
will take over as elementary prin­
cipal in Merkel, Texas but has 
agreed to stay in Eldorado through 
the summer and help with the per­
sonnel search and transition.

In recommending Brownlow to 
succeed him as elementary princi­
pal, Sanford praised the middle 
school science teacher's work ethic.

"We had 10 applicants, two 
with experience," Sanford stated. 
"However, my recommendation, 
without any reservation, is Brian 
Brownlow. I know he will do you 
a good job."

W illiam Edmiston made the 
motion to hire Brownlow which 
was seconded by Berta Nicholson. 
The vote in favor of the motion was 
unanimous.

Brownlow, 30, came to Eldo­
rado two years ago from Alief Elsik 
school in Houston where he was 
the high school varsity football and 
head track coach. Before that, he 
was a middle school teacher and 
coach in Brownwood.

* During the  past 
Brownlow has taught Earth Sci­
ence in Eldorado Middle School 
while pursuing his masters degree 
at Angelo State University. He re­
ceived his bachelors degree from 
the University of Texas.

Local man injured in 
weekend pickup blaze

Ruben Gonzales, 53, of Eldo­
rado was seriously burned Satur­
day when his pickup truck caught 
fire in his yard. Gonzales was taken 
by am bulance to Sch leicher 
County Medical Center before be­
ing transported to San Angelo. He 
was eventually taken by helicop­
ter to the Brooks Army Bum Unit 
in San Antonio where he remains 
in stable condition.

According to investigators at 
the scene, the fire began as 
Gonzales was working on a piece 
of lawn equipment while sitting in 
his pickup. Exactly how the fire 
began is uncertain, but in seconds, 
the truck, and Gonzales were en­
gulfed in flames.

Gonzales managed to exit the 
pickup and run next door where

Taylor King and Bill Flack were 
working. "He had been over ear­
lier in the day so he knew we were 
outside," said King after the inci­
dent. "When we saw him he was 
on firerand running."

Taylor stated that he and Flack 
rolled Gonzales on the ground try­
ing to extinguish the flames. "You 
could smell gasoline on him and 
the fire kept burning on his legs and 
around his collar," King continued.

"When there's a fire, your hose 
is never long enough," said King, 
" so we just rolled him toward it and 
started running water on him."

Units of the Eldorado Volunteer 
Fire Department and the Schleicher 
County EMS responded to the 
emergency following a 911 call 
that was logged in at 4:17 pm.

W.T.U. customer to see a "fuel surcharge"
West Texas Utilities Company 

retail customers will see an in­
crease in the total amount o f their 
electric bills beginning this week. 
According to the company, a sur­
charge is being added to customer 
bills over the next 12 months to 
collect unrecovered fuel costs and 
interest.

The Public Utility Commission 
of Texas approved W TU’s request 
to recover approximately $13 mil­
lion in unrecovered fuel costs and 
interest that are the result of unfore­
seen and significant increases in the 
cost of natural gas that have oc-

çurred over the last year through­
out the country.

Im plem entation o f  the sur­
charge will result in a 1.6 percent 
increase in customers’ bills over 
the 12-month period. According to 
WTU, typical residential custom­
ers using 1,0% kilowatt-hours of 
electricity a month would see their 
bills increase, on average, by ap­
proximately $1.22.

The effect o f the surcharge on 
customers’ bills will vary depend­
ing on the rate schedule under 
which they take service.

Investor-owned electric utilities

in Texas, like WTU, use fuel fac­
tors based on cost estimates to col­
lect the projected cost o f fuel used 
to generate electricity. When the 
actual costs o f fuel significantly 
exceed the fuel charges that cus­
tomers are paying in their monthly 
bills, PUCT rules require that the 
utility request permission to sur­
charge the additional amount. 
When the actual costs of fuel are 
significantly lower than what cus­
tomers are paying in fuel charges, 
the electric utility is required to is­
sue a refund__________________

Easing Out A Calf

A week ago, central Texas 
was pounded by tornadoes. The 
small town of Jarrell was par­
ticularly hard hit as a category 5 
twister vacuumed up an entire 
subdivision. It was their second 
tornado in less than 8 years. Sev­
eral families were killed in 
Jarrell, one of those being the 
Igos.

Larry Igo, 46, his wife Joan, 
45, their daughter Audrey, 17, 
and twin sons John and Paul, 15, 
were all killed when the storm 
carried away their home.

Larry Igo was the nephew of 
Fred and Juanita Igo of Eldo­
rado. Hours after the storm, the 
couple waited for news that their 
loved ones were safe. But as

hours turned into days and res­
cue workers located one body 
after another it became apparent 
that none in the family had sur­
vived.

The tragedy made national 
headlines. Video tape footage of 
the tornado was played over and 
over again. For several days 
other important stories were 
pushed off the front pages and 
bumped to the end of television 
newscasts. America, it seems, 
was focused on Jarrell, Texas.

In the middle of it all stood 
the relatives and friends of the 
Igos who sought only grieve for 
and pay tribute to their departed 
family members.

By all accounts, the Igos had

a deep and abiding faith in God. 
Larry Igo was a music director at 
First Baptist Church of Jarrell and 
his entire family was active in the 
church.

When portions of the funeral 
were aired on the network news,
I thought to myself, can’t the re-^ 
porters let these people have some 
peace?

But, when the pastor assured 
the mourners that because of the 
Igo family's faith in God, they 
would be reunited in heaven, I re­
alized that the message was be­
ing broadcast into millions of 
homes. #

I only pray that someone, 
somewhere took the time to lis­
ten.

COMMON SENSE

Dr. Brent, large animal vet in 
the w ilds of western Montana said 
he had an interesting case/ about 
w hich he asked my opinion .

It seems one o f his clients had 
called wondering what he could do 
for a downer cow with milk fever.

“Milk fever?” asked Dr. Brent.
“Yup. She got it right after I 

eased the calf out with the tractor,” 
explained the client.

Dr. Brent's question to me was, 
How do you define the word 
‘ease ’?

He had consulted with Montana 
State University’s resident bovine 
acupuncturist and uterine hydrau­
lics technician, Raymundo, who 
suggested  using the fo rm ula  
E=mc2; Ease equals mother cow 
skewered.

To define the parameters we 
must consider the tractor, the cow, 
the environment and the chain. 
And we must calculate in the vari­
ables such as:

• is the tractor in 1st gear or 
3rd gear.

• Is the angle of attack critical.

(For instance, do you simply tie on 
to the three point hitch or is the 
front end loader bucket involved 
somehow.)

• If  conditions are muddy and 
slick, do you chain up the tractor 
tires or do you let them spin once 
the chain has reached a certain ten­
sion.

• Is the cow tied hard to a post? 
If not, is the tow track straight or 
must one negotiate between bales 
of hay, 55 gallon drums, retired 
farm equipment and abandoned 
projects made of cinder block and 
steel.

• Is the track level? Should a 
higher gear be used if  one is pull­
ing downhill or should heavy ob­
jects like round bales, salt pallets 
or other cows be tied to her halter 
shank to slow the descent. »

• If one is pulling uphill should 
speed be limited to no more than 
20 mph, unless of course one is in 
the pasture, the dew is heavy and 
the grass is slick whereupon speeds 
may be limited only by large ob­
stacles and the gear ratio.

• Length o f chain could affect 
connection flexibility, acting in 
bungee cord fashion to reduce en­
gagement shock.

• Regarding acceleration vs. 
velocity, should the slack be taken 
out of the tow chain gently or is it 
acceptable to just pop the clutch 
and take a run at it.

There are many other variables. 
Such as time of day, phase of the 
moon, color o f the cow, mental 
health of farmer and amount of wa­
ter in the tractor tires. But the best 
way to evaluate the degree o f 
‘ease’ used when ‘easing’ a calf out 
with the tractor, is the post-parturi­
ent condition of the calf. Are his front 
legs longer than they should be?

The Man Behind Tabasco
Walter Mcllhenny is the man 

who made tabasco sauce famous 
both in food and fashion. He was 
a crackeijack businessman, gour­
met, wine connoisseur and host 
par excellence. He never married.

He lived on Avery Island, a 
three-mile-long, two-mile-wide 
piece o f land in Louisiana’s bayou 
country 120 miles west of New 
Orleans. It is a subtropical para­
dise th a t has been in the 
M cllhenny family for genera­
tions. It is a wildlife preserve that 
features desert palms, magnificent 
cypress trees and gnarled oaks 
bearded  w ith  Spanish m oss. 
Avery Island has about 35Presi­
dents, its own post office and 
school, It also has a salt mine.

W alter’s family started mak­
ing their tabasco sauce shortly af­
ter the Civil War. His grandfather, 
Edmund Mcllhenny planted some 
capsicum pepper seeds given to 
him by a friend passing through 
on his way to Mexico. He took the 
tiny red peppers from the plants 
and mixed them with Avery Is-

land salt and vinegar. The result 
was a unique pepper sauce. 
Mcllhenny poured it into small 
cologne bo ttles  and ca lled  it 
Tabasco pepper sauce, from the 
name o f the river and town in 
southern Mexico where the seeds 
originated.

Walter learned how to shoot at 
an early age and in 1931 was 
named one of the 100 best shoot­

ers in the nation. He said that gave 
him confidence when World War 
Two came along. He was awarded 
the Navy Cross and Silver Star for 
gallantry on Guadalcanal. Walter 
took over the presidency o f the 
company in 1949.

Walter once served a meal in 
the saltmine. The tables and chairs 
were carved from rock salt and 
light was by candlelight. The men 
wore tuxedos and the ladies wore 
form als. He loved sharing his 
yacht, The Heron, with friends. 
W alter’s love of food came natu­
rally. His grandfather once enjoyed 
a meal at Amaud’s restaurant in 
New Orleans so much he wanted 
to start it all over again. So he did.

In the 50’s W alter created a 
three ounce bottle of Tabasco pep­
per sauce to be sent to troops in 
Korea. He later enlisted a chef and 
a top flight mess sergeant to pro­
duce recipes with a basis in C-ra- 
tions for the fighting men in Viet 
Nam. He sent them cook books 
wrapped around a two ounce bottle 
o f Tabasco sauce.

Walters rules for a perfect din­
ner party; No more than eight 
people sharing one conversation. 
Plan well so the party will have 
an air of spontaneity. Light the 
room in such a way (candelight is 
best) that even your plainest guest 
will look attractive. Avoid play­
ing background music at full vol­
ume. Food is best displayed on a 
plain white linen tablecloth set 
with sparkling silverware and 
glassware.

End of session threatens to sink tax reform effort
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AUSTIN — With only a few 
days remaining until the June 2 end 
of the legislative session, the pros­
pect o f tax reform is waning.

A 10-member conference com­
mittee o f five senators and five 
House members has not agreed on 
a final version o f  a tax plan that 
would reduce the school property 
tax burden o f homeowners and 
businesses.

Rep. Paul Sad ler, D- 
Henderson, who served as chair­
man o f the committee that drafted 
the House version of the tax reform 
bill, told Senate conferees, "We are 
willing to listen if  you have a pro­
posal. I am willing to look at a 
middle ground as long as it has the 
same kind o f property relief that 
our plan offers."

Sen. Teel Bivins, R-Amarillo, 
told Sadler, however, "I have not 
heard an area where you are will­
ing to compromise."

Quoted by the Austin Ameri- 
can-Statesman, Sadler said, "If we 
don't have something by Sunday 
(May 25), you can forget it."

Meanwhile, Gov. George W. 
Bush expressed confidence that the 
com m ittee w ill find com m on 
ground.

"There are some strong-willed, 
very capable members who are 
expressing themselves. But I do 
believe so much work has gone 
into this it would be an opportu­
nity missed."

proposed in the Senate plan. An­
other major difference in the two 
packages is that the Senate plan 
would revise the property tax ap­
praisal formula.

The state comptroller's office 
reported that of property tax col­
lections in the past six years, 81 
percent came from higher property 
valuations.

Bush Will Reject Pay Raise
The governor, attorney general, 

comptroller o f public accounts, the 
agriculture and land commission­
ers and three railroad commission­
ers would get 15 percent pay raises 
under a proposal being considered 
by a state budget conference com­
mittee.

Gov. Bush's salary would go 
from $99,122 to $115,345 a year, 
but he said he did not ask for a raise 
and, "I am not going to accept it. I 
was elected at the salary I am now

receiving and that's all I am going 
to take."

Furthermore, advocates of an 
across-the-board pay raise for state 
employees said it is not fair to in­
crease pay for officials elected 
statewide by more than $1,000 a 
month when the same proposal 
calls for a $100 a month raise for 
other state employees.

But Rep. Robert Junell, D-San 
Angelo, chairman of the House 
Appropriations Committee, rea­
soned that the raises would be ap­
propriate. "These officials have a 
great deal of responsibility, and we 
hold them responsible for large 
budgets and agencies," he said.

In November 1992, officials 
elected statewide received a 3 per­
cent pay increase, as did other state 
employees.

D river's License Fees to Go Up
A bill that would raise the cost 

o f driver's licenses cleared the 
House last week and now awaits 
the governor's signature.

Under the bill, licenses would 
have to be renewed every six years, 
and a one-time fee would be as­
sessed at the time of renewal.

The new fees would be:
• $85 for drivers age 18 to 24;
• $75 for drivers age 25 to 34;
• $60 for drivers age 35 to 44;
• $40 for drivers age 45 to 49;
• $20 for drivers age 50 to 54;
• $16 for drivers age 55 to 59; 

and
• $ 16 every four years for driv­

ers 60 and up.
The proposal — recommended j  

by State Comptroller John Sharp 
— would generate $234 million 
during the first two years and pro­
vide enough money to the state's 
general revenue fund to pay for the 
$100 a month pay increase pro­
posed for state employees.

However, the state would be­
gin losing money in the fifth year 
after implementing the new fees 
because drivers will have paid the 
renewal fee by then. 0

The bill's sponsor, Rep. Henry 
Cuellar, D-Laredo, predicted the 
growing economy and other state 
budget cuts could offset the $53 
million in lost revenue that would 
occur in the fifth year, which 
would be the year 2002.

O ther Capital Highlights
• The Senate approved a bill 

that would require criminal back-^ 
ground checks on people who pro­
vide care in their home for up to 
three children.

Failure to undergo a check 
would carry criminal penalties. 
Currently, only those who care for 
four or more children must un­
dergo a background check.

• The Senate voted 30-0 to ap­
prove the appointment of former# 
Texas Supreme Court Chief Jus­
tice John Hill as a Lottery Com­
mission member. Hill, who has 
also served as attorney general and 
secretary o f state, was named to

the Lottery Commission by 
Gov. Bush in January ^

For ex­
ample, the actual cost o f natural gas 
in December 1996 was 82 percent 

% higher than the December 1995 
cost.

WTU reports that approximately

Rep. Bob Turner (D-Voss) has 
passed legislation which will give 
volunteer fire departments access to 
firefighting equipment that nor­
mally would be destroyed because 
of liability concerns. House Bill 680 
will protect companies from liabil­
ity when they donate used or obso­
lete firefighting equipment to the 
Texas Forest Service.

The Texas Forest Service al­
ready operates a program whereby 
donated equipment is recertified, 
where applicable, and distributed to 
volunteer fire departments around 
the state. "House Bill 680 already 
has resulted in the donation of hun­
dreds of air packs," said Turner. 
"Most volunteer fire departments 
cannot afford to buy these and they 
are absolutely critical breathing 
equipment for firefighters who en­
ter burning structures," Rep. Turner 
said.

"A lot of industrial and chemi­
cal companies have fire brigades on 
site at their plants. OSH A requires 
them to upgrade their firefighting 
equipment periodically, and a lot of 
this equipment never even gets 
used. Until now, companies would 
actually destroy the obsolete equip­
ment rather than donate it because 
of the liability. I am talking about 
things like breathing apparatus, 
bunker gear, hose, nozzles and gas 
metering devices—equipment that

could save a volunteer firefighter's 
life and that was literally going into 
the trash heap," Turner explained.

"I am very proud of this legisla­
tion. I know it will save lives. More­
over, it will reduce insurance pre­
miums in areas served by volunteer 
fire departments, because more 
VFDs will be able to meet the fire 
protection standards set by the state 
Insurance Services Office," said 
Turner.

I have a powerful drama to tell 
you about this week, and Mel Gibson 
makes "Ransom" well worth 
watching.

Mel Gibson fans will find plenty 
to hold their attention in "Ransom", 
a thriller from director Ron Howard 
about what happens when a rich and 
powerful man meets his match in a 
diabolical kidnapper.

Gibson's Tom Mullen is a self- 
made millionaire, the owner of an 
airline who scrapped his way to the 
top of a competitive heap. He's adept 
at dealing with rough unions and 
corrupt bureaucrats. Yet when his 
10-year-old son is ransomed for $2 
million, he faces a dilemma. Does 
he pay, as his hysterical wife (played 
by Rene Russo) insists? Or does he 
go with his instincts and play 
hardball?

This being a Mel Gibson film ( 
and reel life being much more con­
venient than real life), Tom takes a 
different route. He goes on TV and 
offers to up the reward - not to the 
kidnappers, but to anyone who will 
bring him their heads. And even then 
he's not sure he's doing the right

thing. Yet the viewer knows. Indeed, 
every frame of this film races toward 
a climax where delayed justice is fi­
nally delivered. The outcome is 
never in question, only how Mullen's 
revenge will be carried out.

If "Ransom" sometimes lapses 
into pattern plotting - good guys, bad 
guys, ambilvalent cops - the perfor­
mances keep it on track. Gibson is 
seemingly unaffected by the pain of 
the situation as the angry dad, com­
plete with emotional breakdown. Yet 
for him to be effective he needs a 
credible villian and actor Gary Sinise 
is splendid as a sleazy detective de­
termined that no noe stand between 
him and his cash. Not even his own 
co-conspirators.

"Ransom", rated R, is a high- 
profile, big-budget Hollywood film 
that pushes all the right buttons and 
delivers the intensely emotional 
goods. Like a good sleight of hand, 
Howard uses nonstop suspense to 
overcome predictability.

This great movie is locally avail­
able at Eagle Video.

it was discovered by SCISD book­
keepers.

Sanford told the board the 
district's auditors had reviewed the 
situation and had recommended 
SCISD pay: 1) for the employee to 
re-file their tax returns; 2) any pen­
alty that might be assessed by the 
IRS; 3) the employee's accountant; 
and 4) any interest demanded by the 
IRS.

That drew a sharp response from 
board member Phil McCormick. 
"We hire those auditors and we pay 
them big bucks. How come they 
didn't find this when they audited the 
cottonpicking books?" McCormick 
continued by demanding that the 
district's auditors be required to pay 
for the oversight.

Following discussion, the board 
voted to pick up the tab to correct­
ing the error leaving the employee 
to pay only the amount of tax that is 
owed. All trustees voted in favor of 
the measure except Phil McCormick, 
who abstained.

The board then authorized the 
expenditure of of $10,000 to con­
struct a new hog barn near the 
school's exhibit building south of 
town. Also included in the project 
are improvements to the existing 
sheep bam, construction of an exer­
cise track and building a feed and 
tack room.

Before adiouming, board mem­
ber Eddie Albin asked if all roofers 
working for the district were covered 
by workers compensation and liabil­
ity insurance. Sanford replied that all 
roofers hired since he took over as 
interim-superintendent were re­
quired to have the insurance.

Albin then stated that he had re­
ceived specific questions about the 
roofing contractor who repaired the 
adminsitration building and school 
district employees who had repaired 
some of the district's houses since the 
end of the school year.

Sanford responded that he would 
check to see who had authorized that 
work and notify the board at their 
next meeting.
