'Robin Hood' school finance changes loom for legislators‘*z

AUSTIN — Lt. Gov. Bob Bul-
lock has asked lawmakers to re-
view the state’s school funding law
and look for a fairer way to pay for
public education.

Bullock said the so-called
Robin Hood law that purported to
take from rich school districts and
give to the poorer districts actually
takes from some relatively poor
districts.

Under the law, 91 of the 1,044
school districts in Texas must share
an estimated $350 million in taxes
with needy school districts. But,
according to statistics used by Bul-
lock, 54 of those 91 school districts
have per-capita personal income
below the state average of $19,716.

“This pokes a hole in the idea
that many so-called rich districts
are filled with rich people. Prop-
erty wealth that can come from a
major industry, a plant or oil wells
does not always mean the people
are rich.

“That is as good areason as any
to re-examine the state’s Robin
Hood school funding law. It’s good
evidence that the system is not the
fairest way to fund education,”
Bullock said.

Lottery Profits for Education

Bullock’s spokesman, Mike
Hailey, said the lieutenant gover-
nor supports the idea of dedicating
lottery profits to the funding of
public education.

In a nutshell, Hailey said, about
60 percent of the net lottery pro-
ceeds go to education now, with
about two-thirds of that going to
public education and the rest to

higher education.

If the projected $2.7 billion in
1996-97 lottery profits goes to edu-
cation in the 1998-99 biennium, the
other programs currently receiving

Water Law Rewrite Is Filed

Sen. J.E. “Buster” Brown, R-
Lake Jackson, has filed a rewrite
of Texas water law that has no pro-
vision overhauling the rule of cap-
ture.

The rule lets landowners pump
as much water as they wish, regard-
less of its effect on neighboring
wells.

Brown predicted, however, that
lawmakers would debate the rule
of capture as part of a broader re-
appraisal of state water law, the
Austin American-Statesman re-
ported. :

Seat belts are the law!f

Schleicher County Deputy Joe
Dombroski said he was surprised
last week when, in an 11-minute
period he counted 113 seat belt vio-
lations at the school. "Over half of
those were students," Dombroski
said.

That's when sheriff's deputies
began issuing warnings areund the
school and to other drivers in town.
"We've been giving those we stop
a copy of the law and a verbal
warning," Dombroski told the Suc-
cess.

However, warnings won't con-
tinue for long. Dombroski wouldn't
say exactly when officers will dis-
pense with the warnings and begin
issuing real citations, but indica-
tions are it could happen soon.

Schleicher County Sheriff
David Doran told the Success that
his officers have heen issuing the
warnings as a courtesy to citizens.
"We wanted to let folks know that

the seat belt law is going to be en-
forced. This way they get a little
advance notice."

Doran continued by saying that
he understands some people don't
like wearing seat belts. "The fact
is, seat belts save lives," Doran
commented.

"I've heard people say that they
always wear their seat belts when
they travel out of town...but they
don't want to be bothered with it
when they make a quick trip to the
post office or grocery store. But,
statistics show that most accidents
happen close to home." Doran said.

"I don't like responding to traf-
fic accidents, especially ones with
fatalities. And I really don't like
those involving kids," Doran con-
tinued. "So folks should buckle up
and see to it that their youngsters
do, too."

"Besides," Doran concluded,
"it's the law."

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I have a good family film to
talk about this week, one to rent
when you're not attending a bas-
ketball game. It's "Phenom-
enon'', rated PG and starring
John Travolta.

"Phenomenon" earned $104
million in theaters on the strength
of a deceptively simple premise:

»  What if an average guy became a

genius overnight? Would he be re-
garded as a godsend or an outcast?

“In the small town setting of this
story (a lot like Eldorado), it
doesn't take long to answer that
question. For George Malley
(played by John Travolta), an auto
mechanic in tiny Harmon, Califor-
nia learns firsthand that lifelong
friends can become skeptical

. strangers when fate or aliens or

some other entity endows him
with sudden mental gifts.

It all begins with George's 37
birthday party. As the night winds
down he steps outside, only to be
thrown to the ground by a light in
the sky.

as them.

Still, there are a few people on
George's side: Doc (played by
Robert Duvall), a kindly man of
science given to rationalizing ev-
ery event; Nate (played by Forrest
Whitaker), the best friend who
spends his nights serenading
Diana Ross on ham radio; and
Lace (played by Kyra Sedgewick),
the aloof divorcee whose heart
George captures.

For much of its 123 minutes,
"Phenomenon" follows two
tracks - George's puppyish inter-
est in Lace and the town folk's in-
creasing fear of George. He
spends his time inventing things
and never sleeps. Yet when asked
to explain his behavior, he can't,
and that more than anything,
makes him threatening.

Travolta is quietly charming as
a man who finds that sudden in-
sight is a burden in its own right.

Producers seeking new uses for mohair

~ "We must find new uses for
mohair. We have too long de-
pended on fashion as a prime user,"
said Lanny Leinweber of Mountain
Home, president of the Mohair
Council of America.

New products and product de-
velopment was the focal point of
the Mohair Council's annual meet-
ing that was held in San Angelo on
January 23, 1997.

In an effort to beef up its work
in product development, the coun-
cil employed consultant Richard
"Dick" Pactor, 59, of New York to
work with manufacters on clothing
designs using mohair. A graduate
textile engineer, Pactor was with
Burlington Industries for 27 years
as executive vece president of the
men's wear division in charge of
product development and styling.

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He later worked in a similar capac-
ity with Forstmann.

"We believe Dick Pactor can
help us," said Leinweber, who met
and interviewed Pactor several
weeks ago in New York. Pactor
will work out of the council's New
York marketing office. He was
given a one-year contract begin-
ning February 1. Madeline
Daddiego, the council's promotion
director, will continue to be in
charge of the New York operation.

In recent months, the Mohair
Council has pushed the marketing
of mohair socks being made by two
Texas firms located in Uvalde and
Sonora. In addition, the council has
initiated a contract with an Abilene
firm to place mohair products in
mail-order catalogs, such as L.L.
Bean, Eddie Bauer and others, and
work continues with Modem Tech-
nologies Inc. of Georgiato develop
a market for mohair carpet.

Gerald Morrison, president of
the company, believes he can have

a quality mohair carpet developed
for use in high dollar homes and
entertainment centers in a year.

Council officials are concerned
with the number of mohair produc-
ers who are selling their Angora
goats because of slow demand and
low prices being offeredfor their
product.

Ed Huston of San Angelo, the
interim director of the Texas A &
M University Research Center, told
producers not to be too hasty about
selling themselves out of the indus-
try.

"As each young female is
slaughtered, it will become harder
and harder to rebuild the industry
when mohairis back," Huston said.

In other business, council mem-
bers elected Leinweber to his first
term as president, elected Jack
Groff of Kerrville to be vice presi-
dent and Jesse Lockhart of
Barksdale as secretary-treasurer.
Lockhart previously served on the
council's executive committee.

Appointed to the executive com-
mittee were Fred Speck of@
Rocksprings, Jule Richmond of
Blanket and Pierce Miller of San
Angelo.

Leinweber said he anticipates a
search will begin next month for a
council executive director to suc-
ceed Duery Menzies, who will step
down effective April 30.

Also, the council will relocated
its San Angelo office from the
Norwest Bank Building to the ¢
Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers As-
sociation building where it will
share space with the service orga-
nization. The move will take place
before February 28, when the
council's present lease expires.

The annual Texas Tour for mo-
hair designers and manufacturers
will be held April 24-27 in San
Antonio and Kerrville. The
council's summer directors meet-
ing is scheduled for Aug. 14 at the
Inn of the Hills in Kerrville.

The Barbershop: an endangered place

Barbershops are vanishing. Ac-
cording to the Bureau of the Cen-
sus in only five years the number
of barbershops declined by 25%.
The endangered state of this tradi-
tionally all-male gathering place
alarmed Mic Hunter so much that
he spent 14 years traveling to 35
States to photograph neighborhood
barbershops and collect stories from
barbers and their customers. His
travels resulted in the book The
American Barbershop: A Closer
Look At A Disappearing Place.

Ask Hunter what is it that makes
barbershops such special places and
he rattles off a variety of reasons.
“Barbershops are filled with laugh-
ter. Nothing, death, sex, religion,
the government, is so sacred it can
not be the focus of a joke. The play-
fulness extends, not only to the top-
ics being discussed, but to the cus-
tomers as well. No man who ex-
pects to be a regular can take him-
self too seriously, because nobody
in the shop is going to exclude him
from some good natured ridicule.”

Barbershops are informal social
centers for men. Appointments are
not made, so the customers can
come and go as the urge occurs. A
guy can dash in for a quick trim or
hang around and chat for the entire
afternoon.

“In my travels, I noticed many
abarbershop that had two entrances:
the front door for men who were
primarily coming to get their hair
cut, and the back door for men who
were mostly coming for compan-
ionship. Near each door there would
be a group of chairs. Everyone
seemed to understand the system.
When the barber chair emptied,

someone from the front of the room
filled it and the guys in back stayed
put. No words were needed.”

Anyone who has spent any time
at all in a barbershop knows a bar-
ber is many things to his customer.
He is political commentator, as well
as sports and news reporter. He
hears confessions. He gives advice.
For some he is the father they never
had, or a reminder of the father that
has passed on. The barber is the link
between the blue-collar laborer and
the white-collar worker. Regardless
of what you do with your hands
when you are in a barber shop you
can be just another man. You can
be a regular guy.

When former-President Richard
Nixon died, who did the press seek
out to find out who was the “real
Dick Nixon?” Was it a statesman?
Another man who had held the
same office? A scholar? A biogra-

pher? No, it was his barber. The

man who cut the President’s hair
every week, year after year. Much
to his credit, the barber had the cour-
tesy to merely disclose; “Mr. Nixon
was a good tipper.”

Some barbers have customers
for decades. Hunter tells the story

of a barber who planned the dates
of his vacation so that a long-term
customer could continue to come in
for his twice-a-month haircut on the
usual days. The barber told Hunter ‘§
that this customer had been so regu-
lar that ifhe did not show up on the
day he was expected the police
would get a call from the barber re-
questing that they go to the
customer’s home to see if he had
fallen or was ill.

The appeal of the traditional bar-
bershop can be summed up in the
words of sign described in Hunter’s
book. It reads: :

“In this shop there are only six
rules, but they are strictly enforced-

1) no spitting on the floor;

2) no breaking the furniture;

3) no lastnames; -

4) you wait your turn no matter
how much money you make or how
much education you have;

5) you wait your turn no matter
who you are or how important you
think you are;

6) anything else goes. Py

Who can argued with a philoso- -~
phy like that? Maybe its time for
all of us to get a trim at the local
barbershop, while it still exists.
