When high winds destroyed one
hangar and damaged another at the
county airport on February 20th of
this year, Schleicher County com-
missioners hoped the storm would
increase the county's chances of re-
ceiving state funds for airport reno-
vation. But those hopes proved to
be short-lived Monday when

County Judge Johnny Griffin told
commissioners of word he had re-

ceived from Austin. According to
Griffin, David Fulton, aviation di-
vision director for the Texas De-
partment of Transportation
(TxDOT), had notified him that
Schleicher County would not be
moved "up the list" and stood little
chance of receiving a grant from
his department.

Fulton traveled to Eldorado last
month and toured the damaged air-
port. At that time, Griffin stated
that Fulton had told him "some-
thing might be done" to move

COmmissioners learn State
won't be paying for airport

Schleicher County ahead on the
waiting list. Now, with no money
forthcoming from the state, the
county is faced with paying for re-
pairs and renovations itself.

The airport has long been a sore
spot with state investigators. For
years they have criticized the
runway's proximity to the county

golf course. Golf carts on the run-
way have been a safety concemn and

one reason the TxDOT has prod-
ded Schleicher County into mov-
ing runway.

After years of negotiations, the
county managed to acquire land
adjacent to the airport's western
boundary. When county equipment
began clearing brush, in prepara-
tion for moving the runway away
from the golf course, it was hoped
that the work would be considered
asthe Schleicher County's "in kind
match" for grant funds. However,

The wind drops wildflower
seeds to give color in the spring.

Sometimes it slows to
a gentle breeze, swishes through
screen doors, and gives sooth-
ing relief to people outdoors.

Schools to be 'more accountable' for academics

AUSTIN --- State Reps. Harold
Dutton and Scott Hochberg, both
Uanctan Nemocrats, have filed
separate bills that would make pub-
lic schools more accountable for the
academic progress of special edu-
cation students.

Included in the legislation are
provisions that would remove in-
centives for schools to place low-
achievers in special education pro-
grams.

"We have more kids being
pushed into special education for
the wrong reasons. More often than
not, it is a place where kids are lan-
guishing in an educational cesspool

that forever labels and stifles their .

educational progress," Dutton said.

The proposed laws would keep
school districts from routinely ex-
empting special education students
from state achievement tests. They
also would count special education
students' scores in schools' evalua-
tions.

Education Commissioner Mike
Moses believes special education
students should be tested and their
scores counted. "We need to get as
many children as possible in the as-
sessment system," he said.

House Passes Tax Work-off Bill

Citizens 65 and older would be
able to work for school districts to
pay off their school property tax,
under legislation passed by the
Texas House last week.

The measure, sponsored by Rep.
Brian McCall, R-Plano, is modeled
after a Colorado plan that allows
school districts to contract with
older citizens who want to work off

their tax debt at minimum wage.
The money earned is credited to
their property tax bills.

"School districts in many cases
have trouble finding people to do
certain jobs in schools," McCall
was quoted in the Austin American-
Statesman.

"If a community has a concert
pianist and they are short in the
music department, they can bring
in a retired concert pianist to work
with the students."

Auto Insurers Discriminate?

A study by the Austin-based
Center for Economic Justice says
insurance companies writing auto
policies for Texas drivers are dis-
criminating against low-income
and minority areas by forcing resi-
dents to pay higher premiums.

And, the study says, the overall
rejection rate has increased and in-
surance availability worsened over
the past five years.

Insurance industry spokesman

Jerry Johns, in a report by the As-
sociated Press, said, "Any allega-
tions that this is a racial or minor-
ity issue are absurd and totally with-
out foundation. What apparently
has occurred is groups have
cobblestoned numbers together to
prove what they want to prove."

Jim Davis, a spokesman for the
Texas Department of Insurance,
said the department recently estab-
lished a hotline for people who be-
lieve they have experienced insur-
ance discrimination by ZIP code,
also known as redlining.

Senate Approves Adoption Bill

The Texas Senate last week ap-
proved a bill that would make adop-
tions quicker, in some cases.

Sponsored by Sen. Judith
Zaffirini, D-Laredo, the bill is
aimed at expediting adoptions of
children who have been removed
from their parents by the state be-
cause of neglect or abuse.

"What's happening is that these
children are growing up without a
family. They move from foster
home to foster home, and they age
out (turn 18) and they're out on the
street," Zaffirini said.

The bill also would create a pa-
ternity registry, making it easier to
terminate the parental rights of fa-
thers who don't claim their babies
and allow the infants to be adopted,
the Associated Press reported.

Commission Merger Opposed
Gov. George W. Bush is op-
posed to a bill by Sen. David Cain,
D-Dallas, that would merge the
Public Utility Commission into the

Texas Railroad Commission.

The PUC regulates electric and
telephone utilities, while the Rail-
road Commission regulates the
state's oil and gas production, as
well as gas utilities.

Under the measure, which the
Senate State Affairs Committee ap-
proved 10-3, the appointed three-
member PUC would be abolished
and its staff and duties taken over
by the Railroad Commission,
whose three members are elected.

"The governor is opposed to the
bill," Karen Hughes, Gov. Bush's
communications director, said of
Cain's bill.

But Charles Matthews, chair-
man of Railroad Commission, said
he favors passage of the mergerleg-
islation.

Texas law allows farmers, ranchers and timber growers to pay
property taxes based upon the “production value” of their land
rather than on its market value. This “productivity appraisal”
means qualified land is taxed based on its ability to produce
crops, livestock or timber—not on its value on the real estate
market. And it can mean substantial property tax savings.

When is the application deadline?

If your land has never had a productivity appraisal or you are
a new owner, you must apply to your local appraisal district by
April 30 to take advantage of this benefit on your 1997 prop-
erty taxes. You may get up to 60 extra days if you have a good
reason and ask for it by April 30. If you miss this deadline, you
may still be able to apply, but you will pay a penalty. Check
with your appraisal district office. :

Do you need to reapply annually?

If your land already receives agricultural or timber productiv-
ity appraisal, you normally don’t need to reapply unless the
chief appraiser requires you to do so. If a new application is
required, the appraisal district will notify you by mail.

failure to get an environmental impact
study before work began, derailed those
hopes. State inspectors have told county
officials that work should not have pro-
ceeded without an environmental study
and prior approval from the state.

Then came the February storm
which severely damaged the airport, and
prompted Fulton's trip to inspect the
damage.

At Monday's commissioners court
meeting, Judge Griffin told the group
that it looked as if Schleicher County
would have to come up with the money
for repairs. It was noted that two local
pilots have already made preparations
to move their planes away from the
county airfield. Joe Christian is build-
inghis own landing strip near his home
and at least one other pilot is said to be
moving his plane to that field.

The commissioners began the meet-
ing by approving the minutes from the
previous meeting. Commissioners
Johnny Mayo, Kerry Joy, Steve Minor
and Ross Whitten wereall in attendance.

In other business, commissioners
approved the purchase of four sets of
bleachers for the county baseball field.
It was noted that the bleachers would
be welded in place under an existing
awning. Commissioners also discussed
tuming ownership of thebaseball facil-
ity over to Schleicher County ISD. The
school's high school team already uses
the field for UIL games.

Commissioners then voted unani-
mously to accept a final payment of
$25,000.00 from the county insurance
carrier for storm damage incurred in
November, 1996. Judge Griffin told the
men that the county had already re-
ceived in excess of $25,000.00 from the
insurer. It was noted that some money
would be left over after all repairs were
paid for. So, commissioners authorized
the purchase of new fumiture for the
County Judge's office and repairs to the
second-floor courtroom with the addi-
tional money.

Judge Griffin then told the commis-
sioners that he had been disqualified
from hearing an upcoming court case
and asked that they appoint Sutton
County Judge Carla Gamer to hear the
case. Griffin told the men that if Garner
couldn'thear the case, then Judge Jeffery
Sutton from Crockett County or Judge
Sid Mabry from Irion County could be
contacted.

Griffintold the men that the case was
for DWIand thathe had heard a similar
caseinvolving the same defendant sev-
eral years ago. However, Griffin said,
that since an appropriate amount of time
had elapsed, the clerk's office had de-
stroyed some of the documentation in
the first case. So, Griffin told the men,
the defense attomey is now claiming that
thereis no evidencethat a first DWI case
was ever heard. County Attorney
Marian Overstreet has called Griffin as
a witness in the trial since he presided
overthe first case. Griffin told the com-
missioners that he cannot hear the new
case and be a witness, too.

The Success has learned that the
defendant in the case is Mike (Tata)
Belman, Jr.

The commissioners then called for
bids for unleaded gasoline for the
county's road department and sheriff's
department.

Sheriff David Doran then met with
the group and updated them on person-
nel changes within his department. He
told the commissioners that he had abol-
ished the ChiefDeputy position and had
promoted George Arispe to Patrol Ser-
geant. Doran said he had given Arispe
a$150.00 per month raise.

Doran also sought approval to be-
gin looking for a new patrol car. It was
pointed out that money once in the bud-
get for a carhad been moved at Doran's
request to pay for roofing the county
Law Enforcement Center. However,
since that time, storm damage had
prompted the county's insurance topay
for the roofing. Doran asked that the
money be put back in the budget for
purchasing a car and the commssioners
agreed.

Doran told the commssioners that
since he had implemented a new policy
concerning inmates' medical expenses,
only two inmates had sought medical
treatment. In both of those instances,
Doran explained, the inmates paid for
the treatment themselves.

The commissioners then opened
sealed bids for masonry repair to the
courthouse, county jail and tax appraisal
office. Karr Tuckpointing of Denton,
Iowa submitted the only bid. Karr asked
for $23,420.00 to repair the courthouse,
$9,020.00 to repair the jail and
