Authori­
ties identified the dead man as 
Wayne Marshall Cooke of Las 
Vegas, whose wife, Susan was, 
among the 39 Heaven's Gate cult- 
ists who died in March. They said 
Charles Humphrey of Denver re­
gained consciousness and was be­
ing treated at a San Diego hospi­
tal. Both appeared to have taken 
drugs and alcohol -- as the 
Heaven's Gate members did. Po­
lice said they left a note suggest­
ing ' 'they were going to be with 
their leader on the other side of the

City council discusses need for "M ulti-plex"
A resolution requesting the 

Texas Parks & Wildlife Depart­
ment conduct a feasibility study for 
a "Multi-plex, sports and recreation 
facility" near the Ag Bam south of 
town drew a sharp response from 
one city council member and "No" 
votes from three.

Mayor John Nikolauk had to 
cast a rare tie-breaking vote to ap­
prove the motion saying, "We're 
not voting to spend any money, just 
allow the state to do a study. It's 
not going to cost us anything." 
Joining Nikolauk in voting for the 
m otion  were Tom m y M inor, 
George Gower and Dora Bosnian. 
Mike Sproul, Richard Mendez and 
Jeri Whitten voted against.

But the resolution didn't sit well 
with Mike Sproul. "Folks, we're 
asset poor around here." Sproul

said. "We can't afford to take care 
o f the things we've got, why do we 
want to build more?"

Sproul became even more ada­
mant when the approved resolution 
was read aloud and it was discov­
ered that an indoor swimming pool 
and tennis courts were included.

The d isagreem ent centered  
around a proposed M ulti-plex 
Building which is seen by some as 
a replacement for the aging Memo­
rial Building. City administrator 
John Callison offered that such a 
building was needed. "It could pay 
for itself. Bands could be brought 
in and dances held. The game din­
ner has outgrown the current facil­
ity. I f  we can get a grant to build it, 
it won't cost us anything." Callison 
said.

about the Resource Center." replied 
Sproul. "Now the state is pulling 
out its funding and they're going 
around to every entity asking for 
money."

But soon enough the topic 
came up again when it was men­
tioned that the city no longer has 
an animal control officer because 
overtim e pay was costing too 
much.

"We can't afford a dog catcher, 
but we're looking at a new build­
ing," Sproul stated.

In other action, the council ap­
proved a request by Lydia Vallejo 
to locate a street light at the comer 
o f Lake St. and West Murchison. 
They also agreed to a request by 
Hawley Wolfe and authorized the 
payment of $25 for annual dues to 
the Resource Conservation & De­
velopment committee. And, the

H ospital aw aits TDH  ruling
New doctor's arrival delayed

An anonymous complaint to 
the Texas Department o f Health 
prompted a surprise inspection of 
the Schleicher County hospital 
and a review of its staffing proce­
dures.

According to Jim Roddie, hos­
pital administrator, TDH officials 
visited SCMC on Tuesday, April 
29th in response to a complaint. 
The inspectors were checking to 
see if  SCMC was in violation of 
mles concerning the staffing of 
the em ergency  room  by a 
physic ian 's  assis tan t and the 
proximity of the supervising phy­
sician. The inspectors told Roddie 
they would notify him in writing 
o f any deficiencies but verbally 
expressed the opinion that the 
hospital was not in compliance.

That prompted Keith Butler 
and Linda Ross, representatives of 
Columbia Medical Center to meet 
with the SCMC board last Thurs­
day, May 1st, to review the situa­
tion. The pair told board members 
that Columbia's interpretation of 
the rules was that a supervising 
physician needed only to be avail­
able by telephone and could be as 
faraway as San Angelo. However, 
die pair told the board that Colum­

bia would take no chances and that 
Dr. Jovanavich would be in Eldo­
rado the next day. Butler told the 
board that Jovanavich's stay here 
would be "open-ended until a full 
time doctor gets here."

Roddie em phasized to the 
board tha t the inspectors had 
found "nothing in the slightest 
wrong with the quality of care" 
that Physician's Assistant Shelly 
Singleton was providing. "The 
only question seems to be the ac­
tual distance between the PA and 
his supervising physician."

Roddie told the board that if  
TDH officials thought there was 
a severe problem at SCMC, they 
send a written notice o f deficien­
cies within 10 working days of the 
verbal notice. At press time, no 
such notice has been received.

Butler told the board that who­
ever made the anonymous com­
plaint was "mean-spirited".

Butler then told board mem­
bers that Columbia had fully ex­
pected Dr. Cabrera to take over as 
the full-tim e physician at the 
SCMC clinic in April. And, he 
pointed out that he had even had 
a sign with her name placed on

Schleicher County voters went 

to the polls last Saturday and in the 
only contested race, returned Eddie 
Albin to the Schleicher County In­
dependent School District board of 
Trustees.

In SMD #7, A lbin faced a 
strong challenge from Damien 
Beach. The turnout in that race was 
the largest recorded since the 
school board converting to single 
member districts a few years ago. 
Albin polled 48 votes to Beach's 
39.

Joining the SCISD board will 
be Ruby Minor who received 10 
votes and Phil McCormick who 
p o lled  9. Both M inor and 
McCormick ran unopposed.

In the Hospital Board Election, 
Judy Christian, Bobbie Sanders 
and Randy Mankin were elected to 
fill three seats on the board. They 
were the only three candidates run­
ning. However, a bevy of write-in 
votes were tallied for the one un­
expired term on the board. No one 
had filed for the seat. Shari Wink 
received 8 votes to lead the pack 
and has indicated that she is will­
ing to fill the unexpired term.

Elections for City Council and 
W ater D istrict were cancelled 
when, after the filing deadline, it 
was learned that there were no con­
tested races. The state legislature 
has only recently allowed elections 
to be called off in that instance.

Anyway, it all appears to be winding 
down. Soon, we can get back to whatever 
we were doing. The TV crews will no doubt *  
depart from Ft. Davis and life for its inhab­
itants will return to normal. And, hopefully, 
Bob Dillard can go back to being the only . 
newspaper man in town.

House forwards its tax reform plan to the Senate
AUSTIN — In the wee hours 

o f Saturday, April 26, the Texas 
House passed its version o f prop­
erty tax reform in a plan that would 
cut residential property tax bills by 
almost half and put more o f the tax 
burden squarely in the lap o f busi­
nesses.

Now the Senate is preparing to 
mold its own, though less ambi­
tious, tax code rewrite, hoping to 
pump more money into public edu­
cation while reducing the school 
tax burden on homeowners. Small 
groups o f senators held closed-door 
talks with Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock 
over tax reform.

Assuming the Senate will pass 
its own version, differences be­
tween the House and Senate plans 
must be worked out in conference 
committee by June 2, the last day 
of the legislative session.

Bullock, who presides over the 
Senate, says it will be a tough as­
signment to meet the June 2 dead­
line. "Will it be difficult to get ev­
erybody to g e th e r on th is?  O f 
course it will be. Some people have 
thought (rising property taxes) was 
a crisis; some people have not," he 
said.

Sen. Teel Bivins, chairman of 
the Senate Education Committee, 
said, "The House has taken dra­
matic action." Bivins, R-Amarillo, 
said however, that the Senate plan 
would not be the same magnitude 
o f the House's proposal, "but it will 
accomplish the same goal."

Examples of the differences of 
the two plans are these:

• The House plan would raise 
$3.8 billion in new taxes during the 
1998-99 biennium. The Senate 
plan would raise $1.4 billion over 
the period.

• The House plan would cut the 
average residential property tax 
rate for school operations from the 
$1.29 per $100 valuation that itris 
now to 69 cents per $ 100 valuation. 
Sen. K enneth A rm brister, D- 
Victoria, chairman of Senate tax 
committee, said the Senate plan 
would cut residential property rates 
in some parts of the state up to 26 
cents per $100 valuation.

• The Senate p lan  w ould 
streamline, but not end, the pres­
ently used "Robin Hood" school 
finance plan, in which property- 
poor districts receive funds from 
property-rich districts.

• The Senate plan would expand 
the state sales tax by about $132 
million, while the House has pro­
posed sales tax  increases that

would raise $1.1 billion.

Senate OKs DWI Crackdown
Legislation backed by Mothers 

Against Drunk Driving and ap­
proved by the Senate last week 
would stiffen penalties against 
Texans who continue to drive af­
ter their licenses have been sus­
pended.

For those who have multiple 
convictions for driving while in­
toxicated, the legislation sponsored 
by Sen. Florence Shapiro, R-Plano, 
would make driving without a li­
cense — currently only a misde­
meanor — a state jail felony.

"They have no business driving 
in a car in the first place," Shapiro 
said. "But because the current pen­
alty is so minor, we now have 
many, many DWI individuals who 
are driving even though their li­
cense is suspended.

"We have very little deterrence 
to keep them from getting behind 
the wheel of a car," Shapiro was 
quoted by the Dallas Morning 
News.

The bill has moved to the House 
for consideration.

Violent Crime Rate Down
The D epartm ent o f  Public 

Safety reported last week that vio­
lent crime decreased in Texas last
year.

The murder rate dropped to 
seven per 100,000 people — the 
lowest since 1965, when the mur­
der rate was 7.5 per 100,000. A to­
tal of 1,476 murders were commit­

ted in Texas in 1996, a 12.9 per­
cent decrease from the 1995 total.

Also, according to the D PS* 
Uniform Crime Reporting records, 
property crimes, including bur­
glary, theft and motor vehicle theft, 
increased 3 percent from 1995 to 
1996.

Overall, records show the num­
ber of crimes reported last year to­
taled 1,091,878 — a 2.6 percent 
increase from 1995.

O ther Capital Highlights
• The House Transportation 

Committee is considering a bill 
sponsored by Rep. Tommy Merritt, 
R-Longview, that would authorize 
the Texas Lottery Commission to 
sell coupons allowing drivers to 
exceed the speed limit by up to 10 
miles per hour.

• Also pending in the House 
Transportation Committee is a bill 
by Rep. Glen Lewis, R-Fort Worth; 
that would allow the state to pro­
duce license plates that carry the 
logos o f other states' universities. 
M oney made from selling the 
p lates w ould go to  the Texas 
Higher Education Coordinating 
Board. Lewis also wants animal- 
friendly plates that would raise^ 
money to pay for pet neutering.

• The House State Affairs Com­
mittee gave a cool reception to a 
b ill sponsored  by Rep. M ike 
Krusee, R-Austin, that would bar 
state lawmakers from working as- 
lobbyists for two years after the^r 
leave office.

That's because even mediocre 
films gain a certain popularity from

with "The Preacher's W ife", a 
simple confection about the impor­
tance of faith and the possibility of 
miracles.

4  Courtney B. Vance, Whitney 
Houston and Denzel Washington 
recreate roles originated by David 
Niven, Loretta Young and Cary 
Grant: An overworked minister 
whose faith is on shaky ground, his 
loving but neglected wife, and the 
angel God sends earthward to solve 
their spiritual wounds. If  he also

happens to work a miracle or two, 
so be it. Even a steady faith can use 
the odd special effect.

In taking a tale originally set in 
an English church and immersing 
it in Black Baptist sensibilities, di­
rection Penny Marshall effectively 
opens up for a lot o f stirring gos­
pel music (and a bestselling sound 
track ). Y e t "T h e  P re a c h e r 's  
Wife" spends so much time devel­
oping a feel-good tone that the pay­
o ff is ultimately disappointing. 
There's little o f the pointed humor 
found in the original; Marshall em­
phasizes Angel Dudley's infatua­
tion with Houston instead. And 
while Vance does a fine job, his 
preacher is an underwritten wimp.

Still, there's great music and a 
genuinely uplifting tone, which 
makes "The P reacher 's  W ife" 
less a bad film than one that falls 
short o f heavenly.

This good family film is locally 
available at Eagle Video.

^Eldorado city council meeting
Continued fro m  Page 1
council okayed a request by Lynn 
M eador to allow the W ay Off- 
Boadway Players to place a pad for 
an air conditioner compressor in 
Gentry Park adjacent to the Tom 
Ratliff Civic Theater.

the clinic wall.

"Butthere is a snag," Butler said 
concerning Cabrera.

He noted that since Cabrera had 
attended Medical School in Spain, 
the State o f Texas was going to re­
quire her to take a test to prove her 
proficiency in English.

"Even though she practiced 20+ 
years in Puerto Rico, which is an 
A m erican te rrito ry , and even 
though she has been practicing in 
Michigan, Texas is going to require 
this test and we hadn't planned on 
that," Butler stated.

Butler continued by telling the 
board that Dr. Cabrera wouldn't be 
able to complete the test before 
October. "It will probably take 
some time after that for them to 
grade it and then the interview and 
licensure procedures by the State 
Board o f Medical Examiners will 
begin."

"So, we've scheduled her tests," 
Butler said, "But in the meantime 
we've begun another search for 
another doctor."

Butler asked the board to con­
tact State Rep. Bob Turner and 
State Sen. Jeff Wentworth and ask 
their help in expediting the matter.
