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Jury rules against Martinez,
finds City didn't discriminate

After a day and a half of testi-
mony in federal district court, a
four-woman two-man jury ruled
last Thursday that the City of
Eldorado did not discriminate
against Hector Martinez when is
fired him following a failed drug
test. After the verdict, Judge Sam
Cummings thanked the jurors and
dismissed them.

In a written judgement,
Cummings noted that Martinez
would be required to pay all court
costs.

Attorney James A. Kosub rep-
resented the city in the trial. He
stated that he would be filing a
post-trial motion on behalf of the
city seeking attorney fees from
Martinez. :

The dispute between Martinez
and the city dates back to August
22, 1994, when Martinez, a city
employee at the time, was ordered
to report to Schleicher County
Medical Center (SCMC) for a ran-
dom drug test. When the results of
that test came back positive for
marijuana metabolites, Martinez
was fired by City Superintendent
Jark Dl ot ik ot Sl
" What followed was a long, and
sometimes bitter battle over
whether Martinez' rights had been
violated.

In documents filed with the
Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission (EEOC) on October
31, 1994, Martinez alleged that he
had been treated unfairly since an-
other employee, Mark Bishop, had
been given a second chance after it
was learned that he had used drugs.

However, when the city re-
sponded that Bishop had been un-
der a doctor's care at the time and
that the same doctor and recom-
mended against terminating
Bishop's employment, EEOC dis-
trict director Pedro Esquivel dis-
missed Martinez claim, stating that
there was no evidence the city's
action had violated statutes.

Martinez, and his wife Connie,
filed suit against the city and
SCMC in August of 1996, seeking
$1.25 million in compensatory and

punitive damages. Atthat time, the
couple requested a jury trial.

In the months that followed, the
city and the hospital district each
hired local attorney James A.
Kosub to represent them. Before
trial began last week, the portion
of the lawsuit involving SCMC had
been dropped and some of the al-
legations against the city had been
dismissed as well. The only ques-
tion left to settle in court was
whether the city had discriminated
against Martinez on the basis of his
race when it fired him.

San Angelo attorney Berta
Perez Linton represented Martinez
and began the trial by calling
Eldorado Mayor John Nikolauk to
the stand. Nikolauk testified that he
had asked Randy Mankin, then the
city's mayor pro tem, to select

“"three or four" employees for drug
testing. Nikolauk said that he nor-
mally made the selections but knew
he would be out of town the fol-
lowing Monday when he wanted
the tests conducted.

Linton challenged Nikolauk on
that and produced several docu-

ments for him to read, including the

They are
brightly painted and have curtains
over the windows. Owners are
encouraged to bring in a pet’s pil-
low.

If owners don’t want a suite,
they can rent a single room (four
feet square) for ten dollars. Suites
are fifteen dollars. Suites with tele-
vision sets go for thirty dollars a
night. Lailia offers pick up and de-
livery service. s

A large fenced in area serves
as an exercise yard. The pets are
monitored all night and someone
is always on the premises. “We
play with all the animals,” says
Lailia. “They get lots of love here.”

Dogs can be bathed if neces-
sary and if an animal needs spe-
cial medical care, the Ferrells can
give shots or pills. Some pets like

the place so much they don’t
want to leave when its time for
their owners to pick them up.

The Ferrells have their own
pets: dogs Beau and Snuggles, a
cat named Tar Baby and a pig
named Lucy.

When a dog, cat, horse, bird
or something else checks in at
Lailia’s Pet B&B, the owner fills
out a form listing the pet’s name,
birth date, disposition, medica-
tions, foods, ailments, toys and
type of bed. Owners must bring
the dog’s immunization records
from a veterinarian and provide
food for the entire length of stay.
Check out time is noon. Credit
cards are-aceepted. Some own-:
ers leave the pets there for months
at a time.

Some of her customers come
from as far away as Saudi Arabia.
The place has facilities for thirty
dogs and six cats and has been
rented to near capacity since it
opened in 1995.

Jury convicts State Senator of weapon violation

AUSTIN - A Travis County jury
last week sentenced state Sen. Drew
Nixon to 180 days in jail and a

He spoke about his
own battle with alcoholism and
asked the jury to spare Nixon from
serving jail time, saying, "People of
this county and this state gave me a
second chance."

Jurors said testimony, including
Bullock's plea for leniency on
Nixon's behalf, had little to do with
their verdict. Nixon's 1993 arrest in
Dallas for unlawfully carrying a fire-
arm, however, did.

Attorney General Dan Morales

"Imagine a five-year-old child,
who will be a future customer of
your cigarettes in the next few years.
How can your company begin to at-
tract/tap into this next generation?"
the letter asked.

The letter proposing that the R.J.
Reynolds Tobacco Co. implement
an advertising program geared to
children was written by Flanigan En-
terprises, a Pennsylvania marketing
company, and dated December 9,
1988.

"We have the only document in
any of the lawsuits by states against
tobacco companies showing they
tried to attract very young children,"
Morales said.

Butan R.J. Reynolds spokesman
dismissed the importance of the let-
ter, saying it was only a rejected
pitch from an outside firm.

Texas is suing the tobacce indus-
try, hoping to recoup as much as $14
billion in Medicaid spent on to-
bacco-related illnesses. The case
will be heard by a federal court in
Texarkana on September 29.

Senate Panel Studies Jail Abuses

At a hearing last week, the Sen-
ate Criminal Justice Committee
heard concerns relating to a video-
tape that shows guards at a Brazoria
County jail assaulting Missouri pris-
oners incarcerated under contract
with a private firm.

Panel chairman Sen. John
Whitmire, D-Houston, said the hear-

ing was called to discuss safety is-
sues for prisoners and guards.

At the hearing, James
Harrington, legal director of the
Texas Civil Rights Project, said the
videotape reveals what "is played
out all too often all across Texas
outside the watchful eye of the cam-
era."

Meanwhile, a lawsuit filed on
behalf of 37 Missouri inmates al-
leges abuse in the Brazoria County
lockup. The suit seeks unspecified
damages and names as defendants
the state of Missouri, the company
that manages the jail and officials of
Brazoria County.

Linton then questioned Mankin
about Mark Bishop. He replied that
he had limited knowledge of

Bishop's case. Mankin said he
learned of it at a City Council meet-
ing when Nikolauk explained it to
the council. Mankin said that after
hearing the details, the council
agreed with Nikolauk's decision to
keep Bishop on as a probationary
employee but that they told
Nikolauk that they wanted a zero-
tolerance policy from that day for-
ward.

Juan Arispe then testified and
corroborated Mankin's testimony
concerning the way employees
were called for their drug tests. He
stated that Martinez did not want
to report to City Hall and speak
with Mankin.

Carolyn Mayo testified next
conceming the City's record keep-
ing. She said she didn't recall the
city officially adopting the "zero-
tolerance" policy.

Vivian Sanchez then took the
stand and said that some years be-
fore, when she was serving as a
probation officer, she was ap-
proached by Jack Dean and asked
to administer urine tests for city
employees. Sanchez said Dean told
her he had three Hispanic employ-
ees he wanted to get rid of and that
Hector Martinez was one of them.

She stated that she refused to
perform the test and met with City

employees to tell them what Dean
was trying to do.

~ Next, Kosub called City Coun-
cilman Tommy Minor who said he
learned of Martinez' drug test at a
city council meeting. Minor said
that race was never an issue in the
firing.

Linton then asked Minor if he
had ever been a victim of or wit-
nessed discrimination. Minor re-
plied, "No."

In her closing argument, Berta

Perez Linton told the jury, "Rules
are what keep us civilized. We have
rules we expect our elected officials
to follow. Mr. Nikolauk said 'T am
the C. E. O. — I don't have to fol-
low rules." She said the law was
about treating everyone the same.

In his closing argument, Kosub
pointed to Martinez and told the
jury, "Some druggies take a gun
and rob a store. Some druggies
break into your car. Some druggies
break into your house. And, some
druggies file lawsnits."

After closing arguments, Judge
Cummings gave the jury their in-
structions and they retreated to the
jury room at 10:45 a.m. to deliber-
ate. The jury broke for lunch and
returned after the noon hour with a
verdict in favor of the City of
Eldorado.

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Rampy recalls WWII days as a radio operator and gunner

: Edlitor’s note: The following story
-appeared last week in the
: Grape Creek Messenger. Pete
:Rampy lives there now, but he
‘grew up in Eldorado. It is
‘reprinted here for your
: consideration.

. Clarence O. “Pete” Rampy of
: Grape Creek signed up for the draft,
‘along with a brother and his father,
.on June 30, 1942. He was eigh-
‘teen years old, only a month since
“his graduation from Eldorado High
:School, and he was about to em-
‘bark on the adventure of a lifetime.

On July 22, 1942, Rampy was
‘sworn into the Army Air Corp in
- San Angelo where he remained for
ten short days. He was then sent
to Sheppard Field in Wichita Falls,
: where he endured basic training.

Four weeks later, he was
shipped to Sioux Falls, S.D. to at-
‘tend radio school until February 20,
1943, when he was sent to Salt
Lake City, Utah and then on to
Harlingen.

At Harlingen, Rampy attended
gunnery school for six weeks and
‘was sent back to Salt Lake City.
: From there he was sent back to
: Texas to Rattlesnake Air Base in
: Pyote. There, he trained with the

19th Bomb Group, which was the
only bomb group of the Army Air
Corps at that time.

In less than a year, he had been
moved seven times and received
training that would prepare him for
a tour of duty overseas.

On June 1, 1943, he was sent to
Attu in the Aleutian Islands off of
Alaska, where he was assigned to
a B-25 submarine patrol.

“You could see a hundred feet
below the surface of the water from
the air,” Rampy said, “When those
submarines would submerge, we
could still see them.”

day of Sept. to the first day of June.

“The cooks would make loaves

He stayed with the submarine
patrol only six weeks and was then
sent to Mandolay, Burma.

“My crew was shot down on our
58th mission on January 8, 1944
behind enemy lines,” he recalled,
“Ittook ten days to get back to base,
even though we were only a short
distance from camp, “We had to
travel at night through the jungle
and hide during the daytime.”

He said they passed through

headhunter camps during the night,

and could actually see the shrunken
heads they collected.

“They were actually recogniz-
able,” he said, “We saw one or two
that we knew as some of our bud-
dies.”

Rampy said they were “run out”
of Burma by the Japanese shortly
afterward.

“We went to Sooketeen, India
and few the Hump in C-46’s,” he
said, “I completed 202 trips over
the hump.”

The monsoon season in India
made an impression on this West
Texas soldier. He said it rained an

- average of 475 ayear from the first

sentto Chentu, Chinato fly B-29’s
over Japan.

“We dropped numerous fire
bombs prior to the big atomic
bomb,” Rampy said, “We did more
damage than the two atomic bombs
did put together.” '

Rampy said Chinese civilians
would come and work on the base
while he was stationed there.

“They (the Chinese) were sup-
posed to be on our side,” he said,
“But they’d laugh with you, then
cut you with a knife when you
turned your back.”

Rampy said the Chinese civil-
ians would come to work with half
gallon or gallon buckets that would
hold their lunches. When they’d
leave at the end of the day, those
buckets would be full of goods that
were stolen from the camp.

“They discovered a cave in
Kunjing that had enough airplane
parts to make 100 planes and
enough gasoline to fly them for a
year,” he said.

He flew only eight missions
while in China before the Air Corps
sent him back to the states on De-
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cember 20, 1944,

In February, 1945, he was sta-
tioned at Gore Field in Great Falls,
Montana. His new job was to ferry
airplanes all over the world and
from all but six of the United
States.

“Mostly, we flew B-29’s off the
assembly line in Seattle, Washing-
ton to wherever they needed them,”
Rampy said.

When their planes were deliv-
ered, they’d have to locate another
airplane to get them back home. He
and his fellow soldiers had #2 pri-
ority on flights returning to their
base. Only the President of the
United States and his staff had #1
priority. Those on emergency
leave were at #3 priority and those
on transfers were at the bottom of
the priority list.

“We had just carried a plane to
Italy and had gotten back to Casa
Blanca, North Africa where there
was a commercial flight about to
take off,” Rampy said, “I threw my
papers down and they stopped the
airplane and pulled a Brigadier
General off the plane. I got cussed
for everything I was worth, but I
just laughed.”

By this time, Rampy had
crashed three times: twice in India
and once in Burma. All of these
crashes were due to the airplanes
being shot up badly.

“We had an ‘engine shot out
while in formation one time and we
couldn’t keep up with the others
with only one engine so they ran
off and left us,” he recalled, “We
had 21 Japanese fighters on us and
we got nine of them before they
shot out our final engine and we
had to bail out.”

He says it was the first time he’d
ever parachuted out of an airplane
and the next time he did it, some-
one would have to push him out.

Rampy crossed the Atlantic
Ocean seven times and the Pacific
Ocean nine times on ferry flights.
His worst moment came on his last
ferry flight, flying a B-29 to Guam.
The landing gear folded and the air-
plane crashed on landing, killing
all crew members except Rampy.

A fellow World War Il veteran
and friend of Rampy’s, George
Groff, called him one evening at
home and told him he had seen an
episode of the television series
“Wings” that he thought Rampy
needed to see.

After calling the television sta-
tion and making calls to the televi-
sion show itself, the Rampy’s were
able to secure a copy of the epi-

sode that shows actual footage of
the crash in Guam.

“There’s one lone figure stand-
ing on the tip of the wing who
jumps off.. that was me,” Rampy
said.

Rampy has a friend in Junction
who years ago was recalling his
times during World War II along
with Rampy.

“We didn’t know each other
then,” Rampy said, “But he got to
talking about being there when that
plane crashed in Guam and seeing
this guy jump off the wing of the
plane and walk away. I told him
that guy was me.” :

Rampy said he served under
Alvin Luedecke, the youngest gen-
eral in the Air Force during the war,
who just happened to be from
Rampy’s hometown of Eldorado.

While stationed in Burma,
Rampy was among five "Eldorado
boys" stationed in Burma and In-
dia that were picked up by
Luedecke in his private airplane on
aday in 1944.

"He took us to Calcutta, to his
headquarters there and fed us a
meal," Rampy recalled, "We stayed
the day visiting."

Rampy spoke of another Gen-
eral in the war, a leader in the
United States’ part of this time in
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history.

“When General MacArthur left
the Phillipines, he waded ashore a
half a dozen times so the news re-
porters could get it just right,”
Rampy said, “I say let the leaders
fight the next war...there wouldn’t
be as many of them.”

Rampy says the war caused him
to grow up.

“I was just hopin’ I'd make it
back,” he said, “I didn’t have too
much time to get scared.”

Today, Rampy remembers the
terrible waste he observed toward
the end of the war.

“They used bulldozers to push
thousands of airplanes over into the
ocean because they said it would
costtoo much to getthem back into
the states,” he said, “They also
punched holes in 55-gallon barrels
full of gasoline with an axe.”

Rampy says he knows there’s
still that kind of waste going on in
the government

He earned a Distinguished Fly-
ing Cross with three oak leaf clus-
ters, an Air Medal with four oak
leaf clusters, an Asiatic Pacific
medal with two bronze stars, a
Meritorious Service medal, a Good
Conduct medal, a Presidential Ci-
tation with two bronze stars, a Na-
tional Defense medal and a World
War II Victory medal.

On Nov. 3, 1945, he married his
wife, Clema, who he met while on
leave at a midnight movie in San
Angelo in 1944.

The couple has lived in
Eldorado, Mertzon, Robert Lee,
Fluvanna, Millersview and Junc-
tion since their marriage. They
have lived the last nine years in
Grape Creek, where they moved
after Rampy retired from 45 years
as a ranch foreman.

Mrs. Rampy has worked in a
pharmacy, a daycare and a hard-
ware store throughout their years
of marriage. They are members of
Grape Creek Baptist Church.

They have two daughters, Linda
Fritz of Grape Creek and Judy
Cathey of San Angelo; three grand-
children and two great-grandchil-
dren.
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
