truck to fight the blaze for about 
one-half hour.

The omce lost aimost all of its 
furniture and equipment and some 
files. Maps of land in the county 
were charred and will be used 
temporarily, said Mrs. O’Harrow. 
Most of the records were saved, she 
said, because they were all protected 
by metal files they were stored in.

Census Report 

Reveals Problem

•  The housing problem in fcldoraao 
id Schleicher County was brought 
out in the final report of the 1980 
Census of Population and Housing, 

received this week from the Concho 
Valley Council of Governments.

According to the final report, 
Schleicher County’s population grew 
by 23.8 percent, rising from 2,277 
persons ten years ago to 2,820 
persons one year ago. In contrast, 
there were 1,035 housing units ten 
years ago and now there are 1,211 
units listed, for an increase of 17 
percent.

The rise in this county’s popula­
tion is higher than the rise in popula­
tion in the CVCOG region which was 
I t  percent, but the rise in housing 
Units was lower, at 17 percent, than 
the housing units in the same region, 
which was 27.8 percent.

Most of the growth, of course, 
was shown in the city of Eldorado 
which was listed as having 1,446 
persons in 1970 and as having 2,061

in 1980, for a 42.5 percent increase.
The city was also listed as having 

598 housing units in 1970 and as 
having 776 in 1980, an increase of
29.8 percent.
This compared to the total cities and 
towns inthe CVCOG region which 
showed a 15.7 percent increase in 
population. However, the housing 
units in Eldorado were close to the 
increase in the region, as they were
29.8 percent and housing units in the 

region rose Li percent.
Out of the total 2,820 persons in 

the county, there were 2,586 whites, 
(91.7 percent). 46 Blacks (1.63 
percent), 6 Indians (.21 percent), 4 
Asians (.14 percent), 1,211 of Span­
ish origin (42.9 percent), and 178 
listed as other (6.32 percent).

Compared^to the statistics of the 
CVCOG region, there - were 85.4 
percent whites, three percent 
Blacks, .3 percent Indians, .4 per­
cent Asians, 10.9 percent listed as 
otehr and 23.2 percent Spanish 
origin in the counties.

According to the report, there 
were 1,871 Whites in Eldorado, 
which accounts for 91 percent of the 
population. Bob Weaver of the 
CVCOG explained that this included 
668 persons of Spanish origin or 32.4 
percent of the nnnniatir»« He
explained that che census bureau put 
them with the White classification 
because they were - not Black or 
Asian.

There were 45 Blacks listed in 
Eldorado/s population or 2.1 per­
cent; 5 Indians for .2 percent; 2 
Asians which is .1 percent and 138 
persons who listed their origin as 
other, which is 6.6 percent of the 
population.

There were 129,007 persons in 
counties in the region and 100,512 
persons in the council’s cities and 
towns.

Residents Happy To Be Moving 

Into New Housing For The Elderly
It looked like a beehive 

around the 16 new housing 
units for the elderly which 
were inspected and ap­
proved for the final time 
last week. After the final 
inspection, many of the 
residents were busy un­
loading and packing their 
things into the well-- 
designed units.

All of the units, located 
next to the post office, are 
rented. Ann Griffin, direc­
tor, commented that every­
one was so happy to be 
moving in, all of the de­
posits except three had 
been paid by Monday.

The units, designed 
especially for elderly per­
sons, are one-bedroom with

efficiency kitchens, space 
for a washer and dryer and 
a well arranged bathroom.

Because they are built for 
elderly persons, there are 
safety bars on the bathtubs 
and an alarm system in 
case of one of the residents 
falls or becomes ill. The 
alarm is worked by 
switches located in the 
bedroom, bathroom ad 
bedroom, bathroom and 
kitchen. They turn on when 
a string in the switch is 
pulled. When that hap­
pens, a red light located on 
the outside of the building 
goes on and a beeping 
sound is heard. The sound 
is loud enough to be heard 
for several blocks.

One of the units is de­
signed especially for per­
sons in wheelchairs as the 
kitchen counters are made 
low enough so that a person 
in a wheelchair can reach 
the top. The kitchen cab­
inet is designed so that a 
wheelchair can be pushed 
under the sink, somewhat 
like a desk.

Another unit is designed 
for disabled persons and 
has extra holding bars.

The units have small 
kitchens big enough for one 
or two persons to cook in 
with space for a small table 
and four chairs.

The living room has 
double windows and a large _

closet for storage. The 
bedroom has a large closet 
behind bi-fold doors. There 
is a large linen closet 
between the bedrooms and 
the large sized bathrooms 
have space for a clothes 
hamper and vanitv.

All of the rooms in the 
units were done in an off- 
white color which makes 
them appear very fresh and 
spacious.

All of the residents 
, seemed to be happy in the 
new units. One couple 
moved in immediately and 
even sat their lawn chairs 
out in front of the small 
yards. It looked like they 
were really at home.

Weeds are a problem in 
backvard gardens just as 
they are in large fields of 
vegetables, grain sorghum 
or cotton. They compete 
with your desirable plants 
for water, soil nutrients, 
sunlight and air. In some 
cases, they may harbor 
many different kinds of 
insects as well as diseases.

What can you do about 
weeds in your garden? 
Believe .it or not, hand 
hoeing is probably still the 
best answer. It is inexpen­
sive, quite selective, accu­
rate, effective and, for 
some, even enjoyable. 
Some local gardeners feel a 
great deal of emotional 
satisfaction from leaning on 
a hoe handle and viewing a 
clean row where weeds 
stood only minutes before. 
Remember, weeds should 
be relatively small when 
hoed or pulled from your 
garden since damage may 
occur to vegetables if 
weeds are allowed to get 
too big before being re­
moved.

Another effective method 
of controlling garden weeds 
is to use a mulch. Mulch­
ing is one of the real keys to 
a successful garden in this 
part of Texas. A mulch is 
simply defined as “ any 
material spread on garden 
soil to protect plant roots 
from heat, cold or drought, 
reduct' problem weeds and 
keep fruit clean.” A mulch 
controls weeds by keeping 
light away from seedlings 
and by providing a mechan­
ical barrier to their emer­
gence. Mulches work best 
against weeds and grass 
that come up from seed 
each year. Any weeds that 
do come through the mulch 
can be spotted easily and 
removed from the garden.

Good mulching materials 
in this area are compost, 
straw, leaves, hay, saw­
dust, wood shavings, bark, 
newspaper and plastic 
sheeting. (Add or delete 
accordingly to availability 
of materials in your specific 
county.) Organic mulches 
are, by far, the most 
common but remember that 
they should not be applied 
too early in the spring. If 
you mulch a cold garden 
soil, it warms up slower, 
delaying the maturity of 
most vegetables. One 
benefit when using organic 
mulches is that at the end 
of the season, they can be 
turned under to improve 
the physical condition of 
your garden soil.

Black plastic film has 
been used as a garden 
mulch for a long time. It is 
probably the most popular 
synthetic material avail­
able. It will result in a 
warmer soil early in the 
season and will greatly 
reduce the weed popula­
tion. However, if weeds 
are not a problem, it is an

excellent mulching mater­
ial. Several sheets of 
newspapers laid flat over 
the top of the garden row 
will also help control most 
weeds. However, like 
organic mulches, news­
paper can cause delayed 
maturity of many garden 
vegetables such as toma­
toes, peppers and squash if 
applied too early.

A third method which I 
feel has limited value for 
garden weed control is 
herbicides. While such 
chemicals work well in 
single crop situations, it’s 
difficult to use them in a 
garden where a wide 
assortment of vegetables 
may occupy a fairly small 
space. I personally feel 
that herbicides are difficult 
to use in most garden 
situations and should not 
be used by the average 
home gardener in Schlei­
cher County.

However, if you are 
determined to use chemi­
cals for garden weed con­
trol, remember that some 
herbicides may work with 
some crops but may dam­
age others. Be sure to 
follow the exact application 
rate and use only the 
correct amount. If you have 
a relatively large garden, 
it’s possible to use herbi­
cides satisfactorily by 
grouping vegetables for . 
their tolerance to certain 
chemicals and diligently 
following all label pre­
cautions. However, your 
best bet for satisfactory 
weed control is to sharpen 
your trusty hoe and to 
practice the age-old and 
time-tested art of mulch­
ing.

Enough on this subject. 
Next time I’ll discuss a real 
mystery to most gardeners 
—how to tell when to water.

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Taxpayers who need ex­
tra time to file their federal 
tax return may receive an 
automatic two-month ex­
tension , the In te r­
nal Revenue Service says.

The application for an 
extension beyond the April 
15,1981 deadline is filed on 
Form 4868, “ Application 
for Automatic Extension of 
Time to File U.S. Individual 
Income tax Return.” The 
IRS stresses that this is an 
extension of time to file, not

an an extension of time for 
payment of taxes due. The 
taxpayer must compute the 
tax expected to be woed for 
1980 and send that amount 
with the Form 4868 to avoid 
interest and late payment 
penalties.

Only those taxpayers 
planning to use the 1040 
long form are eligible for 
the automatic extension, 
the IRS says.

U.S. Citizens outside the 
U.S. or Puerto Rico on the 
date of their tax deadline 
cna receive and automatic 
two-month extension of the

filing deadline without fil­
ing Form 4868. Taxpayers 
who qualify for this type1 of | 
extension must attach a 
statement to their tax re­
turn when they file, ex­
plaining that they were 
outside the U.S. or Puerto 
Rico on the filing deadline.

Interest will be charged 
on any unpaid tax from the 
due date to the date the tax 
is paid.

Taxpayers who expect to 
file Form 2555, “ Deduction 
from, or Exclusion of, In­
come Earned Abroad,” can 
obtain and extension of 
time until 30 days after the 
end of their qualifying pe­
riod. Form T350, “ Applica­
tion For Extension of Time 
to File U.S. Income Tax 
Return,” should be used.

If moving expenses are 
involved, extra time can be 
obtained by following the 
special instructions of Form 
2350.

Additional extensions are 
granted only under unusual 
circumstances, the IRS q 
says.

Medicare is a Health 
nsurance program for 
people 65 or older. It 
covers two areas--hospotal 
(Part A) and medical (Part 
B). Starting in 1980, your 
share of costs for medicare 
part A Hospital Insurance 
vill be $180 for the first 60 
days in the hospital. At this 
point, from the 61st 
through the 90th day in the 
hospital, your cost is $45 a 
day. Everyone enrolled in 
part A also has a 60-day 
iifetime reserve which can 
be drawn from if more than 
90 days hdspital stay is 
needed. For the 60 day 
reserve your part of the cost 
is now $90 a day. ’ It is 
important to know that 
once these reserve days are 
used they are not renew­
able. When in care of a 
skilled nursing facility your 
share of the cost is $22.50 
for the 21st through the 
100th day.

Medicare part B is for 
doctors’ bills and other 
medical services. Part B 
currently costs $9.60 a 
month and you are auto­
matically enrolled when el­
igible, but can refuse this 
part of Medicare. Part B 
has a $60 deductible; you 
pay the first $60 each year. 
Medicare Part B will gen­
erally pay 80 percent of 
what is determined to be 
the Reasonable Charge. 
Medicare reviews the usual 
charge for each service 
from doctors and suppliers 
in the area; thus determin­
ing the reasonable charge. 
You are responsible for 
charges above that amount, 
unless the doctor or 
supplier accepts assign­
ment. Part B will not pay 
for any services which are 
not medically necessary.
A pamphlet “ Guide To 
Health Insurance For 
People With Medicare’’ 
has a chart which gives a 
breakdown of what medi­
care Part A and Part B pays 
and what you pay. It is a 
handy pamphlet since the 
information is not written in 
insurance terms, but in 
easily understandable lay­
man’s terms. For your 
assistance, social security 
administration has a medi­
care toll free number (1- 
800-442-2620) availible for 
answering any medicare

Reports from 
Washington

THE GOVERNMENT NEVER STOPS
The March 30 assassination attempt on President Reagan once 

again has reminded us of the great personal -isks taken by those 
who lead us, that sometimes the price of living in a “ free” society 
can be high.

The six shots that rang out in the stillness of that rainy afternoon 
shattered the euphoric mood of the capital and wounded the 
nation’s sense of self-health just as surely as the gunman did his
victims.

f
It is indeed a tribute to President Reagan’s natural grace and 

personal strength that he was able to pull us through the crisis 
even as surgeons were tending to his wounds.

Today, mercifully, the wounded are recovering. But equally as 
important, the state of the nation is sound. It is business as usual 
and it has been from the first moments of this crisis situation.

Upon first seeing his top staff people at George Washington 
University Hospital, President Reagan asked rhetorically “who’s 
minding the store?” He didn’t have to ask that question.

Within minutes of the shooting a triangular chain of communi­
cation was established between the hospital, the situation room at 
the White House and the airplane carrying Vice President 
George Bush to Washington from Texas where he had canceF 
speaking engagement.

The chain was meant to keep the government functioning^ 
to ensure that the constitutional procedure for delegating 
presidential authority to Vice President Bush would be actiyhted, 
if needed.

The system was responsive. The Reagan White House has been 
organized so that policy issues percolate up through a series p f 
deliberative processes involving both presidential aides ai}d 
Cabinet officers.

The conduct of business as usual was strengthened by the fact 
that procedures have been instituted — including a cluster of 
Cabinet councils — that can function without President Reagan’s 
direct participation.

With President Reagan hospitalized just five blocks from the 
White House, the daily routine of the Executive Office continued 
virtually unchanged. Members of the President’s personal staff 
set up office at the hospital to provide communications and sup­
port services for their recuperating chief.

The daily briefings that center around the President were quite 
simply moved to his bedside. Despite the discomfort of his 
injuries the President has been able to interact with his top aides 
from the very start of his convalescence.

The relatively undisrupted operation of the White House also 
speaks for President Reagan’s legislative program on Capitol Hill.

There will be no delay in the consideration of President 
Reagan’s budget package because of the shooting. The American 
people have given us the momentum by their desire to see 
Federal spending reduced and the Congress will sustain that drive.

President Reagan stays in close contact with daily action on 
Capitol Hill and Vice President Bush is in attendance presiding 
over the Senate.
