He was transferred to San Angelo
Monday night for further treatment.

Winter is not supposed to be the
time for tornados, but you might
have a hard time convincing folks in
Louisiana and Arkansas of that
following last weekend’s deadly
twister. .

Phil Chamberlain, a good friend of
this columnist and assistant pub-
lisher of the Fort Stockton Pioneer,
penned the following column con-
cerning his experience with twisters
and bad weather.

I went through some of the same
things with my kinfolks when a bad
cloud came up, but it was hardly
funny at the time. Things like that
usually get funny only in retrospect.

‘“This time of year brings back
thoughts of my grandmother, who
was probably one of the world’s most
avid cellar-goers of all time.

‘I can remember many sleepless
nights spent huddled in a cold cellar,
waiting for that tornado which never
quite materialized.

Grandma called ’em ‘‘clouds’’.

““There’s a cloud comin’ ‘up,”’
she’d exclaim, eyeing the blackening
sky. Then she’d start hopping a-
round the kitchen, snatching things
and saying ‘‘Let’s go to the cellar’’.

‘““We’d load ourselves down with
quilts, a kerosene lantern and a few
provisions and run for it. The cellar
was kind of dark and cold, but not
particularly scary because Grandma
would assure us we’d be safe from
the storm there.

‘‘After she’d moved in town and
didn’t have a cellar to run to
anymore, she still kept an eye peeled
for ‘‘clouds’’. !

“I think there’s a cloud comin’
up,”’ Grandma would say and run to
the bathroom for a quick shower.
Emerging in her Sunday best, she’d
explain: “‘If I'm going to get blowed
away, I'm going to be clean!”’

““Of course, she never did get
‘blowed away’, but she certainly was
prepared!”’

‘I can remember oldtimers telling
about the strange things tornados
would do, such as blowing broom
straws through tree trunks, twisting
tractors into unrecognizable hunks of

aink, sucking all the water from a
‘and, (fish and all), and even picking

up whole houses and depositing
them miles away, still in one piece.

‘‘People have told tales of being
picked up by tornados and managing
to live to tell about it, but we do not
recommend this mode of travel!

‘‘Having had this ‘‘tornado
phobia’’ all my life, this reporter
decided a few years back to do a
story for the newspaper on ‘‘What
Would Happen If A Tornado Struck
Fort Stockton’’.

Knowing that in most towns an
alarm is sounded by the police
department dispatcher on the fire
siren, I first contacted the dispatcher
that was on duty that day at the P.D.

‘“What would you do if someone
called up and reported a tornado
headed straight for town?’’ I asked.

*‘I’d call the Chief!”’ she said.

‘“The Chief was in his office, so I
asked him the same question.

‘‘Chief,”’ I said, ‘‘what would you
do if someone called and reported a
tornado headed for the city limits?’’

‘1 would call the city manager,”’
he replied without hesitation.
“Hmmm.”’

“‘Going to the city manager, we
asked the same question. ‘‘I would
not hesitate to call the police
department dispatcher,’’ he replied.

‘I could see the story wasn’t going
to materialize quite as we had
envisioned, but decided to speak to
the assistant city manager before
giving completely up.

‘“You’re the fourth person I've
asked this question and I WANT A
STRAIGHT ANSWER. What would
you do if someone called you and
reported a tornado headed for
town?”’ '

‘‘He thought for a moment, then
replied: :

“I"d do exactly what you’d do —
run like H—~——1"’ :

Antonio, where they are still in
critical condition.

Santellano is suffering from third
degree burns over 40 percent of his
body, mostly on his abdomen, arms,
back and the front of his legs. Rojas
has second and third degree burns
over 55 percent of his body, mostly
on his face and arms. They are
expected to be hospitalized there at
least two months.

Santellano’s and Rojas’s wives are
with them at the hospital.

According to Dick Mendez, San-
tellano’s uncle, the trust fund will be
distributed to the three families for
their personal needs. He said it was
established partially on behalf of the
Eldorado baseball team, co-workers
and friends. Santellano was one of
the sponsors for the Eldorado A’s at
one time.

A. Unfortunately, it’s true. The yearly accident rate
for drivers under 20, as measured by the National
Safety Council, is consistently higher than the rate for
other ages, with the 20-24 age group next. The fatality
_rate is highest for the 20-24 group, and the under-20
group is second. In fact, motor vehicle accidents are
the leading cause of death for those between 15 and 24
years of age . . . Lots of room for improvement.

Q. Isit the law anywhere in the United States
that drivers and passengers must use their
safety belts in a car? J.F., Amarillo

A. No state, at present, has a mandatory safety belt
law, although such a law does exist in the Common-
wealth of Puerto Rico. Tennessee law calls for infants
in cars to be properly restrained. Several Canadian
provinces, parts of Australia and some European coun-
tries have belt laws. In all cases where these laws have
been enacted, accident injuries and fatalities have
dropped sharply.

Q. Winter’s not far off, and someone at
work was talking about his car’s freeze plug.
What was he referring to? K.W., Austin

A. FreeZe plugs are metal alloy ‘‘corks’’ in the water
jacket of the engine block. The plugs pop out to relieve
pressure if water in the block should freeze, to prevent
the block from cracking. But don’t count on freeze
plugs alone to protect your engine block. Keep the
proper mixture of antifreeze and water in your car for
cold-weather driving.

Required Paperwork

Causing Inflation

Senator Lloyd Bentsen,
Vice Chairman of the Joint
Economic Committee, said
Tuesday a new study by the
General Accounting Office
‘‘shows conclusively’’ that
paperwork demands the
Federal Government makes
on U.S. businesses ‘‘add
significantly to inflationary
pressures in this country.”’

According to a GAO
study released Tuesday by
Bentsen federal agencies
themselves estimate that
they require businesses to
spend 69 million hours
filling our 2,125 different
kinds of forms at a cost of
over $1 billion a year.

This represents ‘‘only
the tip of the burden ice-
berg,”’ the study says,
since it includes only those
agencies that must clear
their paperwork demands
through GAO or the Office
of Management and Bud-
get.

‘‘About 78 percent of all
federal reporting require-
ments are exempt from
clearance,’’ including those
of the Internal Revenue
Service which  estimates
that individuals and bus-
inesses spend some 613
million hours a year filling
out tax forms.

Bentsen asked the GAO
last June to prepare a study
‘‘concerning the impact of
federal paperwork re-
quirements on American
businesses.’’

‘““The study shows con-
clusively what has been
suspected all along: the
paperwork demands of the
Federal Government add
significantly to inflationary
pressures in this country,”’
Bentsen said in a statement
on releasing the GAO
study.

Among conclusions of
the study:

®‘‘Most individual re-
quirements, when viewed
separately, did not appear
to be very burdensome.
Most businesses are, how-
ever, faced with responding
to several reporting re-
quirements. The cumula-
tive burden placed on busi-
nesses cannot be determin-
ed from information pre-
sently available.”’

*‘‘The problems associ-
ated with cumulative bur-
den can be compounded if
similar information is re-
quested by more than one
reporting requirement...it
is doubtful that -current
efforts to detect and elim-
inate such duplication are
effective.”’

The Senate this year
approved legislation by
Senator Bentsen, as an
amendment to the Sunset
bill, requiring the President
to eliminate duplicate or

conflicting govermnent
regulatory and paperwork
requirements.

In addition, Congress
gave final approval to two
Bentsen bills designed to
reduce unnecessary paper-
work. One of these orders
federal housing agencies to
use identical forms and the
other reduces paperwork
demands made on local
governments under the
Compregensive Education
and Training Act (CETA).

‘“These are the two
classes of customers we
know very little about, so
far as their electric demand
habits are concerned,’’ said
Darwin Breeding, manager
of WTU’s Rate and Regu-
lations Department.
Breeding emphasized
that the information pro-
vided by the special record-
ing devices: will have no
effect on the individual
customer’s electric bill, but
will provide valuable in-
formation about the entire
system which eventually
could benefit all customers.
‘“This data will improve
our decision making,’”’ he
said, ‘‘especially in rate
structuring, marketing,
engineering analysis, and
corporate and systems
planning.”’ :
Probably the most impor-
tant use of the research
results will be in electric
load analysis for future rate
structuring.

Plan Ahead
If Disabled

Some special hints can
make grocery shopping
easier for the handicapped,
says a foods and nutrition
specialist.

Disabilities present at
birth or due to accident,
stroke or rheumatoid arth-
ritis can make grocery
shopping difficult for the
homemaker with limited
use of one or both arms —
it’s estimated that about 12
percent or 45 million
homemakers are affected
by some type of physical
disability, Mary K. Sweet-
en points out.

Mrs. Sweeten is with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas
A&M University System.

Plan ahead to make the
shopping trip less tiring
and more pleasant.

Shop with a friend or
family member — pushing
a grocery cart places great
strain on the hands.

In addition, select a gro-
cery store with carry-out
service, the specialist con-
tinues.

Then, insure that some-
one will be at home to carry
in the grocery bags.

Buy groceries in large
amounts for a period of sev
eral weeks so frequent trips
to the store are not neces-
sary.

Shop with a list at a
familiar store to avoid un-
necessary hunting for vari-
ous food items, Mrs.
Sweeten recommends.

Buy small cartons of milk
— they’re easier to lift and
pour. Use both hands to
carry or pour from any
heavy container.

Select convenience foods
in flip-top boxes. These
boxes open easily by put-
ting the box on the table
and pushing the lid open
with the entire hand and
arm.

If the pull strip or perfor-
ated indentions type of
opening on a container is
selected, then place the box
on the table and use a small
knife to slit the top open.

Smaller-sized jars are
easier to lift and open for
the person who only has the
use of one arm, the special-
ist suggests.

Never lift extremely
heavy bundles. Seek help
from a store employee if
assistance is needed.

Lift sacks of sugar and
flour from underneath with
both hands.

Energy Act had made it
‘‘absolutely mandatory’’
that utility companies take
the initiative to form load
research programs that will
provide accurate data for
future rate issues as well
as information to be utilized
in the regulatory process.

The questionnaires
will be administered by
personnel from WTU’s
Customer Technical Ser-
vices Department, headed
by Bill Baxter. The ques-

tions will concern such
basic facts as size of house,
type and number of elctric
appliances, amount of ceil-
ing insulation, and number
of persons in the family.

The special equipment
then will be installed at the
site of the old meter, and
the information recorded by
magnetic tapes will provide
specific details on electric
demands by each customer.

‘‘With the information
form the questionnaires
and the accurate load data
from the tapes, we’ll have a
better knowledge of our
customers’ electric use pat-
terns,”’ Breeding said.
“It’s possible that we can
use this information to im-
prove the utilization of our
generation and transmis-
sion facilities, and this
could be beneficial to all
customers.’’

“For one thing, it will
enable us to better define

the loads that cause our
system peak demands,’’ he
said. ‘“‘This can help us
decide such things as the
feasibility of time-of-day
rates for these customer
classes.”

Time-of-day rates for
residential customers are
under study by the Texas
PUC, and already have
been implemented on a
limited basis by some com-
panies in the state.

The initial phase of the
load research program will
last at least a year, and the
project likely will continue
as a permanent program,
involving different types of
customer samples. Also
initiating such programs
are WTU’s three sister
companies in the Central
and South System. The four
companies are sharing
computer facilities in order
to reduce the cost of the
operation.

Basics Needed

Pay attention to storage
areas, counters, the range
and the table, advises Sue
Young.

Mrs. Young is with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas
A&M University System.

Make these four areas
easy-to-see and reach, and

. that will make storage,

preparation and serving
more convenient, she says.

It will also help insure
safety, Mrs. Young adds.

Eliminate difficult-to-
reach storage areas —
including space over the
range.

Store supplies and
equipment at the point of
first use. Get rid of not-
needed gadgets.

Make sure there is
counter space next to the
range and the refrigerator.

Have the counter built
low enough for working in a
sitting position.

If that isn’t possible,
install pull-out boards.

Use an electric range, if
possible. They pose no
~=e threat of escapmg gas from
a ‘‘barely-on’’ burner,
which an older adult might
overlook.

Also, have burner con-
trols at the front or side of
the range, if possible — to
prevent reaching over a hor
burner to make adjust-
' ments.

Place the dining table in
the  kitchen ‘for conven-
ience, if there is space.
Then it can serve as work,

EPA Trying To Ban Acid |
Used For Harvesting

The cotton industry will
suffer a severe blow if the
Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) disallows the
use of arsenic acid as a
harvest-aid chemical.

That’s the concern voiced
by Dr. Robert B. Metzer,
cotton specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

To prevent this from
happening, cotton farmers

" are urged to respond im-

mediately to a survey being
conducted by the manu-
facturer of arsenic acid.
Purpose of the survey is to
obtain opinions from farm-
ers regarding the benefits
of the chemical for con-
tinued profitable cotton
production.

According to Metzer, the
survey stems from an Oct.
18 EPA decision to place all
wuses of inorganic arsenicals
including arsenic acid on
the Rebuttable Presump-
tion Against Registration

(RPAR) list. This does not.

mean automatic removal of
arsenic acid from the
market, but' EPA will now
demand more evidence that
benefits of this compound
outweigh risks before fur-
ther registration is permit-

ted. An assessment team
has until Dec. 4 to respond
with benefit comments con-
cerning the value of arsenic
acid to the cotton industry.

‘““The EPA decision to
require further evaluation
of the benefits vs. risks of
arsenic acid as a cotton
desiccant could have far-
reaching effects on cotton
producers,’’ contends
Metzer. ‘‘More than two
million acres of cotton in
the Southwest are treated
annually with arsenic acid
to prepare the crop for
stripper harvesting. The
chemical desiccates or dries
the plant for stripper har-
vesting so that list and seed
quality can be preserved.

‘“Loss of the chenical
could be devastating to a
large segment of the cotton
industry. First of all, it
would cost producers mil-
lions of dollars in terms of
lower lint and seed grade
due to delayed harvest,”
explains the Texas A&M
University System special-
ist. “‘It would also prevent
stalk destruction for insect
and  discase control and
would mean higher ginning
costs due to the reduced

MEXICAN CASSEROLE
TREAT
1 1b. lean ground beef
Y2 cup chopped onion
Y4 cup green pepper (chop-
ped)
1 can whole kernel corn,
undrained
1 can tomatoes
1 envelope of taco season-
ing mix
1 cup diced American or
cheddar cheese
Y tsp. salt
1 tsp. chili powder
8 tortillas
Brown ground beef,
onion and green pepper in
small amount of melted
shortening in a large heavy
frying pan. Mix in corn and
remaining ingredients ex-
cept tortillas. Spoon into
1'2 qt. greased casserole,
alternating with layers of
tortillas. Begin and end
with beef mixture. Bake at
350 degrees about 30 min-
utes. Cut in wedges and
serve.
CORN AND PEPPER
RELISH
2 qts. whole kernel corn
Y2 cup water '
2 tbs. dry mustard
Y, cup flour or cornstarch
2 cups each: chopped pep-
pers, celery, onions
1 qt. vinegar
1 cup sugar
2 tbs. salt
2 tbs. celery seed
Cover corn kernels with
water, boil five minutes.
Make a paste of flour,
water, mustard and add to
the drained corn. Add: the
chopped vegetables with
the rest of the ingredients,
bring to boil, cook 15-18
minutes. Combine both
mixtures, bring to boil,
then simmer and stir 5-10
minutes. Pour into sterliliz-
ed jars, seal and store.
Coffee Can Raisin Bread
4 cups flour
1 pkg. dry yeast
Y4 cup water
% cup milk
2 eggs
2 cup butter or oleo
1 teaspoon salt
2 cup ground almonds
Y2 cup raisins.
Mis 2 cups flour with yeast;
stir water, milk, butter or
oleo and salt over a low
heat until oleo melts. Cool
about S minutes. Add yeast
and flour. Add other 2 cups
flour, eggs, raisins and
almonds. Knead on floured
surface until smooth and
elastic. Coat inside of 2-two
pound coffee cans with
small amount of oil. Divide
dough in half. Put in cans
and put plastic lids on. Let
rise until dough reaches
within 2 inches of the top.
Remove lids. Bake at 375
degrees, 35 minutes, until

AUSTIN—Governor-elect
Bill Clements proposes to
recommend an effective $2
billion worth of tax relief
during his first two years in
office.

Clements, planning transi-
tion and inaugural activities,

announced his legislative pro-
gram will assign high priority
to a new $1 billion tax re-
duction package.

But he emphasized that is
in addition to the approxi-
mate $1 billion worth of
benefits to taxpayers—home
and agricultural land owners,
primarily—proposed in the
tax relief  constitutional
amendment. The amend-
ment, submitted by the leg-
islature last August, was ap-
proved by voters November
7

Gov. Dolph Briscoe, while
cautioning that budget rec-
ommendations are still being
developed, said he agrees
with Clements that a signifi-
cant tax reduction, in the
range of $2 billion, will be

“In my opinion, there will
be adequate funds for addi-
tional tax reduction,” Briscoe
said at a news conference.

The attorney general said
he intends to remain as titu-
lar head of the Texas Demo-
cratic party for the rest of
the year when he leaves of-
fice.

Coal to Increase

Texas coal production will
quadruple by the year 2,000,
while oil and gas output is
cut almost in half, according
to U.S. Commerce Depart-
ment projections.

The Commerce survey in-
dicates Texans will use a lit-
tle less oil, about as much
natural gas and 10 times as
much coal.

Gas production by 1985,
according to the study, may
drop from seven trillion cu-
bic feet to slightly more than
six trillion. Oil production is
expected to drop from four
million barrels a day in 1976
to 3.3 million in 1985 and
finally to two million by
2,000.

The forecast projects com-
pletion of coal slurry pipe-
lines from Colorado and
Montana to the Houston
area in another two decades.

The Commodity Futures
Market can be an alternate
way to purchase feeder
cattle.

Feeder or stocker opera-
tors may want to go this
route when cattle are un-
attainable, or when location
costs are excessive. But
cattlemen should have a
workable knowledge of
commodity futures trading
before attempting this
method.

Commodity Futures
Markets reflect the slow
realization of the magni-
tude of price recovery in the
cattle industry as herd
build-up begins. During a
recovery market, distant
commodity futures con-
tracts often lag current cash
markets and outlook fore-
casts.

A par delivery unit on the
feeder cattle contract ‘is
42,000 pounds of approxi-
matley 70 choice feedér
steers, averaging between
550 and 650 pounds. A
USDA grader inspects,
weighs and grades each lot.

Most producers receiving
delivery of feeder cattle
have been satisfied with the
quality and uniformity of
the lots.

A buyer, or long hedger,
may receive delivery by
having the ‘‘buy’’ contract
longer than any other long
open position. A long posi-
tion is established when the
trader buys a contract and
the product (feeder cattle)
is owed to him.

Delivery is usually made
at the decision of the seller.
The buyer can force de-
livery by holding the con-
tract beyond the maturity
date, usually the 20th day
of the contract month.

There are 11 possibilities
for delivery locations. They
are Omaha, Neb.; Sioux
City, Iowa; St. Paul, Minn.;
Greeley, Colo.; Kansas City
and St. Joseph, Mo.;
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Dodge City and Wichita,
Kan.; Oklahoma City,
Okla.; Amarillo, Tex.; and
Billings, Mont.

A buyer needs to know
various rate charges from
each of these delivery
points to the desired des-
tination and have trans-
portation available upon
notification of delivery.

The seller, or short hed-
ger, decides on the delivery
location. A delivery lot will
be discounted 50 to 75 cents
per hundredweight if it is
not delivered at the par
delivery points of Omaha or
Sioux City.

Delivery is made on the
first day of the month of the
contract month. The two
exceptions are that it must
be a business day of Mon-
day through Thursday, and
it must not be a holiday or
the day before a holiday.
Delivery days extend six
deliverable days beyond
the final trading day of a
contract.

A buyer also needs to
know the ‘‘basis’’ and
understand how to use it.
Basis is defined as the
difference between the
local cash price and the
futures market price on
market day.

Basis is an important tool
to decide whether to take
delivery of a contract. If
basis adds more to the price
than transportation and
location costs, take de-
livery. If transportation and
location costs are higher
than basis, lift the hedge on
the futures market and buy
feeder cattle on the local
cash market.

Cattlemen using this
method also can be assured
that all contracts will be
honored. The Commodity
Futures Trading Commis-
sion and the Chicago Mer-
cantile Exchange have var-
ious regulatory devices to
insure delivery of cattle.
