Wolff himself has released a three 
year tax cut plan last week which 
calls for a $104 billion tax cut phased 
in over three years.

How many times do you think you 

will need an ambulance in your 
lifetime? Once, twice or three times 
is the most anyone usually needs an 
ambulance. But one time, the kind of 
ambulance service you get may 
mean the difference between life and 
death. Your life and death.

Eldorado finally got an ambulance 
service a couple of years ago, thanks 
to Phil Olson who organized the 
service and rounded a list of volun­
teers. Phil died two weeks ago, and 
now the ambulance service may go 
with him.

His wife Marylue plans to keep on 
doing the bookwork for the service 
and the list of volunteers for drivers. 
She tells me that when she and Phil 
first got the ambulance service 
started, there was a list of about 15 
volunteers. But as time went by, the 
list got slimmer because the volun­
teers could never be found when 
someone needed an ambulance. Now 
there are only about five dependable 
drivers. And at that, it seemed Phil 
was the only one who ended up 
driving the ambulance.

Now that he is gone, there is only a 
handfull of men who are giving up 
their time, sleep and work to driving 
the ambulance.

Admittedly, volunteer work of any 
kind requires a lot of time away from 
one’s job, family and own personnal 
interests. But wouldn’t you think this 
would be one of the most worthy of 
all volunteer jobs?

If you have an office job here in 
town or are in town most of the time, 
you might think about volunteering 
to drive the ambulance. Volunteers 
would have to be available at almost 
all times, morning, noon or night.

There’s another problem, too. A 
large insurance premium will come 
due in January and there is not 
enough money in the ambulance 
fund to pay for it. Without a fund 
raising drive, or a lot of donations 
sometime soon, there won’t be an 
ambulance service because it has to 
be covered by insurance.

And we really can’t afford to be 
without it — the next accident, 
illness or heart attack may be yours.

have a long range view of taxes and 
then plan your spending program,” 
he said, adding, “ For a long time, 
Congress set the spending program 
and then set taxes accordingly.”

He said he was pleased with the 
bill passed by the Senate Monday, 
which he said is along the same lines 
as his plan.

Wolff said his tax cut plan offered 
incentives to the businessman while 
it helped individuals with their tax 
problems. “You have to talk about 
both sides,” he said, explaining that 
if businessmen had more incentive, 
they would make more capital invest­
ments.

Wolff’s tax cut plan calls for 
decreased waste, ineffeciency and 
fraud by reducing the number of 
federal regulations. Tuesday morn­
ing he said one way to reduce waste 
was by sunset legislation which 
would “ test the proof” of agencies 
and programs as to their effective­
ness.

One large area of waste, he 
noted was in the welfare depart­
ment, where “ it would take a million 
auditors” to keep track of the many 
programs. “ We might be better off if 
we devised a simple program for 
those who could not work such as the 
crippled, the blind and the aged, 
write them a check and not deter­
mine how they spend the money. 
This was done in California and they 
saved $20 million in administrative 
costs alone. There’s a lot of welfare 
that’s not reaching the persons who 
need help,” he noted.

school property tax, Wolff replied 
that Texas relied on the property tax 
too heavily. “There are other types 
of taxes other than property taxes,” 
he said, “ such as extraction taxes on 
uranium and lignite.”

“ We are giving our minerals 
away,” he said. “ More and more of 
them will be leaving the state and we 
are not getting our fair share of the 
production.” He said he preferred to 
see the use of other taxes such as an 
extraction tax on minerals rather 
than pushing the property tax 
farther.

In a later discussion, the candidate 
said if elected, he would ask to be 
put on the education and labor 
committees, as Texas does not have 
a representative on either com­
mittee.

Wolff said the nation would see a 
change in the balance of power after 
the 1980 census, because of a shift in 
the population. He said Texas would 
gain two representatives, and New 
York would lose two, thus giving this 
part of the country a sense of power 
it has never had.

Even though he is a Democrat, he 
says he doesn’t always agree with 
the president, especially on the new 
energy policy. He also doesn’t agree 
with President Carter on the labor 
relations act because he feels that 
“ employers are more responsible 
now than they were during the 40’s 
and 50’s and therefore there is no 
need for such a law.”

He also said that congressmen and 
the Congress as a whole is more 
independent today, which is healthy. 
“ I can run a campaign and not owe 
allegiance to anyone but myself,” he 
said. “Congressmen are not split 
along party lines like they used to be. 
This is good, but it may mean it takes 
longer to accomplish things.” Wolff 
said he visited with the president 
and made it clear to him that if a 
certain policy was good for the area, 
he would “bust a gut trying to help 
him,” but if it was bad for his area, 
he would “bust a gut to oppose 
him.”

When it comes to national secur­
ity, Wolff feels that the country’s 
leaders made some bad judgements 
in the past two decades when they 
“ neglected NATO and now we’re 
outnumbered.” The trend, he said is 
that the Soviets are moving ahead 
and this is not good. He said military 
might is the only thing the Soviets 
have to influence world events and 
they have to keep up militarily. 
There will be a tough transiston in 
the future, he believes, as American 
weapons will have to be more 
mobile, lighter and have better 
technology. This will give us more 
flexibility and numbers, he said, and 
be cheaper to fund.

The San Antonio native says he 
still has a good lead over his 
opponent, Tom Loeffler, but will 
continue to canvass the large district 
the last few days before the election. 
One of the places he will concentrate 
on is northern San Antonio, which he 
admits has traditionally gone Repub­
lican.

He says he “won’t have a lead on 
money, but it won’t be a huge 
difference,” at the end of the race.

He is tentatively scheduled to 
debate with Loeffler in San Angelo in 
Oct. 24.

Commissioners Court Holds 
Brief Meeting On Monday

'Schleicher County Leader, Thurs., October 12,1978

Mayor Ragsdale Endorses Clements
Schleicher County Commissioners 

met in one of their briefest meetings 
Monday.

During the brief meeting, the 
court renewed a five year lease to 
A.W. Menix and his son, C.E. Menix 
for public school land in Gaines 
County. The lease is for 177.12 acres 
of land which Menix will lease for 
$1.50 an acre, or $265.68 a year. 
They will have a five year option for 
renewal. Menix and his son appear­
ed in court to ask for the lease.

County sheriff Orval Edmiston 
met with the court and asked 
commissioners to request a progress 
report from architects hired to draw

plans for a new jail facility. He 
reminded the courf that the archi­
tects were hired in July and they 
have been in touch with the sheriff 
only twice since that time. The court 
agreed to ask for the progress report.

Edmiston also asked the court to 
increase payments for prisoners’ 
meals. At the present, Mrs. Edmis­
ton serves all prisoners three meals 
per day and is reimbursed three 
dollars per day. Edmiston told the 
court it was difficult to feed three 
meals a day for three dollars, 
especially if the prisoner was there 
over a long period of time. The court 
agreed to reimburse the sheriff four

dollars per day per prisoner.
The court also agreed to advertise 

for bids on gasoline and diesel for 
county equipment. The bids will be 
decided on in November.

County extension agent Nancy 
Lester told members of the court 
they were invited to a County 
Commissioners Appreciation Lunch­
eon Oct. 23. This is an annual event 
sponsored by the four Home 
Demonstration clubs in the county.

Present were County Judge Bob 
McWhorter and commissioners 
David Meador, Richard Jones and 
Joe Christian.

This week’s neighbor, 

Andrew Louis Sawyer, was 
born in Christoval June 14, 
1918 to Andrew Louis and 
Annie Sawyer. His parents 
lived on a ranch between 
Mertzon and Arden so his 
mother went to her sister’s 
home for the birth. Her 
sister was Mable Kaiser of 
Christoval.

Just this past year 
Andrew Sawyer bought the 
Bud Upton place south of 
Christoval and came full 
circle back to his birth 
place.

Andrew remembers that 
there were two rooms to the 
teacher at the school in 
Mertzon where he attended 
school until fourth grade. 
He then attended the Green 
School between Mertzon 
and Eldorado.

He recalls that it was 
at this time when he and 
classmate A.J. Roach start­
ed smoking at age nine. 
They each swiped a sack of 
Bull Durham from their 
parents and rolled their 
own. “ There was 24 sacks 
to the carton and a carton 
cost 80 cents. You could get 
the sacks six for a quarter.”

His father ranched and 
farmed and he recalls one 
year when the jumbo grass­
hoppers were so bad that 
they mixed arsenic and 
molasses and bran and 
plowed a furrow around the 
field with it, but still had to 
take paddles to kill the ones 
that got across to the 
cotton.

For entertainment they 
used to put blood around 
the water troughs and 
climb trees to watch the 
bulls fight when they came 
to water and smelled the 
blood. They also had a 
mexican family on the 
ranch who cooked great 
chili out of cottontail 
rabbits so they stayed busy 
rabbit hunting. In the 
spring they would gather 
bird eggs and cook and eat 
them. They were different 
than hen eggs but it took a 
lot of them to fill you up. 
They mostly got Mocking­
bird, Scissortail, Road- 
runner and Quail eggs. He 
was about eleven then and 
lived on the Cathy ranch in 
Irion county.

A.L. moved to McCamey 
in 1933 and played on the 
football team as full back on 
the eleven man team. They 
played San Angelo and 
Midland, and beat them 
too. In fact, they won 
District when A.L. was in 
the ninth grade. Some of

the teammates were: 
Homer and Lee Barnett, 
Leon Belcher, Ray Ivy, 
and Orville, Arville, and 
John Meador.

“ We lived in a tent in 
Crossett just outside the 
city limits of McCamey,” 
A.L. reminised. “ Me, my 
dad and John Clark herded 
sheep for nine months at 30 
dollars a month for 
wages.”

“ I remember the rattle­
snake derbys they used to 
have down at Brownies pool 
hall then, too.”

In 1935 A.L. became yard 
boy at Cameron Lumber 
Co. in McCamey and earn­
ed 25 cents per hour.

During the time he was 
herding sheep he foung a 
wagon load of corn 
whiskey. His horse stepped 
on the lid of the box where 
it was buried and he went 
back and found 48 half 
gallon fruit jars full of it. He 
hurried home, got two 
bales of hay and he, his dad 
and his uncle, John Clark, 
went back and collected it.
It took them two years to 
drink it all up, A.L. re­
called.

In 1936 he transferred to 
Cameron Roofing in Odessa 
to work.

The following year he 
met his future bride, Billie 
Louise Byler, back in Mert­
zon, his old stomping 
grounds. She was living in 
Mertzon and walking three 
miles to school in Sher­
wood, a thriving com­
munity then. They were 
married July 31, 1938 and 
now have three girls, two 
boys and a number of 
grandchildren.

After the first three 
children he went into the 
combat engineers for two 
years during World War II 
and served in England, 
France, Belgium, Holland 
and Germany. The 38th 
company built bridges over 
the Rhine River for the 
infantry to cross in 1945 
and was there when it fell. 
Only 15 percent of his 
company lived to return 
home.

“ One night me and a 
buddy was in a foxhole and 
we heard these footsteps 
coming closer and closer. 
We just knew it was the 
enemy. Finally we couldn’t 
stand it any longer so we 
shot at the sound in the 
dark only to find out at 
daylight we had killed and 
|old cow.”

After returning home two 
more children were born

—No new state taxes for 
the next two years, and a 
constitutional requirement 
that a two-thirds record vote 
of the entire House and 
Senate be necessary to pass 
future tax bills.

—A constitutional amend­
ment giving Texas voters 
the right to initiate and veto 
legislation at state and local 
levels.

—Creation of a blue rib­
bon commission of citizens 
to investigate waste and ex­
cessive bureaucracy in state 
government.

More Income Goal
A committee studying 

money management will rec­
ommend substantial changes 
in state investment practices 
aimed at increasing govern­
ment income $30 to $50 
million a year.

Rep. Frank Hartung, fol­
lowing a committee session 
here, said he is still far from 
satisfied with the state’s re­
turn on deposited funds by 
the State Treasury.

Treasurer Warren G. 
Harding told the Money 
Management Committee that 
the treasury department has 
earned an alltime high of 
$117.76 million in deposi­
tory interest during his ad­
ministration. The income in­
creased by $27.7 million or 
30.8 per cent over the previ­
ous fiscal year.

Harding also told the com­
mittee an average of 93.7 
per cent of more than 
$2.4 billion in state deposits 
earned interest during the 
last fiscal year, and the state 
depository board has raised 
the interest rates on state 
deposits from six to seven 
and a half per cent in four 
stages since last October.

Hartung said he expects 
the committee to recom­
mend competitive interest 
bidding, a requirement that 
a “maximum amount of 
state deposits be placed at 
interest in Texas banks and 
that state investments be 
permitted in U.S. treasury 
bills and other government 
securities.

Law Blamed
A new “speedy trial” has

confused prosecutors and in­
fluenced district attorneys in 
San Antonio and Wichita 
Falls to dismiss cases against 
six accused felons.

The law allows the state 
120 days to try felony 
charges.

Cases were dismissed in 
San Antonio and Wichita 
Falls when prosecutors an­
nounced they were not 
ready for trial when they 
were unable to produce key 
witnessess . . .

Courts Speak
The Court of Criminal 

Appeals is studying an at­
tack on constitutionality of 
the speedy trials act after 
hearing oral arguments last 
week.

The State Supreme Court 
upheld dismissal of two 
Pasadena policemen for 
planting a gun along the 
path of a fleeing theft sus­
pect.

The high court turned 
down another effort of a 
Houston television reporter 
to stop a Nazi telephone 
recording that offered a 
bounty for non-whites.

The Supreme Court also 
ordered El Paso’s city water 
company to supply a restau­
rant nearby in New Mexico, 
and concluded a Port Arthur 
family didn’t move fast 
enough to enjoin leaking 
sewer gas from a municipal 
sewer system.

Public employees, the Su­
preme Court held in a Cor­
pus Christi case, are entitled 
to present grievances through 
a non-striking organization.

Texas Municipal League 
and Houston filed suit to 
reverse a Public Utility 
Commission decision order­
ing $31 million in city fran­
chise taxes on telephone 
services included only on 
bills of customers within 
city limits.

AG Opinions
Local school districts are 

not authorized to pay re­
quired employee contribu­
tions to the Teacher Retire­
ment System. Attorney 
General John Hill said.

In another recent opinion, 
Hill concluded a commis­
sioners court has “reason­
able discretion” to permit 
payment of office expenses 
for official court reporters.

Texans need a “booster” 
in tetanus immunization.

For the last several 
years, reports reflect a drop 
in the incidence of tetanus 
nationwide, reports a 
health education specialist.

However, Texas reports 
don’t echo this drop, says 
Carla Shearer with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas 
A&M University System.

In 1975, 102 cases of 
tetanus were reported in 
the United States; 16 of 
those were in Texas.

The reports for 1976 and 
1977 show a nationwide 
decrease to 75 and 77 cases 
respectively.

However, for these same 
years, Texas reported 12

and 16 cases respectively.
Tetanus, also known as 

lockjaw, can be fatal. It is 
caused by spores of bac­
teria which can enter the 
body through a wound, the 
specialist explains.

Because the tetanus 
germ cannot grow in the 
presence of air, deep 
puncture wounds or cuts 
are favorite growing en­
vironments for the germs.

There is no natural 
immunity to the tetanus 
toxin, therefore, immuniza­
tion against this disease is 
needed regardless of age, 
she points out.

Tetanus immunization is 
recommended every 10 
years for the general pop­
ulation.

However, persons con­
stantly exposed to the 
possibility of getting tetan­
us may need more freauent 
booster. Or, an accident 
may necessitate immediate 
tetanus immunization, Ms. 
Shearer suggests.

Children are usually pro­
tected against tetanus be­
cause they receive the 
immunization along with 
immunization for diphteria 
and pertussis.
