Schleicher County Sheriff Orval 
Edmiston has issued a warning to all 
citizens of the county concerning 
possible grass fires.

“ With the grass as dry as it is 
now, the possibility of grass fires is 
very high,” he noted. He cautions 
everyone not to bum trash or toss 
cigarettes from car windows.

FAMOUS PICNICS 
I HAVE KNOWN

If they gave out Olympic gold 
medals for picnicing, my side of the 
family would win hands down. All 
my life I’ve loved a picnic because 
there was always a reason to 
celebrate something and that made it 
special.

It was one such day, (even number 
day picnic, I think) that we almost 
lost our little picnic mother - chuck 
wagon and all.

My little brother and I had taken 
the ponies for a ride while Mamma 
got our lunch ready. Daddy had been 
feeding the cows all winter and 
spring, so their ears were perfectly 
tuned in to the sound of the pick up 
horn. I guess we had wandered off 
too far to hear Mamma’s summons, 
so she honked the horn. It was like a 
stampede in a John Wayne movie.

•e ground rumbled and a great 
ud of dust surrounded the herd of 
hungry cattle.
And there was my mother, bless 

her heart, standing between the very 
real possibility of getting trompled, 
and sliced watermelon, bravely 
waving her apron in the air and 
yelling, “Don’t you dare!”

I remember thinking, what a way 
to go! My poor little mother is going 
to get squashed defending our 
picnic.”

Those old cows knew what they 
were up against, I guess, because 
the sight of her shaking her finger at 
them and waving that apron sure 
turned them back just in time. Too 
bad John Wayne doesn’t have her 
when he gets in trouble, — And 
that’s something to think about.

They kid each other about their 
ages and now they found something else to rib each 
other about - their gardens.

Henderson has always had a garden, but this is the 
first year for Hext to try his hand at growing 
vegetables. And both men had tremendous luck this 
year with their com, as it grew to almost 10 feet high. 
Henderson said it’s the best com he’s ever seen or 
grown.

“ Of course, mine’s the tallest and I got corn off the

stalk first,” boasted Henderson with a twinkle in his 
eye. “ I’m just a better farmer than he is.”

Of course Hext isn’t agreeing to that, although he 
didn’t deny it either. “ I don’t know how tall his com is, 
but I did have a real good crop,” he said, peering out 
from behind a straw hat.

“ Course this is my first year at this,” he said, “ I 
grew up on top of a horse, so I never had a chance to 
try.”

Henderson said it takes good soil (“ like the kind we 
have here” ), plenty of water and field com.

Hext says he didn’t know there was any secret to do 
with water or the method of planting. “ I guess I really 
didn’t have anything to do with it,” he said modestly.

“ But I am older than Henderson, two days older. I 
will be 83 August 23 and he will be 83 August 25 .1 have 
a lot of leeway on him,” he chuckled proudly.

When the corn is finished producing, Henderson 
feeds it to his stock, and Hext takes it to “ some farmer 
or rancher who is having to feed his cattle this 
summer.”

Evaluation For School 
Jumps $5x/2 Million

Preparing a school budget is 
usually a big problem for a school 
superintendent. However, the job 
was not so big this year for 
superintendent Guy Whitaker as the 
school system’s evaluation has jump­
ed $5V2 million.

The evaluation increase is because 
of an increase in oil property in the 
county. The assessment was made 
during the annual board of equaliza­
tion meeting last week.

The tentative budget Whitaker has

prepared for the school system will 
go to the school board shortly. A 
public hearing on the budget will be 
held before the regular monthly 
board meeting in August.

During the business meeting, the 
board will set a new tax rate. 
Presently, the tax rate for the school 
system is $1.45, but Whitaker says 
the board is anticipating a tax cut 
because of the increased evaluation.

Shop Early For 
Added Protein

Cattlemen usually make 
sure they have a good 
supply of hay on hand 
before the winter season 
sets in. But what about 
protein supplement?

“ While cattlemen are 
stocking up on hay, they 
should also be looking for 
available sources of protein 
supplement and paying 
careful attention to season­
al price fluctuations. Then 
they should stock up when 
they consider the price to 
be right,” contends Dr. 
Larry Boleman, beef cattle 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice. “ Smart and early 
shopping for supplemental 
feed can mean long-range 
production savings. Protein 
sources hit seasonal lows as 
pastures green up and then 
higher prices in the sum­
mer and early fall.”

Protein supplement is 
one of the largest out-of- 
pocket expenses in a cattle 
operation, notes the spec­
ialist. However, it is gen­
erally considered necessary 
for top production.

Cattlemen may select 
from supplements of var­
ious kinds and price rang­
es, such as 20 percent 
range cubes, cottonseed 
meal and cake, alfalfa hay, 
and whole cottonseed. 
When making the select­
ion, Boleman advises cat­
tlemen to calculate the cost 
on a “ per unit of protein” 
basis and to keep in mind 
storage needs, laboe costs 
and waste factors for their 
particular situation.

As far as current feed 
supplies are concerned, 
Boleman cites USD A fig­
ures which show that 
cottonseed meal is more 
abundant than last year. 
Supplies this season should 
be about 2.5 million tons 
compared to 1.6 million 
tons last year. In addition, 
high quality alfalfa hay 
appears to be in good 
supply. These could lead to 
some good buys, especially 
if done early.

“ Whatever the decision, 
cattlemen know they will 
need protein supplement 
for their herds. By planning 
ahead, they may be able to 
avoid higher prices which 
are sure to be around this 
fall and w inter,”  says 
Boleman.

Pills Increase 
Heart Attacks

Women who smoke and 
take oral contraceptives 
increase their risk of heart 
attacks and other circula­
tory diseases, warns a 
health education specialist.

The chances of a heart 
attack will double even for 
healthy women who do not 
smoke but who are taking 
birth control pills, Carla 
Shearer with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, The Texas A&M Uni­
versity System, says.

Women who smoke 
especially if they smoke 15 
or more cigarettes a day - 
and take birth control pills 
are 10 times more likely to 
suffer a heart attack or 
circulatory disease than 
those who neither smoke 
nor take the pill.

This risk increases with 
the amount of smoking, 
advancing age and the ex­
istence of other conditions 
such as obesity, high blood 
pressure and diabetes.

As many as 10 million 
women in the United States 
take oral contraceptive pills 
and about 4 million of them 
smoke.

In view of this, the Food 
and Drug Administration 
now requires that informa­
tion about the risks of 
smoking and taking birth 
control pills must be includ­
ed in a brochure distributed 
at the time a prescription 
for the pill is filled.

The informational broch­
ure also contains informat­
ion of other side effects and 
risks of taking oral contra­
ceptive pills.

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New Service Being Offered 
By Hill Country Home Health

MBFA was organized as 
a non-profit corporation in 
March of 1968. In 1969 the 
West Texas Home Health 
Agency was organized as a 
division of the foundation. 
Due to the need in the Hill 
Country area a branch 
office was opened in Kerr- 
ville in May of 1974 to serve 
to forty surrounding count­
ies. This branch was origin­
ally known as West Texas 
Home Health with an offic­
ial name change to Hill 
Country Home Health 
Agency in 1977. Since its 
organization, Hortie Health 
Agencies have been the 
primary operating project 
of the Foundation. These 
agencies provide home 
health care to aged and 
other qualified persons in a 
134 country area.

The following services 
can be provided at home 
under the supervision of 
the individual’s physician: 
Intermittent skilled nursing 
care, physical therapy, 
speech therapy, occupat­
ional therapy, medical soc­
ial services, medical suppl­
ies and use of some medical 
appliances.

Some advantages of 
home health care are: Con­
tinuation of established life 
style, rehabilitation in a 
home setting, professional 
assistance, understanding, 
love and concern, patients 
loved ones taught skills 
needed to assist in recov­
ery, professional help avail­
able at all times in emer­
gency situations.

P a y m e n t  a v a i l a b l e  
through the following 
sources: Medicare, Medic­
aid, Veteran’s Administrat­
ion, Champus, Insurance, 
Private Payment.

Clients using home 
health care services often 
need skilled nursing service 
by an LVN or an RN, but 
they are ineligible for home 
health visits because their 
skilled nursing needs do 
not meet the Medicare 
guidelines for “ skilled 
care.” Now those persons 
who require less than skill­
ed care under the Medicare 
guidelines, or those who 
require the skills of a

licensed professional (voca­
tional) or registered nurse, 
but cannot afford to pay the 
regular charge and have no 
insurance covering these 
services are eligible 
through the Texas Home­
maker Service, a division of 
MBFA Foundation.

An example of this type 
of service would be the 
client who needs a B-12 or 
other type of vitamin inject­
ion, as has been ordered by 
an attending physician, and 
has no Medicare, Medi­
caid, Veterans or private 
insurance of any kind and; 
cannot afford to pay the 
normal charge. Now this 
patient can have the visits 
of an LVN or RN in the 
home at a beneficial rate 
based on one’s individual 
financial status.

This service will also 
benefit the patient who has 
been on the home health 
service under Medicare, or 
some other type of insur­
ance coverage, and has 
depleted this coverage, but 
is still in need of nursing 
care. Now the client can 
pay a beneficial rate and 
remain on the service under 
this new system through 
MBFA’s Texas Home­
maker Service.

The service should not be 
confused with regular 
homemaker services. This 
is still patient care given by 
an LVN or RN, but just does 
not meet the Medicare 
guidelines. The client 
must be under the care of a 
physician who will order 
this service for the patient.

You may discuss this 
with your doctor or you may 
call the Hill Country Home 
Health Agency for more 
information. The phone 
number to call is 512-896- 
3330 in Kerrville, Texas or 
in the Schleicher County 
area, Fay Dunnam, RN, at 
387-2427 will be able to 
answer any questions you 
or your physician may have 
regarding this new service.

Mrs. Dunnam indicates 
that this new service will 
provide another alternative 
to their clients toward 
better and complete medi­
cal care available in the

client’s homes. She adds, 
MBFA Foundation’s motto 
is a ‘Vision with a Task’, 
and this task is continually 
being accomplished and the 
vision is becoming a reality 
to those the Foundation is 
privileged to serve.

Price-quality trends for 
the week include the follow­
ing:

Melons are more plenti­
ful and prices are attract­
ive. They include water­
melons, honeydews and 
cantaloupe. Also, peaches 
are expected to jsurpass last 
year’s crop, although prices 
are high so far.

Gillespie County (Fred- 
rickburg ares) peaches will 
be available soon in the 
Fredricksburg area, in San 
Antonio, Austin, San 
Angelo and Houston. Cur­
rently, there is more de­
mand than supply and 
prices are high - however, 
quality is excellent.

Buy peaches from nearby 
growing areas if possible, 
as price and quality usually 
are best. For top-quality 
peaches, the background 
color should be a creamy 
yellow, although color 
varies with different variet­
ies.

Best buys include corn, 
carrots, cabbage, cucumb­
ers and dry yellow onions.

Also, yellow and zucchini 
squash, blackeye and pur­
ple hull peas and potatoes.

Look for low prices on 
eggs, and check for featur­
es on fryers, turkeys and 
turkey roasts.

Specials include canned

vegetables, pasta products, 
tuna fish, peanut butter 
and vegetable oil.

To “ combat” higher red- 
meat prices, cut back on 
meat, don’t cut it out.

Look for beef features on 
chuck cuts, round steaks, 
corned beef and liver.

Beef chuck blade steaks 
are economical for grilling 
or indoor broiling. Marin­
ate them for more flavor 
and tenderness. They cost 
much less than loin cuts.

Although prices general­
ly are high, look for specials 
on smoked hams, end and 
loin chops, rib-end and 
loin-end roasts, bacon and 
liver.

Buy and eat raw vege­
tables - now more popular 
as a low-calorie snack. In- 
season vegetables are high 
in quality and low in price 
as a rule.

Vet Families 
Receives Help 
From VA

Some 70,000 widows, 
wives of totally and perm­
anently disabled veterans 
and their children are en­
rolled in college training 
with Veterans Administrat­
ion help, according to Max 
Cleland, Administrator of 
Veterans Affairs.

The VA provides up to 45 
months schooling to eligi­
ble spouses and to children 
between the ages of 18 and 
26, Cleland said.

But the VA chief warned 
that some spouses will lose 
their eligibility for these 
valuable benefits if they 
don’t act within eight 
months.

The eligibility of a spouse 
ends on November 30, 
1978, or ten years from the 
date the veteran was found 
to have a total and perm­
anent service-connected 
disability — or ten years 
from the date of his or her 
death, whichever is later.

A child’s VA educational 
eligibility ends on his 26th 
birthday plus any time 
period after his eighteenth 
birthday required to pro­
cess the application, unless 
extended under certain 
conditions.

Our 
beloved “ Mias Amigas” 
club had its yearly get 
together Friday evening 
and Saturday.

Early Rise In Screwworm 
Reports Troubles Experts

A rash of infestation 
along with favorable moist­
ure conditions across 
Texas, New Mexico and 
Arizona has prompted pre­
dictions of one of the high­
est screwworm outbreaks 
since 1976. The results 
could cost Texas cattlemen 
millions of dollars in dam­
age and destroyed live­
stock.

The Gulf Coast tick, and 
particularly the screwworm 
fly, have become a serious 
threat to the Texas beef 
industry in the past few 
years. Adult ticks attack the 
ears of the cattle causing 
open wounds in which the 
screwworm fly lays its 
eggs. According to entom­
ologists who have been 
monitoring the problem, 
screwworm larvae feed in 
these wounds and in ex­
treme cases can kill the 
animal.

A Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service survey, 
conducted by area extens­
ion entomologists, showed 
that a screwworm infestat­
ion can cost a cattleman as 
much as $81.50 per head. 
This includes all categories 
of loss-death loss, loss of 
weight, medication expens­
es associated with trans­
portation and labor. In the 
same survey, screwworms 
produced an estim ated

“ We’ve already had 
more cases of screwworm 
infestation this year than at 
the same time last season,” 
says E.H. (Elmer) Ahrens, 
research entomologist with 
the USDA Screwworm 
Eradication Laboratory, 
Mission, Texas. “ At the 
same time, we are seeing a 
sharp increase in the num­
ber of screwworm reports 
from Arizona and New 
Mexico. This all points to 
the possibility of real 
screwworm problems this 
summer.

Jesse Cocke, area ento­
mologist for the Texas 
Agriculture Extension Ser­
vice, is working closely with 
the screwworm eradication 
program and agrees with 
Ahrens who points to favor­
able high-moisture condit­
ions as yet another indicat­
ion of increased tick and 
screwworm problems this 
summer.

“According to weather 
predictions, many parts of 
Texas are still anticipating 
rainfall,” Cocke says. “ If 
the rains do come this 
summer, conditions could 
become favorable for 
screwworm and tick infest­
ation.”

Ahrens, who has been 
working with area ento­
mologists, says that cattle 
from Arizona and New 
Mexico are particularly to 
blame for the higher num­
ber of screwworm cases in 
Texas.

Cocke, who works with 
the “ Screwworm Watch” 
monitoring program from 
his headquarters in Wes­
laco, says one of the few 
methods of protection cat­
tlemen have in the war on 
screwworms are newly- 
developed insecticide-  
impregnated ear tags.

“ Really, these tags are 
the surest safeguard for 
cattle,” he says. “They are 
economical and labor effic­
ient.”
