County Court Grants 
Three Right Of Ways

Three right of ways were granted 
during the regular meeting of the 
Schleicher County Commissioners 
Court Monday morning.

The first right of way went to 
Producers Gas to cross a county road 
7.7 miles west of Eldorado, off 
Highway 190. The company agreed 
to lower or raise the line for widening 
or improving the road.

General Telephone Company re­
ceived the other two right of ways. 
The first was 7.7 miles west* of 
Eldorado and the south 6359 feet. 
The second is north of the city limits, 
running from the old Mertzon Road 
west for 656 feet and then 1550 feet 
north on highway 915. Both right of 
ways are for buried cable.

An audit report was presented by 
county treasurer A.G. McCormack. 
After reviewing the report and a 
short discussion, commissioners de­
cided to have the auditors meet with 
the court to clear up discrepancies in 
the revenue sharing account.

District Judge Earl Smith appear­
ed before the court and asked the 
county to pay a supplement to his 
salary. He is paid a basic salary by 
the state and each county in his

district pays a supplemental amount. 
Commissioners agreed to pay 
$264.79 a year or $22.06 a month 
beginning in January.

County sheriff Orval Edmiston 
met with the court to discuss an area 
on Santa Fe Railroad property where 
people have been dumping trash and 
garbage.

He said that after Dr. J.B. Brame, 
county health officer notified the 
railroad of the problem, and agent 
from the railroad looked at the area. 
The agent then told Edmiston that a 
work crew would barracade off the 
entrance way and would later doze 
the area in order to clean it up. 
Edmiston said according to Texas 
State law, property owners are 
responsible for trash dumped on 
their property; therefore, it is up to 
the railroad to clean up the area, (see 
related story, this page)

commissioners David Meador, Gene 
McCalla, Joe Christian, Richard 
Jones, and incoming judge Johnny 
Griffin and incoming commissioner 
Holvey Enochs.

Trash and its disposal is a constant 

problem to everyone living in 
modern times. But if it is not 
disposed of properly, trash and 
garbage is a source of filth and 
disease.

The city of Eldorado had been 
faced with the problem for quite a 
while, as there are several places 
here where people have been dump­
ing trash and garbage illegally.

The only official dumping area is a 
sanitary land fill six miles west of 
Eldorado on Highway 190. It is 
owned and maintained by the city 
which purchased a track crawler for 
its maintanence last year.

Most of the unofficial dumping 
areas are on the east side of the city. 
Boundaries of the 10 acre area are 
the Santa Fe Railroad property, the

Menard Highway, East Street, and 
the San Angelo Highway.

In making his annual report to the 
Schleicher County commissioners 
court, county health officer Dr. J.B. 
Brame noted that the disposal of 
waste and trash were among the two 
most major health problems in the 
city.

After that, several steps have been 
taken to solve the problem.

First of all, city manager Phil 
Olson said the state health depart­
ment looked at the area and notified 
private property owners that they 
were responsible for cleaning up 
their property.

At the request of the county court, 
Dr. Brame notified the railroad of the 
situation on its property. Last week, 
J.C. Rutherford, a railroad agent, 
looked at the property. Monday, he 
arranged for a work crew to barra­
cade the two entrances. According to 
sheriff Orval Edmiston, Rutherford 
said the railroad would doze the area 
to clean up the trash.

In addition, the city has made 
plans and set aside funds to fence in 
the area around the city sewage 
plant, thus blocking it off from 
people dumping their trash there.

During the commissioners court 
meeting Monday morning, Edmiston 
read the court a state law stating that 
private property owners are re-

sponsible for the clean up of any 
trash left on their property.

However, county officials are 
hesitating to fence off the shooting 
range, an area of 170 x 150 feet 
which belongs to the county. General 
concensus of the court is “that 
people who are going to dump trash 
there will just go somewhere else 
with it” if the range is fenced off. In 
addition, if it is fenced off, anyone 
using it would have to obtain a key 
for admittance. The shooting range 
is almost in the middle of the trashy 
area.

Anyone caught dumping solid 
waste in any water or on private or 
public property without written per­
mission can be found guilty of a 
misdemeanor and fined from $5-200.

The city has an ordinance forbid­
ding the dumping of trash in the city. 
However, there is no municipal court 
to try the ordinance. The ordinance 
carries a fine from $10-50.

Public officials are encouraging 
property owners to clean up their 
property and thus reduce the danger 
of illness and disease. They are also 
encouraging everyone to use the 
sanitary land fill out of the city limits 
so the city may remain clean.

The land fill is open from 9 a.m. to 
6p.m. Wednesday through Saturday 
and from 1-6 p.m. Sunday. An 
attendant is on duty when it is open.

Eagles Lose To Rankin In Opener, 21-0
The Eldorado Eagles went down in 

defeat to the much larger Rankin 
Red Devils in their season opener at 
Rankin last Friday night, 21-0.

Due to a lack of contact play and 
rained out practice sessions, the 
team had a few weak spots, but 
played a good game overall.

The Red Devils received the 
opening kickoff and returned it to 
their sixteen yard line.

Richard Barrett, a big 185 pound 
back, who was a big thorn in the 
Eagles side all night started a 
fourteen play drive with a one yard 
gain before being brought down by 
the Eagles. Barrett managed to come 
through with two more runs of five 
and seven yards for a first down on 
the Rankin twenty-nine. Scott Ros- 
sum scrambled five yards and Bar­
rett charged through for ten more 
yards gaining another first down. 
The Red Devils drew a five yard 
penalty on their next play for illegal 
procedure moving them back to their 
thirty-nine yard line. Barrett tried for 
more yardage but was stopped by 
Eldorado after a one yard gain. 
Russom rushed through on the next 
hand off and got forty-one yards and 
a first down in Eagle territory. 
Russom grabbed the ball again and

got five yards followed by Barrett for 
four yards and Brant Myers for five 
yards and a first down. Barrett came 
back with a six yard rush to be halted 
on the four yard line. Russom gained 
three on the next play and Barrett 
shoved through for the first score of 
the game with 5:23 left on the clock 
in the first quarter. The PAT was no 
good which left the score 6-0 for 
Rankin.

Rankin kicked off and the Eagles 
set up on the forty-four yard line. 
Eldorado’s Michael Mertz charged 
in for a seventeen yard gain and a 
first down. Sam Whitten got the 
hand off and ran for five yards, 
putting the Eagles on the Rankin 
thirty-four. Mertz got the hand off 
and was brought down on the line of 
scrimmage. Again Mertz was off 
with the ball and gained a first down 
with an eleven yard run. Charley 
Bradley was pulled down on the 
twenty-three with no gain. Then 
Mertz gained another seven placing 
the Eagles on the Rankin sixteen 
yard line. Randy Morrison tried a 
pass to Mickey Nixon, however the 
pass was incomplete. Mertz plowed 
through for another one yard, which 
wasn’t enough for a first down and 
play went to the Red Devils.

Barrett was on the run again 
taking the ball to the thirty-two yard 
line for the first down. He made 
three more runs of four, eleven and 
four yards to put the Rankin team on 
the forty-seven yard line. The Red 
Devils drew a five yard penalty on a 
game delay at the forty-nine. They 
suffered an incomplete pass then 
Myers gained eight yards an a 
punting situation.

Eagle Randy Morrison received 
the ball at the thirty-seven and 
picked up two yards. Whitten charg­
ed through for a seven yard gain and 
Mertz picked up two yards and the 
Eagles had a fourth down situation 
on the forty-three.

Rankins Red Devil Richard Barrett 
got the call after the punt but was

stopped after gaining only one yard. 
Quarterback Brant Myers threw an 
eleven yard pass to Russom for first 
down. Barrett got eight yards on the 
next two plays then Russom scrambl­
ed the final six for a first down on 
their thirty six. Russom got the hand 
off again but could only manage a 
one yard gain and was brought down 
on the line of scrimmage on his 
second try. Myers rifled a fifteen 
yard pass to Mark Self for a first 
down on the Eldorado thirty eight 
yard line. They drew a five yard 
penalty for illegal procedure sending 
them back to the forty three yard 
line. Barrett was stopped at the forty 
with a three yard gain. Myers tried a 
pass to Rossum which was incom­
plete and a screen pass play, good

for eight yards, but sent Rankin into 
a fourth down.

Eagle Sam Whitten grabbed the 
punt but was brought down at the 
thirty with no gain. Randy Morrison 
completed a pass to Mickey Nixon 
for two yards, however Morrison’s 
second pass to Mike Griffith was 
incomplete forcing a punting 
situation.

Rankins Myers completed a pass 
in first play but the team was 
penalized fifteen yards for holding. 
The second pass was incomplete. 
Barrett managed a gain of one yard 
and Russom got two yards with the 
Eagles holding them at their own 
twenty eight yard line.

Master Plan For Construction 
Being Made For Local School

‘Kiss Your Baby' Week 
Begins Here Monday

Mayor Pat Ragsdale declared 
Sept. 18-22 as “ Kiss Your Baby” 
week in Eldorado. A fund raising 
drive will be conducted through the 
city during this week with eight local 
volunteers working door to door. 
Volunteers are Patsy Terry, Helen 
Page, Marilyn Whitten, Nancy Page, 
M artha Lee Meador, Christy 
Meador, Margaret Frost and Sherry 
Page. Debbie Joy is county chair­
person.

One of the signs of C/F, the most 
serious lung-damaging disease, is a 
salty taste to the skin. Mothers have

sometimes alerted doctors to the 
possibility of C/F when kissing their 
babies and tasting salt.

Cystic Fibrosis is inherited by 
approximately one of every 1,600 
American babies. It occurs when a 
child receives a gene for the disease 
from each parent. So far, there’s no 
cure for C/F, but early diagnosis and 
treatment are helping to lengthen 
lives. Today, 50 percent of C/F 
patients can be expected to live past 
age 18, where once few survived to 
school age.

A master plan for possible con­
struction of several new buildings for 
the Schleicher County school system 
is being drawn up by San Angelo 
Architect Gary Donaldson.

The decision for the master plan 
was made during the regular meet­
ing of the school board Monday 
night. According to school super­
intendent Guy Whitaker, the master 
plan will take into consideration a list 
of priorities set by the board. 
Priorities are in this order: first, 
elementary classrooms; second, 
library-learning center combination; 
third, possible construction of a new 
cafeteria or expanding the present 
facility and fourth, possible tax and 
administration office and fifth, im­
provements of the football and track 
fields. After that, he said, the 
priority will be acquiring additional 
lots around the school property.

After the master plan is drawn up, 
the board will decide if, what and 
when any construction will take 
place. No decisions have been made

on any construction for the school 
system at this time.

Whitaker reported to the board 
that enrollment at the school has 
increased by 25 students over last 
year, with the largest increases in 
the elementary schools.

School tax assessor Ray Lewis 
Ballew reported on values assigned 
to the district by the School Tax 
Assessment Practice Board. These 
values determine the amount of state 
aid the system will receive. Market 
value of the school system is now 
$205 million and the productivity 
value is $130 million, compared to a 
$170 million market value and a $80 
million productivity value last year. 
There was a large jump in values of 
tangible personal property such as 
bank accounts, bonds and certifi­
cates of deposits.

In other school business, the 
board:
• granted a 25 cent an hour wage 
increase to maintenance and

cafeteria personnel, effective im­
mediately.
• accepted the resignation of Denise 
Smith, elementary music teacher, 
who is moving.
• gave permission for the Junction- 
Eldorado football game to be broad­
cast back to Junction by their radio 
station.
• decided to send delegates to the 
Texas Association of School Boards- 
Texas Association of School Admin­
istrators convention Sept. 23-25.
• discussed housing and lots close to 
the school which could possibly be 
purchased by the school.
• agreed to furnish the foreign 
exchange student with free lunches.
• discussed changes in bus routes 
and reasons for the changes.
• decided to accept bids for gasoline 
to be used by the busses.

Whitaker reported that Mrs. Judy 
Meador will be substituting for 
Coach Mike Williamson during his 
illness.

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Taxable Wealth in Texas Grows In Last Two Years
AUSTIN—Taxable wealth 

of Texas has increased from 
$232 billion to $464 billion 
since 1975, according to a 
new report of the School Tax 
Assessment Practices Board.

The figure (unlike the 
1975 compilation of the 
Governor’s Office of Educa­
tion Resources) includes in­
tangible property like bank 
accounts, stocks and bonds 
which are seldom taxed.

About a third of the total 
is made up of intangibles, 
two-thirds of real property, 
School Tax Assessment Prac­
tices Board Executive Direc­
tor Walt Parker estimated.

School districts get state 
aid on the basis of their tax­
able wealth. In effect, poor 
districts get more aid from 
the state, and rich districts 
get less.

The ST APB report calcu­
lates 82 per cent of intangi­
ble property is located in 52 
major counties. Houston has 
$44 billion or 28 per cent of 
the total. Six Standard Met­
ropolitan Statistical Areas 
have 62 per cent of the in­
tangible wealth.

Under a 1977 act, the leg­
islature directed Texas Edu­
cation Agency to use ST APB 
figures in distributing state 
aid to school districts.

Parker said he expects a 
third of the more than 1,000 
school districts to appeal 
board values. If the figures 
stand, many large school dis­
tricts would lose a substan­
tial amount of state aid.

The state now pays about 
85 per cent of school operat­
ing costs. A constitutional 
amendment to be voted on 
in November would allow 
the legislature to remove in­
tangible property from the 
tax base.

AG Opinions

getting Texas gas for less 
than Texans pay.

If you’re planning a cover 
of Texas bluebonnets for 
the home landscape next 
spring, seed should be 
planted as soon as possible.

Late summer planting is 
essential because blue­
bonnets are actually winter 
annuals. They germinate in 
late summer, and exist as a 
small rosette of leaves 
throughout the winter while 
developing a good root 
system. They then grow 
rapidly during the spring 
rainy season to produce 
sheets of blue flowers.

Many seeds are wasted 
each year due to improper 
planting. Just tossing the 
seed into a grassy area 
along the road or in the 
corner of the yard does 
little else than provide ex­
pensive food for birds.

Germination is also a 
problem. Poor germination 
usually occurs unless some-

thing is done to soften the 
hard seed coat to allow 
moisture to penetrate.

The often recommended 
practice of puncturing the 
seed with a needle or ice 
pick will work, but is rather 
time consuming as well as 
hard on the hands. Scratch­
ing the seed coat between 
layers of sandpaper on a 
hard surface will help break 
the hard outer surface. 
Seed may also be soaked in 
water for several days prior 
to planting.

Since the Bluebonnet is a 
legume, there is some in­
dication that better results 
are obtained if the seed is 
inoculated with a proper 
nitrifying bacteria. Some of 
the seed companies have 
the inoculating material 
available with the instruc­
tions as to how to use it.

In large scale plantings, 
it would probably be ad­
vantageous to use these 
agents. After treating, 
broadcast the seed on tilled 
soil, cover with Va to Vi 
inch of soil, firm the soil, 
and water. Keep the soil 
moist until seedlings 
appear — usually in a week 
to ten days.

Once established, blue­
bonnets seed themselves 
year after year, provided 
the seed has been allowed 
to mature, grass or weeds 
haven’t become too thick 
and there has been 
sufficient rain in July and 
August to soften the seed 
coat. With a late drought, it 
would be advisable to soak 
the bluebonnet bed several 
times to assure good 
germination.

His family moved to 
Christoval midway through 
his eighth grade and he 
recalls receiving his dip­
loma in the Methodist 
Church.

JACK RABBIT STEAKS
Clean rabbits and 

wash well. Remove the 
hind legs as only these are 
used for this.

Save rest of rabbit for 
chili.

Debone the legs, allow­
ing two for each person.

Vs MEDIUM SIZE 
SNAPPING TURTLES. 
Cover with cold water and 3 
tblsp. salt.

1 cup flour, 1 tsp. salt, 1 
tsp. pepper. Cooking fat to 
cover bottom (of skillet 
inch deep.

Kill and bleed turtles 
well. Separate from shells 
by dipping in boiling water 
2-3 minutes. Clean and cut 
into serving size pieces. 
Soak in salt water overnight 
or at least 3 or 4 hours.

Remove from water and 
drain well. Roll in flour in 
which salt and pepper has 
been added. Fry slowly in 
covered skillet until tender, 
remove lid, turn up heat 
and brown well. Serves six.

WHITE HORSERADISH 
SAUCE

1 tablespoon cornstarch 
IV2 cups milk
Vi cup freshly grated horse­
radish
2 tablespoons butter
1/8 teaspoon white pepper 
1 teaspoon lemon juice 

Mix cornstarch and milk 
until smooth. Cook over low 
heat, stirring constantly to 
a boiling point, then cook 
over low heat 10 minutes 
longer. Add horseradish, 
butter, salt, pepper, and 
lemon juice, stirring until 
butter melts. Serve with 
boiled beef or baked ham. 
Makes IV* cups.
STEAK BASTING SAUCE 
Vs cup olive oil 
Vi tsp black pepper 
Vs cup dry red wine 
1 tlbs. A-l sauce 
V* tsp. thyme 

Beat all ingredients to­
gether. Brush the steak 
with the sauce several 
times during the broiling 
time. Makes 1 cup.

During this time he met 
and married his lovely wife 
Evon in London, England. 
They now have a son, 
Jimmy, who is enrolled in 
the University of New 
Mexico and a daughter, 
Karen, who is in the sixth 
grade.

Jim recently graduated 
from another kind of school 
and now has a degree in 
management from Midland 
College. We’re so glad our 
one-time neighbor returned 
in 1977 and brought his 
lovely family to once again 
be a part of our community.

Foreign Trade 
Helps Cattlemen

Despite the recent in­
crease in the meat import 
level for 1978, U.S. cattle­
men are still the net win­
ners through foreign trade.

That’s the opinion of Dr.
Ed Uvacek, livestock mar­
keting specialist for the 
Texas Agricultural Extens­
ion Service.

Uvacek explains that the 
Meat Import Law of 1964 
provides for a fixed lever of 
imports and allows in­
creases based on domestic 
production. Most exporting 
countries, however, have 
entered into voluntary re­
straint agreements with the 
U.S., which keeps imports 
below the trigger levels of 
the quota.

This past March the vol­
untary restraint agreement 
level for 1978 was set at 
1.29 billion pounds. Presi­
dent Carter’s recently an­
nounced increase raised 
that level by 200 million 
pounds. In contrast, the 
trigger level for the Meat 
Import Law is 1.3 billion 
pounds.

Uvacek points out that 
about 35 percent of the 
total increased level of im­
ports scheduled for this 
year has already been 
brought into the U.S. dur­
ing the first four months.
The remainder, therefore, 
will have to be spread out 
over the next eight months.
The bulk of the increases 
came in March and April 
when prices were already in 
an upward spiral.

Research indicates that 
cattlemen’s incomes are 
more indirectly affected by 
imports through the sale of 
cull cows, contends 
Uvacek.

“ Put into this context, 
then, it seems obvious that 
the income effects on pro­
ducers from the greater 
imports for 1978 should be 
minimal,’’ he adds.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
GENERAL ELECTION NOV. 7. 1978

“The Tax Relief 
Amendment”

(H.J.R. 1)
H.J.R. 1 proposes an 

amendment to the Texas 
Constitution allowing the 
legislature to exempt in­
tangible personal prop­
erty, requiring the legis­
lature to exempt certain 
household goods and per­
sonal effects, and allow­
ing the legislature to 
exempt all or p a rt of the 
personal property home­
stead from state and local 
property taxation.

The amendment re­
quires the legislature to 
provide for the taxation 
of farm  and ranch land 
on the basis of its produc­
tive capacity instead of 
its m arket value and al­
lows the legislature to 
provide for the taxation 
of tim ber land on its pro­
ductive capacity.

The amendment per­
mits local governments to 
extend the present exemp­
tion of not less than 
$3,000 of the residence 
homestead of persons 65 
and older to include cer­
tain  disabled persons.

The amendment gran ts 
an exemption from  public 
school property taxes of 
$5,000 of the m arket value 
of the residence home­
stead. I t authorizes the 
legislature to g ran t an 
additional exemption from 
public school property 
taxes of an amount not 
to exceed $10,000 of the 
m arket value of the resi­
dence homesteads of per­
sons 65 years of age or 
older and certain disabled 
persons. I f  a person 65 
years of age or older 
qualifies for this exemp­
tion, the total amount of 
public school taxes im­
posed on th a t person’s 
homestead may not be in­
creased.

The amendment pre­
vents local governments 
from increasing property 
taxes unless the govern­
ing body provides public 
notice and conducts a 
public hearing. The 
amendment requires the 
legislature to provide by 
law for each property 
owner to receive notice of 
the revaluation of his 
property and the amount 
taxes will be increased.

The amendment limits 
appropriations from state 
tax revenue to an amount 
not to exceed Texas’ esti­
mated economic growth 
rate, with the legislature 
authorized to make excep­
tions for emergencies.

The amendment pro­
hibits the statewide ap­
praisal of real property 
for property tax  pur­
poses. Enforcement of 
uniform standards and 
procedures for appraisal 
of property for property 
tax purposes is required 
to originate in the taxing

authority  where the prop­
erty  tax  is imposed.

The wording of the 
proposed amendment as 
it will appear on the bal­
lot is as follows:

“The constitutional 
amendment providing for 
tax  relief for residential 
homesteads, elderly per­
sons, disabled persons, 
and agricultural land; for 
personal property exemp­
tions; for tru th  in tax a­
tion procedures, including 
citizen involvement; for 
a redefinition of the tax 
base; for lim itations on 
state spending; and for 
property tax  adm inistra­
tion.”

NUMBER ONE
(S.J.R. 50)

S.J.R. 50 proposes an 
amendment to the Texas 
Constitution to delete an 
archaic reference to the 
“Deaf and Dumb Asy­
lum.” The amendment 
would allow the S tate of 
Texas to purchase prod­
ucts and services done by 
handicapped individuals 
in nonprofit rehabilita­
tion facilities without 
complying with bid re­
quirements applicable to 
other state contracts. The 
amendment also would 
eliminate the form ality of 
the approval of certain 
sta te  contracts by the 
Governor, the Secretary 
of S tate and the Comp­
troller of Public Ac­
counts.

The wording of the pro­
posed amendment as it 
will appear on the ballot 
is as follows:

“The constitutional 
amendment deleting the 
archaic reference to the 
‘Deaf and Dumb Asylum,’ 
allowing certain  products 
and services of handi­
capped individuals to be 
used by agencies and de­
partm ents of sta te  gov­
ernment, requiring the 
procurement of other 
products and services re ­
quired in the operation of 
state government to be 
made under bids awarded 
to the lowest responsible 
bidder, m aking all such 
procurement processes 
subject to laws enacted 
by the legislature, and 
eliminating the require­
ment th a t the Governor, 
the Secretary of State, 
and the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts of Texas 
be personally involved 
with such transactions.”

NUMBER TWO
(S.J.R. 55)

S.J.R. 55 proposes an 
amendment to the Texas 
Constitution to perm it 
local governments to issue 
bonds for the reconstruc­
tion or acquisition of fa ­
cilities (land, equipment 
and improvements) de­
signed to develop employ­
ment opportunities. These

bonds would be payable 
solely from the revenue 
from the sale or lease of 
these facilities. The build­
ing or acquisition of such 
facilities m ust be deter­
mined by the local gov­
ernm ent to be necessary 
to develop employment 
opportunities.

The wording of the pro­
posed amendment as it 
will appear on the ballot 
is as follows :

“The constitutional 
amendment to provide 
tha t the legislature may 
permit political subdivi­
sions to issue revenue 
bonds to develop employ­
ment opportunities for its 
citizens.”

NUMBER THREE
(S.J.R. 44)

S.J.R. 44 proposes an 
amendment to the Texas 
Constitution which would 
allow the legislature to 
authorize cities and towns 
to issue tax  increment 
bonds to finance the re­
development of blighted 
areas. The bonds are to 
be paid solely from reve­
nue from municipal tax 
increments. Paym ent can­
not be made from the 
revenue of municipal 
taxes, utilities, or other 
services.

The wording of the pro­
posed amendment as it 
will appear on the ballot 
is as follows:

“The constitutional 
amendment to give the 
legislature the power to 
authorize cities and towns 
to issue bonds to finance 
the redevelopment of 
blighted areas and pro­
hibiting any city or town 
from gran ting  its money 
or lending its credit for 
such purposes.”

NUMBER FOUR
(S.J.R. 53)

S.J.R. 53 proposes an 
amendment to the Texas 
Constitution to allow the 
legislature to exempt from 
taxation solar or wind- 
powered energy devices.

The wording of the pro­
posed amendment as it 
will appear on the ballot 
is as follows :

“The constitutional 
amendment authorizing 
the legislature to exempt 
from taxation solar and 
wind-powered energy de­
vices.”

NUMBER FIVE
(H.J.R. 37)

H.J.R. 37 proposes an 
amendment to the Texas 
Constitution to g ran t ex­
clusive jurisdiction to 
justices of the peace in 
civil cases where the 
amount in controversy 
does not exceed $200, ex­
cept where the legislature 
gives exclusive ju risd ic­
tion to another court.

The amendment g ran ts 
justices of the peace con­
current jurisdiction with 
county courts where the 
amount in controversy is 
between $200 and $500, 
except where the legisla­
tu re gives the county 
court exclusive ju risd ic­
tion.

The amendment also 
g ran ts justices of the 
peace concurrent jurisdic-

tion with both county and 
d istric t courts where the 
amount in controversy is 
between $500 and $1,000, 
except where the legisla­
tu re  gives the county or 
district court exclusive 
jurisdiction.

The wording of the pro­
posed amendment as it 
will appear on the ballot 
is as follows:

“ The constitutional 
amendment to extend the 
jurisdiction of justices of 
the peace in civil cases.”

NUMBER SIX
(S.J.R. 45)

S.J.R. 45 proposes an 
amendment to the Texas 
Constitution to allow the 
legislature to expand the 
number of judges on any 
court of civil appeals. 
Presently  courts of civil 
appeals are limited to a 
chief justice and two as­
sociate justices. The 
amendment also would al­
low the courts to sit in 
sections, with the concur­
rence of a m ajority  of the 
judges sitting  in the sec­
tion necessary to decide a 
case.

The wording of the pro­
posed amendment as it 
will appear on the ballot 
is as follows:

“The constitutional 
amendment perm itting 
the legislature to increase 
the number of justices on 
a court of civil appeals, 
perm itting a court of civil 
appeals to sit in sections, 
and requiring a concur­
rence of a m ajority  of 
justices to decide a case.”

NUMBER SEVEN
(S.J.R. 48)

S.J.R. 48 proposes an 
amendment to the Texas 
Constitution eliminating 
the S tate Building Com­
mission and the S tate 
Building Fund. The au ­
thority  of the S tate Build­
ing Commission has been 
transferred  by law to the 
S tate Board of Control.

The wording of the pro­
posed amendment as it 
will appear on the ballot 
is as follows:

“The constitutional 
amendment to repeal the 
constitutional authority  
for the S tate Building 
Commission and the S tate 
Building Fund.”

NUMBER EIGHT
(H.J.R. 42)

H.J.R. 42 proposes an 
amendment to - the Texas 
Constitution allowing cer­
tain political subdivisions 
or d istricts in the state 
th a t can presently issue 
bonds or other indebted­
ness or otherwise lend its 
credit to engage in f ire ­
fighting activities and to 
issue bonds or otherwise 
lend its credit to support 
such activities.

The wording of the pro­
posed amendment as it 

'w ill appear on the ballot 
is as follows :

“The constitutional 
amendments authorizing 
certain districts to engage 
in fire-fighting  activities 
and to issue bonds or 
other indebtedness or to 
issue bonds or otherwise 
lend their credit for f ire ­
fighting purposes.” .

Citizens Commission to Solve  

Red Tape
WASHINGTON—Nothing in this life is certain, Ben 

Franklin reminded us, but death and taxes.
If Ben could observe Washington today, he probably 

would add a corollary: in the Federal city, nothing is 
certain but red tape.

Ask most Texans who have dealt with Washington, and 
you’ll likely be told generating red tape is Washington’s 
strongest suit. It’s the one thing bureaucrats are good at.

Dr. Franklin might also point out that relying on the 
bureaucrats to put an end to bureaucracy would be just 
about as useful as an admonition to the fox that unless 
he guards the chicken coop, chickens will delight the 
palate of would-be varmints.

Nothing seems more certain than that real reform of 
the bureaucracy must come from outside to be meaning­
ful. A hard-nosed assessment by individuals who have 
nothing at stake and who seek nothing more than better 
government might be the only answer to a nationwide 
chorus of complaint about ensnarling bureaucracy and 
overregulation.

There is no time like the present. That is why a bill I 
have introduced would create a “Citizens Commission on 
Economic Regulatory Oversight.” Its mission would be 
clear: review Federal economic regulatory agencies and 
laws and recommend to Congress the elimination of those 
agencies, laws, and regulations responsible for the dupli­
cation. cost and paperwork burden for everyone from the 
businessman to the taxpayer.

How would this commission be different from every 
other commission? Very simply: it would be comprised 
of distinguished and impartial citizens from outside govern­
ment who would go straight to the people to find answers 
necessary to put a stop to excessive regulation and bu­
reaucracy.

The Commission would be required to conduct town 
meetings in communities all across the country to hear 
what citizens have to say about the problems. In addition, 
a nationwide “hotline” would be established so that citi­
zens with complaints could register them with the Com­
mission.

The Commission would file a tentative report to the 
Congress within one year’s time and a final set of recom­
mendations after 18 months to assure that the recom­
mendations result in action.

The Commission, totaling 12 members, would be ap­
pointed by the President and by the majority and minority 
leaders of the House and Senate.

There has been practically no end to commissions and 
various task forces in the past which have sought to re­
form the “unanswerable bureaucracy.” The real difference 
is none until now has had the mandate to draw up a 
laundry list of laws and agencies to be eliminated.

The Commission would focus on: whether and to what 
extent regulations which has been in effect for five years 
or more have accomplished their goal; which agencies, 
because of changed conditions or because they have 
achieved their goals, are no longer needed; which agencies 
and regulations need fine tuning to be effective; and 
whether the nation’s tax laws—through incentive or pen­
alty—might be better than strict reliance on rules, regula­
tions and standards in the pursuit of a regulatory objective.

Red tape need not be a certainty. The Citiezns’ Com­
mission could be the proof of the pudding.

“Liberals in Congress 
say that we are always 
spending too much on de­
fense, but the fact is that 
we have been spending less 
and less on defense and 
more and more on domestic 
welfare services,’’Collins 
noted. “ Since 1972 HEW’s 
budget has exceeded that 
of the Department of De­
fense. In 1977, HEW re­
ceived almost $40 billion 
more. Last year they receiv­
ed $47 billion more than 
defense, and this year they 
will receive nearly $60 
billion more.”

“ Between 1952 and 1977 
federal spending for wel­
fare and other domestic 
purposes had risen from 
$12 billion to $244 billion 
an increase of 2000%. 
However, during the same 
time span our defense 
spending has decreased,” 
Collins said. “ We now 
spend only 4% of our GNP 
on defense whereas the 
Soviet Union spends 12% 
of their GNP on defense.” 

According to Collins, in 
1977 Congress voted to 
spend $108 billion for de­
fense, while in Russia they 
were spending $130 billion.

“ The Russians have 
12,000 S urface-to -A ir 
missiles, we have 990. They 
have 64 anti-ballistic 
missiles, we have none. 
They have 2,700 interceptor 
aircraft, we have 357. They

have 45,000 tanks, we have 
7,835. They have 942 active 
Naval fleets, we have 456. 
They have 1,549 inter­
continental ballistic mis­
sies, we have 1,054. They 
have 842 submarine 
launched ballistic missiles, 
we have 656,” Collins said.

According to the senior 
Texas republican, the Sov­
iets do have 200 less bomb­
ers, but their bombers have 
greater payload capacity 
and are far superior in 
unrefueled radius to any of 
our bombers.

Collins also noted that in 
the case of a nuclear attack 
the Russians would suffer 
less the 5% fatalities while 
the United States would 
suffer almost 50% 
fatalities.
