The 
school buildings have come quite a ways in the past few weeks, even to 
the point where you can visualize how large the new cafeteria, learning 
center and elementary wing will be.

The construction of the county’s new law enforcement center has 
begun, too, with the hum of bulldozers and other machinery livening up 
the courthouse square. And across the highway from there the bank is 
clearing off several old buildings, making room for a new building 
sometime in the future.

Although there are no bulldozerss or cranes at the site yet, the 
hospital will also experience a new addition, with final plans to be 
announced later this year.

The city has begun work to rid the town of aband* ned cars and trucks, 
some of which have been an eyesore for many a year. That agency has 
also begun plans for paving several streets and just recently purchased a 
new dump truck to facilitate easier pickup of garbage.

Whether or not the community remains to grow in a reasonable 
fashion and keeps up with these demands is left up to the people on the 
governmental agencies. That is why it is so important for everyone to 
vote in Saturday’s election for the school board, hospital board and city 
council.

In years gone by, the election turnout in this county was very poor, 
even to the point that only half of the voters cast a ballot.

There is no real reason why everyone cannot vote in a town this size 
and this is the one true way for everyone to show their interest in a 
growing community and support for the leaders of that community.

When Schleicher County and the 
City of Eldorado were young, it was 
not uncommon to hear the yelp of a 
coyote just outside the city limits.

However, several months ago, the 
county decided to discontinue its 
financial support of the program. 
Therefore, lanchmen are now pay­
ing $20 a section fee to make up for

USDA’s Soil Conservat­
ion Service (SCS) is cur­
rently making a study of 
alternative ways in which a 
National Plant Materials 
Centers Program can be 
conducted that responds to 
resource conservation 
needs. Fred Stumberg, 
SCS district conservationist 
at Eldorado, says his agen­
cy is asking for the public’s 
views on alternatives under 
consideration and for other 
proposals.

Stumberg says SCS, in 
cooperation with other 
Federal and State agencies

and through other arrange­
ments, presently operates 
and maintains 22 plant 
materials centers (PMC’s) 
in the United States. Each 
center develops new plants 
for conservation purposess 
in the geographic area it 
serves that are released 
jointly with the State’s 
agricultural experiment 
station and other State and 
Federal agencies to com­
mercial growers for pro­
duction.

The plant materials cen­
ter serving Texas and Ok­
lahoma is located at Knox

City, Texas. A key plant 
that has been released 
from the center in the past 
is Selection-75 kleingrass.

“ The range of alterna­
tives being studied for con­
ducting a National Plant 
Materials Centers Program 
vary from continuation of 
the program as is to trans­
ferring complete operat­
ions and management of 
the centers over to nonfed- 
eral entities,’’ Stumberg 
said. “ First, we need to 
know what the public 
needs and wants-and pos­
sible alternative ways nat-

clubs will be excused to 
participate in stock shows 
with three provisions.

First of all, the agricul­
ture teacher or 4-H club 
sponsor has to request in 
writing that the student be 
excused. The request 
should be given to the 
student’s principal before 
the absence. Classwork 
should be made up in 
advance, if possible, which 
will be left to the discretion 
of the principal and teach­
er.

Secondly, 4-H club and 
FFA sponsors are request­
ed to coordinate their re­
quests for excused absenc­
es, if possible, to avoid 
confusion about hours or 
days missed. Purpose of 
the regulation is to insure 
that all excused absences 
are reasonable and necess­
ary.

Third, all students must 
adhere to University of

In te r scho lastic  League 
rules.

Students will be allowed 
two discretionary days per 
years to be absent. The 
days may be used for 
reasons deemed necessary 
by the parent and will be 
excused with make-up. 
The school has to receive 
written notification from 
the parent and/or guardian 
one week in advance. 
Parents are asked to use 

f these days judiciously and 
only when there is no 
alternative. Senior stu­
dents will be allowed one 
extra day for college visi­
tation.

»
Remaining the same is 

the provision for excused 
, absences with make-up al­

lowed. Absence permits 
are allowed only for per­
sonal sickness, sickness or 
death in the family, dan­
gerous travel conditions, or 
unusual causes acceptable

to the school. The causes 
must be rare and not set a 
precedent.

Student absence may oc­
cur with parental permiss­
ion but may be classified 
by the principal as unex­
cused and will not be 
approved as eligible for 
makeup work.

Students may not leave 
the campus under any cir­
cumstances without written 
permission from the parent 
and/or the office. They 
must first check out throu­
gh the office or school 
nurse. Leaving school 
without such permission 
will be considered truancy.

If a student is absent, 
he/she must bring a writt­
en and signed statement 
from the parent stating the 
reason for and the date of 
the absence.
