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Enters L itigation

City Sewer Issues 
Pass Saturday

A grand total of 215 voters 
Approved the issuing of $650,000 of 
sewer tax plant bonds and the 
issuance of $340,000 of sewer system 
levenue bonds Saturday. The sewer 
plant issue passed with 131 votes for 
and 72 votes against. The sewer 
system bonds passed with 112 votes 
for and 86 opposing. The passing of 
Ihese two issues gave the okay to the 
council to begin the engineering 
construction phase of completely 
revamping the antiquated sewer pro­
cessing plant of the city and insured 
that the Christian Addition would be 
brought into the city’s sewer system 
should the HEW Block Grant not be 
presented to the city of Eldorado for 
this purpose. Should the grant be 
awarded, the $340,000 sewer bond 
revenue bond can be used at 
a later date by the city council as long 
as they are issued for the improve­
ment of the sewer system in the city.

Following the election Monday 
night the aldermen met in a special 
session to canvass the votes. During 
this meeting one vote was cast out by 
the council because the instructions 
on the ballot had not been followed. 
This particular ballot had been marked 
both for and agairffet.

Following the canvassing the 
council unanimously voted to issue 
1he bonds on a motion which came 
from Gus Willeke seconded by Bobbie 
Sanders.

Larry Skiles associated with 
Rauscher, Pierce, and Refsnes and 
acting as the city’s bond counselor 
was also in attendance at the meeting. 
Skiles discussed with the council 
their next steps in procuring a new 
sewer system for the city. He 
informed the council of the state’s 
water and sewer departments policy 
of purchasing municipal water and 
sewer bonds, the rates the council

oould expect to pay on their bond 
issuances and the selection of an 
engineering firm for the project. On a 
motion from “Rooster” Jackson and 
seconded by Bobbie Sanders, the 
aldermen selected the firm of Freese 
and Nichols of Midland as their choice 
of engineering firms. Negoiations 
with Freese and Nichols, Inc. will 
begin over the firm’s fee. Should a 
palatable contract not be struck 
between the firm and the city the city 
will enter into negoiations with 
another engineering firm. Freese and 
Nichols prepared the preliminary 
study for the sewer system in the city.

Schleicher County Commissioners 
Court met Monday in a specially 
called session to plan their strategy in 
defending themselves against claims 
made in a petition for declaratory 
judgement filed last Wednesday in the 
oounty’s district court office.

The petition was filed by Bill 
Freitag and Mabel Freitag naming the 
county of Schleicher, A. A. Clark and 
Kerry Joy as defendents. The petition 
calls for a judgement determining a 
question of actual controversy over a 
length of road approximately one mile 
in length roughly 8 miles east of 
Eldorado located on Section 38, Blk L, 
of the G.h. and S. A. RR.Co. Survey.

The Freitag’s contend that the 
stretch of road was opened only as an 
oil and gas lease road and was never 
intended for public use. They further 
state that the road does not appear on 
the county map and therefore is not a 
public road. It is their desire that the 
road be closed to public use and

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Airmen Attend Council
The Eldorado City Council met 

Wednesday, January 12th in regular 
session to discuss the city’s business 
for the month of January. Meeting 

îth the council was John Mitchell 
id Tom Hunley speaking on behalf 

of the Tri-County Shriner’s Club a 
newly formed organization with mem­
bers in Sonora, Ozona and Eldorado. 
They requested that the city donate or 
find some feasible method to grant 
the club the 1939 Ford firetruck now 
parked by the city office. The 
gentlemen were informed that it was 
impossible for a municipality to 
donate any of its properties and that 
the sale or lease could only be 
accomplished by public bids. It is the 
Shriners’ intention to restore the 
firetruck and use it as a parade vehicle 
fortheclub. Mitchell and Hunley also 
stated that the city be returned the 
firetruck should the club ever disband.

City Secretary Carolyn Mayo was 
instructed by the council to research 
the matter and see if there was some 
way the city could grant the firetruck 
to the organization.

Also meeting with the council 
were representatives from Goodfellow 
Air Force Base, Lt. Tony Ronquillo, 
Master Sergant John House and Lt. 
Mark Haskell who outlined the base’s 
program of Epic, a public affairs effort 
to bring a closer relationship between 
Ihe outlying communities of the base 
and the base itself. It was learned 
during this presentation that the base 
oould offer guided tours and base 
parade representation to the com­
munities in the area. The air force 
representatives were questioned 
about the Pave Paws project by the 
oouncil. Here the aldermen learned 
lhat the decision regarding the 
placement of Pave Paws will be forth 
ooming from the military sometime 
this summer.

David and John Edward Meador

presented to the council a proposal 
that the council accept a four inch 
sewer line in blocks E and F of the 
Keele Addition. After discussion of 
how the line came into existence and 
how it did not meet the city standards 
the council voted to accept the line. 
The motion carried unanimously but 
Gus Willeke abstained to vote on the 
issue because of a conflict of interest.

The next item on the council’s 
agenda was to entertain a plea of 
bondsman Larry Skiles, associated 
with Rausch, Pierce and Refsnes. 
Skiles requested that the councilmen 
meet the upcoming Monday in order 
to canvass the votes and possibly 
select an engineering firm for the 
proposed sewer project should the 
bond issue pass. The specially called 
meeting was unanimously set for 
Monday January 17th at 6:00 p.m.

Paul Robbins representing Moran 
Exploration next appeared before the 
oouncil to offer a bid for the oil and 
gas lease of city owned property. 
Moran was the only bidder and the 
lease bid payment was for $3,405.00 
the motion carried that the lease be 
executed and a list of requirements 
was noted.

The aldermen next entertained 
\arious representatives of engineering 
firms in order to better select a firm 
should the proposed sewer bond 
issue pass. Appearing before the 
council was Kyle Womack with 
Fferkhill, Smith and Cooper; Bruce 
Motheral and Jay Clanton with 
Moteral Industries; and Lee Head with 
Freese & Nichols, Inc. a written 
proposal was submitted by West 
Texas Consultants each firm was 
allowed to present its credientals ans 
desires to become the engineering 
firm for the proposed sewer project.

Jack Bebee questioned the council 
on the grant on the sewer extension 
proposal. Bebee was assured by the

council that if the grant failed and 
proposal II passed, it was the 
council’s intention to use the $340,000 
in revenue bonds for the Christian 
Addition should that bond issue pass.

Bill Raddle representing the Eldo­
rado Volunteer Fire Department ap­
peared before the council and reco­
mmended that the city relinquish its 
affiliation with the State Firemans 
Pension Plan which no longer served 
the purpose that the plan had 
originally been designed for, in lieu of 
dropping the city’s participation in th 
plan Raddle requested that all active 
and retired firemen and their widows 
receive a flat water rate up to 50,000 
gallons. On a motion from Ronnie 
Sauer seconded by Wayne McGinnes

the suggestion was unanimously 
passed. The council also voted to pay 
Raddle a total of $150 for car and 
motel expense in order that the 
fireman could attend the Texas A & M 
Firefighters School planning session. 
The motion was made by Sauer and 
seconded by councilman Rooster 
Jackson, it carried unanimously.

During the reading of the minutes 
of December 7th Wayne McGinnes 
withdrew his motion of that date to 
sign and enter into a gas lease. This 
correction to the minutes was neces­
sary in order to comply with the 
advertising of bid in correlation with 
the oil - gas leased city owned 
property. With this technicality
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furthermore that if it should be 
deemed public by a judicial decision, 
the county should assume the re* 
sponsibility for laning (fencing) the 
stretch of road.

The Freitag's attorney, Marvin 
C. Hanz, of San Angelo also filed on 
Ihe same day a motion for contempt 
showing cause order against the 
oounty of Schleicher, A. A. Clark and 
Kerry Joy. Both instruments were 
filed in the 51st District Court of 
Schleicher County. This instrument 
uses the cause of Harvey, et al vs. 
Jones, cause no. 1497, filed in the 
51st District Court of Schleicher 
County as a precedent. In the Harvey- 
Jones ruling the judgement stated 
that county equipment nor county 
maintenance nor public equipment 
could be used on private roads. The 
oontempt of court charge stems from 
the Harvey - Jones decision.

On a motion made by Kerry Joy 
and seconded by Ross Whitten, the 
oourt unanimously voted to contest

Ihe petition and the motion for 
oontempt. The motion reads that they 
shall contact an outside attorney to 
assist in the suit against Schleicher 
County. The hearing is scheduled for 
Monday, February 7, 1983.

The next and last item on the 
agenda for the court was the roofing 
of the Memorial Building. The court 
unanimously voted to hire Kent Elliot 
Roofing of San Angelo to re-roof 
approximately 7,000 square feet of 
surface on the Memorial Building with 
fiberglass composition shingles titled 
Horizon shingles for a cost of 
$11,333.00. The roof will carry a 25 
year guarantee. The Elliot firm is in 
town now and can move immediately 
to the Memorial Building. The motion 
was made by Prissy Paxton and 
seconded by Kerry Joy.

The commissioners also discus­
sed the placing of gas pumps at the 
new fire hall and then adjourned the 
meeting.
