Newspaper sale told
In a joint announcement Friday, Debbie 

Bratcher of Bowie and Terry B. Neill of 
Eldorado announced the sale of the Schleicher 
County Leader-Success by Mrs. Bratcher to 
Neill.

Neill, a veteran newsman at 34, has been 
operating the paper for the past three and 
one-half months under a lease-purchase agree­
ment with Ms. Bratcher, wife of former 
publisher the late Finis Bratcher.

The Leader-Success will be operated by t.b. 
Publishing Company, of which Neill is the sole 
owner. Ms. Bratcher has returned to her native 
Bowie, where she is employed at city hall.

“I would like to thank everyone in Eldorado 
for their kindness and consideration. We miss 
everyone, but think that the sale of the 
newspaper has been and will be in the best

interest of Schleicher County. Thanks to all,” 
Ms. Bratcher said Friday.

Neill, a native of Fort Stockton, began his 
newspaper career at the Fort Stockton Pioneer 
at 16 and purchased his first newspaper at 21. 
He has owned newspapers in Stanton, Van 
Horn and Eldorado, owning the Leader in 1978 
for one year.

His Stanton newspaper racked up more 
awards in a six-year span, both regionally and 
state-wide, than any other newspaper of its 
size, including three West Texas Press 
Association general excellence awards.

Neill is also the youngest president in the 
history of the West Texas Press Association, 
the world’s largest regional press association 
and is a former vice-president of Texas Press

Fruit bars 
low-calorie

Frozen fruit bars have 
become the latest dieter’s 
delight. But are they actually a 
“low-calorie” alternative to re­
gular frozen fruit-flavored 
bars?

According to a Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Ex­
tension Service nutritionist, 
the answer is “No” .

Dr. Alice Hunt points out 
that national brand frozen fruit 
bars contain from 50-80 calor­
ies per 2 V2 ounce bar. The 
regular frozen fruit confections 
contain about 60 calories per 
2 V2 ounce bar.

“Frozen fruit bars contain 
up to 30 percent fruit juice, 
which imporves their nutri­
tional content over frozen 
confections,” she says. “But 
they are also no lower in 
calories than real fruit.”

The frozen fruit bars, like 
frozen confections, also contain ,, 
added sugars or corn-sweet- | 
eners. j|:

If calorie-conscious people iji 
use frozen fruit bars to replace jij 
higher calorie snacks, such as iji 
ice cream bars, they could be jij 
cutting back on their total iji 
calories, Hunt notes.

“For someone on a serious iji 
weight-loss diet, however, jij 
fresh fruit will still provide iji 
more nutrients and fiber for jij 
fewer calories than frozen fruit iji 
bars,” says the nutritionist. jiji
