Rutherford Emanuel Jones,
64, was found dead Thursday
morning in a grove of trees
approximately two miles north-
east of Enochs, He was re-
ported missing from his home
at approximately 6 p.m, on
Wednesday afternoon and his
body was found Thursday morn-
ing by his son, Wendell, He had
farmed in Bailey gounty since
1946,

Acting coroner, Bailey
County Justice of the Peace
Morris Nowlin, who was taken
to the death site by Bailey
County Sheriff Dee Clements,
ruled that Jones died of natural
causes,

Sheriff Clements said Jones
apparently stopped in the grove
of trees to rest in the shade
and went tosleep, He apparently
died in his sleep as the sheriff
said the sand around his body
was undisturbed, Mrs, Jones
had reported her husband miss-
ing from their farm home be-
tween Bula and Enochs and she
said she and her son and sev-
eral nephews had searched for

Moved To Lubbock

In an effort to save tax dol-
lars, the government has order -
ed the Muleshoe post office to
close the office windows on
Saturday, according to an an-
nouncement by Muleshoe Post-
master Spencer Beavers,

This postal change will be
effective as of Saturday, July
4, he added, Although no window
service will be offered, the
routes will run, Healso remind-
ed postal patrons that there
will be no mail pickup over the
weekend from the post office
except from the outside mail
boxes, The local post office
employees will be through and
out of the post office by 10
a,m, on Saturday and the Lub-
bock mail trucks will only pick
up what mail is in the outside
curb mail boxes,

Another change going into
effect at the same time is the
change of the postmark on out
of town letters, Letters in the
future will be postmarked in
Lubbock, there will no longer
be 4 Muleshoe postmark.

Last year the Post Office hand-
led about 82 billion pieces of
mail, In another 10 years the
figure will reach almost 110
billion pieces, Unless some-
thing drastic is done now, just
imagine what the operating de~
ficit will be in coming years,
For the past 14 months the
House Post Office and Civil
Service Committee has been
laboring over postal reform,
The product of their delibera-
tions was the Postal Re-
organization and Salary Adjust-
ment Act of 1970, The Act will
provide many meaningful and
economic reforms in our na-
tional postal system, The Act

converts the Post Office De- '

partment into an independent
establishment in the Executive
Branch of Government, It frees
the Department from political
pressures, Finally, and most
importantly, it provides the
means by whicha truly superior
mail service can be developed
on a business-like basis,

My main reservation about
the legislation centered on my
strong opposition to a provi-
sion which would have legalized
the union shop in the Post Of-
fice Department, As badly as
Post Office reform is needed,
I would have voted against the
reform package had the final
version cmuunedth_e tﬂl(ln s_hop
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clause, No person should be
forced to join a union as a
precondition to working for his
government, Besides, I felt if
this were allowed it would set
a dangerous precedent, and
unions would have made a giant
step toward their stated goal
of unionizing public employees
at all levels of government,
Fortunately, many other Mem-
bers believed as I did; and to-
gether, were able toremove the
offensive provision from the
Act,

In the final analysis, the
Postal Reform Act is the biggest
overhaul of the U,S, postal sys-

tem since its inception, I am
proud to be a member of the
Administration’s team that
worked to bring the idea of
postal reform to fruition, Once,
the Act has passed Congress,
however, it is up to Post Of-
fice officials to make it work,
For several years Congress has
been told the mail service
would be greatly improved
by certain reforms, The 9lst
Congress, under President Nix-
on’s guidance has substantial-
ly enacted these reforms, Only
time will tell if the perfor-

mance of the new post office
meets our expectation,
