FmHA To Offer Housing 
For Homeless

Rural residents who are 
homeless or inadequately- 
housed families may now have a 
chance to become homeowners 
under a plan being adopted by 
the Farmers Home 
Administration (FmHA), Fred 
Greenway, FmHA County 
supervisor, said today.

Under the plan, special 
emphasis will be given to homes 

^ that have been in FmHA's 
inventory at least 18 months. 
Inventoty homes will be offered 
to public bodies, including 
housing authorities and 
nonprofit community-based 
organizations, for rent directly 
to the individuals, Mr. 
Greenway said. In addition, 
homes which were recently 
acquired by FmHA into 
inventory but have not yet been 
replaced will also be offered for 
lease to the homeless.

The families who obtain 
the housing from the public 
bodies or nonprofit 
organizations may apply to buy 
the house at any time during the

lease. Those who rent directly 
from FmHA will pay rent based 
on their income and will be 
given the opportunity to buy the 
house they rent. Fred Greenway 
said that many homeless people 
woric and have incomes, and 
have the potential to become 
homeowners.

"By helping people find a 
decent place to live, we also 
help eliminate the cost to 
taxpayers of maintaining vacant 
houses," Mr. Greenway said. 
FmHA officials in Texas are 
seeking organizations which are 
interested in providing housing 
to the homeless and to 
inadequately-housed families.

Information concerning 
housing for the homeless may 
be obtained from the Farmers 
Home Administration (FmHA) 
office located at ASCS Bldg., 
Concho Street, FmHA County 
Supervisor said. The FmHA 
office in Eden, Texas is open 
from 8:00 a.m. to 5 :00 p.m. 
Monday through Friday.

That's why the training of 
medical students is dependent 
on the generosity of people who 
will their bodies.

"Most people donate their 
bodies for very humanitarian 
reasons," said Trish Morgan, 
who registers donors for 
Baylor's willed-body program. 
"They're interested in helping 
the advancement of science.

While the foremost need 
for bodies is for basic

anatomical study, Bordelon 
said, medical schools do more 
than use bodies for study by 
first year medical students. They 
are also used to improve 
surgical procedures and develop 
new ones.

Medical schools maintain 
strict guidelines, generally 
accepting only adult bodies. The 
schools cannot use a body with 
contagious disease or serious 
physical damage, including that 
from an extensive autopsy.

Schools with particularly 
successful body-donation
programs may accept only 
willed bodies, declining to 
accept any signed over by next 
of kin.

Many medical schools 
ask each donor to agree to the 
transfer of the body if another 
school's need is greater at the 
time of the donor's death.

After a body has been 
used for study, it is cremated.

By that time, the body 
will have helped train future 
physicians and perhaps have 
fostered new life-saving 
knowledge for those still living.
