Thus farm relief, instead of 
improving the condition of the 
farmer, may, instead, plunge 
him further into depression. 
This is one more evidence that 
political panaceas, at the tax- 
peyers’ expense, not only usual­
ly fail but often aggravate the 
very condition they seek to rem 
edy.
